A STEP FORWARD. II

The supporters of Mr. Breckinridge in this State,
and perhaps in most of the Southern States, have A
evidently taken a " step forward" within the last
few weeks. A great many of them are now for a;
immediate resistance and secession upon the in-
stant of Lincoln's election to the Presidency.

Such was not their position-we speak generally,
and not of particular individuals-at the opening
of the canvass. Then, it, was vehemently denied
that Mr. lreckimidge was a diunonicst, or that the n
party sustaining him was a disunion party. Nor is It
it asserted that Mr. Breckinridge is now a disunion. C
ist, or even in favor of secession upon Lincoln's t0
election. But many of his supporters avow them- a
selves in favor of secession in the contingency n
mentioned, though still continuing to support Mr. p
Breckinridge, whose position,the probabilities are, t
is just the reverse of their own.
We say the probabilities are that Mr. Breckin- g

ridge himself is not in favor of the secession of the
Southern States upon the naked ground that Mr. r
Lincoln has been elected President. In his late I
speeeh he took pains to affirm his devotion to the
Union in terms emphatic and unmistakable. He
challenged his enemies to point to an act he had c
ever committed, or a word he had ever uttered, in- i
imical to the existence of our Federal Union. Ofe I
went farther, and underrated tile number of dis-
unionists per or in tile Southern States. We gave
Mr. Breckinridge the proper credit for these de-
rlarations, and we have no fault now to find witho
him in this respect. Bnt we cannot understand
how his position on this question is more accept-
able to the secessionints, who propose to with-
draw from the Union thle moment Lincoln is eleect-
ed. tlhan is that of Mr. Bell or Douglas. We do not
believe Mr. Breckinridge will approve such a step.
Htis colloague upon the ticket, Gen. Lane, has de- 1
clared in a public speech at Indianapolis, in the
State ol Indiana, within the last few weeks, thlat
if Lincoln be elected, we must content onrselves
with the reflection that four years will quickly
pass, when the people will have a chance of ex-
pelling his party from power. This is farther than
we, who support Mr. Bell, are willingto go-for the
inference from Gen. Lane's declaration is that we
must submit to all tilhe four years of Lincoln's Gov.
ernment, whatever may be the policy of his Ad-
ministration. Admitting then, for the sake of ar-
gnment, what we do not believe to be true in point
of fact, that Mr. Breckinridge is in favor of seces-
sion on account of the election of Lincoln, it is un-
deniable that his colleague and associate upon the
ticket is not. But every vote for Breckinridge is
also a vote for Lane. The electors upon the ticket
are pledged to vote for both alike. When the
supporters of Mr. Breckinridge, therefore, who
propose to raise tile standard of revolution the
moment Lincoln is elected, and before lie takes his
seat-when these gentleman taunt us with being
"shbmioeionists," would it not be just as well for
them to enquire whether tihe head of their ticket is
not, himself, exactly the same sort of "submission-
int" that we are, as the second in command,
Lane, undoubtedly is, and perhaps will " submit"
even more patiently than we will? Are we to be
derided and reproached for being submissionists,
when Lane is also one, as there is every reason to
believe Breckinridge is too?

We do not believe Mr. reeckinridge will say that
the mere fact that Lincoln has been elected Presi-
dent will justify the secession of the Southern
States. We know that Gen. Lane says just the
reverse. Why, therefore, cannot the secession
supporters of Mr. Breckinridge refrain from apply-
ing the taunt of " submissionists" to other South-
ern people, when one, if not both, of the candi-
dates they are themselves supporting, occupies
precisely the same ground on this question that we
do? We have been reluctant to allude to this sub-
ect before, for fear the Black Republicans may
pervert it into a willingness on our part to submit
to anything-but the charge of being " submission-
ints" is so constantly preferred against the sup-
porters of Mr. Bell by some of the organs in Mr.
Breckinridge's interest, that we think it is time it
were shown either that Mr. Breckinridge himself
occupies a position different from our own, or that
tile charge be abandoned.
The proposition to "resist," as we understand

it, contemplates iommediate resistance. There is
to be no waiting until Lincoln takes his neat. This
is the position, if we understand it aright, of South
Carolina, of Alabama, of Miasoisssippi, (if Governor
Brown represents the feelings of her people,) and
of many of tile individual supporters of Mr. Breck-
inridge in the other Southern States. Have these
gentlemen reflected that resistance, under such
circumstances, will be resistance to a Democratic
Administration, and to a Democratic President,
elected by themselves? Lincoln will be elected on
the 6th of November, if he be elected at all. But
he will not take his seat until the 4th of March.
Here are four months of time intervening. But re-
sistance is to be made at once. Resistance, then,
will be made to the Federal Government under a

