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Roman conqueror. The whole North is engulfed f

in Abolitionism, and Pennsylvania, hitherto the
heystone of the Union, is now the foundation stone I
f a power which menaces thatUnion with subver-
aion. What Southern man but will resolve all his
energies to a determination to meet the issue, and I
to stand by his brethren in the cause?

We are divided among ourselves, and are, conse-
euently, weak. The North sees our dissensions, I
and is made daring, haughty, arrogant and hope-
ful, as he had seen in his recent tour. He was
aunted with our lack of union and fraternity
omong ourselves. They told him that the South
did not know its rights under the Constitution, or
did not seem to know them, and that a large por-
tion of it was inclined to take the same view as the
North of its institutions, and to favor the action of
the North. He had advocated. and it was Ili po-
nition upon that stand, union upon any man who
could defeat Lincoln. Much as he might deprecate
the election of Bell or Douglas, he would delight in

voting for them if thereby the election of Lincoln
might be defeated, nod thle South thus given breath-
ing time for getting into a position of united and
consolidated sentiment and action.

It was not altogether certain that Mr. Lincoln
would be elected, but tilhe probabilities were that
such would be the result. In New York he found
the Breckinridge and Bell men work together fra-
ternally and earnestly to defeat the common
enemy and in the cause of tihe Union, while the
Douglas men, with folded arms, were tacitly dis-
countenancing their efforts, or were openly aiding
Lincoln. Tihe orator paid a high compliment to
the earnestness and patriotism of the Bell men of
tile North, and the courtesy which he had expe-
rienced from them and their journals, while he
castigated with cutting severity of rhetoric the
political course of tile Douglas men, and the dis-
courtesy and injustice toward himself displayed by
their journals. Ilis moet earnest prayers were for
the success of the noble eff•rtts of the Fusionists of
New York.

There are those who say that if Lincoln is
conservative that the South and her rights will he
safe under his Administration. But no matter

what his Administration may be, if it is counten-
anced it will only give so much more time for the
increase of the strength of Abolitionism. The

Northwest is constantly settling tip and organizing
newStates, and very soon enough will come in to
give them power enough to amend the Constitution

itself under the provisions of the Constitution, and
in a inanner that the slaves of the whole South
may be constitutionally emancipated while they
are at work on the plantations of the South.

There were numbers in tihe South, in this city of
New Orleans, who sympathize with the doctrines
of Lincoln, and who were ready to take office
under him. His officers and his sympathizers, sus-
tained and encouraged by the influential authority
and countenance of his Administratiop, would fill
the country. and undermine our institutions and
corrupt popular sentiment as water percolates and
disintegrates rick. If, under the administration of
Buchanan, abolition outrages, plots and ineendi-
arism cannot be prevented, how will it be when an
abolition Adminictration is in power? The con-
tinuance f for four years of Lincoln's administration
would render slaive property almost valueless in
the border States from its insecurity. They will
have to get rid of their eilaves by sale, or become
another St. Domingo, or another Jamnaica.

Will the South let this man get into power and
obtain the control of the army and navy, which is
itself an "overt act?" It would be an act of re-
bellion to resist his inauguration. We have no
right to resist; but we have a right to preserve
ourselves. We have a right to withdraw from al-
legiance to an oppressive government. This is a
right declared in the Declaration of Independence,
which also sets forth that it is the right of a people
to provide themselveswith a proper government. It
is the right which the people of Italy are to-day ex-
ercising in their struggles for freedom from tyrannic
rule. It is the right of the worm crushed under the
heel to turn upon its assailant; it is the right of the
brute when struck to resist if it may. We have the
right which tile Italians are exercising bequeathed
us by our fathers, and it existed long before
our fathers thought, wrote, fought and framed
our Constitution. But was their position but a
reiteration of the brute right of resistance ? He
thought not; our fathers made it not only the
right but the duty of man to resist.oppressive gov-
ernment. They declared that men had a right to
make government for themselves, and if one was
wrong to frame another to suit themselves. If
they were wrong, Eugland was right in trying to'
hang George Washington, Johin Hancock, etc.

He said that ire would recommend no course to
be pursued by the people of Louisiana in the event
of the election of Lincoln. The State of Alabama
would call a convention within thirty days after his
election, as provided by law. She would act
wisely, cautiously, prudently, and whatever might
be her course he would be with her. He had been
misrepresented by some as an arch-agitator, but
they of Alabama accounted him one who knew the
rights of the States and of their citizens, and dared
to advocate and maintain them. In following out
his position, Mr. Yancey paid a splendidly eloquent
compliment to the Yancey Rangers, named in his
honor

