They
are making too great a demand on the credulity of i
the tobacco trade when it is asserted that the
crops in the places indicated will not give more 1
than one-sixth of an yield. As regards the advance s
of one dollar per hundred, a half dozen large
operators can easily cause an advance of that na- s
ture in any market:

As we stated yesterday, the earlier frosts were
so light as to result in no serious injury to the
growing crop of tobacco, but the frosts of Friday
and Saturday nights last were very disastrous to
the staple, to that portion, at least, which had not
been housed. In the upper counties in which to-
bacco is raised, the season has been more propiti-
ous thano in tile southern counties, and In conse-
quence of the forward condition of the crop nearly
all of it had been cut and housed before the ap-
pearance of tile severe frosts. But in the counties
of Greene, Monroe, Allen, Edmonson, Chr istian,
Taylor, Metcalf, Cumberluand, Warren, Hart. Lo-
gan, Adair, Barren. Mllulenburg, Ohio, McLain,
Davies and Henderson, where the crop was not
more than one-half an average yield, from oee-
fourth to one-half remained out and exposed to tile
frosts, and is of course rendered worthless. We
conversed yesterday with intelligent and unplreju-
diced planters trom those regions. who concur fully
in the statement above made. This fearful dam-
age done by the frost, together with the unfavora.
ble season, has reduced the crops in the localities
indicated to about one-sixth of an ordinary yield.
The ellect of a knowledge of this falling off is
already apparent, and an advance of fully $1 per
hundred was sustained yesterday upon all descrip-
tions.

The above extract, we think, must be received
at a considerable discount. We give the extract
for the information of the Bulls in the trade.
