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SIGNS OF ALARDI.

The New York Herald publishes a semi-official
manifesto from John D. Defreese, of Indiana, a
confidentlal friend of Lincoln, designed, as that
paper thinks, to allay the alarm at the South at the
prospect of the election of the Black Republican
capdidate. In this letter Defreese undertakes to
slhow that Lincoln is pledged to the execution of
the Fugitive Slave Law, to the admission of new
slave States if the people thereof so desire, and, in
general, to a forbearing and anti-aggressive policy
with respect to the Southern section of the Union.

All this is probably an electioneering device on
the part of dMr. Defreese. He is an old chronic
politician, of a quarter of a century's experience,
well versed in all the wiles, intrigues, and short-
cuts of party diplomacy and deceptive political
strategy. His object is not to quiet the South,
but to strengthen the failing courage of his party
at the North. That party, dreading a dissolution
of the Union, is undoubtedly alarmed at the signs
of the times-and they are abandoning Lincoln as
rats desert a sinking ship. But if the South can
be reassunred by promises, and cease their threats
of revolution, then these men will return to Lin-
coln and elect him President. It is too late now
to play this game out, but that such is Mr. De-
freese's object, we think, is plainly to be seen.

We have concurrent testimony from the city of
New York, of what is now the policy of the Black
Republican leaders. The journals there, on both
sides, have abandoned all discussion of the issues
between the parties, and the whole question is
now reduced down to the single point of whether
or not the South will submit to Lincoln's adminis-
tration. On one side they attempt to show that
there trill be unconditional submission-on the
other side that the people are ripe for immediate
revolution. There are some who will vote for Lin-
cola if they believe the South will be quiet under his
administration, but they will as undoubtedly vote
against him and defeat him if they believe the re-
verse. Titus, then, there is a struggle going on
there between tihe opposing parties on this point
alone. It is humiliating to think that politics have
got to so low a point as this, and that Presidents
are to be elected or defeated by operating on the
fears, or stimulating the courage, of the people;
but such is unfortunately the present condition of
the canvass in the State of New York and in most
of the Nortlern States of the Union.

The Herald, however, deduces from this letter of

Defreese, and from'other circumstances, the con-
clusion that there is now a prospect of turning
the tide in New York, and of saving the State
from Lincoln-although, a few days ago, it gave
up the State as lost beyond all hope of redemp.
tion. It says that these semi-official outgivings
will drive from Lincoln all the radical Abolitionists
of the Gerrit Smith and Frederick Douglas school,
numbering perhaps fifty thousand in the State of
New York alone; and these fifty thousand votes,
abstracted from Lincoln and given to Gerrit Smith,
the regularly nominated candidate of the radicals,
may give the State to the Fusion [ticket after all,
by a plurality over Lincoln. It cannot be denied
to these madmen of the Gerrit Smith school that
there is method in their madness, and that they
adhere to their cause without compromise and
without counting the chances of success. If,
therefore, the surmise be correct-if they repudi-
ate Lincoln for his concessions to Southern senti-
ment-there is indeed reason to hope that this
circumstance, coupled with the evident reaction
that has taken place all over the North within the
last week or two, may save New York at least,
and in saving New York defeat the election of the
man whose triumph, at one time, seemed to be a
matter of almost absolute certainty.

Let us take courage then. " While the Coliseum
stands, Rome will stand :" and while there is a
hope of escape, let us clilng to it. We have for
some time had an abiding faith that the great Em-

pire State of the North would interpose to avert
the peril of a sectional victory. Let the Union
men of the South close up their ranks and stand
to their guns, with the hope that, at the opportune
moment, New York will gallantly come to their
rescue.

TALK ON 'CHANGE.

