tPortemooth (Va.) Transcript.

The Recent Attempt to Assas• nate the
Emperor Napoleon.

The London Times of September 19 thus specu-
lates upon the recent attempt at Toulon to take the
life of the French Emperor:

Emperors have charmed lives, and Napoleon m
has again escaped one of those exceptional risks
against which even his foresight is of no avail.
The human instinct which shudders at asssseina-
tion is an adequate, though it is not the only mo-
tive for congratulating him on the failure of so
dastardly an attempt. Were he the worst of ty-
rants or the bitterest of enemies, we could not do
less than express horror at an act which the high
minded Romans would not sanction against Hanni-
bal. It can serve no interest but those of cruel
fanaticism and anarchy that a sovereign should be
cut off by the hand of a ruffian or a madman.

We sincerely hope that the author of the present
crime will prove to be the latter, and that no
second Orsini has been found to affect the bad em-
inence of a conscientious tyrannicide. Nothing
but a "colossal meanneass"of which a nation is in-
capable could have stooped to approve a con-
npiracy against the life of an individnual, and we
are persuaded that the most inveterate national
antipathies could never blunt the edge of the deo
testation felt in this country for the use of such
means. The true interests of mankind are better
understood now than when it needed a rare mag-
nanimity to mourn over the murder o1 a rival.
The possibility of relapsing under the dominion of
passions equally hostile to all principles has far
greater terrors to us than the worst of political
evils.

But we have other reasons than the wish to give
utterance to a sentiment shared by the whole Eng-
lish public for adverting to this occurrence. It is
well sometimes to pause and weigh'the probable
consequences of an event which has all but hap-
pened. Had the arm of the Toulon assassin not
been arrested by a woman, and his aim thus inter-
ropted, and had the shot taken effect according to
his design, would Europe, and England in partun-
lar,have been benefited by the crime? We raise the
issue thus nakedly because we are loth to miss the
olpportupity of pondering on contingencies which
we should otherwise have abstained from contem-
plating. These are the things which remind us
how much hangs on a single lile and lead us to put
very plain questions to ourselves.

We need not fear to look in the face the anxiety
which has been felt at various times during the
lat ten years respecting our relations with
France, and the distrust which has been enter-
tained by many thoughtful men of her present
Government. It is natural that a nation PILCOn-stitutionalists should believe that the adoptln of
simllar institutions by its neighbors would be the
aurest guarantee of international harmony. The
imbecility of Louis XVIII, the priehtridden abso-
lutism of (harles X, and the intrigues and corrup-
tion of Louis Phillippe, seem slight evils by the
side of a restless and expensive imperialism. The
inve•ion of Spain is forgotten, the complications
occasioned by Syria, Tahiti, and the Spanish mar-
riages do not seem formidable at this distance,
and we half believe that our suspicions of French
policy date from the accession of the present Em-
peror.

A very short memory suffices to expose this fal-
lacy, yet it underlies a good many of our thoughts
on the subject. But for " Napoleonic ideas," we
are sometimes tempted to think that our national
debt might be diminishled and the slumbers of Eu-
rtpe uabroken. Now, this i a view which it is
important to reconsider by the liglht of the late at-
tempt atToulon. Supposingthe shot to have been
fatal, we may take it for granted that, in the first
inotance, the Prince imperial would have been pro-
claimed and some cotncil of regency constitteed.
Would a long minority under the controlof suchstatesmen as now surround the throne of France
have conduced to peace or to any object which it
is our intcrrest to decire ? Or, lsupposing the Red-
Ilepeblicans to have seized this olportuonity of rc-
erecting the barricades, would the aggressiveness
or propagandism of France have been diminished
by their triumph?

