The rivalry which has existed between France
and England from the fourteenth century down to
the ppresent day stil continues, nut with far less In-
tesnlty, and we mention this fact to the glory of
human progress, so that an arrangement between
the two greatest nations of Europe-an arrange-
Sment which would have for its object the welfare
of humanity-can no longer be regarded as the
dream, the Utopia of gensrous minds.

The basis of a European Confederation is there-
fore naturally traced by France and England. Let
Fronce andEngland but join frankly and cordially,
and Italy, Spain, Portugal, Hungary, Belgium,
Switzerland, Greece and Ronmelia will come of
themselves, as it were instinctively,,and range
themselves around.- -.

Lastly, all the divided and oppressed national-
ities-Selavonian, Celtic, Germamic and Scandinav-
ian, gigantic Russia incloded-will be unwilling to
stand aloof from the political regeneration to which
the spirit of the age invites them.

I am aware that a very natural objection may
be made to the project here propounded.

What is to become of the innumerable mass of
men at present employed for warlike purposes by
sea and land? The answer is easy.

With the disbanding of these forces, nations
would be delivered from oppression and injurious
institutions, and the minds of sovereigns, ceasing
to be occupied with schemes of ambition, conquest,
war and destruction, would be directed towards
the creation of useful institutions, and would des-
cend from the study of generalities to that of fami-
lies and even of individuals.

Moreover, by the extension of manufaetures and
the security of trade, the mercantile marine would
immediately absorb the active portion of the mill.
tary navies, and the incalculable quantity of work
produced by peace, association and secur;ty would
afford ample occupation for all the armed popula-
tion, even were their numbers double what they
are. War being next to impossible, armies would
be useless. But it would still be advisable to main-
tain the people in warlike and generous habits by
means of national militia, who would be always at
hand to repress disorder, and any ambition that
might attempt to infringe the European pact.

I ardently desire that these words may come to
the knowledge of those to whom God has confided
this holy mission of doing good, and that they will
indeed do it, preferring, to a false and ephemeral
grandeur, the true grandeur based upon the love
and gratitude of nations.

SARDIaNIAN VIEW OF THE WARSAW CONCERENc.C-
The public mustneither be deceived nor set asleep.
It must not be told, as it was with good intention
by the (onstliulionnel, that Austria is resolved to
remain on the defensive in Italy, nor it must not be
led to believe that the Conference of Warsaw i•
animated, with regard to France, with very friendly
intentions. All that is not true, and can only be
considered as the miserable expedient of people
who seek to disguise the danger in order to dis-
pense with the manly resolutions which weigh with
men.

It is not true that the Conference of Warsaw is
animated towards us with friendly or even pacific
intentions. This interview is nothing but a con-
spiracy against France, inspired by fear of our
revolution-by fear of our principles--by the de-
sire of stilling in Italy a revolution, the sister or
daughter of ours. The EIglish Cabinet, aided by
Prussia, has been the instigator and the go-between
of this bastard reconstitution of the Holy Alliance.
Irritated at not being able to prevent the annexa-
tion of Nice and Savoy, the English Cabinet has
spared no pains to raise enemies against us, nor
lhas any sacrifice beentoo great forits malevolence.
It was the English Cabinet which excited Switzer-
land, caused uneasiness in Belgium, and through
the medium of Prussia lighted the fire at Warsaw.
It is even asserted that the head of the Foreign
Office, who has just accompanied the Queen to
Coblentz, has never ceased during his stay in Ger-
many to hold language against France and her
government of which the clearness can leave no
doubt as to his feelings. The reserve made Iby
Lord John Russell, in a dispatch lately published
in favor of the Austrian dominion in Venetia, ex-
plains clearly that the English Cabinet enters with
respect to Austria on quite a new course.

This unexpected policy has appeared so singular
that it has given rise, even in England, to strango
reports. A distinguished member of Parliament
has gone so far, in a letter lately published, as to
insinuate that there exists in the highest regions in
the political world in Eoglaod a well arranged plan
to overthrow the imperial government at all haz-
ards, and to rgplace it by a dynasty which England
has always found it more easy to manage.

As to Austria, it is not true that she is resigned
to remain on the defensive; that is neither true
nor probable. The very concessions that Austria
has made to Ilungary are nothing but a means of
preparing a greater liberty of action in Italy. The
appointment of Gen. Benedek to the military com-
mand of Venetia is another symptom not to be
overlooked. Gen. Benedek passes for the man of
action in the Austrian army-the man of difficult
situations. lie was named Governor of Hungary-
he is recalled to Italy--what to do?

We may add that, by taking the offensive in Italy,
Austria places herself in a true position.
