Those of our Southern friends who hold to the Ki
opinion that the rule of Abolitiondom, under the thl
lead of Abraham Lincoln, should be submitted to, I
until some overt act of unconsuttutional and out- sin
rageous oppression is perpetrated by them upon Co
the rights and people of the South, and who there- to
fore greedily devour all, or nearly all, the reports
from Black Republican quarters that the President ev
elect is a mild, moderate, conservative man, who
will faithfully execute the laws in strict obedience
to the requirements of the Constitution, should
read the following exposition of his views from a
most authoritative sourcc-!rom his confiddential
and trusted home organ.

The subjoined extract is short, but it is exceed-
ingly suggestive and comprehensive. It is taken
from a late number of the Chicago Tribune:

If Mr. Lincoln is committed to anything it is to
the " policy of treating slavery as being wrong,
with due regard to the difficulties of oe-ritne no in
of IT in a peaceful way."

No doubt these are Mr. Lincoln's intentions. No in
doubt his Administration will be conducted upon fa
the cardinal principle of "treating slavery"

rid of it in a peaceful way." His whole recent bh
political history proves this; the outgivings of atM his Eastern as well as his Western organs dem- to

onstrate it; and there is nothing in the past or to
the present of himself or the party which elected al
him that does not go to show that every influence o]
-the Federal Government could command, if con- 01
tided to his keeping, would be exercised to the d,
detriment of the slaveholding interest, and of all ti
other interests which depend upon that institution
for vitality and prosperity. We do not look for
any sudden shock or any violent proceedings at r
the commencement. Nothing of the kind is antici- e
pated by sensible and reflecting men. The process L
will be slow and gradual; the poison to be admin-
istered will not be violent in its operations; on the
contrary, it will aosume the form of an opiate; we c
will be soothed into dreams of safety, while the
oppriesor will be taking possession of the citadel
of our libertieo ; we will be promised all manner
of security, while the enemy is gradually encroach- d
ing upon us fronm every quarter; we will be told d

to slumber on in quiet, until the common foe holdi tl
every place of power, honor and emolument in y
our Eidst, and has built up a formidable organiza- a
tion in all the Southern States, entertaining its pe-
culiar tenets, which will be sustained and en-
couraged, and protected, if need be, by the whole t
authority of the General Government; and then t
we will unquestionably be told, in language that h
cannot be misunderstood, that Mr. Lincoln's I
speech at Springfield, Illinois, on the 17th of June,
- 858, is in the process of realization; that, to use
his own language, the agitation of the slavery I

question " will not cease, until a crisis shall have n
S been eachedand passed. 'A house divided againsl I

itself cannotl stand.' I believe this Government s
cannol endiure plermianetelly half slate and half a
free."
b As IMr. President Lincoln's party will be numer.

ically the strongest'; as it will control the govern-
ment, the army, the navy and the treasury ; as it I
will have a regularly organized force to support it I
all over the South, with the forts, arsenals, navy-
yards, post-oflices, etc., in its possession; and as it I
will move with all the prestige and authority of a I
regularly organized government-it is not very 1
likely, we respectfully submit, that the weaker i
section, thus environed by enemies, and thus I

a hedged around by laws, the enforcement of which 1
is in the hands of an inimical executive, will be
h` apt to subject the strorger section to the influences

of domestic slavery. The reasonable presumption
is that the opposite wilL be the case; and that the I
weaker party will,Th the inevitable order of events,
be obliged to go to the wall, and submit to what-
ever terms anld conditions the stronger party may
see tit to impose.

We have thus hastily glanced at a few of the
humiliating and disastrous consequences which
will most probably overtake the South in case the 1
advice of the advocates of the overt act doctrine

.,- should prevail. We believe this policy of inactiv-
n- ity to be ruinous policy. We think it fraught with

every attribute of mischief-every element of dan- i
ger-without a solitary redeeming quality. We
say this with all possible respect for the opinions
of those friends who differ from us. We do not

s, impugn their motives, or question the honesty of

their intentions. They are just as good Southern-
ers as we are. But we do maintain that their
policy will, if carried out, destroy the very objects
they have in view ; thatit will result in the subju-
gation and ultimate ruin of the South ; that it is
the rery policy, and the only policy, the Black Re-
publicans of the North wish us to pursue at this
juncture ; and that, if we are going to act at all,
now is the time to act, and if we are going to
submit, let us submit in silence. At any rate, we
hope to hear no more about " overt acts," to be

the committed by Lincoln or his Government, whether
the alternative of resistance or submission is
adopted by the Southern people. Had the " overt
t. act"' doctrine prevailed in 1776, the Declaration

of Independence would never have been written.
In connection with this branch of the subject

there is another which bears immediate relation-
erI ship to it. The Abolition journals of the North say

confidently, almost every day, that the planters of
the South, as a body, are in favor of submission to
Lincoln's rule. This we know to be untrue; and
we only cite the fact to bring to their attention
another important matter. These very same jour-
nals have in the past, on occasions almost innumer-

nred able, pointed out the disproportion in numbers

s which existed between the slave owners and non-
slave owners, and declared that when their party

, .o obtained possession of the Government they would
stimulate a jealousy between the latter and the
former, which would result in the spoliation of the
emm one and the aggrandizement of the other, and cun-
ningly suggested a mode by which it could be
rt. done without damage to existing or prospective

interests so for as they were concerned. Of course
we do not place faith in this; but when Lincoln's
army of oflicials swarms all over the South, there
is no foreseeing what may happen. Hence, we
S consider it higlhly incumbeut upon our planters to
make a move in the right direction, as speedily as
opportunity serves, in order that they may not be
misrepresented abroad.

Then
comes along a coffee operator, and in reply to
what is going on, says that the accounts of a short
