FORMAL iROCEfEDINGt .

a white ground, at the main-top, Dr. Hayes interro- tfated the men and officers in relation to their con- th
lition. He asked each one individually if he was a
comfortable, and received an unanimous reply in w
he affirmative. Dr. Hayes then addressed them
aobstantially as follows:

"We have entered upon a three years' task. Iwill ask none to go where I am not willing to lead.
I hope you will swear by the star above un to stick o
by the ship and by me, and I will stand by you all
or good or ill."

The first Sunday service was held in the cabin lthlat day, Dr. Hayes conducting in the Episcopal di
form. Nearly a continual calm followed on the olsucceeding days of the second week at sea. On
hIondoy and uesdlay the officers and men were
employed in breaking Out and re-st'owing the hold
and cabin. On Wednesday it Iblew a ten-knot d
brceze, and the sea ran high. Heavsy waves often ti
broke over the vessel, and at times deashed into the ti
cabin through the skylight. t

THE GREAT ^OLAR ECTI.IPE.

On the 16th of July, the day of the great solar peclipse, tihe vessel was rolling in a lheavy swell off t

FIRST LAND-BREAKERS AHEAD.
During this season of darkness an incident oc-

curred which strongly impressed the little band of
explorers with the thought that they were doomed a
to an inglorious end ; and but for the consummate a
skill and prompt decision of the saniling-master,
Capt. McCormick, their fate would probably have
been sealed. As the otficers were about sitting
down to breakfast, the usual grace having been
said by Dr. Hayes, thecry' Breakers ahead " fol-
lowed by "All hnds on deck for your lives?"
startled them from thir coffee and biscuit. There t
were but two men on deck at the moment-the man
at the wheel nd the lookout. All hands rushed on
deck instanter, when a scene of wild sublimity met
their bewildered gaze. Within a atone's throw of
the vessel were a line of white-capped breakers,
dashing and foaming upon a reef of low rocks, and
immediately behind them, rising to the height of
two hundred feet, a perpendicular cliff, without
a sign of vegetation on its bare front. The roar of
the surf-breakers was so lotd as almost to drown
the voices of the officers. To wear ship and get
upon the other tack was the work of a minute only,
for the staunch little vessel, in the language of the
sailing-master, minded her helm "beautifully."

As soon as possible the lead was thrown and
soundilgs obtained-at first four fathoms-and
every five minutes for three hours either the handt
or deep-sea line was used to nascertain the position
of the vessel. As she slowly left the dangerous
locality astern, the pale faces of the ship's coom-
pany resumed their natural hue, and the voice lost
its sternness. For a ewhile they were safe, altllough
there was a strong current setting upon the shore.
An hour later breakers were again heard, but this
time all hands were on the alert ; they made land
amid tlhickening perils and providentially escaped
its dangera.

The neat deay an obsecrvation was obtained. and it
as ascertained that the vessetl had run into Mutton
ay in the fog, and the note on the chart contained pte consoling remark: " Very dangerous; noted

The veesselwas soon sur-
rounded by "hyaks"-the singolarcanoe of the Es-
quimaunx. To one of the natives was given a piece
of salt pork, if he would tern ovee in his hyak in
the water. He did o very quickly.

The joy of the exploring company was great at
finding themselves once more at anchor in still wa-
ter, with a dry deck and cabin, for during the time
they were sailing from the 68th to the 68th parallel
of north latitude, there was water constantly on
the floor of the cabin, varying in depth from half
an inch to ten incies.
