suppose were desirable and profitable to that city,
and which she would not needlessly forfeit. But,
patience under ridicule and abuse is something for
which Southern people are not especially remark-
able. If the organs of public sentiment there pre
for to risk and to destroy those commercial rela-
tions by flings at Southern people, they are at lib.
erty to do so-but we are certain we can accept
tihe consequences just as easily as they can. That
is all.

Col. A. II. U1tldden, of the preciouttly appointed
committee, next appeared, and read the folloving
Preamble and Constitution of the Southern Il/ghts
Association of Louisiana :

Whereas, We, citizeu of New Orleans n•t of
the State of Louisiana, ignoring all formet po-
litical ties, names and associations, have met for
the purpose of declaring our sentiments oil the
present momentous crisis in the history of our
country, and to form a Southern party and state
its objects, feel that a due regard for the opinion
of our fellow-men impel us to avow tihe reasons
and causes for such a step, which are made ap by
the history of the insults, aggressions and w;ougs
heaped upon us as Southiro met by those twho
shoald he our friends and brethre, but wlo are
really and in fact our worst enemies--we mean
the Nortlern portion of this Confederoay. iS sup-
port of which we submit the following facts

They have for more.tthan thirty years nsoiailed
the institution of Arican slavwery in the South,
and have made our 'ecdcral Legislature a gratnd
instrument for incendianrison and Abolition.

They deny to us a common property in oue Ter-
ritories, acquired eqoally by our money and ilood,
on the groutd that the people of the Sioutlt, nith
their institutions, are not worthy to colonize them. t

They have passed laws in a nmjority on their
State Legislatures nallitling the provisiona of the
Constitution of the United States tfor tile reeovery
of fugitive slives, and the laws of Congress assed I
thereuunder, and made it a criminal ollense im any
one to aid in the execution of these laws cf Con-
gre-;.

AeTICLE I. This Aassociatioo shall be known and I
designated as the "Southern Rights Associalion I
f the Stute of Louisiana." h
ART. 2. The objects of this Aeocilaton shall be

and feeooling, and to promote concert of action i
amongst the Southern States. And should any
tllate or Sltates, in the exercise of their asovereign

right, withdraw from the Union, and the Federal
Government attempt coercion, to extend to such
State or States our cordial support and sympathy t
to use all honorable means to bring about, nuder
the sanction of a State Convention, the withdrawal
of the State of Louisiana from the present Union,
and the assertion of her independence and nov-

reignty ; and, finally, to promote in every way
the estabhlishment of a confederated government
of the Southern States, or suchl of themo as w1:
unite for that purpose.

AnT. 3. This Association shall be composed of I
citizens of the State of Louisiana.

AuT. 4. The officeraof this Aksociation shall con-
sist of one President, one hundred Vice-Presidents,
an Executive Committee, composed of seventeen
members, one Treasurer, three Corresponding Sec-
retaries amd one Recording Secretary, who shall be
elected at the general meeting to be convened for
tih adoption of this Constitution.

AnT. 5. The Executive Committee shall be
charged with tile general management of the affairs
of the Assoolation; they shall select their own
chairman, and nine members of this committee
shall constitute a quorum for business.

AicT. 6. Elections for officers shall take place
annually, commencing from the date of the adoption
of this Constitution.

Ate. 7. The Executive Committee shall have full
power to enact By-Laws for the government of
this Associaton, not conflicting with the provisions
of this Constitution. They shalt have full power
to appropriate the funds of this Association for
the advancement of the objects set forth in Article
2d, to fill vacancies occurring in their Committee
for the unexpired term; to appoint from their own
body, or from the Association at large, such Com-
mittees as may from time to time seem necessary,
and exercise generally allthe powers contemplated
in tihe formation of this Association.

ArT. 8. The Executive Committee shall meet not
less than once in each week, on such day and at
such hour as they may designate in their By-Laws.

AnT. t. The P'resident shall convene a general
meeting of the Association whenever required in
writing to do so by twenty-five members, or by
the Executive Committee, or whenever he may
deem necessary.

Anr. 10. Te Excecutive Committee shaell, as
early a s practicable after the adoption of this Con-
stitution, issue an address to the people of the
State, setting forth the objects of this Association.
urging the organization of similar Associations in
each parish, and inviting their prompt and cordial
cooiereation, and earnestly recommending the or-
ganization of Minute Men and Volunteer Compa-
nies throughout the State.

The Constitution was put to vote and adopted in
the lnost unanimous and deafening manner.

The next speaker introduced was Ex-Governor

nt Rannels, of Texas, who soon made himself known

as a speaker of no ordinary vigor and ability. V
He said he was a stranger here, but he had come

to witness the inauguration of the only principle T:
that would ever save the South. He had been in-
vited forVard, but he felt more flattered by the P0
compliment for his State than he did for his hum-
ble self. Said he: " I bring a heart as warm, a
tongue that will speak as loudly, and an arm that
will strike as readily for the !rights of the South,
as the heart, tongue and arm of any man in the st
South." [Great applause.] ot
He said he had always been a friend to the rights th

of the South, though in his own State he had been
called a conservative-conservative, a word that th
now begins to stink in the nostrils of the people.
Even now, when all hope of a Northern recogni- B
tion of Southern rights is gone, we find men advo- at
eating delay. He could remember the time when fe
the Abolition printing-presses were destroyed in
Cincinnati. There were but a handful of Aboli-
tionists then. L

He pictured the steady growth of the Abolition b
party from that time till now, when it holds the e
national government in its grasp. The mutations b
of politics, and the gradual absorption of Northern
Democrats and Whigs by the Abolition party, as c
well as of the political changes of the South,
formed a lively part of the ex-Governoros speech.

