The calls for money to-day were not in excess of

what they have been for days and weeks past.
True, there is no paper market apparently, and I
the great thunder which was to reverberate after
the lat and 4th of December, has died away In a
mere echo. A great many citizens have been much
more frightened than the occasion called for, and
when reason resomes iit empire, it will be found
that there has been much unnecessary agitation-a
great deal more excitement than the crbls calls for.
In the year 1837 the ndebtednaea of the community
through the banks of this ity was on the 2th of
December of that year $51,422,000. The same s
position assumed makes the Indebtedness at this
time $29,000,000. In 1837 the receipts of cotton at
this port were 742,000 bales, and of sugar 65,000
hogsheads. In 1837 the indebtedness throuoghNew a
Orleans was fully $250,000,000, and with only a lit-
tie over one-half of the amount at thl time, sad an I
increase in crops of sugar and cotton, it'is Temank-
ad by many merchants that such times were lter o
before experienced in New Orleans, which at oane t
betrays ignorance and lek of Information. At the
commencement of the crisis in the year 1837, the
sixteen banks of our city (at that time in edxst
ence) had in vault only $2,729,000. It will be as
well to drop comparisons hereafter, for the two
periods (18t37 nd 180) have no analogy whatever;
in fact, our good city and its merchants, one and
all, are in a perfect Paradise at this time when
compared to 1837. i

The general paper market moved along so-so.
Some few sales were made at the rate of 2.lDI
ct. per month, but there is really no outside paper
market. The banks discounted something to-day;
they have been doing that all along, as well as re-
newing paper by paying only a light curtail. There
is no trouble with the banks about liabilities and
debts due them; they have been renewing, are re-
newing, and will continue to renew, with the same
means and securities; and so with outside capital-
iate, they are doing the same, all on fair and liberal
terms. It is the outside paper forwarded here for
collection that is making the trouble. It is believ- I
ed that many parties are not aware that private
capitalists are willing to renew all factors' paper I
on liberal terms. But some factors have a delicacy
of asking favors, and resolve at once to let their I
paper go by the board without making any exer- I
tion to go through, as the phrase is.
Under the present position of aftlirs there are

very few capitalists, in fact, scarcely one of note
and respectability but will renew the paper they
hold on very liberal conditions. The holders of-the paper can be very readily ascertained by in-

Squiry.
There was some intimation to-day that fully a

million of pounds sterling in gold (say $5,000,000)
would be received by our banks and leading ex-
change dealers and bankers direct from London
before sixty dayspasses. This will be the opening

, of a direct trade with Europe.
The general exchange market opened doll this

morning, moved along sluggishly and closed under
a downward tendency. The demand over the
counter for checks on New York was light-the
rate held was @4 dis. Outside double Al drawers
sold at 1 oet. discount; other good bills were
taken at 11@l1 to 1 dis. Sixty day bills without
any inquiry. Dealers and remitters in general do
not seem disposed to trust New York the time a
sixty day draft will be maturing, and even at 4I04.
discount there are very few buyers. Sterling
lagged rather heavily to-day. There were buyers
of clear bills at 90, which may be deemed a high
quotation, thoughwe might quote from 95697, and
document bills at 90393. Remittance rates are
rather higher. Most of the banks dealing in staer
ling and francs prefer to order their funds, both
sterling and francs, back in gold. We may expect
the Bank of Louisiana to be receiving ere long

r gold equivalent to half a million of dollars from
London and Paris, and a quarter of a million from
New York.
In French Exchange there were sales to-day at

S.75 on Paris direct for AIl, and other drafts at
from 5.9005.80, making extreme rates range from
6.95@5.75-broad enough for all buyers.

The banks in New York (the associated banks)
have taken umbrage at the Chemical Bank, be-
cause the managers did not turn their specie or
coin and join the general fungus of association to
expand. The Chemical Bank has, therefore, been
excluded from the clearing-house. Now the Chem-
ical Bank happens to be perfectly independent;
was in existence long before fifty out of the fifty-
five banks in New York were ever thought of;
never suspended specie payments, makes and has
divided for several years past 24 ct. per annum,
that is, 6 pct. every three months. Stock is worth
in the New York market $425 per share of $100, or
about four times the par value.

This bank was started and organized in the year
1822, or about thirty-eight years ago, by one John
C. Morrison, a chemist and druggist in New York
from which it derives its name. It struggled along
for many years without attracting mnoh attention
from the public. Mr. Morrison was the first Preai-
dent. It has never faltered in its engagements, and

p it is really laughable to think that the other fifty-
nine banks, or rather the fifteen direct associations,
should have the vanity to think that they could in-
jure or check-mate the now great Chemical, but
which was in times gone-by known under the
soubriquet of the "Little Soda." As well might
it be attempted to take Gibraltar with a pocket
s pistol. By-the-bye, the inquiry is made, "What
has become of Mr. Morrison, the founder of this
bank?"

If we mistake not the Chemical is the agent of
the Southern Bank of New Orleans-tolerable
strong teams in the banking way separately; if
they pull together they will make something of a
double or quadruple team.

New York is a great place, as we shall probably
know in a few days.

Wisconsin, or Oisconsin, which was formerly the
manner in which it was spelt, is a great State for
paper money. They depend as much in that State
on corn and wheat as they do on gold and silver-
there is not much difference between them. But
down here South, in Louisiana, we prefer to have
corn, wheat and pork, rather than the issues of the
paper manufactories. As regards the issues of the
banks of that State, they amount to about four and
a half millions of dollars, to meet which on demand
there was in the vaults of the banks coin to the
amount of $148,000. Great place for banking is
the prolific State of Wisconsin.
