TALK ON 'CHANGE.

There has been so much talk in private for thie tb
past three or four days, we thought it would be of So
little service to talk in public. We are closing a
very trying week on the flags. The usual gather-
ings or congregations have taken place daily, c
though some familiar faces have withdrawn. We
hope, however, to observe them again ere long, N
meet them and congratulate them on recuperation.
We were talking with an old merchant of over
two-score years' uninterrupted residence in our
good city. He remarked that, months ago, it was
predicted that the present month of December
would be something of a trying one, from the very j
large amount of payments falling due. True, the ,
crisis has been aggravated by the result of the fi
Presidential election. A crisis would have come,
financially, sooner or later, and as some outsider g
remarked, " in for a penny, in for a pound ;.'
therefore, confound the crisis and the money mar- i
ket, let us do tile best we can. We shall come out
well enough, particularly after cutting the apron-
strings of New York. As expected, the great as- s
sociation of the banks in New York-the great
financial medicines and prescriptions which were
so carefully prepared by the learned doctors of p
currency, bullion and banking-have produced au
soporific. Foreign exchange was unsaleable in 1
Now York; money was in great request, beyond
the seven millions of dollars which are so pom-
pously announced as discounted to meet the wants
of all applicants. In the meantime the coin in the
vaults of the associated banks is running down-
silently withdrawn. We do not understand the
boluses of Chairman Opdyke, nor the pills as pre-
scribed by our former respected citizen, Doctor
e Iorgan. There was more eflicacy, more good, in
the ordinary prescriptions of calomel and jalap,
which Dr. MIorgan used to deal out on our Canal
street in 1819, 1820 to 1836, than in all the financial
expedients he, Chairman Opdykoe and others, took
so much pains in prescribing about the 22d of last
month in New York. We regret to have to talk
or report so very unfavorably of the catharthic
prescribed by the renowned New York Board of
Currency-the financial M. D.'s of tire great me-

c. tropolis. In fact, our community-cottondom, ex-

as a drum. It is doubtful if we shall be able to
move freely till we get some doses of the yellowr,. stuff from the old lady in Threadneedle street.

There was, of course, some talk about the present
ruling prices of cotton ; that the staple is now held
back in the country. True. the recent bad weather,
with heavy storms of rain, have cut up the roads,
and prevented much cotton from being hauled to
the various shipping points. In all parts of the
country planters are taken up with the great
crisis ; they all appear to be for secession-going
right out at once-and planters who are out of
debt will take their own tims to forward their
crops to market. They will not be frightened by

the twaddle of England getting a supply from Anns-
tralia. It is of no use for some folks attempting to
weaken the very strong position of the great South
by talking of raising cotton way offin Australia to
meet England's wants. It is idle to talk of such
suggestions. E

The arrivals of steamers for the week have been
numerous. Produce from the West is in abund-
ance and more coming; though some of the upper
tributaries of the Mississippi are under an ice em-
bargo, the varied productions of the West and
Northwest will flow into our market, as usual, all
through the season. Even after the great Southern
confederacy is organized, New Orleans will be an
open port, as heretofore. New Orleans is not going
to lose any of its merchants, citizens, capital or
facilities from continuing the great trade with the
West.

On the great levee it was active yesterday,
though at one section of the steamboat landing
there was not much business doing. This is readily
accounted for. Planters from Red river and Oua-
chits river sections have not got a tithe of their
cotton to market. Then again, when they visit the
city, they will purchase only moderately.

There was something doing down among the
gimlet rangers. Sugar is moving freely; in fact,
under a very good inquiry. There are purchases
daily and hourly for the Western markets. The
Black Republicans are quiet. Now and then one
comes on to the depot, but they pursue the part of
discretion by keeping their ideas to themselves.
All they appear to want is the sugar, for which
they have to pay in hard money. The great sugar
dealer, Gov. E. D. Morgan, of New York, would
not be trusted for a hogshead of sugar, though he
has been interested in many thousands purchased
in years past on our fags or on plantations.

There are four or five owners of sugar estates in
Louisiana now permanent residents in New York.
We have no space to talk of them at this moment.

The mails are getting into traces again, that is,
they are trying to. One hundred and thirty bags
of mail matter were received yesterday at our
Post-office. Perhaps in about a week or less time
the contents may be, with the limited force at the
command of our Postmaster, Idistributed. After
the 4th of March next mail matter will be delivered
throougl express agents regularly, without the
usuul delays. There will be no use for the thou-
sands of bags of public documents and Northern
Black Republican newspapers. Proprietors of
newspapers will pay postage only on such papers
as will be of service. It will be of no service to
continue postal arrangements in the manner New
Orleans has shared them for years past. Welcome
the new era of the 4th Mfarch, 18t1.

The usual weekly coffee circular will be found
under the usual head. It will be noticed there are
no sales reported, only on private terms, for the
week. The recent receipts are stored. The mar-
ket is quoted nominal. The berry, it appears, is
seriously affected by the crisis. Well, if the public
do not want coffee, there is no compulsion about
the consumption. Water can be more freely used
instead thereof. The stock on hand is 39,960 bags.
