The week closes without any immediate prospect f
ror amelioration in commerce and trade, nor is any d'
expected for some time to come. Weeks at least T
will intervene before a change for the better can
be realized. A fair quantity of cotton changed
hands in the early part of the week, but at rather "
low prices. Sugar has changed hands in moderate i

quantities, which, with other produce, make the o
movements for the week about two millions of dol- b
lars. Years ago this would be called a heavy y
week's transactions; in fact, sales to this extent
would have been termed the neplus ultra of great- a
ness and prosperity. At this period, or in this ad-
vanced age, they pass as trifling and moderate.
We have grown too rapidly, became too extended
to pass through a crisis without many obstructions r
and reverses. This great community ought never
to have been so greatly involved, so dependent,
following two prolific seasons of returns in the
great element of commerce, cotton. Unfortunately
many millions of dollars have gone to other sec-
tions of the country and to Europe, from whence
they will not return.

The concourse of migratory population is as
great as nusual at this season of the year, with the t
usual number of thousands of new intended resi- t
dents. Of this latter class there is a large increase I
over former years. The very great depression in I
manufacturing pursuits, in all branches of trade, is
throwing into our midst large numbers of seekers I
for only a living ; they, of course, bring no capital
nor means with them. Some few do bring habits
of industry and knowledge of mechanical and in-
dustrial arts. There is room for this class, and the
many can pnake capital for themselves. Neverthe-
less, the increase of our population in general is
not of that character that will be of any great ad-
vantage to us.

The communication with Northwest Louisiana
being now resumed, will urge the speedy forward-
ing of the staple from that section ; also from East-
ern Texas, and may in some respects give a little
life and some animation to general trade, though
we cannot expect to meet with many planters nor
merchants till after the holidays; neither will there
be any great increase in the demand for merchan-
dise. Economy and retrenchment is the order of
the day. The opinion gains strength every day
that there will be nothing but the actual necessa-
ries of life purchased this season. R4he thousands
of carriages, for one item, annually sold in our
market, will be dispensed with this season, and the
money heretofore taken to Connecticut and New
Jersey will be retained here for one season; in
fact, there will be no money this season to follow
the millions of dollars heretofore gone North ; so
with clothing and other goods of Northern manu-
facture. In fine, there are sufficient supplies of dry
goods and general merchandise in the South to last
for two years. It will require fully that length of
time to sell out, dispose of the stocks now on hand.
This also applies to the millinery, fancy retail
trade and crinoline trade in general. We notice
from day to-day fresh receipts of merchandise
being received from the North and Europe. It
may be well inquired how are these fresh purchases
to be cancelled in the way of payment? Though
there will be a money market this spring, there
will be no long paper market. The usual advances
on crops to be grown will be immeasurably cur-
tailed and restricted. As our predictions of last
summer, regarding large purchases for this season's
trade, are being daily verified, we again repeat
the caution to all our merchants, dealers and
traders, confine your orders for the spring trade to
the very lowest limits. In fact, we think there will
be no spring trade this season, in the usual sense of
the word, further than for the actual necessaries
of life.

Under the occurrences now going on throughout
the interior, the generally disturbed state of the
political elements, the usual winter visits will be
postponed to a later period, and many thousands
of planters and others will, in all probability,
postpone their visits to a more auspicious period,
which will not be long in following the settle-
ment of the great question now disturbing the
country. In the meantime, the South will cancel
its indebtedness as fast as possible. The repudia-
tion of debts is not thought of, as asserted by that
mongrel body, the New York Board of Currency.
Stay laws, though suggested, have been proscribed
by one great Southern Legislature, Mississippi, by
not being acted on, passed over altogether. True,
in some States the suspension of specie payments
on the part of banks has been sanctioned and
granted by Legislatures now in session. Unfortu-
nately, the banking statutes of those States were
defective in many respects, and not equal to the
emergehcy. Had they been similar, or after the
statutes of Louisiana, legislative action would not
have been a matter of necessity. True, the imme-
diate constituents of the banks of those States
would have been, as our own community is, se-
verely pressed, but good would have come from it,
as will great good follow the maintenance and con-
stancy on the part of the moneyed institutions
of New Orleans to adhere to the cardinal and fun-
damental principles of their organization, coin
payments at all times. If no other city, State or
community has a standard, let this great emporium
have the banner.

They are going forward in our sister city Mobile
Smore harmoniously, as it were, than in this good
city, that is, in the way of exchange transactions;
nor is the money market so severely pressed as
ours. Mobile, however, has only to stand the
brunt of its own State, its own locality. New Or-
leans has to furnish facilities for fifteen States,
being the outlet for the West and great Northwest.

The general money and paper market has been
duly commented on from day to day during the
week; we have, of course, very little to say this
e evening. The position of the banks is daily becom-
ing stronger. They are now, one and all, individually
and collectively, in a position for any panic. But
a panic is not likely to arise, unless it is created in
our community. We can calmly look on the tor-
tuous course of Northern banks and bankers, par-
ticularly those of New York City, and the pro,
digious association of fifteen banks of that metrop-
olis, which was to exert an influence throughoutl
the confederacy. We can calmly look on and
await the future, relying with contidence on out
impreguable banking system, which is not to be
coupled with the attempted new prescription ol
financial conservatism.

The weekly return of the banks to the Board ol
Currency exhibits increased strength and decrease
in cilculation. An increase in coin is one of the

ed $200,000, $100,000 of whlich was received this
morning, but entered in return of to-day. $125,00(
received by private parties, and deposited in thie
Citizenso' Bank.
