rPLAYING VTMIH FTIR."

The soecess which has crowned the representa-
tions of John Blroughamc's new comeey before
audiences composed of the fcahion and discrimina-
lion of our theater-going community, requires no
to moake a little more than a brief mention of it.
We have already stated that a futioer or bettor-
acted comedy has never yet Leo:e ofered to tile
people of New Orleans. W•e wi:N now give a brief
outline of the features of this latest and most sue-
cessful of Anlelican dramatic creations.

" Playing with Fire," the title, is eimply tile old
figu:e whi.lh expresses the folly of mtddling with
danirgcrici tliirga. hl this case it refers to the
dangc r of tenting too hastily or severely the saccred
relations of married life and the honorable ties of
friendship. The comedy ir made up of four couples
of exquisite characters, to-wit: Ierbert Itcaverl
and wife, personated by iMr. Leflingwoll and Misc
Ci.arlotto Thompson; Dr. Scage and wife, by Mr.
George Jordar and iMrs. Leighton; fizocle J'imolthy
and his old sister the li'•treo 6'rabsliek, by Mr.
Mlark Smith and Mrs. Chapman; and Pinchbelk
and P'e.kins, by Mr. Davenport and Miss Fannie
Brown. The play portrays a constant succeseion
of cro:s-purposes, confusions, hewilderments, and
ludicrous scenes and situations, good Ihs. Savage
being the chief victim all the way through.

Herbert Waverly and wife roll in wealth, love
each other, but are sated with happiness, and
gradually grow unhappy, each fancying the other
the victim of some secret grief or discontent,
though neither doubts the other's fidelity. They
are intimate friends of the Savage family. Mr.
Waverly, in great distre'e, calls on the Doctor, and
explains his wife's case. Mrs. Waverly calls on
tile Doctor's wife, and pours out her grief about
her husband's changed appearance. They all
meet accidentally in tile Doctor's office, and dis-
himculate charmingly. Mrs. Savage scc nothing
wrong in Mr. Waverly; the Doctor sees nothing
wrong in Mrs. Waverly. Funnily enoogh,the Doc-
tor and his wife cnle to the same conlu-ion,
namely, that nothing is actually the matter w:th
tile Wave:rl3's save theb slurrishnbss resulting from
too :much luxury nrd inalitiiy; and funnier still,

Waverly is now terribly
shocked, in her turn; she hbad no idea the Doctor
would respond in such a way ; each fancies the
other in love, when there is no love on either side;
whilst the hidden iMrs. Savage, now believing there
is some love on both sides, is the worst shocked
of all. Unseen by her husband, she twitches her
friend away by her skirt; the Doctor flies off to
acquaint his friend with the dreadful result of his
pretended love-making; and poor Mirs. Savage, the
victim of her own folly, jealou ass a fury, pitches
into and abuses Mrs. Waverly for overdoing the
love scene-the latter attempts to explain but can-
not-and there is a pretty kettle of fish all round.

Mieanwhile, Pinchbeck, the Doctor's man-of-all-
work, medical student and so on, a comical and
rascally young fellow, is fixing up a precious mess
forthe confusion and astonishment of all parties.
tie advertises himself in the newspapers as a
" matrimonial agent," a broker, to bring together
eligible but over-bashfiul people with a view to
acquaintanceship and marriage. IIc uses the Doc-
tor's oflice for this business daring the Doctor's
abcnce, and in a pinch has no constitutional ob-
jection to personating the Doctor himself, and
wearing his offlice gown and cap, when a stranger
channies to call. Mrs. Waverly's waiting maid,
Perliens, is a gay creature, filtl of mischief as Pincl. -
beck, a willing partner in his mi-chief, and willing
enougho to play tie lovely young husband-hunter to
any old gold-fih of a wile-hnnter that might be
hooked in Pinckbeck's splendid matrimonial
agency.
Pinchbeclks advecti.cment brings a response

from one " llRomeo," in the country, who subse-
quently comesi to town to look for a wife through
this splendid advertising agency. IHe turns out to
be a wealthy, but timid and bashful old white-
headed bahelrc ; no less a personage than Uncle
Timothy. tile uncle of lcrs. Waverly. HIe calls at
the mansion of his kinfolk, and is hospitably re-
ceived and lodged. The happiness of the Waverly'o
has always delighted and now enchants him; then
again, some evidences of their secret unhappl)less
alarmn him; lie is a great watcher of married
people; lie taxes them with having someni secret
trouble; but they both deny it so sincerely that hie
recants, and concludes positively to visit the matri-
monial agent. tie pleads important business in
town, and hints to AMr. Waverly only that he ir.
tends marrying, but won't say to whom, or give
any clue, for lie does'nt know himself who the fair
one is. He is an excellent old fellow, but too
amorous for so old a man, and is consequently
very stupid and foolish in his hunt after a young
wife.

