AN EVENTFUL DAY.

To-day will be an eventful day in the history of
this nation. To-day the Convention of South Car-
olina will meet, a Convention assembled for but one
single purpose-that of declaring South Carolina
no longer one of the States of the Union. That
such will be hier action sometime during the pre-
sent week, we are not permitted to entertain a
shadow of doubt.

Thus, then, one of the pillars which sustains the
national edifice is about to be removed, to be
quickly followed by others. South Carolina only
precedes, by a few weeks, five or six of her former
sisters in the Confederacy. What South Carolina
does to-day will be done, very soon, by every one
of the Gulf States, and eventually, in all probabil-
ity, by every Southern State.

What makes the circumstance more significant
is the tact that the State which to-day makes her
preparations to leave the Union, is one of the ori-
ginal thirteen. She was one of those which helped
to form the Union, when the Union was first de-
vised. Naturally, she would be regarded as more
attached to it than a State subsequently admitted.
She does not leave the Union now because she is
any thle less attached to the Union which our fath-
ers made, than she was in the beginning. It is
becanse the present Union is not the Union that
our fathers made. It is because the Union has
been perverted from its original purposes--he-
cause it has become an engine of oppression, in-
stead of a dispenser of blessings-because it is a
Union of force instead of one of friendship and
love. It ic for this that South Carolina determines
to seek that safety and security and peace out-
side of the UniCn, which she has vainly at-
tempted to obtain within it. It is appropriate,
then, that the first State to leave should be one
which was an oliginal party to the compact--
thalt tile lead of her Southern sisters should be
taken by a Commonwealth which was also one of
the leaders in the formation of the original Union.

From thirteen States, comparatively small in
population and weak in resources, we have grown
in less than a century to be a nation of thirty-three
States, extending from the Laies of the North to
the Southern Gulf, and from one ocean to the
other, across the whole North American Conti-
nent. We have become a great nation; and we
had the prospect, nnder a peaceful and just Gov-
ernment, of becoming one of the greatest, if not
the very greatest. upon thle face of the globe.
That these propects should have to be given up,
is something which no patriotic American can
think of without a feeling of sadness and sorrow-
but that they will be given up, firely and unflinch-
ingly, there remains not a vestige of doubt. The
Southern people., driven to the wall, have no remedy
but that of political independence. Forbearance
has not only ceased to be a virtue,but has become
absolnute cowardice. And that forbearance has
even been interpreted as cowardice by the very
people for whose sake we have so long forborne.

The nation, indeed, may have grown too fast. It
may have become, too suddenly, one of the great
powers of the earth. In the physical world, that
whiclh soonest reaches maturity soonest decays.
Our free institutions, our broad and smiling land,
our great natural advantages, have made a mighty
nation of us too soon, perhaps. Less than a cen-
tury is a short life, even for a Republic. But the
causes that underlie the destruction of all Govern-
menta-the discontent, and the reluctant obedience
and loyalty of large masses of the people-have
been operating among us for many years. From
the time that tile central G(overnment of all the
States began to usurp powers not delegated to it in
tile common bond of the Constitution-legislating
for the benefit of classes and sections, and tile con-
seqent oppression and injury of tile rest--taking
upon il-elf tile supervision of tie respective States
as to their domestic institutions-claiming all pow-
ers that the most hltitudinous contruction of tile
Constitution coull ,cuggest -from this time theseeds
rof dissolution and decay were planted. And their
first fruits we shall to-d y see in a State which was
one of the battle-fields of the Revolution, and which
is as dcetermined now to re st tyranny at homle as
she was to repel the tyrtrn:ly which canie across the
ocean, when w ere re colonies of cGreat Britain.
Tihe sort if liberty which South Carolina wants, she
helped to wrest fromn the motlher eountry, and is
equally ready to wrest from the oppressor at home.

The eventsc of this wees, then, will satisy those
at the North who hiave nbeen blind to Southern
sentiment, how great nll error they Iave made.
They thought at first that mouth Carolina was blus-
tering, and wourl Soon get over her eaored cessaion.
After a while they concluded that Sonth Carolinr
was in earnest-but that she would he solitary and
alone in leaving tihe Union. Presently they dis-
coveled that tile -ame causes which impelled one
Southern State to withdraw, were operating in all
of them. And when popular manifestations, legis-
lative a.semblies, the public press and the voices
of leading statc-men, told them that the Southern
States had a cause, and that while one only might
lead, others would eagerly follow, the North then
awoke from her dreamn, and the whole truth now
flashes upon them. .Conmissioners may be sent to
the Soulh-as New York city proposes-men like
Fillmore and Bronson, whom the South loves and
respects--but it is too late. The North had fair
warning before the election. The evil cannot be
repaired now that tile warning has been unhceded,
and the threat of Northern domination insolently
flung in our faces. Louisiatna, in colmmon with
the other Gulf States, to-day sends greeting to her
Palmetto sister, and will be but little behind her in
the new struggle for political equality and inde-
pendence which our manhood anld our honor com-
pel us to make.

