Governor Morgan - another " hearty" who has
made a good deal of money out of Louisiana sugar.
But, unfortunately for George, there will be no
Treasury after the 4th of March, and he will have
to take to the shears.

The receipts of cotton since Saturday morning 1
show a large falling off. The roads in the interior
are in a bad condition, and prevent the usual de-
liveries at the stopping points on the river. The 1
receipts from Red and Ouachita rivers are free.
Planters are taking advantage of the rise in the
water, and puvhing their crops forward. Those
planters who are out of debt can have their cotton
held for higher prices as well in ce~ton presses
here as in the gin-houaes, or in shipping ware-
houses. lH:re, in New O(rleans, it can he protected
against fire at low rates of insurance and in readi-
enes fr ay any advance in price swhich may take

place. T'iere will be no trouble, no civil commo-
tton. Louisiana and New Orleans will act and
secede without any interruption from President
lunchanan; and the talk is, that after the 4th of
tfarchc Mr. Lincoln will not be thought of.
There was some little movement in the freight

market yesterday. Vessels are plenty and more
on the way hither; though the number in port are
fifty less than at this time last year, we shall not
have so much Cotton to forward.

1,'. Editor-I feel it to be a solemn duty to
warn the people of Loouiiana and the whole South,
not to trust politicians in this crisis, when so noble
a blow is being struck for freedom, for emancipa-
tion from anti slavery and aggrarianism. That there
are tra;lOrs Ihere among those who are loudest-
mouthed in behalcof osecession, I have heard too
tmech:o douhbt. Their names I will not call at thbi
time ; but woe to thcm, if their plots ripen into

one,-~ltion and com promite. I will denounce
tlhclt ntltciltesly, ncame by name--n.ot one of
theman lhall scOape lie. Let tile people recollect
tihtt politicians are necessarily the slaves of public
opinion ; earee one in a hundred of them having
the manlinecs to he true to himself and the truth.
If the people are in earnest about this matter of
secession, let them show it plainly, and the politi-
rians will dot tieir bidding, the great work of
emancipation irom Abolitionism will be accom-
plished, and no compromise, however flattering,
will be heeded for a moment. This work is now
begun in earnest. If we give back the least jot,
we shall fail, and fail, to be overwhelmed with the
scorn and derision of the whole world. By all that
is manly, and by all that is in accordance with
common sense, I would urge tile people of tile
South to listen to no terms whatever, no guarantees,
no amendments of the Constitution-nothing. If
they deign even to listen, the flattering Union-
patchers will obtain their wish, will carry the day,
and the whole work will have to be done over
again.

There is little news to tell, beyond what may be
inferred from the remarks just made. Plots,
intrigues, machinations of all sorts abound. The
very air is thick, heavy, offensive with the odor of
treason. But matters are, on tile whole, rather
favorable for us as yet ; that is, if I may judge from
the speeches I heard in the IHouse and Senate yes-
terday. That interesting tub of intestines, PrestonRing of New York, took it upon himself to an-
nounce the determination of the people of his part
of tihe State to practice coercion. " Aw, I think,
awt, at that aw secession is, rebellion and iusurrec-
lion, and aw that, aw it is the dulty of the Federal
Government to enforce oar tie laws." Jeff. Davia,
in a manly statesluan-like way, announced tile de-
termination of his people not to submit to force.
not to truckle to a military despotism. IHe was
never more impressive.

Douglas, who has now a game leg and a crooked-
head hickory cane to help him along, said le was
willing to act with any party to save the Uniotn.
Applause in tile galleries. Mason of Virginia, al-
ways indignant at an indignity, remonstrated with
tie gallery. Mr. Douglas is in a bad way, and lie
knows it. Hence his anxiety to

party."
Sumner rose, and read an autograph letter of

Gen. Jackson' to a Rev. Mr. Crawford, in which
the Old Hero sings a plean over the defeated Nul-
lifiers of South Carolina. But the old gentleman
quite forgot that the Nullifiers were not defeated.
Sumner has a deep bass voice, and a deliberate Sir
Oracle way of uttering himself. It was the first
time I had ever heard the dog open his lips. The
Southern Senators took no earthly notice of him.

In the House, it was delicious to hear Sickles
raping the Puritan despots of his own State.
Surely he has cause to complain, for never was a
city so trampled on by its own State before, as
New York is at this moment. Thus we see the
war is beginning in the midst of the Free States.
Some augur good for the South as likely to follow
this. Not so, in my judgment. If the North
backs down, we have to consent to terms, and
terms of any sort imply the trouble of repeat-
ing secession every four years. No, no; let us
part now, and part for good. It will be bet-
ter for all of us. If the North he friendly to us,
(arnd it carrot be denied that noble men are there,

who have fought our battles bravely) we can be
just as good friends after the Union is divided as
now. But I will run into this eecession ven when
I ought to be giving you items.

