A CHEERFUL PROSPECT.

The Cincinnati Times is kind enough to inform
no, in advance, what will be our fate if we attempt
to secede from the Union. Thus speaketh the
bold, brave editor of that journal:

Whatever wrongs the State of South Carolina
may have experienced in the administration of the
Federal Govcrnment, it is beyond the power of her
people to dissolve this Union. Every foot of land
within her borders is part and parcel of the national
domain, and the moment the South Carolinians, or
the people of any oier Stlate, haul down the na-
tional flag and defy the Federal authorities, they
become John Browns, and are deserving of his
fate. We no more respect the plea of South Caro-
linlans for secession, than we did that of John
Brown for insurrection ; and holding that the people
of no one, nor of half a dozen States, have the
right to destroy the grandest Government ever
framed by the hands of-men, we are for coercion,
pompt coercion, and, if need be, bloody coercion!
We have no sympathy with, no mercy for, traitors
to this Union, and we would serve them all as Vir-
ginia disposed of old John Brownc

We are much obliged to this Cincinnati editor
for giving us notice, beforehand, of his kindly and
humane intentions towards the people of the South.
It will be observed that he is not in favor of any
half-way measures. No conciliation, no entreaty,
no temporising. He is in favor of coercion, and
of coercion that shall be prompt and "bloody."
He intends to shoot us down, and hang as upon
the trees of the forest. We already feel a 

"
bind-

ing" sensation about onr throat, as if we were
suspended from one of the live oaks out at the
Delachaise grounds, where, last summer, our citi-
zens used to have such glorious base-ball matches,
and files charmplres.
The people of the South, too, are likened unto

John Brown, and if they attempt secession they
will become John Browns, and deserving the same
fate that overtook that enterprising old scoandrel.
The Times asserts that the people of the North
will serve us "aol" as Virginia served Brown.
Much obliged to the Times. It is said that misery
loves company; and therefore It is consolatory to
know that not a few of as only will hang, but
"all" of us-every one. We think we already
see, in our " mind's eye," all the surrounding trees
pendant with citizens of the South--all the tele-
graph poles, all the chimneys, and all the eaves of
thi houses garnished with dead Southerners, hung
up by that terrible fellow of the Times. What a
splendid spectacle it will be, to be sure! How
happy an expedient it will prove for makihg the
people of the South love the Union, and strive to
perpetuate its existence i

We confess ourselves, however, unable to-detect
the felicity of the comparison. If there is any
similarity between John Brown and the Southern
people, we are not acute enough to discover the
points of resemblance. The Southern people are
making no war upon the people of the North,
They are not destroying Northern property. They
are not murdering inoffensive Northern citizens.
They are not stealing, and setting fire to the
houses of the North. All of this John Brown did
to the South. If we are to meet John Brown's
fate, we insist that the editor of the Times, before
he swings us up, shall justify his action upon some
other ground tharnour i entity of views and princi-
ples with the hero of 1Harper's Ferry.

Inasmuch as South Carolina has had the hardi-
hood, in defiance of the fearful warning of the
Times, to "haul down the National flag." we
shall expect a speedy execution of the threat of
" bloody coercion." Thti.almetto flag now flouts
the skies in Carolina, and the Pelican flag now
waves to the breeze here in the Crescent City of-
the South, though we are not quite out of-the
Union yet, but soon will be. The Times editor,
therefore, in making his ferocious pilgrimage to
South Carolina to execute vengeance upon them, i
la John Brown, had just as well call by, and give
us a little turn here, before he proceeds upon his
holy and benign mission. We think we can guar-
antee that he will have "a high old time" of it
among our people.

To speak seriously, there is nothing in this threat
of coercion, except an empty show of bluster.
We do not believe that actual coercion will be at-
tempted. We have no idea that it will be done,
either by the Federal Government or the Northern
people. So far as the latter is concerned, there
are plenty of Northerun men to put down any coer-
cion measures contemplated by others of their
own section." The threat of this Cincinnati paper
amounts to nothing; but we have cited it only for
the purpose of showing what disposition these
crazy fanatics would make of us if they only had
the power and the courage. All this, too, goes to
prove how deep-seated and irreconcilable is the
antagonism between the sections, and that nothing
remains but separation. Every day shows, more
and more plainly, that we cannot'get along to-
gether in peace and harmony. If there is any
other effectual remedy for it except separation, it
has not yet been discovered-and we do not be-
lieve it can be.

