PIRACTICAL CO-OPERATION.

The following dispatches from Charleston ap-
peared in our paper of yesterday. We deem them
of sufficient importance to produce them again this
morning:

CuAnan.TO, Dec. 25.-Judge Withers reported
favorably to the sending of Commissioners to each
of the slaveholding States. the adoption of the
Constitution of the United States as a basis for the
provisional Government of the Southern States,
and instructing the Commissioners to urge the
Southern States to send delegates to a general
Southern Convention. The report was made the
special order of to-morrow.

CesoLt:.TO., Dec. 26.-There wasan effort made
to procure a recess until the 18th of January, which
was tabled,. when Mr. Rhett offered an ordinance
providing for a Convention of the seceding slave
States, to arrange for the formation of a Southern
Confederacy. Mlontgomery, Alabama, was desig-
nated as tile place at wMich it should convene.
The ordinance recommends that there shall be

the same number of delegates to this Convention
as there are members of the present Congress,
and that the Constitution shall be adopted by a
vote of the States.

The Constitution of the United States was sug-
gested as a suitable basis for that of the proposed
Southern Confederacy.

It also recommends the appointment of eight
delegates, by the State of South Carolina, and the
sending of a Commissioner to each slaveholding or
seceding State.

The measure was referred to the proper commit-
tee.

Now, here is the sort of cooperation that is de-
sirable and practical, and the only sort that can
ever be brought about. Those who have been de-
claiming against South Carolina, asserting that she
was engaged in the selfish business of " dragging"
the other Southern States out of the Union, leav-
ing them to bear the brunt of the occasion, while
she herself was safe and secure, will see with what
injustice they have treated her. She herself is the
first State to propose, in an authoritative manner,
the formation of a Southern Confederacy. She
suggests, immediately upon her withdrawal from
the Union, a general Southern Convention, the
adoption of the present Constitution, and a full
and firm league and alliance with her sister States
in a common Confederacy. In short, so far from
being averse to cooperation, she proposes it as one
of tile first acts of hlr independent position, but
proploses the onoly sort of cooperation that is now
practical, or that ever was desirable-the co-opera-
tion of the independent States, after their with-
drawal, with a view to their "more perfect union"
in a sort of family confederacy of all the States of
the South.

There is now no need of cooperation before the
act of separate withdrawal. It can best be had
afterwards, as South Carolina proposes, even if it
were not, now, the oldy mode. These States
which are determined to go out of the Union, are
going out, whether there be cooperation or not-
so that, in truth, in no respect, can the coopera-
tionista now find a single argument to sustain their
position.
South Carolina knows, as we all know, that the

interests o all the Southern States, as well as their
institutions, are identical. They are joined to-
gether by every conceivable tie, social and politi-
cal and those whom God has joined together, no
man can keep asunder. The Southern States, by
an irresistible law of gravitation, will come to-
gether for the formation of a grand Southern Con-
federacy-and South Carolina takes the initiative
in the movement. If the " cooperationists," before
secession, have now a foot of ground to stand
upon, we do not know where it is.

SAVINtxr THlE UNION.

If words coold have saved the Union, it would have
been saved long ago. We have tried arguments, t
appeals, entreaties and exhortations without num- a
her--but the time has gone by when such means (
were of the slightest avail in restoring the people t
of the North to a just sense of their Constitutional
obligations.

Accordingly, it is with little or no pleasure we
have read a powerful and eloquent appeal to the t
people of Massachusetts, recently made by some
forty of the most distinguished citizens of that
State, calling on the dominant party there to retrace
its steps, repeal ail allets of obnoxious and unconsti-
tational legislation, and give the South some pledge
and securty that their rights in the Union will not
he invad,"d. We nay it is with little pleasule we t
have read this Address. We appreciate thle patri-

rri-rr of these gentlemenur-we honor tlheir bold and
nmanly sentilents-blnt they had as well attemlpt to

prevent the rising and setting of the sun, as to en-
gage in the vain and fruitless enterprise of changing
the inveterate anti-slavery prejudice and fanaticism
of a large majority of tile people of Massachusetts.

This Address is signed by an ex-Judge of the
Silupre'me Court of the United States, by four ex-
G(overnors of rMarsachusetts, and by about forty of
the leading and influential citizens of the State.
But, we repeat the question, what is tile use of it
all ? Why address argument and entreaty to a peo-
ple upon whom such things fall as the piteous
plaint of the lamb falls upon the ear of the hungry
well ? Why appeal to men drunk with fanaticism,
hate, envy, malice, and all uncharitableness? Has
not the argument long ago been exhausted, and is
there any further use in addressing the consciences
of men who have shown, in every conceivable way
and through a long series of years, that nothing
will divert them from their purpose?

