TIlE ISSUE TO BE MET.

We find, in the Virginia papers, a letter from

Hon. It. A. Pryor, one of the Representatives of
that State in Congress, from which we make the
following extract. The letter is dated " Washing-
ton City, 20th December:"

In response to your inquiry touching the state of
the Republic, I regret to be compelled to answer
that I see no chance of preserving the Union, con-
sistently with the rights of the ootlh. In all prob-
ability, South Carolina will to-day adopt an ordi-
nance of secession; and tlhe prevalent impression
here is, that the other Guolf States will speedily
rally to her support. The border States will not
follow io soon, but events will oblige them to
abandon the Union. It is evident that the North
will give us no guarantees. They are rather mend-
ing their hold; and the Committee of Thirty-Tllree
is more likely to report a plan of coereion than a
osystem of pacification. The Black Rtepublicans

are beginning to be emboldened by the evidences
of sucmission in certain Southern States. If Vlr-
ginia and other border States had promptly backed
South Carolina, the Sooth might have extorted her
own conditions, and so the Union would htave been
secure.

As it is, nothing can avert the overthrow of the
Confederacy. All parties here despair of that
achievement; and tie effort of patriots are directed
excl tively to the end of rescuing the country
from the horrors of civil war. I question if they
can succeed in the attempt. I see among the Black
Repbtlicann, and a few persons of other parties, a
spirit of sullen resolve to bring the issue to the ar-
bitrament of tile sword. To be prepared for
either eventuality, Virginia should at once assume
an attitude of armed expectation. For God's sake
do not let her lower the Southern flag. Any be-
trayal of infirm pturpose would only precititate
tie collision. The ontly safety of tle South is in
tihe union of thle slaveholditg States. Suppress, if
you please, every whisper of resentment and re-
preach against other Southern States. ,eclare
your rights, and preolaintt your urpose to maintain
them at every lehzard. Ior myself, I have been
silent so far that I miglht oppose no impediment ta
a conciliation. Whoen te ihue iscu made up, I will
speak my mind.

Virginia has been slower to move than some of
the other Seuthern States, but the curerent of
putalic sentiment there now sets in tte right direc-
tion: and wrhen she does move, she will be an
prompt and resolute as any of the others. Mr.
Pryor, in common with the other Representatives
of the old Commonwealth at Washington, knows

and proclaims that " there isno chance of preserv-
ing thie Uion. consistently with the rights of th•e
Southl.

'
" The people, who are generally ahead of

the politicians, have reached the same conclusion.

Virginia, as well as the other border Ptates, will
assuredly be present at the door of the Convention

which will meet to organize tile new Confederacy
of the Southe,

But it is mainly for the advice contained in the

above extract that we present it in our columns.
The counsel of Mr. Pryor is equally as applicable
to ns" as to those to whom it is addressed. The
Black Republicans, he says, are " hemboldened by
the evidences of submission int cerain Southern

States." For this reason he implores Virginia not
to lower her flag, or make any betrayal of an in-
firm purpose. This should be the policy, not of
Virginia alone, hut of every other State of the
South.

Hence it is to be regretted that there should be

any division of sentiment among us as tohe plan
of resistance. What is called " cioperation" here
is too apt to be interpreted by the North into a dis-
position to submit to the Administration of Lin-
f cotsn. Every mode of resistance, short of that
which South Carolina has adopted--the absolute,
independent secession of the aggrieved States--
will he held by the North as evidence of haltinp
and hesitation-and, as Mr. Pryor states, the Black
N Republicans are "emboldened" by soch things te

carry out their principles, and to refuse to yield
even a particle of those rights which the South
It has claimed as the condition of her remaining in
the Union.

If there were anything to he gained by the or-
s ganization of a "coperation'" party in the South-
Sern States, there might he some excuse for its ex-
istence. But the purposes of the ciioperationists,
by toheir own confession, amount to the same thing
in the end that our own do, unless indeed they are

TALK ON 'ORANGE.

The movements on the flags yesterday were cur-
tailed, operated on by the weather, which was
something between a moderate drizzle and a sort
of fog. There was a disposition to move in cotton,
but the dark clouds operated against the samples.
There were some sales, and the good feeling of the
day previous seemed to prevail, though at the gen-
eral somming up last evening, it was manifest that
the weather, with the downward tendency of ex-
change, had a great influence on operations. Not-
withstanding these drawbacks, the general feeling
was good, and cotton was in demand.

