PROPOSITIOn TO MAsiTwo SBrATi OUT oF VYe
mNsA.--The people of the Eastern and Western
portions of Virginia are almost as different in their
ideas as natives of South Carolina and New Eng-
land. Several propositions have recently been
talked over to divide the State. It is understood
that a new movement has been set on foot in the
Northwestern part of the State for the purpose of
calling a Convention of the people to takeinto eon-
sideration the expediency of separating from Vir-
ginia in case of her withdrawing from the Union to
join in the formation of a Southern Confederacy.
The leaders in this revolutionary scheme contem-
plate the erection of a new State, embracing that
portion of Virginia lying west of the Blue Ridge,
and destined to include as many counties east of
said line, along the upper Potomac near it, as may
be induced, by identity of interest, to cooperate la
the project. Considerations of an economical
character, determined partly by the arrangements
of the present Constitution of Virginia, (deemed by
many in the western part of the State to be unequal
in respect to the rates and objects of taxation) are
represented to be at the bottom of this popular
movement, which awaits only the opportunity and
the pretext to assume formidable proportions.

OIL IN KENTUGKY.--We learn from the Paris
(Ky.) Citizen that a gentleman living near the
levy, beyond Flat Rock, Bourbon county, having
some time since seen indications of the existence
of oil in the earth near his residence, determined
to ascertain in what quantities it might be found.
He sank two wells, one of them 70 feet and the
other about 160 feet deep, with the most eatlefse-
tory results. From these wells he has gathered
several gallons of oil, which has been analyzed and
proved to be of the best quality. All that is now
lacking is to test the abundance of the supply,
which will be done as soon as a saitable pump has
been obtained to draw the oil to the surface. The
gentleman alluded to has visited the oil regions in
Pennsylvania and Virginia, and assore ons that he
Itads, where he has been experimenting, all the in-
dications of the presence of oil thatare fond there.
Among these indications are the character of the
rock passed through, and the presence, in very
large quantities, of inflammable gas.

THINKING OF HIS MOTHER IN HIs LageT MOMIPeT.
Herbert Bowen, 16 years of age, a promising son
of N. C. Bowen, of Norwich, Conn., was drowned
while skating on the river below the rolling mill,
on Saturday week.
