Even the runaway King of Naples is
a respectable person alongside of J. B. Doctor
Johnsen sold of George the Third that his mind
was far from being contemptible, and I had a
simiar idea about Old Bouck; I retract it all now.
Yon may imagine what the state of things is here,
when a leading journal comes out and boldly
charges that every member of the Cabinet, except
Caseand lfolt, has been mixed up in some job or
other, and that the real parties in the robbery of
th, Interior Department are Cabinet Ministers.
What a spectacle ! The highest officers in the
Government of a great nation pilfering like ras-
oallyshop boys!

With such things as these coming out day after
day-one woe treading on the other's heels--you
Imay imagine that we are not much inclined to
put-our falth in the future, or to make any special
arrangements ahead. At this time of the year it
Is customary for manufacturers to prepare for
the spring trade, which begins in February. But
now nothing is doing. Even in the prisons

f there is no work. Of the fourteen hundred con
vilta now in Sing Sing prison, two hundred are
idle.

Frez-
soJ1ni is lying about loose, the two conrailti, D'An-
grl and Miss Phillips, have nothing to do. Stigelli,
the tenor, and Formes are doing a good deal in the
oratorio way, and, indeed, were it not for the Io-
man Catholic Churches, among which there is a
great musical rivalry, some of the singers would I
be compelled to take in washing, saw wood, or I
starve.

Take a table spootful four
times a day and gurgle the throat well, Should
the ulceration extend deep into the throa!, a little
swallowed will not hurt. The above lotion is also
good as a wash to dry up an ulcer or prevent nm-
flammation.

CURE FOR SALT BRHEu On ScenR.--Tale poke-
weed when young, pound the leaves aild green
stalks, press out the juice, strain it into a pewter
dish, set it in the sun until it becomes a salve or
soft paste; then put it into an earthern pug, add
to it fresh water and beeswax suffcient to make an
ointment, simmer the whole over a slow fire till
thoroughly mixed. When cold, rub the part
affected.

FINE WAiSt FOr THE HANDS.--One-half pound
clear ox gall, one-half drachni of camrhor, one-
half drachm burnt alum, one drachm borax, one-
half ounce rock salt, one-half ounce roc.k candy.
This should be mixed and shaken welI several
times a day for three weeks, until the gall becomes
transparent. Then strain it very carefull through
filtering paper, and apply it to the haods during
the day; wash it off at night.

Cron FOR A PolsoNous BITr.--Idigo, drachms;
gum camphor, 8 drachms; alcohol, $ ounces;
mixed, and kept in close bottles. Apply to the
wound and a cure will soon follow.

Lio•T Rico RusK.-Eight eggs beaten sepa-
rately, very light; three-quarters of a pound of
sifted flour, and one pound nice light sugar. When
perfectly light drop them on to buttered bake pans
and bake in quick oven.

Nice TEA CAKE.--Rub to a cream a pound and
a half of butter and a pound of sugar; ilix with a
pound and a half of flour; beat four eggs very
light separately, and a little brandy ans nutmeg;
leave the white of the eggs to the last p add to it
when well beaten a half tea cup of crushed sugar;
stir well into the batter; drop on hot buttered pan
and bake quick.

SCOLLOPED OSTERS.-Grate fnue stale bread or
crackers; butter scollop shells or tins; sprinkle
on the breadstuff; put in a layer of oysters, a bit
of butter, salt and pepper, and a little of the oys-
ter liquor; add another layer of bread crumbs,
then oysters, and so on until the scollop is filled,
placing a layer of bread crumbs on top; bake
them a nice brown in a hot oven.

s sion or failure having taken place : a fact well
of worthy of being recorded.
at You are already aware of the permission granted
ns by his Excellency the Captain General to the Span-
Is ish Bank of Havana to issue certain millions of dol-

lars in " bones " (guaranteed securities) bearing
,y interest of six per cent. per annum, redeemable at

e short periods of time, but this measure not having
ne been found sufficient to accomplish the desired ob-
is ject-the removal of the pressure upon and tight-
. ness of the money market-Don Isidoro Wall, the

Intendente General of the Island, (Island Treasurer)
proposed to his Excellency the Captain General,
who is also Superintendent of the Royal Treasury,
the issuing of two millions of dollars in Treasury
bills, payable to bearer at sight, which would have
the immediate effect of bringing into circulation
some portion of the treasure hoarded up in the
Royal Treasury, of no benefit to the public, nor to
the Government,remaining as it did there idle.

