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WE MIUST ACT PROMPTLY.

The Delta of yesterday contained some special
dispatches from Waslhington in reference to the
troubles between South Carolina and the General
Government, which exhibit the President of the
United States In, to say the least of it, a very in-
consistent position. Everybody understood, from
his late message to Congress, that Mr. Buchanan
was opposed to the policy of coercion-that if a
State of the lnoion chose to secede, he wnasaverse
to employing the Federal Army and Navy in tihe
attempt to reduce her to subjection. Yet we are
now informed that " troops are to be sent to
Charlesoie stmediately "-that the President's let-
ter to the Sooth Cie olina Commissioners is "un-
satisfaetory and filled wsllh apc:ial pleading"-that

he is "very strong in hlis expressions against the
Secessioniets "-ond that two of the Souethern
members of the Cabinet, Thompsin and Thoneso,
have "gone over to the enemy," and consented
that the Federal troops shall be dispatcecd to
Charleston.

The act of treacserre- AthvmJhape rt lreoi lent
we do not complain of, nor are we at all o••serie
at it. It accords precisely with our own previous
estimate of James Buclanan's character, and is in
keeping withl his vwhole political career. iBut that
there should be Southern members of his Cabinet
who can consent to hold a seat in it. fter the
avowal of such a polic5, and who even lubscribo
to the policy itself, is somethil- ich we are as
reluctant to believe, as we are prompt to condemn.

It makes ne practical difference, one way or the
other, so far as ultimate results are concerned.
Tihe Commissioners which South Carolina sent to
Washington will have to go home and tell tiheir
peorle to prepare for tihe approach of the Federal
enemy, instead of settling down into their ordinary
peaceful pursuits, as they hald reason to believe
would be the rase. Thes only consequlence will be
the repulse of the Federal troops from Charleston,
not by the people of s:e:uit Carolina alone, but by
those of every other Southern State, heo will
rally, by tlhouse.nld, to their rescue tile very mno-
noti it is known that Federal bayoneta are pointed

at tie hearts of the people of South Carolina. Tie
attempt to uobdle them will be utterly impotent
and futile--ael, if the President wiohes to cover
himseelf with undying infamy he has only to give
tihe order lor the iederal troops to march.

We trust that we shall now bear no more of co-
operation, of comproenii:e, of anything that eadmits
of delay. Before ceoperation can be brought
about, thlis question will have been finally and for-
ever setteld. The right of a State to secede,
whether by herself or in company with others, is
about to be submitted, by tile direction of the Ad-
:nini tiration, to the arbitrement of the sword.
South Carolina is to be coercecd-or, rather, a vain
effort to coerce her is to be made-before the other
States will have the opportunity of asserting their
own political independence, Thus, then, the
States that are in the Union will have to stand
silently by, and see the attempt made to crushl out
a sister State by tihe Federal Government. They
will be unable, as long as they are in the lUnion, to
extend oflicial aid to their struggling •later. They
will be unable, indeed, to assert their c•nu sover-
eignty to the extcent of repelling tihe Fedral in-
vader from their own soil, if he should make it the
patlh to thIe field of battle with South Caro'ina. In
view of this policy of the Administration, it be-
comes of tie utmost importance that every other
Southern State follow th coure e which South
Caroliua has pursued, and retire from tile lUnion at
the earliest p•e.eible momen:t. Tihe peril is net so
immrnent: but there are lueas:.eds of other co•a.l-
erations appealing to the j:stice, the magnanil-y
and tl: honor of the Soutllern State, whlich re-
qu1oe tihat we act at once-promptly, decisively-
we ency say, deliantly.
