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WIIAT "CO-OPERATION" MEANS.

It is very evident that " cooperation" in the other
Southern States has a dirlbrent meaning from that
which lihasn been attached to it in Louisiana. In
Alabama the idea was that the State should co-
operate with the other States to go cut of the
Union on the 4th of March-and this was the dis-
tinctliv measure on which every cooperationist in
the Alabama Convention was elected. There were
two parties in Alabama, both aiming at the same
object, but differing only upon a question of time.
Both were absolutely in favor of recession--bt,
while one side was in favor of immediate and un-
conditional secession, the other side proposed to
have sonme understanding with the other States
that they should all go out together on the 4th of
March.

The immediate secessionists carried the day,
however, and elected a decided majority to the
Convention. And as the Convention meets on
Monday next, it is almost certain that Alabama
will be out of the Union in less than a week. So
also will Mississippi and Florida.

In all tile other Southern States that have acted,
the sam

e 
meaning attaches to the word " ciiopera-

tion" as in Alabama. In Georgia, Florida and
Mississippi, cooperation meant secession, but it
looked only to the 4th of March as the time when
all shall go out together. But as that plan has
been defeated, as well beforo tie people as by the
action of South Carolina and the simiilar action of
Mi-.issippi, Alabama. (ceorgia and Florida, which
will he taken in a few days, cuoperaolou is now an
obsolete word with them. All sides and all iarties
accept sepirate State sece.ion as the ollly mlode
of action lnowc, ani a lIarig majoitiy believe it to
be the be:l mode. Pop.,alte State sece.-ion has
becn determ;nedt upon in all these -tate=, an-i th

coiperationiMti iave- vi tualy yieldd the poit.
BIut, here it New raicn-as, nobody knows exactly
iwhat eooperatio:l tlen. With somne ii mans de-

lay, with 'iollte a ceoferein,- with other Si:te,,
wiiih -oe it meant subo L-i in. One tlihig at

ast io very lh ni. C.-pi,.rtlun here hai, a dit

ferent mcarai+e from tiht whic-h they give it in tihe
othelr lil States. Ilessa the -coperationisto of
thi.; city mean secession froml the Ucnion by the 4th
of Marclh at the very late-t, they Live no ricghlt to
claim political afiliation with those who call them-
solveg by lle sco-. title in the other States. And,
conoequenitly, they have no right to the title at all.
In less thmin tm days t y here will be no such word as
c,,operatio, Ikmwn in tih political vocaiiilary of

every Gulf State but Loauiian ; and, in adhering
to it here, and oppoting the notion of the other
States which, by that tit te, will be out of Ithe Uih .n
by separate State action, we only catse I.ouisilna
to halve an apparent Itogging behind iri Southern
sisters in a cause where she should be hrat among
the forecmst.

We republ!ish to-day. from the livening Journal
of Newark, New Jere.cy, an editorial article which
appnered in tlht paper on the 22d of December,
entitled "The PSutherna C(an; e Our Cause.' To
that article we beg to direct the special and earn-
est attention of every reader of our paper. Let no
one fail to read it and read it attentively; and then
let him send the paper to qitnle friend who has
been nmiked, by the delusive cry of cooperation,
into a po-itionwhich destroys so desirable an event
as thie unity of Louisiana in a crisis so important
and momentous as tile present.

We have never read anything from a Northern
journal which gave us so mnuch satisfaction as this
article of the Journal. It is tile highest and most
"pronounced" position yet taken by a Northern
paper. The writer is about tile only one of his
class in all the North who correctly interprets the
sentiment, tile rights, tile wrongs, and the reme-
dies of tile people of tile South.
The title of tile article itself gives us a forltaste

of its iquality. "Thle Soutihern Canoe Our Cause "
is a bold and manly and generous declaration for
a true man, and is followed by an article breathing
tire same spirittlhrouglhout. More especially could
we call tb,. nttention of those of our citizens who
are cooperahtioni-ts, or wrho arl for anyibing else
that sminacs f delay, to the language of this ad-
mirable arti!e.

If any " c, eoerationist " in tile outhl can rend

this article from a Northern poaper, ard then feel
easy and conlfortable under the refllction that
tiere are even Northern men who have a keener
sense of tihe injuries of the South than Ihe himself
Ihas, we slall be mistaken in the spirit and temper
of true and loyal Southern citizens, as we know
many of the nooperationists to be, terribly mis-
taken thougl they are in the policy which tlhe
States of the South should pnrsue at a time like
the present.

tIere, it will be seen, is a Northern man, stand-
ing up in the midst of Northern men, and assert-
ing :

That thIe South is " terribly in earnest" in her
movements for secession.
That her course is " the result of a long series

of aggressions tr ponr the properly, the rilghts and
liberlitis of the South. by a political parl!l at the
Nlrlri whrich has now obtained the power to make
good its tihreats."

That the object of this party is either to "over-
whelm the Soutl in ruin, or make her people tihe
submissive subjects of a sectional anti-slavery
Government."