, Democratic, and, as its friends say, a national and
Constitutional Administration! Is this consistent?
Will it not be putting the South in a wrong and in-
defensible position at the very moment when she
should be calm and cautious, but resolute ? Would
not the South be better jousified, if sloe rebel, in
rebelling against the Federal Government under a
Black Republican Administration than under a
Democratic one? And are we to he branded as

to " suhmissionists '"-tlle term being used as a term
of reproach-because we think it better for the
South, if the necessity arise, to rebel against the
authority of an Administration that commits some
positive, decisive, overt act of usurpation, and
Q" some direct breach of the compact of the Consti-
tution?

We think the position of these gentlemen, who
propose to secede before Lincoln takes his seat, an
indefensible one. But if they are honest intheir
sentiments they can surely express them, without
applying a designation intended to he contemptu.
ons to those whose judgments lead them to a dif-
ferent conclusion. The interests, the rights, the
honor, the integrity of the South do not belong to
any one party nor to any division of any party.
They belong to all the people of the South alike,
and will be defended by all alike. Surely, there
should be no reproaches, no taunts, no insinuations
of being abject " anhmissionists" to those who
will be ready to defend tihe Constitution when in-
vaded, but will not anticipate, without reason,
what all nmust know will be a time of trouble and
of civil dirssenion.

but large-hearted and generous to all their fellow-
men.

After the dinner, the meeting was reopened, and
in response to the unanimous call, AMr. Adolphus
Olivier mounted the stand, and resumed and con-
cluded his speech, which he had begun in the
morning. We had often heard high report of this
young orator. Hearing him now for the first time,
(though he was hoarse and not in his usual trims for
speaking) we felt that common report had done
him small justice. Of handsome presence and
graceful in all the visible adornments of oratory,
his elegant language proclaimed his fine education,
whilst his sentiments, expressed in the most warm
and passionate manner, he stood before us, as he
did before all who heard him for the first time, as
just one of those who are needed at the present
time-speakers with clear and sensible heads, and
warm and patriotic hearts. His portraiture of the
consequences of disunion, and his concluding apos-
trophe to the American flag, were among the things
which we shall particularly remember, long after
'the present contest shall have been entered on the
record of the past.

The next and last speaker was Mr. Cage, also a
well-known citizen and orator of that region. In
a short and vigorous speech he met, argued, and
refuted the assaults of the Opposition upon John
Bell and Edward Everett. His address was to the
point, and was much applauded, as it deserved.

After this, the meeting adjourned. The city
crowd betook themselves to their special train of
cars, and were joined in the cars by many of the
country people who had gone to the barbecue on
the regular early train. As the cars left, the crowd
of Bell and Everett men living around and beyond
there saluted them with cheers, every cheer being
as heartily responded to from the cars.

There was some dozen or so of Breckinridge
men at the barbecue. They conducted themselves
in a very orderly and gentlemanly manner through-
out the meeting. As the cars left they stepped
forth, threw up their hats and shouted for Breek,
though not in a hostile manner. The people
around them and on the cars of course shouted
Lack for Bell. Only one of the Brecklaridgers

wanted to fight; a very respectable young man th
when sober, but who had unsobered himself by w
mixing his barbecue sangaree with regular old
Brashear city red-eye. He made several desperate th
efforts to get into the cars, to whip the whole city th
delegation, but was prevented by his father, a re- ft
spectable old gentleman, who collared him every no
time he attempted to enter the cars. This of c'
course was no disturbance; it was the only attempt o0
at a disturbance, and passed off as funnily as a BE
monkey show. W

The iron horse at last rattled homeward at a sl
flying rate. There were some mosquitoes along ti
the road; at the stoppages the pesky little birds ci
were perfectly awful and thoroughly outrageous. ct
But in good time the tribulations of the mosquito tl
kingdom were passed through, and at 9 P. li. the hk
crowd were disengaged from the cars at the depot as
in Algiers; none regretting their visit to what was ms
actually the finest and most largely attended Bell 0*
and Everett barbecue yet held within a day's reach p
of the Crescent City. k