It was his opinion that if Lincoln was elected
every Southern sovereign State ought to meet in
convention, and deliberate on the course to be pur-
sued. There are true friends or the border-
on both sides of it. Whenever a State secedes,
and Lincoln and his Lieutenant-General, Stephen
Arnold Douglas, undertakes to cross the border
with Federal bayonets, they would have work
enough to do on tie other side before they crossed
to this. The Bell men of Kentucky have declared by
their orators that force could not be used to coerce
a State, and a Federal force could not get through
that State if it got into it. Ito was satisied, too,
from the tone of a strong minority in the North,
that if any State wi-hed to leave the Union and

pursue her own path, no attempt, or an attempt
futile in its very initiation, would be made to use
force. A strong element of Northern sentiment
was adverse to the recognition of the principle of
coercion.
There was no provision in the Constitution for keep.

ing up a standing army within a disaffected State,
conquered back to subjection, to compel its sub-
mission to the Federal compact. As they came in
freely so they could go out freely as they saw fit
for sufficient reason. The articles of agreement
between the States fixed no period, nor form, of
dissolution of the compact. It is a partnership at
will, and as in a business compact of the sort, any
member may retire when he sees fit.

MIr. Yancey then discussed very lucidly the
sovereigns' rights and powers, absolute, and
relative as to the Union, of the independent
States. Citizens owed their first allegiance to
their State, and after that to the United States.
The States had laws against treason, and ii
citizens should do as they had said they would-
take up arms to aid Federal forces in compelling
their fellow-citizens to submit to Lincoln's admin
istration after a State had seceded-they would
thus render themselves amenable tiathe

laws of their own State. The act of the State car-
ried their allegiance with it, and only through the
State did citizens owe any allegiance to the Gen-
eral Government.

I what would be'the consequences,? The banks at
the North would be bankrupt, the factories would
stop, and tens of thousands would be crying for
bread and denouncing the Northern authors of
their misery. The South weuld no longer be preyed
upon by the North, but retain within her borders
the wealth which now enriches the latter. He
pictured the advantages which would acerne to the
Soath fromthe throwing open of her portls to the

free trade of nations, and the disastrous conse- 1
quences which would ensue to the North having no t
longer a protected market for her manufactures. I

Northern manufactureswould be completely ex- t
cluded from our market by the successful compe- I
d tition of tile more cheaply produced merchandise I
of Europe. We would no longer pay a premium
to Northern manufacturers. But he was willing
to do this for the sake of the Unionunder the Con-
atitution. The South could afford to give of her
abundance to the North, and no long as our rights
y were respected he should be glad, and advocate
h that it he doe.

All we contended for was equal rights under the
Constitution. In the event of veparation the North

The report of the Board of Health, issued yester-

dey, shows that there were 143 interments in the
city cemeterieslast week. Qfthe number, 42 were
children under two years of age. Of the adults, 24
died by consumption.

THE ELECTION YESTERDAY.

In the Fourth and Fifth Representative Districts
(Fourth and Fifth Wards), elections were yester-
day held to fill the vacancies of those Districts in
the State House of Representatives.

Mr. Thomas E. Adams, the Bell and Everett can-
didate in the Fourth Ward, had for his competitors
Mr. A. A. Lipscomb, Douglas Democrat, and Mr.
Starke, Breckinridge Democrat. Mr. Adams re-
ceived 332 votes, Mr. Lipscomb 102, and Mr. Starke
100. Starke beat Lipscomb 58 votes; Adams was
elected by a majority of 172 over Starke, 230 over
Lipsceomb, and a clean majority of 70 over both
put together.

In the Fifth Ward Mr. Arthur Arroyo, the Bell
candidate, was opposed only by Mr. Gottschalk,
Breckinridge Democrat, there being no Douglas
candidate in tile field. Mr. Arroyo having openly
and publicly pledged himself never to vote for
John Slidell, under any circumsltances, received
the cordial support and tile vote of many personal
friends in tihe Douglas party. He beat Gottschalk
by a majority of 183 votes, he receiving 386 votes,
and Gottschalk 203.

At all the precincts the election passed off very
quietly; there was no disturbance anywhere that
we heard of.

We are not in the least disposed to boast of the
result of this, the first election held in this city
since the triangular formation of our local politics.
Fo: we know very well, that had all the Bell and
Everett men turned out, both Adams and Arroyc
would have been elected by much larger majori
ties. It was a foregone conclusion that both were
bound to be elected; so the Bell men did not gel
excited, and very many of them did not go to vote,
In neither Ward was there anything like a fall vote
polled. On Tuesday next we shall expect to see

The Young Bell Ringers have now, we
think, as many banners, wreaths, and other com-
plimentary marks of public recognition and appro-
val as their hearts can possibly desire.