Though the habitues and frequenters of Caron- I
delet street gathered yesterday as usual, yet the

transactions in produce and exchange, with en-

gagements of freight, were light. The early part
of the day was devoted, as usual, to business.
But the 1st of November in our community is gen-
erally devoted to other purposes than mammon,
pelf or trade. Though the early part of yesterday
presented no changes from other days, yet it was
manifest after meridian that other feelings than
those of commerce were paramount. Tlhousands

engaged in the turmoils of business withdrew, and
paid their respects and veneration to All Saints'

Day, which has characterized our community from
time immemorial. The day was regarded by thou-
sands of citizens as a holy one, and the usual feel-
ings, ceremonies, demonstrations of affection and
remembrance for departed relatives, connections
and friends, were observable among all classes of
society. Business, therefore, closed early yester-

day. There was a general disinclination to move,
operate, or even talk. We, therefore, withdrew
from tihe flags at an early hour, with impressions
that great feeling and considerable uneasiness pre-
vails regarding the eventful Tuesday of next week.
It is not out of place for us to remind cotton fac-
tors and all interested in the staple to keep calm
and cool. Let the worst, in the political situation
of tile country, come to the worst, there will be a
market for every bale of cotton now picked, or
that will be picked this season. It will all be
known within one hundred and forty hours after
the reading of this morning's Crescent.

If our community can be preserved by salt we
are safe enough against all panics and all crises.
From the forty cargoes received during the past

three weeks, we might reasonably expect to be

kept in good state, let who will be elected Presi-
dent next Tuesday, or even if there should not be
a President elected till February next.

of four bushels, or ten sacks to the ton, may be

considered as very low.
The arrivals from the West of produce keep up

well, and from the large shipments going forward
to Mobile and Texas there must be a good demand.
There was a full steamboat load of Western pro-
duce at the Jefferson Railroad depot, comprising
flour, bacon, molasses, coffee, bagging and rope.

From the quantities of bagging andrope now going
forward, it is reasonable to conclude that there is
a good quantity of cotton requiring baling and
rope. Then, large supplies of bagging going by

every steamboat, seems to question any great
damage to the cotton by frost.

We have now had thirty days of clear weather
for the gathering of the crop. True, the great

storm of the 2d of October was followed by four
days of misty and damp weather, which, with the
frosts on the 14th and 15th instant would, it is sup-
posed, have placed a veto on any further demand
for bagging and rope for this season.

Under our financial head will be found the

monthly statement of the stocks of bagging, rope
and bags in our market.

The receipts of cotton are free. Up to Wednes-
day evening they were from Saturday morning
last 48,717 bales.

ANOTHER SHO8110CKING STEAMBOAT DISASTER!

EXPLOSION OF THE H. R. W. HILL!'

Between Thirty anil Forty Lives Lostll!

It is our painful duty to record another of those
frightful calamities which seem to be inseparable
from the navigation of American waters. On
Wednesday night the steamer H. R. W. Hill, Capt.
Thos. Newell, exploded when near College Point,
forty or fifty miles above this city, killing and
scalding a great number of the passengers and
crew. Mr. E. C. McMichael, second clerk of the Hill,
has kindly furnished us the following account of
the disaster, and he informs as that a number of
the sufferers had died since his list below was made
out, making the loss of life up to last evening
thirty-two :

The steamer H. R. W. Hill left Memphis for New
Orleans Saturday, Oct. 27, at 3 o'clock P. M. On
Sunday morning, 28th, between the hours of 11
and 12 o'clock, when landing at Australia landing,
struck a concealed log or stump, breaking several
plank in the starboard quarter just forward of the
wheel-house, whereby she made water very freely.
The pumps were immediately manned and every
exertion made to save the boat, but in the position
she lay we could do her no good.
The boat was then grounded on the bar opposite

Laconia, where she sank in eight feet water. A
temporary bulkhead was erected and the leak
stopped. She was then immediately pumped out,
and once more afloat.

She then proceeded on her voyage, and nothing
of note occurred until Wednesday night between
the hours of eleven and twelve o'clock, when
about 55 miles above New Orleans. A noise like
the report of a cannon was heard, and the whole
boat was enveloped in steam. Mr. Kennett. the
pilot on watch, headed the boat for the shore
where she was made fast. Then all who were able
commenced work, assisting the sufferers (the num-
ber of which is given below). It was then re-
ported that the boat was again leaking, but by
means of the assistance of the doctor-boiler, was
soon pumped out, when the steamer Winm. . Levy
came to our assistance, and the kind officers did
everything in their power to alleviate the suffer-
ings of the wounded.

Capt. Puckett, of the Wm. M. Levy, then kindly
offered to tow the wrecked boat to New Orleans,
but as the wind was very high, Capt. Newell
thought the Levy incompetent to manage the Hill
with her freight on board. Now the wind had
lulled, and the Captain concluded to risk the Hill
in charge of the Levy.