Alexander predicted that therewould be strange
gaoes at his funeral. He would be a bold man
who should pretend to foresee the nature of the
orgies which would commence on Louis Napoleon's
death during the infancy of his son. The Empire
is now what the French call a " fact." Founded
by means to which it is now needless to refer, it
has grown into such proportions, and identified
with so many destinies other than its own, that we
know not what might be buried under its ruins.
Civil war in France and a reaction in Italy might
be the first scenes in the new European drama, the
thought of which may well make our present diffi-
culties seem tolerable. It is quite possible to
change our present condition for the worse. Louis
Napoleon has made hiimself necessary for the time
to France and to Europe. If he has not established
claims to our gratitude, he has succeeded in mak-
iog as fear his premature death more than the con-
tinuance of his power.

INDIANAtPOL., Nov. 3.-James McLean, Cashier
of the Boone county Bank, of Lebanon, Ind., J. B.
Hussy, Albert HIt. Hager, Miles A. Bridley and J.
D. Chipman, connected with the same inetiution,
were arrested to-day, charged with forgery and
circulating money fraudulently issued. They all
waived an examination, and were committed to
jail in default of $5000 bail. It is supposed that
these parties have circulated over itt0,000 in coun-
terfeit bills of the Boons County Bankin the States
of Indiana, lowa, IIlinois and Missouri. Forty-five
thousand dollars in genuine notes were issued by
the Auditor of State. The spurious and genuine
notes are from the same plate, with Auditor and
Register's names eounterfeited on the former. A.
Spooner, President of the Bank, made his escape
from this city to-day. About $I10,000 of this coun-
terfeit have been received by bankers here from
correspondents in the West. BSeveralhundred dol-
lars of the spurious bills were redeemed at the
Bank at Lebanon yesterday.

LEAVIR onc an, Nov. 3.-The Fort Scott Demo-
crat of October 27th confirms tihe report of the
burning of seventytfour dwellings on the Chlceroklee
neutral lands, by order of lndian Agent Cowan.
Much indignation was felt in Southern Kansas at
the severity of the means taken by the authorities.

The
amount of his defalcation, as far as ascertained, is
$42,000, and it is expected that further disclosures
will increase the amount.

A SANDWIca ISLAND PaINCE.-Prince Lot Kame-
hameha is at San Francisco, and his appearance at
an agricultural fair is thus described in the Bul-
letin:

They were dressed in the last Englilsh fashlion, with
glistening tiles and thick heavy overcoats. The
three, for their stout presentable appearance and
size, would attract attention in a crowd, even if the
Sandwicha Island color did not. If the reader has
ever seen our own Yankee Prince, John Van Buren,
and will, (to the picture of him that is daguerreo-
typed on his memory,) add color enough to bring
the face to a light mahogany hne, he shall see
Prince Kamehameha as he looked last night, with
hands thrust half way into his pockets, and hat set
on an angle of thirty degrees to the perpendic-
ular, as he sauntered among the tables in the hall.
The Consul for the Islands helped him to appreci-
ate the circumstances of the growth of the artices
displayed, and in all he took much interees. In the
picture gallery they saw little to look atexceept the
large picture of the royal family of the ialands, l
which the Prince himself is prominent. They look
like men of the world, well posted and quite willing
to learn what more could be easily discovered.

The GHele Seitlemneist In North Caraotsa.

In a letter which the Inverness Courier has re-
ceived from a friend in North Caromina are the fol-
lowing interesting partioular :

It may be interesting to some of our readers to
learn that the Scotch Highl•ners ~ ere among the
first settlers of the State of North Carolina. The
majority of them were from the l~bridea, from Is-
lay, Jura, Mull, Call and Skye, andlnot a few from
the mainland of Argyll. The precise date of the
landing ot the frct Scotch emigrasqts in the Caroi-
nas cannot be very well ascertainled. It appears
that the Scotch families were settled on the Cape
Fear River previous to the divisionaf the province
into North and South Carolin in l29. Some time
between 1744 and 1746 a Highlander named Neil
Macaiel, from Argyllshire, visited 'North Carolina.
le returned to Scotland in 1748, and in the follow.
ing year landed in Wilmington, INorth Carolina,
with his family and about three hundred emigrants,
(some say six hundred) from thIs district of Kin-
tyre, Argyllshire. It is said tbat! upon the arrival'
of an unusual an importation at Wilmington the an--
thorities, struck with the address;and language of
the new comers, required Macnell to enter into a
bond for their peaceful and good behavior. Per-
hops the warlike spirit of the Crelle race strnek the
Wilnlmigtonians with such terrot as led to the de-
mand of the bond. Our intrepid Suountryman man-
oged to evade the demand, and ascended the Cape
enar with this band of his countrymen. From this