Ie'scouted the idea that there was anyhope for .1,
the South in the present small majority in Con- -
gress against the Black Republican party. He si

ly, alluded to Texas and what that State would do, in
the present emergency; though he hinted that ob-
stacles might delay her action, and that tihe chief
obstacle was the present Governor, Houston, who c
might decline convening the Legielature. But,
said he, should the Governor rise superior to the
will of the people, the people would rise and crush C
him. For every Brechinridge man that falls in his 1i
duty to the South in the present crisis, lhe said, we
will squeeze in a Bell man, and now and then a p
Douglas man. [Great applause and laughter.]

If we wait for all the Southern States to move 9
together, we will never move. If we have no right
to secede, what right lhave we? I think we can
secede. The idea of coercion is ridiculous. If any
of the Southern States should go out of the Union, t
it has been said they will be forced back by the
United States navy. I am for peaceable secession.
I wish to withdraw from this partnership; and if I
withdraw and my partner wants to whip me back
again, let him try it if he feels like it. I have a
right to fight, any how. Any man might get up I
and talk about fighting me, but that would'nt de-
stroy my right to fight. [kloro laughter and ap-
plause.
As to Texas, the ex-Governor said that his State

wanted chivalrous old South CaroliUa, who cov.
ered herself with glory as one of the Old Thirteen,
to take the lead now, as she was preparing to do;
and should Northern coercion be attempted upon
that State in the event of her secession he would
pledge himself that the Lone Star State would
march an army of 25,000 men to the fray. [G(reat
shouting and cheering.] The ties between Texas
and Iouisiana are of long standing and the closest
intimacy. If Louisiana takes her stand, Texas
will be with her.
To-day I heard that a man had been run out of

your city because it was discovered that he had
presided over a Black Republican meeting at the
North. Hle was probably some poor, senseless
fool, who never understood what lie was about.
And lately you were about to hang a poor devil,
because he was caught selling a little medal of
Abe Lincoln. Was this right or proper ? Was it
manly or brave, to treat these poor devils in such
a way? If you treat such people as these in such
a way, I want to know if you will submit to the
presence of Black Republican appointeces in your
midt? [Thundering applause.]

If you wish to see your fruitful liclds and your
splendid marts of commerce sinik into desolation
and ruin, then submit to Black Recpublican rule.
But I know you never will. I believe Louisiana is
able to and will take care of herself. There are
some good citizens who talk leaut waiting awhile,
because they fear a grovat cri,i, is coming. Now,
I think it hals come, and that we should all be up
and doing.

The Ex-Governor concluded with some remarks
about the bank suspensions in Baltimore and Phila-
delphia, and by hoping that the people of Louis-
iana would send true and patriotic Southern men
to the State Convention. He was greatly cheered
upon retiring, as he had been througlhout his
speech. SPEECH OF JUDGE WALKER.

Judge Alexander Walker, of the Daily Delta,
was next called upon, and made a fervent and elo-
quent response. He pictured the present gloomy
state of affairs, and what was now the stern duty
of the South. He set forth the steady and growing
strength of the Black Republican party, already
threatening to crush thie South in its foul and
deadly embrace. He would as soon look for a sus-
pension of the laws of nature as for the dark co
horts of the North to cease their march upon the
rights of the South.

Said he, when the stars shall cease their flight
I acrose the blue vault above; when the avalanche'

t shall fall to enlarge as it rolls down the mountain
1 aide; when the hungry tiger, having tasted the

warm blood of its victim, shall cease and want no
more-then may we expect to see Black Republ- 0
canism cease its inroads and its black intentions
upon the rights and liberty of the South.

This is no temporaryor spasmodic affair. I can-
not believe there are any men who can believe In
such a delusion as that Abolitionism will cease its
march upon the South. What are we to do?
There are only two alternatives, submiasion or se-
cession. What is submission? An unconditional
surrender to the enemy. But I will ratdwell upon
this ; I may offend the sensibilities of my hearers.

What is secessiosa It is quitting a confederacy
which has ceased to be a Union. Ilts the patriotic
determinatlon- of the South to maintain its own
principles, dleas and social systers, Itis the means
by which continually jarring members of a family d
rIny separate and become peaceable and respect a
fcl neighbors.

The Judge drew a rest parallel between timid
ano resolute men in a crisis like the present.
Yoartmhni man, when he has the toothache, does
everything in his power to stop the cbhe by deli-
cate appliances. It stops but soon returns; so v

he tinkers on with it, and after perhaps years Y
of mtiery, has to have it pulled at last. You a
man of fortitude and courage, when hle re-
fecta what the result will be, at once makes up
his mind ; he attacks the pain at its foundation; a

instantly has the tooth palfed, and enjoys*a see
and conmfort forever afterward. This parallel of
the Judye was heartily applauded. 7

The Judge concluded with a glowing picture of
the Southern Republis which might be formed of I
the Southern States. It would be ten times- as I
great, in all respects, as were the Thirteen Cole- a
nies when they wrested their liberty from the great- i
est power on earth. Self-supporting in itself, it d
would secsre the friendship of the whole civilized r
world and grow to a height of prosperity, honor
and renown, such as the world has not yet seen.

Judge Walker retired amid a perfect furore of
enthusiasm, and then the meeting adjourned, Mr. a
D. W. Adarm announcing that signatures to the a
Southern Rights Constitution would be received at c
Armory I•al on and after Monday.