Uncle Timothy has scarcely left the Waverlys
to visit Dr. Savage, (a perfect stranger to him,
but letters to him are signed Dr. Savage and
designate that gentleman's office as the matrimo-
nial agency,) when his sister, the Widow Crab-
stick, with whom he has long lived in the country,
(she controlling him and tyrannizing over him in
everything,) pops in at the Waverlys in search of
her ranaway brother, She has accidentally ob-

tained posserAion of some of the eorreespondence
between the bogus Dr. Savage and "Romeo," and
the advertisement in the paper, touching a matri-
monial alliance. She knows that "Romeo" is her
brother, and is in a great fury; she just wants to
find this brother of hers, to take him home and
beat sense into him. She betrays the whole secret
of her ibrother's object in visiting the city, and the
Waverlys are properly astonished, but have no
wi.hd to interfere.

Whilst the old sister is laying it off to Mrs. Wa-
verly, Pinechbeck pops in and immediately mistakes
her for some husband-hunter, drawn there by his
matrimonial agency advertisement. He does'nt
want Mer. Waverly to know wleat sort of business
he is privately engaged in; a ludieerous scene fol-
lows; Mrs. Waverly retires, and Pincahbeck and
the Widow lh:ve a long convereation, she alluding
to "him "' in terms which mystilies Pinchbeck,
and he speaking of marriage, etc., in terms which
pozzles her ntet a little. Each mistakes the mean-
ing of the other ; they talk in such a way that site
thinks he alludes knowingly to her brother, whilst
he thinks e;he alludes to the eligible husband he has
advertised. He passes himeelf off on her all this
time as D)r. Savage, and they part with the under-
standing that she shall call at Dr. Savage's office
to have a private interview with the man spoken
of, or rather so delicately alluded to.

To return to the leading characters-the Doctor
calls upon Waverly, and as delicately as possible
lets him know that Mirs. Waverly did not stand the
test of his love advances. lie hands to the
wretched husband the written article which they
had prepared for this contingency, and the wretched
Waverly is distracted; in his fury he fancies that
his friend has overdone the thing, and has actually
made love to his wife and won her affection. There
are hard words from Waverly; a severance of
friendship; and the poor Doctor is overwhelmed
with grief and confusion. HIls friend, his friend's
wife, and his own wife, all look upon him as a per-
fidious monster and treat him accordingly, whilst
he has donie nothing wrong and never meant to ;
yet gets deeper and deeper into trouble as the
general trouble works on.
Whils the Doctor is tying around in the eve-

ning on accrauat of ihis trouble, his man Pinchbeck
a, wearing hi-: gown and cap, in his office, person-
ating the ID.. oavage whom "IRomeo " (to him a3
yet unseen and unknown) is to call and see in re-
ference to the ca'lible young lady desirous of mar.
ryic,:-. Pin Lbclt has previocly arranged it with

Pinch-
bhck, it must not be forgotten, has also an enga•ge-
tment with the Widow Crabstick to call upon him ;

and then get rid of her the best way lie can.
Sncle Timothy arrives, make~ tthe acquaintance

of the bogt s Dretor Savage, and delicately dis-
closes himnelf as " Romeo." A charming conver- I
sation ensues. The swindler describes the mar-
riageable young lady as young, beautiful, plump,
tender as a spring chicken, and so on. The old
man fires up; wealth is no object; youth, beauty
and amiability are all he desires. Pinchbeck cal-
culates upon a big haul when the old fellow shall
see Perkins, who is preparing to enter. But a
sudden interruption occurs. Just at this moment
the Doctor returns to the office, unexpectedly.
Pinchbeck jerks off the gown and cap, pushes
Unmle Timothy into another room, under pretence
that another of his numerous customers has called,
and receives the Doctor, looking as cool and un-
concerned as if nothing had been going on. The
Doctor, putting on his gown and cap, finds them
warm:t he thinks it odd, but Pinchbeck explains
that he had been warming them at the fire, the
atmosphere heing damp. The Doctorsends Pinch-
beck off on some errTand; and Pinch has to go,
though he is in terrible perplexity as to the fate
of hlis applointments.
Tile Doctor sitt down and begins a sad rumia-

The
old manl, of coarse, mitakice the Doctor for the i
bage• Doctor who was thcre biut a little while be-t
fore; thie Doctor knows nothing of his man Pinch-
beck's recent rascality: and, as the old man, ad-
dressing him by his proper title, comes down to
plain terms and begins to denounce him as an im-
pelter, he grows dumbl with wonder and astonish-
ment. Whtlst the old man is in his anger at the
audacity of the Doctor in denying all knowledge
of his matrimonial agency and the "spring chicken,"
his sister, the wicked widow, pops in and takes
forcible possession of him. He is now as much
astonished as tie genuine Doctor; he concludes
that his terrible sister is the " spring chicken" he
had been invited there to see, and goes away in a
proportionately terrible rage. The Doctor is in an
agony of mystery: he understands nothing and is
about to go distracted.