The crowd at the
French market yesterday morning was altogether
tremendous.

On this street, between Poet and
Enghlen streets, the new church of the German
Methodists is nearly completed. It is a handsome
frame edifice with a slate-covered spire. On the
same street, between Marigny and Mandeville
streets, the new Catholic Church of the Rev. Father
Moynihan is steadily advancing to completion.
This is a large brick edifice,which already exhibits
featnres of great beaoty. It will be finished some
time next spring.

Tihe scene that met his eyes was truly distressing.
In a room so tilled with filth of every description,
that it created an uncontrollable feeling of disgust,
otending both sight and smell, wasoa bed dirty and
soiled, to one of the posts of which was chained a
dog. A little boy, whose intelligent eyes beamed
from a mlass of dirty rags, pointed to the place
where his " ma " was lying, and there, between
the bed and the wall, the dead body of the un-
fortunate woman was found lying, half dressed,
in a ma-I of tilth. She had fallen from her bed in
estate ofintoxication. The little boy's last recol-
lection was tlhat the preceding night, at a late
hour, his "man" ' had beaten him severely because
she wanted him to go and buy some whisky, anld
he wee afraid, as the night was dart and cold, and
the grocery was cloeed.

The Coroner returned a verdict of death by in-
temperance. iMary Hamlin was e30 years old, and
a nati\ve of rleland.

HI:•Lc onllnev.,--The well-known millinery
and dress-malting establishment of Mrs. T'eener, on
Canal street nlear the corner of St. Charles, was
entered night before last, ransacked, and robbed
of laces to the value of about $6000. Entrance
was eflirled in the rear, from a narrow alley which
opens on St. Charles street, next to Victor's fancy
store.
The burglar or burglars got over the back wall

by piling boxes outside, got down by a box on the
inside, and effected an easy entrance into the
workshop, which is in the rear of the store, and
connects with it by a glass door. This door was
bolted on the store side. The robbers cut out one
of the panes of glass withont breaking it, reached
in, drew the bolts, and proceeded to business.
They took down from tile shelves all the cases con-
taining the laces, silks, and other valuable goods of
the store, and took nothing but the laces ; leaving
the empty lace-boxes, and all the other goods,
strewn over the counter.

It was an adroit and rather mysterious robbery.
The thing was done whilst the police must have
been in the near vicinity, for that neighborhood is
generally well watched. Mrs. Turner and her fam-
ily, who were asleep up stairs, heardnothing. Dr.
Dickey, who resides in one of the upper stories,
was unp all night, being ill, but heard nothing. The

Doctor's watch-dog, in an adjoining yard, was not
heard to bark. The Chiets detective officers, who
went and inspected the premises, and questioned
the servants, could gain no clue to fasten sunspitton
on the latter. They found on the floor some of the
putty which had fallen in removing the pane of
glass in the workshop; this putty was not hard,
but could easily be moulded in the fingers. Mrs.
Turner, however, stated that the pane of glass
taken out had been set in the door in the early part
of the summer.

The officers were inquisitive about this, because,
as they state, nearly all she houses or private resid-
ences robbed during tie past year, have been
robbed soon after being repaired, painted, fitted
with gas fixtures, new gies, etc.; their inference
being that among the painters and glaziers
especially, there are- some persons who either per-
petrate the robberies- or inform others who do.
Four residences lately robbed had all previously
been repainted insids; by painters in the employ
of one certain boss painter in this city.

Mrs. Turner had no- one to suspect save three
richly dressed ladies, strangerst her, who visited
her store the evening before, at anheor much later
than is usual for shopping, and looked over her
stock of laces and departed without buying any-
thing. It struck her as singular, for the hour was
late, and it is not usual for ladies to inspect fine
laces by gaslight. The police, of coarse, have no
clue to the three unknown ladies.

Among the laces taken away by the-robbers was
a- lace over-dress worth $600; which Mrs. Turner
had made for one of her customers.