One of the most pathetic spectacles to be wit-
nessed in this city of afflic' to s that of the vener-
able Case, crying over the downfall of the Union.
I am told he crys whenever the subject of disnnion
is mentioned.

A good joke about an Ohio member, of the name
of H., is going the rounds. H. is a good sort of
creature, without any opinion of his own. If he
talks with Corwin to-day, he is for compromise
and peace. If witll Giddings or Wade, he is for
bloody war. Knowing this peculiarity, a wag
went up to him one day last week, and said: " H.,
do you know that the South is going totake Wash-
ington City on the 4th of March ?"

"Pooh!" says H.
" They are going to do it, certain as fate, and 200

men are now engaged in marking down the names
of every Republican in the city, so that when the
sack begins they may know friends from foes."

" Pahaw! " says H.
" You may pshaw ! but I tell you a member of

this Southern organization told me no later than
last night, that you had been singled out for es-
pecial vengeance, as it was known that you had
threatened fire and sword to South Carolina."

" I-1-was only gassing." Says poor H : "Why,
why, d-m it ! I'm one of the most conservative
men in the Union, and I wish you would tell them
so."

Since the foregoing was written, I visited the
Capitol. The House was squabblingover Hawkins
excuse for not serving on the Crisis Committee.
The debate in the Senate, I was told had assumed
the aspectof a mere squabble.

A Virginia member told me the signs were a little
more favorable for the Union; but very little. Two
of the members from your State say that there will
be nothing before the Hoose in the way of local
legislation until the secession business is disposed
of.

Convention of South Carolina.
Cor.Menir, Dec. 17, 1 P. M.-A heavy fog hangs

like a pall over Columbia to-day, creating a feeling
of general gloom. The small pox is causing sad
havoc among our people, and the panic is intense,
both among citizens and struangers.

Mano y menmber of the Legislature have returned
to their homes, and others will soon follow.

Strong efforts will be made to-day to adjourn
the Legislature and Convention to Charleston. If
this proves unsuccessful, the Convention will pro-
bably pass an ordinance of secession and then
adjourn.

Small Pox at Columbia, S. C.
CoLornrBA, Dec. 17.--There were seventeen cases

of small pox reported here on Sunday last, and
seven to-day. Only such cases are reported, the
symptoms and developments of which clearly in.
dicate the disease.

The South Carolina Legislature has adjourned to
meet in Charleston on Thursday next.

Important from South Carolina.
CoLoMBtA, S. C., Dec. 17, 4 P. M.--There were

four ballots taken for permanent President of the
Convention to-day. Tie following is the result of
the third ballot:

Gist received 38, Chesnut 17, Orr 32, Jamison 64,
with some few scattering.

On the fourth ballot, Mr. Jamison received 118,
Orr 30, scattering 3.

Mr. Jamison, npon having taken the chair, said
that he had not sufficient language to express his
thanks for the distinguished honor conferred. No
higher honor could be given him than that of
Presiding OTocer over a Convention with such ob-
jocts, and ffixing his signature to its proceedings.

He considered the Convention as engaged in tihe
performance of the most important duty whichl
ever devolved on the State of South Carolina, the
result of which was with that Supreme Being,
whose assistance he would now humbly implore
for their beloved State.

A resolution was then offered, that when the Con-
vention adjourn it should be to meet at 4 o'clock
to-borrow afternoon, in Clarleston. This gave
rise to a lengthy debate, Mr. Mliles'appealing to
the Convention not to adjourn to Clarleston, but
to remain in Columbia, regardless of the small-pox
or other physical or moral causes, and discharge
the duties required of us by South Carolina. ie
urged that other States would jeer at our timidity
in such a crisis, and the want of moral power in
the present movement would be affected in other
sympathizing States, if the Convention should ad-
journ to Charleston.

iMr. Cochran, of Abbeville, said he would never
consent to leave Columbia until an ordinance of
secession was passed, and urged his fellow-amem-
hers to stand up to all tie responsihilities of their
position--to remain and perfect their work.

Mr. Keitt rlemrked that he wan s a ardently de-
voted to secession as any 0n , and determinied to
oe witi tile Convention until its action wats com-

plete, and in recommending immediate adjoourn-
ment to Charleston said that hle woldl never Coe -
sent to hurry tlroglh tale proceedilog of the Con-
vention, givinrg otice that no ordinance should he
passed willth his conseont, ulotil every point rwas duly
considered in all its earings, after a full investiga-
tinn and fair discussion.