TALK ON 'CHANGE.

The gatherings on rue Carondelet and environs
were large yesterday; in fact, the week commenc-
ed auspiciously. Not only did cottondom and ex-
changedom feel the elasticity, but crossing over to
the grand boulevard, Canal, crinolinedom appear-
ed to be in motion. All crinolinedom, apparently,
were on the boulevard walk yesterday from an
early hour, even before the Money Kings had
opened their exchangedoms. The crowds of shop-
pers, buyers in earnest, kept up a continual throng
throughout the day. And though we are passing
through a crisis-a money pressure-there was not
the slightest indication observable yesterday but
what prosperous times were prevailing in our
midst. Yesterday was an active day here, there,
and all about our great city. True, there are un-
doubtedly exceptions, and that penury and want
do exist in many places unbeknown to the daily
observer of events. The liberally disposed, the
charitable and the benevolent will on the return of
this day find objects worthy of their regard and
charity. The day closed, as it opened, with multi-
tudec of citizens on our streets, and every thing
indicated a merry Christmas.

Some of the senile frequenters of the flags ap-
peared to be growing juvenile yesterday; they got
to arguing on the great question of the day, and
appeared to be all for direct and immediate seces-
sion, taking the very sensible view of the great
question, that as Luisiana was bound to go, she
might as well go at once, and not be waiting to be
led by the nose, presuming that our good State is
out of its apron strings; if not, it is about time she
should be. This is the talk among the dealers of
cottondom. Other dealers on the flags appear to
be doing very well in buying cotton at from 10t 11
cents, and do not appear to care a continental dol-
lar or a red about cooperationists or secessionists.
In the meantime, it is manifest that secession at
once has greatly the call, as will appear about
the close of Monday, the 7th proximo.

Our marine register denotes numerous arrivals
from above, bringing full cargoes of produce,
which comes to a good market. It was active and
brisk on the levee yesterday, and the movements
on Tchoupitoulas, Poydras and New Levee streets
gave evidence there was no room for grass to
grow, as has been predicted. On the resumption
of intercourse with the Upper Mississippi, we shall
have the pleasure of recording immense quantities
of produce. The granaries and warehouses will
be pouring out their contents in the greatest pro-
fusion, and to this cash market will the greater
share come.

At the sugar depot there appears to be a good
stock of the saccharine, and the rangers in general
are in tolerably good humor. The receipts of both

sogar and molasses at the depot for this season are
cousiderably less than for the same time last year,
being this season 40,524 hogsheads sugar and 94,-
200 barrels molasses against 47,350 hogsheads of
sugar and 120,000 barrels of molasses for the same
time last year.

Cotton, in the way of receipts, begins to fall
very rapidly. It is manifest that many planters,
under the depression and general low prices which
ruled from three to four weeks ago, are " holding
back." It would not be a matter of much import-
ance to our community whether this system is con-
tinued or not, if sufficient cotton was forwarded to
cover advances. It is a most ungenerous and on-
just course for those planters who are in debt and
under obligations to withhold their crops, or any I
part thereof. This is abusing the confidence of our
factors, and many of them have been llbbral in the
extreme in according to the wants of their patrons,
in the way of advancing in cash, in supplies for
plantation use, and accepting at speculating rates
for negroes bought on twelve months' credit.

The cotton market was active yesterday, and the
great bug-a-boo (the crisis) was hardly thought of.
Facilities for .shipment are free, an abundance of
tonnage being in port, and no expectation of there
being any want thi season. They do talk that the
tobacco receipts will be much less than last year.
The usual secresy is maintained in the daily trans-
actions and sales of the weed. Perhaps operators
think if theygivr delMi the public will /sor as
much about4heir business as they do themetvres.
In some respects a very sound view taken. 'hre
was a large operator last summer who nieerv
wcould disclose his movements; but the weed itself
smoked the transactions out, as it were, and di-
vulged the reason for secresy and privacy. In the
meantime, the receipts of the weed for the season
show a large falling off from last year, and factors
do say that prices will increase as the season ad-
vonceC,

Today will be a general holiday, created so by
legislative enactment. The banks will be closed;
also all public offices.- The OCustom-house will be
opened until 12 o'clock, the Post-office will be
closed at 11 o'clock, and we shall omit our daily
walks, and wish our friends and readersna metry
Christmas,.