Massachusetts closed the doors of Faneuil tHall
upon Daniel Webster, and expelled from the pub.
lie councils such men as Choate, Everett, Winthrop
and Cushing, to make way for such miserable cat-
tie as Sumner, Wilson and Burlingame. The other
day she gave Lincoln fifty thousand majority over
the combined vote of all the other candidates.
Shie elected to her Chief Magistracy an open and
notorious ,John Brown sympathiser, and an intimate
associate of Phillips, Garrison, ann all that motley
crew of infidels, free-loners and destructives. Her
own Everett is set aside for HIamlin, with negro
blood in his veins, as the presiding officer of the
Senate. Talk about appealing to such a people
with argument or entrealty!

good men and true. If these gentlemen must
needs speak, let them abandon the tone of kind-
ness and conciliation, and address those people as
they ought to be addressed, in good, honest, plain,
solid Anglo-axeon words of denunciation and con-
tempt.

TALK ON 'CHANG;.

Tile gatherings yesterday on the flags were
interrupted by the weather, which was rather
pluvius for the frequenters thereof; nevertheless,
there was a strong desire to invest in the staple,
and the sales for a wet day were very respectable,
and at good prices. We find that the expected
new comers, the new fledglings on our flags-that
is, the nephews, the cousins, and possibly the
uncles of Manchester spinners-are on our flags,
and are very desirous of obtaining some few, or
possibly a good many thousands of bales of the
staple. It was talked of yesterday that the young
Manchester democracy were on the tenters; but
what means the yohng Manchester democracy ? Of
what is it composed? It is a long time since we
heard of Manchester democracy. There has been

a remarkablte change on our flags within the past
thirty days. Some partied, who could not a month
ago buy more than a hundred bales of cotton, are
now moving at the rate of thousands of bales per
day. The Manchiester spinners are a shrewd and
sharp set. One crill in Manchester has sent out an
agent, not to buy, but merely to act as an in-
spector; to ascertan•, perhaps, and see how we
do things in this great city of ours. In the way of
introduction, he brings a sledge hammer and a bag
of shot, which were fosnd in a bale of cotton.
HIowever, these articles must have got in accident-
ally, as they would not both together weigh more
than two pounds avoirdupois weight. In the mean-
time, the bag of shot can be seen on Carondelet
street.

There was some talk that the fresh or new ad-
juncts of the great cotton traders, as they are
styled, that is, the fledglings and the neophytes of
Lancashire spinners, operators. brokers and com-
mission merchants of the town of Liverpool, were
disposed to buy liberally, even at 112 cents; but
some old fogies talked as though things were going
ahead too fast-cotton advancing one cent or more
in six days. Possibly this advance may have some-
thing to do with a large wager that was closed
yesterday, that Middling cotton (Orleans) would
be quoted in Liverpool after the 1st of February at
eight pence or over.

There was talk that some of the young Man-
chester folks buy everything that looks like cotton,
even leaves,sand, shrubs, bolls and stalks. Though
we have a good many old and shrewd buyers,
disciplined " sogers " in the market, these young
representatives of Manchester seem to think they
are the ne plus ltlra. Eh, hem! Itis hoped their
letters of credit will pass, though some of our old
fogy bank managers shake their heads very often,
and remark that cotton is going up too fast, that is,
going from 9J~9j to 1lrllj cents. in fifteen days,
though the prediction is 122 cents for Middlings in
MIarch.

Well, the storm yesterday interdicted outside
talk. There was, however, a good deal of inside
talk, with a good many remarks ahont the lying
telegraphic dispatches. There does not appear to
be a particle of truth in the reports emanating
from Washington City. As for the conr espondence
of the New York papers, extracts from which are
daily forwarded to the South, there is nothing
worthy of credence. To speak right out, the tele-
graph is made the medium of conveying more lies
and falsehoods than the gentleman in black can
charge up in a life time.
The feeling towards cotton yesterday was good.