The general business of the week has been good,
though interrupted by a holiday and two days of
stormy weather, which reduces the transactions to
a half week. The receipts of produce have been
large. Our marine register from day to day has
chronicled heavy receipts. Cotton, though less in
quantity than the corresponding week last year,
foots up tolerably strong. The receipts from Mem-
phis form an important item. Those 100,000 bales
which were expected and contracted for, to be de-
livered at Norfolk from Memphis, will be non est.
The question is simply reducedto this: There is no
market for cotton on this continent equal to New
Orleans. Here congregate every season all the
principal buyers. We have the largest stocks to
select from; our merchants furnish greater facil-
ities to planters and inland dealers. Sales are
made for cash, and there is more competition
among buyers. In fine, New Orleans is the best
produce market for Tennessee, Arkansas, Texas
and Mississippi.

Some one inquires of us how many bales of cot-
ton shipped from Memphis via the up river route
and by railroad, are detained by ice on the lakes,
froze up, as it were? It is no use for Northern
folks to attempt to conceal what are real facts;
there is more cotton sold in one day in New Orleans
than in all the Northern markets together in one
week.

We have been furnished with many faming ac-
counts of twenty-five thousand bales of cotton
being contracted for in New York, and a good deal
said about some thousands of bales which were
contracted for; but some how or another the bales
do not keep pace with the telegraphic and other
reports.

Up to last Saturday the receipts of cotton at the
chief shipping ports in Virginia were only 17,000
bales, as appears by the following figures:

These receipts do not show any increase over last B
year. Taking tihe North Carolina and Virginia re- d
ceipts together, there is an increase. We are not, E
however, talking of crop and crop estimates. We g
were talking of the Memphis trade, and the ab-
surdity that some well-informed persons should en-
tertain the chimera that any great quantity can be
diverted from New Orleans to New York, or to the a
Black Republican city of Boston. We have been
looking and waiting several days for that distin-
guished personage who has engaged to ship 25,000
bales of cotton fromn Memphis to Norfolk. He was
reported to have appeared on our flags, but we
have not met with him, nor have we heard of those
operators who intended to buy 100,000 bales in the
Memphis market this season, and ship it right off
for Liverpool via Canada and the Grand Trunk
Railroad.

The further talk was, there is cotton now en
route from Memphis to NewYork and Boston froze
up, which may be thawed out some time in March
or April.

Over ten thousand bales of cotton were received
at our levee by two boats day before yesterday. t
Now this cotton can be sold in our market and re-
mitted for in five days. If it had been sent to New
York via the upper rivers, the owners or planters
would not receive sales and returns under sixty
days.

Now, let us talk plain. One thousand bales of
cotton leaving Memphis on Monday last for New
Orleans can be landed, sold and the money remit-
ted for before this, Saturday, night closes. Itow
long would it take for the same quantity of cotton
to reach Noew York, sold and returns made in
cash? tow many weeks, in fact-it is useless to
talk about days.
Under the large movements in cotton the freight

market has hardened, and ,d. for cotton to Liver-

pool is the current rate, and though some parties
talk of a further advance, it will be well for ship-
owners lot to be too ambitions for an advance
over d. 'rllis is a good living rate. There is some
talk that several vessels which sailed from New
Yorl in October and Novembeor, grain loaded, will
be coming hither for busioess. This talk emanated,
it is supposed, front some Bear in the freight
market.

Tihe frther talk was tha t the week's business
will close satisfactorily. True, the banks are not
casting their favors broad-cast, and though some
folks do complain, it is manifest that the banks are
pursuing a wise and judicious course ; one which
will redound to the honor and credit of Louisiana,
confer imperishable good on New Orleans, and
prove the salvation of our commercial and agricul-
tural communities.
There was some talk about coffee investments,

that there have been large sales, and so on. We
do not generally go outside of Col. Lonsdale &
Son's weekly circular. According to the report
for this week, the sales amount to 10,000 bags, but
this does not look like speculation, with a stock on
hand of 47,000 bags. IHowever, the berry has re-
ceded front three to four cenoots per pound within
the last live weeks. The crop in Brazil is turning
out better than expected.