A meeting of proprietors, bankers and mer-
chants was forthwith convened at the palace to
ensure the more general circulation of the "bones"
issued by the Spanish Bank of Havana and to take
d into consideration the propriety of issuing the pro-
posed Treasury bills. At this meeting it was
agreed that the " bonos" issued by the Spanish
Bank of Havana should be received in all transac-
tions as specie or bank bills, and a committee was
appointed to take into consideration the proposed
issue of Treasury bills. Another meeting was sub-
sequently held at the palace to receive thie report
of the committee, which report was in favor of the
issue of the Treasury bills, which was agreed to by.
the meeting, and it was also resolved to reques'
the Spanish Bank of Havana to receive said Tresm-

ury bills to as large an extent as might be conv ni-
cut in payment of all notes coming due, to vhich
request the bank instantly assented by agreeing to
accept one half of any amount receivable by it, in
said Treasury bills, whilst on the other hand I ob-
serve in the Diario de la Mariln of 25th inst., a
long list of our chief merchants and traders, who
all agree to receive the "bonos" issued by the
bank as specie.
At the solicitation of a large number of the lead-

ing mercantile houses of Matanzas, the Bank of
San Carlos of that city, has been authorized to
issue "bonos" payable to bearer, bearing 5per
cent. interest, redeemable in four, five, six and
seven months. The principal merchants of Carde-
nas are also understood to have requested that the
Cardenas Bank may be permitted to issue "bones"
upon the same terms, which reuest will doubtless
be granted. Thus, yon will perceive that an auto-
cratic Government, at which I have so often cav-
illed, has its advantages, because under even a lim-
ited monarchy before anybanks could be permitted
loegally to issue such papers as these "bonos," a
legislative enactment would be required, whilst
here the "one-man power" with a few scratches of
his pen does all that is requisite.

At Puerto Principe a new description of sickness
his recently appeared. It is called black measles.

Fortunately, but few
persons are attacked with it.

We keep Chtistmas-eve in Cuba--0'oche Buena,
they call it-and even the poorest of the poor
manage to have a good supper on that night.

On
the 1ith, Spanish ship Teresa sailed hence for New
Orleans, and on the same day schooner W. Abbott
arrived at Cardenas and schooner J. Grandall
sailed from that port for New Orleans. The
schooner Nautilus and brig Colcord arrived at
Matanzas also on the 18th. The schooners W.
Abbott and H. B. Scribner sailed on the 22d from
Cardenas, and the brig Lucene sailed hence on the
26th inst., all for New Orleans.

Europe have also been unfavorable, so that no
transactions of any moment have taken place. The
shipments that have been made have been of car-
goes previously engaged. All quotations must be
considered as nominal. In the sole business day of
the present week I did not hear of a single traus-
action.

Nominally the current rates are upon tie basis of
e8 reals per arrobe for D. S. No. 12.

The ltock of old sugars here and at MIatanzas
are estimated at about 30,000 boxes, against 16,000
boxes at this period last year.

MuhscOVADOEs-Of new crop arrive slowly. No
sales to my knowledge.

MOLASSEs-No demand for the United States.
Many cargoes have been placed at Matanzas and
Cardenas at 4 reals for Clayed and 44 for Muscova-
do per keg of 5) gallons. tIere a cargo of Clayed
has been placed to be delivered in this harbor by
the 15th of next month, at 4 reals per keg, which
is the only transaction of which I have heard.