That tile cause of the South resembles that of
the Revolution of 1776, "from which tlhere eas no
escape but in degrading and cowardly submnis-

That South Carolina, by hier action, lihas only "re-
snined her sovereignty"-an admission of the doc-
trine of Stete sovereignty, the denial of which is
made, some\imes, even by Southern men.

That "the ''rongs of which tle South complains
are neither ch merical nor trifling."

That South C 'roline has committed no "treason
to the Constitution," the Northern violations of
which had " already practically dissolved the
Unioro."

That "notting short of a practical assertion of
Southe'rirce irtbyrendence can now save this dis-
tracted country."

That thie Iories of tihe Revolution constituted the
"submission" party of that period.

Lastly, that " nothing bil the firm and deter-nined slacrll taikan by the Soutrh in self-defence"
has brought the North to its senses, and that " the
brave spirits of the South" are engaged in an at-
tempt to "save themselves from disgrace and de-
straction," and in "a noble defence of their own
liberties."

These are the declarations of a Northern editor.In what strange contrast are they with the submis-

sive appealigngs and expostulations of some Sortl,-
er-• men! Can any true Southerner consent thllt a
Northern man shall excel him in devotion to the
South, and have a higher appreciation of tie
nwrongs of the South than ie himself? Will lie take
a lower position than is taken by a patriotic man

of the North? When Northern hands and hearts
are upholding the banner of Southern independ-

once, as the banner of right and justice, shall
Soldbher men pull it down and trail its folds in the

Bast ?
The South has friends at the North, but they areweakened and embarrassed by every show of
timidity, every sign of indecision or hesitation that

the South makes. Whelnever the South falters or
yields. Abolilionism advances. It is only when we
stand firm, when we present a united, unbroken
front, that Abolition shrinks back and retreats to
its hiding places. The editor of tile Newark Jour-
nal thanks the South for its " prompt and inde-
pendent action." It has nerved the arms of our
Northern friends--it has fired their hearts with a
patriotic fervor. We cannot expect Northern men
to stand up for our rights unless we stand up for
them noorlelves. "iCoperation" means delay, and
every moment now is of precious value. Let us
not repel, by wrangling about the utterly imprae-
ticaLle idea of " cooperation," the sympathy of our
true fliends at a distance, nor)nvite the approach
of abolition by the elightest hesitancy or faltering.
We must neact promptly and unitedly, if we would
place Louisiana in the proud position which e•ery
other Gulf State has assumed.

TALK ON 'CHANGE.

The flags were tolerably well thronged yester-
day. The recommendation of President Buchanan
to observe the 4th as a day of fasting, prayer and
humiliation, received very little notice. There was
no time for delaying the payment of obligations,
and there was soloe very " fast"' proceedings in
and about the banks. Some of the temples of re-
ligion were open and divine service performed
therein, and possibly here and there a strict dis-
ciplinarian in creed might have observed the day.
There was no fasting in th vway of business in and
albout the temlles of mamin n, nor in the usual in-
dulgencies of eating and imbibing the good things
attainable in our midst, and the talk was not one
person in twenty on our flags thought that the
great 4th of January was set apart as a day of
prayer and fasting. True, two or three disciples
of iomanmon, not located on rue Carondelet, did
close their ofliees, but some cynic remarked they
required praying and fasting. The weather was
r'i,.c-kab!y mild and pleasant, and the streets in
general were thronged. The Post-oofie was closcd
at the usual hiaur on holidays, say il o'clock, which
occa.-ioned sllne stuirise am nsg those not posted
up--some iood-natured wag havin, given out that
the Post-tcfice, not intending to await tie election
next lMonday, had taken time by tie forelock and
alreidy secedead. The Customl-house, in the cast
part of thie grand earavansary, was also closed at
the aoual hour. Then it was bruited about that
Collector Hatch had reaigned, and that New Or-
leans was about to be declared a free port. There
was some talk tlhat three prominent cdoperation-
ists did actually abstain yesterday from the usual
routine of 11 o'clock. flais, n'importe; general
trade and talk closed yesterday very encour.ging.

TILE EXECUTIONS YESTERDAY. - At about 11

o'clock yesterday, George Osborne, an English-
man by birth, and Patrick Eagan, an Irishman,
were executed together in the yard of the Parish
Prison.

Osborne, on the evening of the 22d of May last,
killed his wife by beating hertwith astick of wood,
because, as he subsequently stated, he went home
and found her drunk and no supper ready. After
the murder and before the police knew of it he
surrendered himself at the police office. IIe was a
native of Enghtnd, about 35 years ofi age ; was
formerly a sailor, and of late years was a cotton
screwer, or longshoreman. He was illiterate, but
not a bad-mannered or bad-looking man when
sober. IIe lived on Barthelemy street, between
Craps and Love, in the Third District; and by the
act of his drunken frenzy, two nice and handsome
children are left orphans.