POVERTY AND SUICIDE.
Another sad case of suicide by a young man, in

consequence of poeerty and friendlessness, was
disclosed by yesterday morning's sunrise. The
workmen engaged in building the moresque build-
ings, corner of Camp and Poydras streets, were
startled and shocked, upon going to work in the
morning, at the spectacle of a young man of light
complexion, cleanly and neatly dressed, hanging
by the neck, dead, in the rear part of the buildings,
near the doors, on St. Francis street. He had tied
a stout piece of thick hemp rope around a joist of
the second story, and tied the other end of the
rope in a hard knot around his neck. His hat,
found on the timbers above, seemed to show that
he had deliberately prepared for the deed up there,
and jumped off after fixing the rope to his satisfac-
tion. His fall was about twelve feet; his neck was
dislocated, and his death must have been instanta-
neous. The body hung there several hours before
the Coroner arrived to cut it down; thousands of
people, in the meantime, flocking to the spot, and
t endeavoring to find out who the suicide was. In

his pocket the Coroner found the only probable
clue to his identity: a razor, on the handle of
which was marked "R. H. Breckinridge, Texas,
-asii.: jLi-Jl;.i, odmiht not have beefsg
e name.

a The Coroner could not discover who the deceased
was, and his jury rendered a verdict of suicide by
hanging. A grocer who looked at the body, said
it was that of a young man who called upon him,
told a story of sickness and distress, and asked for
employment. He had no employment to give.
The young man then asked him for money to get
something to eat. Suspecting him to be animpos.
ter, the grocer refused the money, but offered him
a loaf 0' bread. The young man sat down and ate
nearly the whole of the loaf. The grocer then
said, " You are hungry and no mistake ;" with
which he gave him a half-dollar, and directed him
to a neighboring lunch house, where he could gel
something better than dry bread. The grocer did
not see the young man again till he recognized him
hanging dead. From another source we hear that
the young man was by occupation a book-keeper;
went to Texas some time ago; failed in finding re-
munerative employment; fell sick and was sick a
long time; recovered and got back to this city;
still could not find employment; at last went to

1. work as a laborer, at hard out-door work, for a
man up town; could not stand this, being delicate

y and unaccustomed to such work; triedagain to get

a book-keeper's or clerk's situation, and no more
of him was known till his dead body was found

t swinging to a rafter in the moresque buildings.

S A LADY SERIOUSLY BaTr.-On Sunday evening,
at the corner of Royal and Canal streets, a horse,
which had frantically broken away from a car.

A GEAMAN REPORTER GARROTED AND SEARCH-D.

1 affair which shows that peaceable citizens, whose
duty it is to be out at late hours, ought to be par-
ticularly careful of persons meeting or following
them. He lives on Rampart street, above Felicity
Road, opposite Irwin's omnibus station. On bat-
urday night, in the square below Canal street, he
was attacked by a "garroter," who with his left
r rm scientifically compressed his throat, and rifled

his pantaloons pocket with his right. During this
rascally proceeding, a genteel looking person

stepped in front of him, scrutinized his features and
ran off towards the swamp, with the exclamation,
"it is not him!" When the victim recovered his

consciousness and called " watch," a police officer
and another gentleman came to his assistance; but
the daring fellows had escaped and evaded the
efforts of the police to bring them to justice.

AN EPIDEMIC OF BLOOD.

HOMICIDE ON Sr. PHILIP STRaET .--On Sunday I
night, Joseph Prudhomme was twice stabbed with
a cane sword by Victor Piquet. He fell, was put 1
in a cab, and started to Charity Hospital, but died I
on the way and was taken back to the Second Dis- I
trict lockup. Piquet, making no effort to escape, I
was arrested. Dr. Delery yesterday made the post-
mortem examination of Prudhomme's body, and
last evening Coroner Beach proceeded with his
inquest. All the outside accounts agree that
Prudhomme was drunk, and grossly insulted and
followed Piquet's wife and servant girl, he being
with them at the time, quietly passing along the
street. Jean Crespel, a friend of Pru4homme,
and in company with him at the time, gave the
following testimony:

JtaIs Crespel, oworn-Between 10 and 11 o'clock
last night I was with the deceased, standing at the
corner of Royal and St. Philip streets, and we
were talking together when two ladies, accom-
panied by a gentleman, passed by. One of tile
ladies was walking a small distance in advance;
the other had the arm of Mr. Piqoet. When the
lady in front passed the deceased, he addressed her
with vulgar expressions. Mr. Piquet ten said to
him: "You have insulted my wife," and se replied :
" I care but little whether it be your wife or any
other person." Mr. Piquet continued on his way,
and the deceased followed him, continuing his in-
solts until they arrived at the house of Mr. Piquet,
whichis situated a few doors from the corner. I
do not know what passed there, but a moment
afterward the deceased came back and told me he
had been stabbed, and fell. He was in liquor at
the time. There were no other persons in tront of
Mr. Piquet's house besides himself and the two
ladies and the deceased. 

Mrs. Piquet and the servant girl were still to be
examined when we left the Coroner's office, other
calls compelling us to leave. It was expectedthat
their testimony, with that of Crespel, would en-
tirely justify and exculpate Piquet.

BLOODY FIGHT WrrH KNIVES.--Two Irishmen,
named Mike Whalen and Wm. McNamara, disa-
greed and concluded to fight on Sunday evening,
in a coffeehouse on the corner of Tchoupitoulas
and Calliope streets. They drew knives, closed in,
and after several cuts, thrusts and parries, McNa-
mara fell, with two dangerous stabs in the side.
Whale n received a bad gash in the left arm, and
two slight cuts beside.