period the emigration was yearly,' on the increase.
Mr. Macdonad, of Kingsburghl and his wife, the

far-famed Flora Macdonald, famous for her ad-
herence to the unfortune Ptetender, Prince
Charles, in his forlorn condition after his defeat at
Culloden, emigrated with a number of others from
the Isle of Skye, no that every y'ear added to the
number of Scotch Highland emigrants until they
soon formed the majority of ~ne population and
controlled the civil and ecclesilstical interests of
no leus than seven counties, yiz: Cumberland,
Bladen, Robeson, Richmond, Montgomery, Moore
and Harnett.
The Gaelic language is spokhre in its pur by

many in these counties, and in oth Cy hrolke I
preach in it every Sabbath. O lastbbath I a-
sitted at the dispensation of the Lord's Supper In
a congregation forty miles diu•ance rom home;
and preached and served a tabhi at which upward
of one hundred and fifty had taken their seato, who
have not heard a sermon in the language of their
childhood for the last ten years. Many a tear wo•
shed during the service, manye a warm shake of
hand, such as a Highlander cn give, was given,and many a blessing was beotowed upon your cor-
respondent at parting with the warmhearted peo-
ple.

The Rev. Collin Maciver, a native of StLornowoy,
Lews, was the last preacher aho could preach in
Gaelic till I came to the State two years ago. He
died in this town in 1850, melk respected and re-
gretted by his countrymen in North Carolina. I
will state an instance of the preponderaaoc of the
Scotch Highlanders in this State.

The North Carolina Presbyterian, a religious pa-
perc and the organ of our Syn'd, published in the
town ot Fayetteville, has upwarda of eight hun-
dred Mars on its list of subscribers, betides those
who claim tie honor of pertaining as mlach to the
Celtic race as those who bear,' that ancient patero-
nymnic.

Tihe Presbytery of Fayetterille, of which I and
one of my sans are mrembere, has thirteen Macs
among its clerical members, send seven othe's whoi
will nst yield the panlm to their brethren of the Mac
lmilies in tracing their Celtic origin; and thence
our Presbytery has tihe cogoonnen of the Scotch
Presbytery, given to us by our brethren of the
Synod of North Carolina.

A SLAVER PURSUED E B A WAR STEAMER--On
Wednesday. the 3d instant, as the sloop Union,
Capt. Saunders, turned round Riding Rooks to go
towards Orange Cays, she came in sight of a brig
at some distance, which, as the two vessels ap-
proached each other, had alt the appearance of a
slaver. Gradually they got within a mile and a
half of each other. Suddenly the brig tacked
away from Orange Caysge, evidently to avoid a
large war steamer lying there at anchor. The
people on the sloop were then witnesses to the
sudden and rapid movemenit of the steamer in
"getting under way," and to the beginning of the
chase, the result of which we shall, no doubt,
soon hear. The chase was eabout 8. E. by E. from
the'Orage Cays. As the Union continued her
course, she met the Excel, of Green Turtle hay,
Capt. James Curry, who had been on board the
steamer, and had learned that the slaver had been
an object of very aflectisnate regard by the
steamer for some hours, asld had, in fact, been
under that sort of surveiitnce which the spider
usually gives to the fly. There can be no doubt
the slave- is taken, as she wnas losing ground fast,
and had no chance, the weather being flae and the
day hbetore them. [Nassau Guardiano, Oct. 10.