As he sits alone, trying to fathom the mysteries
which surround him, Perkins steals in, dressed in
her mistress's stolen clothes and closely veiled, in
order to act the part of the "spring chicken," as
arranged with Pinchbeck. She and the Doctor are
alike astonished; she makes the best bogus expla-
nation she can; whilst she is doing this Irs. Sav-
age enters. Perkins screams and faints, and the
Doctor catches her in his arms. As he holds her,
his wife arrives at the climax of her fury against
him. Perkins revives, jerks loose, and flies; just
as she disappears, Waverly pops in, (being intent
upon an explanation with the Doctor,) sees tile
skirt of the retreating dress, and recognizes it as
his wife's dress; he fanries it is his faithless wife
rushing away from a criminal interview with the
Doctor; others come in, and there is a scene of the
most distressing confusion and excitement.

Tihe frantic Waverly goes home and writes a
challenge to tile Doctor; blood only can settle tie
trouble now.

Pinchbeck palavers beautifully; hut the old man
denounces him, forces the letter in his hand, and
leaves in a rage. Pinchbeck fancies the letter con-
tains a fee for his services in the spring chicken
business; so he does not open it immediately.

The Widow Crabstick enters next, sees ihe letter,
suspects her brother is concerned in it, snatches it
from Pinchbeck, opens and reads it, finds it is a
challenge to the Doctor, and hands it back. The
news of the challenge gets out through the widow;
the wives of tile Doctor and Waverly are in great
distress, and at last come to an understanding ; the
Doctor is at last informed of the little innocent
game Mirs. Waverly had played at his wife's sug-
gestion ; he and his wife are reconciled, and there
is asweet scene of crying and kissing, Mirs. Waverly
adding to it all in her exuberance, by falling upon
and caressing the Doctor, in her sympathy for his
wife and her joy at the happy reconciliation. As
the Doctor supports the two ladies, with an arm
over the shoulder of each, Waverly comes in, and
has his final paralysis. Bat Waverly does not suf-
fer long; his furious demands for an explanation
are met by kind words and laughter, and at last
the scales drop from his eyes.

Uncle Timothy and his sister, the ancient widow,
now come in; all the parties are together for the
the first time; Perkins confesses; Pinchbeck is
confused, is found out, and leaves in disgrace; ex-
planations are made all round; Mrs. Savage is so
happy to know that her husband had only done
fer Waverly what she had induced Mrs. Waverly
to do; friendship is renewed; a healthy circula-
tion of the blood is established in both families;
masks are dropped; happiness settles upon all,
and all acknowledge the folly of " Playing with
Fire."

It is impo.-ible to do full justice to Jordan's ren.
dition of the catalogue of agonies which render
Dr. Sacage the hero of the piece. It is capital;
the beet thing we ever saw him in. LeffingwelPs
Waaerly was in many of the scenes admirable.
Miss Thompson's Mrs. Wererly is very good,
though it might be given with a little more spirit
in some of the situations. Mrs. Leighton's Mrs.
Savage is good and funny enough. Mark
Smith's EUncle Timothy and Mrs. Chapman's Widec
('oabeick,: are equal in humor and excellent acting
to anything in that line yet seen in this region.
Davenport's Pinchbeck is the very soul of humor.
ous deviltry; the character would seem to have
been created for him. Fannie Brown's Perkins is
lively, and altogether delicious.

Oar foregoing sketch does not include a fourth
of the funny scenes and incidents of this lengthy
but fascinating and really comical comedy. None
bht an experienced playwright like John Brough-
am could ever have dreamt of such a ridiculous
web of mistakes and cross-purposes. If, as regards
its lack of probability as a picture of anything pos-
sible in real life, or as regards its rank as acomedy,
there should be any objection to rating it as fully
up to the mark of what is called "genteel comedy,"
it must still be admitted that it is as good a thing
as the great mass of amusement-seekers can pos-
sibly desire. It is exciting and laughable from be-
ginning to end; convulses crowded and fashion-
able houses, and is so remarkably well played that
nightly the enthusiastic audiences applaud it to
the echo.