The receipts were large, and over ten thousand
bales by two boats from Memphis took some peo-
ple by surprise. But it occasions no surprise
when the position of affairs is duly considered.
The New Orleans market is without doubt the
best market for the sale of cotton in the (that was)
United States. They could not sell in New York
twenty thousand bales of cotton per day. What is
the use of Tennessee sending cotton to New York,
and wait two, three or four months for sales and
returns, when, by sending it to New Orleans, it can
be sold and returns made in gold in fifteen days
after the cotton leaves the gin house? Again, we
repeat, why send cotton, or think of sending it to
New York or Liverpool, and wait three or four
months for returns ?

The further talk was of the remarkable circum-
stance of the saving of the captain and crew of
the ship Georgianas, hence for Liverpool. They
were rescued from the burning wreck by the cap-
tain and crew of the ship Levi Woodbury, belong-
ing to the same owners, on the 20th of November.
Tihe Levi Woodbury sailed from this port the day
after the Georgiana for Liverpool.

As the storm of rain appeared to be increasing,
we retired from the flags at an early hour, expect-
ing to have something to say about matters and
things in New York, but the great mail came not,
and we can only conclude that Mr. Postmaster
General Iolt intends to secede, and possibly the
transportation of letters and papers will devolve
on OlcKeever ?

GeAetemen : I have received yoer note of the
21st inst., in which you express a desire to learn
my views" In reference to the attitude Louisiana
should assume in the impending crisis." I chee*
fully comply with your request.

To you,gentlemen, who' are familiar with my
political course, I need hardly say that up te this
moment the Union has had'no moresnalo•wan
consistent advocate than myself. I did not, of
course, lose sight of the fact that, viewed as a
mere question'of political economy, the Bouthlwas
greatly the loser by the Union-;'that it necessalty
involved the abindonment by theSouthern peoplth
of every bransli of industry except agriculture;
and the almost sntire surrender of the more lyer.
tive occupations-of manufactnresf commerue ams
navigation to tieir Northern Brethken. BIt I'
found in the majesty of this Union, in the ddinity
and strength which'it gives nus abroad, in the p.eace
and harmony which it ought to give us at home,
enough, and more than enough to console me-fbr-
the pecuniary sacrilee which it involved.
So long, therefore,. as it continued to confer

these blessings, I wantwilling to make that sacri-
lcee. But alas ! we pay the price of peace and no

longer obtain it. For the last twenty )ears a poa"v
tion of the people of the Northern Wates have
waged a ceaseless war upon us. They have out-
r daged our feelings, robbed as of our property, and
trampled on our most sacred rights. The only
excuse they offer for these outrages is, that they
are not satisfied with our domestic institutions;
that slavery is wrong and ought to be abolished.
In vain do we reply that this institution was the
work of teir ancestors; that it has become-insep-
arably interwoven with our social system ; that its
abolition would involve ourrain ; and, finally, that
whether right or wrong, we alone are responsible
for it; and that any attempt on their part, directly
or indirectly, to interfere with it, is justifed neither
by the law of nations nor by the Constitution.
They are deaf to all argument. The press, the
pulpit, the halls of Congress and of State Legisla-
tures, pour forth a continuous stream of invective,
denunciation and insult. No libel upon the South-
ern people is too atrocious to. be uttered or be-
lieved. The express provisions of the Constitution,
and of laws passed in pursuance of it, for the pro-
tection of the rights of slaveholders, are contempt-
nously disregarded, and it is boldly asserted that
these provisions are not binding upon the con-
sciences of those who are called upon to enforce
them.

The bloody drama enacted in Kansas, and the
still more bloody one attempted in Virginia, were
practical illustrations of these principles. There
is every reason to believe that these atrocities were
instigated by men who were willing to share the
crime, but shrank from the Infamy of its exposure;
that grave Senators and reverend clergymen were
behind the scenes prompting the obscure wretches
who were the immediate actors in these tragedies.
No stronger evidence could possibly be adduced
of the depraved state of publio sentiment at the
North upon the subject of slavery than the fact
that acts so criminal in themselves, and'so calcn-
lated to disturb the peace of the country, far from
weakening the party by which they had been
prompted and encouraged, seemed, on the con-
trary, to strengthen it. Emboldened by this fact,
and by the forbearance of the Southern people,
which they mistook for timidity, the Black Re-
publican party resolved on a still bolder measure,
no less than to take posession of the General Gov-
ernment, and to use its powers for the accomplish-
ment of their designs. They accordingly selected
as their candidate a man whose political record
was a blank, and who on that account was more
likely to prove a pliant instrument in the hands of
his benefactors. That Mr. Lincoln will, to the ex-
tent of his ability, sustain the principles and carry
out the views of the party which elected him,
three ron hie no dlonht.