Patrick Eagan was a native of Ireland, about 35
years of age; lived in this city some 1t years, 12
years of which time he worked as a levee laborer
under Mayor Monroe. IHe was a rather stupid and
brutal looking man. On Sunday evening, the 10th
of June last, at their residence in Leeds' Row, lihe
killed his wife by beating, by this act throwing two
more little orphans upon the world. The nature of
this murder is best expressed by the testimony
which one of the witnesses gave upon trial:

Catherine Darscy, sworn-I live at No. 8 Leeds'
Row, next door to where E.gan and his wife
lived. On Sunday evening, June 10th. I heard
Esagan, who was sitting on his own doorsteps,
abusing his wife and calling her vile names, such
as she was ab - h and a -; at the same time he
was grinding his teeth, as if in a great rage; Mrs.
Eagan was sitting inside tihe door, but I did not
hear her make any reply; after sometime, MIra.
Eagan came to my house and said she wanted to
stay there a little while, as her husband told her to
leave the house or he would split her head open

The Screwmen's Assoctation, we dare sayi
did all that lay in their power for their wretahes
comrade-but they could not save his life, oevei
had they felt sincerely disposed so to do.

Up to their last moments, Eagan and Osbornas
were waited upon by other criminals awaiting
their day of death.

At 11 o'clock Fathers Dufan and Murphy ledi ta
way along the gallery from the condemned elns,
bearing crucifixes and reading prayers, preied&''
by the officers of the prison. Oshorne sld Slaga
immediately followed the priests, and both seemes
full of nerve and ready for their fatal moment.

Osborne walked boldly on the drop, and bowes!
:

to the people, and then eat down on the chair
placed there. Eagan was more nild in his depo
ment. He sat down, too, but kept tapping hbi
feet, in their black velvet slippers, against the
platform or drop. The hangman, In hisb blck
cloak, cowl and masn, perfcctly unrecognizable to
any one of the multitude, gave the usual contrast
to the condemned men, dressed all in white. He
arranged the noose around Osborne's neck, but
did it bunglingly, and Osborne complained, and
called upon an officer of the jail to do it properly,
and kept op his air of indifference the while.

Eogan then had the noose put around his neck,
and he addressed the crowd, saying he was In-
nocent of any murder or even robbery; thathe
was a poor nman, from a country place where vice
was unknown, and that for fonrteen years he had
honestly worked in this city. He said God wonuld
receive his soul, and that ho was ready to die. He
hoped his children would be protected. In the
course of his remarks he grew a little agitated.

Osborne made anaddress, too. He said his trial
was not a good one according to the laws of the
country, and that he had been the victim of an ace
cident. His friends had deserted him in the hour of
trouble, and lie cautioned all persons to beware of
iiquor, the cause of his being then present on the
scaffold.

Eagan, during Osborne's remarks, was talkative,
addressing the people about his children.
Osborne returned thanks to the officers of the

prison, and then said he was ready.
The Deputy-Sheriff read the death-warrant, both

the condemned men silent the while. The priests
prayed, and Father Dufan spoke words of consola.
tion; the crowd was breathless, and, altogether, it
was one of the most unpleasant sights we ever
witnessed.

Osborne repeated the Lord's prayer aloud, but
evidently in an awkward manner, showing how
seldom he had repeated it in life.

They continued making remarks to each other
and to the crowd, (Eagan in particular addressing
himself to his old employer, Mayor Monroe,) until
both had their faces covered with the cape, and at
precisely 11 o'clock and 10 minutes they were
launched into eternity. They died without a strug-
gle, Eagan alone showing slight convulsions.

Their necks were broken by the fall, and they
remained hanging the time prescribed by law,
when they were cut down and hid away from
human eight forever.

WnEo• OF A SLAVEn.-- ew York, Dec. 90.-By
the arrival of the steamer Carnak, from Nassau,.
N. P., on the 24th. inst., we have accounts of the
wreck of the Americons. hid...m•ctia on Cape
Lnobos,'ivith fiAve hundred Africans on board, deas-
lined for Cuba. The ship was commanded by
Capt. Charles Brown, who, with his crew, seined
upon the schooner Lily, of Nassau, and compelled
her master to render assistance. The Captain of
the Lily has testified before a police magistratl as
oilows :
The wreck lay about fourteen miles from the

light-hoonse; she was a ship of apparently about
500 or 600 tons, and from her I landed about 500
slaves ou Cape Lohos. The Captain gave me p
the wreck, saying that I could do what I liked with
it, but gave me no money. I saved some of the
rigging and copper from the ship. He mademe
ned thie slaves, send I had no option; I was there

three days aftcr trying to save the rigging. Before
Isaved the riggiog. the Captain made me take him

acd three of his hands to Noevitas licht-house
Cuba, where they landed for about two hours and
returned with me to Cape Lobos on Wednesday
reek. A brig arrived, four days afterwards, from

the direction of Cuba, and took off the slaves im-
mediately. Some of them were in a deplorablecondition, and eleven died while on the Cape,
although they had plenty of rice, molasses andwater, and a little salt beef. The captain and
crew, about thirty-six in number, of the slaver
used no violence towards me, although they wreall armed with six-barreled revolvers and a bowl-
knife on each side. They gave me no money.

A detachmpil of sixty soldiers'wa dispatchedby the Goverior to Cape Lobes on the 18th, butthe slaves had~ begn carried to Cuba,' as well as the
officers of the shi , by the brig.