To believe otherwise, is to suppose not only that
he will violate his pledge, but that he will adopt a
dillerent course from that pursued by any of his
predecessors. We are bound to presume, there-
fore, that opposition to slavery will be the vital
principle of his Administration. Can the South-
ern States continue under a government admin-
istered on these principles, consistently either
with honor or with safety? I think not. I think,
on the contrary, that we have reached a point
where the Southern States ought to take a stand,
if they intend to take it anywhere. Need I point
out the dangers that would inevitably result from
a different course? To say nothing of the moral
influence the President derives from his position-
the immense patronage at his disposal, and the
millions of money that must pass through the hands
of his creatures, will all be systematically directed
toward the diflhsion of anti-slavery opinions. Se-
cure of the position of the party at the North, the
Southern States would be tihe chief point of at-
tack. " Divide and conquer " would be the maxim
of the party, and every effort would be made to
sow dissension among the Southern people; oppo-
sition to slavery would be thle sole path to honor
and promotion, and every Southern traitor would
be selected for reward. Not many years would
elapse before an anti-slavery party would spring
up in every Southlern State, and where followers
exist, leaders would soon be found. The contest
would no longer be between the free and the
slave States. Your firesides would be invaded,
and the torch of insurrection be brandished in
your very faces. This is no fancy sketch. It is
in part drawn from reality. In every one of the
border States the embryo of an Abolition party
already exists, which, ulnder the genial influence
of an anti-slavery Administration, would be
rapidly developed. Rlecollect that Kentucky
already has her Cassius M. Clay, Missouri her
Bates, Virginia her Botts, and Maryland her
Davis. I trust that the day is yet far distant when
loui,.iana will add a name to this illustrious
catalogue ; but let us not be too confident. In
soflltli,5lO51h tleIt all men are lonest and mncor-

ruptible, commit a fatasl error. Every Greek was
not an .\ristideq, nor every Roman a Cato. And
however grcat my confidenee in the integrity and

latriotlism of the Southern people, l de, not wish to
see this tremendlous battery of corruption brought
to bear upon them.

But there are some who, while they admit the
truth of all I have said, are nevertheless opposed
to any immediate action by tie Southern people.
Their argauments ar" eblielly thees: First, that Liu-
coln having been constitutionally elected, we are
bound to respect the decision of a majority: sec-
ondly, that at all events we should wait until hbe
commits some overt act of hostility against the
South. Let us examine these arguments. As to

the tirst, it is trte that lincoln has been elected ac-
cording to the forms of the Constitution, but its
forms arc entitled to little respect when its spirit
has beea. plainly violated. It was surely never con-
templated by its framers that one section being a
majority should arrogate to itself the exclusive
right to elect a Chief Magistrate of the Union.
Still less was it contemplated that a fanatical and
revolutionary party Ia that section should seize
upon the powers of the Federal tGovernr,sent in

It:ln under-
stood that Florida is nearly unanimous la-favor of
the same course, and there is every reason be-
lieve that Virginia, North Carolina, Georgia, Ala-
bama and Texas will adopt the same mode of pro-
ceeding. As regards those States that have-not
yet moved in the matter, it is fair to presume that,
if they shall determine to move, they will be gov-
erned in their course by the existing state of faob,
and will hardly commit the absurdity of asking of
States that have already adopted their oerase, to
confer with them on the proper course tanbeadpt-
ed; but, on the contrary, will cooperate with ltbeL
in the only way in which cooperation can be edset-
nal, namely, by following their example.

For these reasons I am of opinion that,.a mat-
ters now stand, separate State action is not only
the best, but the only practicable mode of pro-
ceeding.

These, gentlemen, are my views on the aubjeet
to which your letter refers. It is not, Iasnure you,
without reluctance that I have come to the ooncla-
sions I have formed. I am not one of: those who-
contemplate the dissolution of the Union with any-
thing like joy or exultation. On the oantlray, it
has long been the object of my cherishedafreotionn,
and I would part from it with unfeigned sorrow.
But we have the consolation to refleottht we have
done all in our power to preserve it;.thatwe stoo
by it as long as it stood by us, and only abandoaned
it when, like an unnatural parent, it sought to de-
stroy its own offspring. Having disoharged our
duty to the Union, we have now to discharge our
duty to our native or adopted State;: abide her do-
cision, and to follow her fortunes whatever destiny
may await her.
