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A SOUTHEItN CONGRESS.

The South Carolina Convention, lefore its ad-
ljoutrnmont, appointed a delegation to a Congress
of all the seceding States. This Congress will ]have
tile organization of the Southern Confederacy to
attend to, and Louisiana has to-day to decide
whether she sill ibe repr esoted in that Congress
or not.

It is to bl a Congress of the seceding States
only. Missisiippi and Alabama on one side of us,
and Texas dn the other, will certainly be there.
Shall Ionsiina i e alsent? Shall this State sepa-
rate from lhir sisters on both sides, and shtow her-
self less promapt than they are to resimne the proud
position of s overeignty .' Shall Louisiana ex-
clude herself from this Congress, while the other
States, all arbend her, are mnembers of itl

tlatther, will she inot "coioperate" with those
States, to wctom she is bound-by indissoluble ties?
Will shie not cast her lot along with those with
whom she is identified so closely, politically, coim-
mercially and socially? Wa have no fears of the
result in the State, hbut we beceech the people of
this great commercial metropolis of the Southwest
not to separate themselves politically from those
whose interests and destinies are the same as our
own.

These people
are always talking about the opinions of the
" athe's of the tepublii:," andi always referring
to Washington, Jefferson, etc., as being anti-
slavery, though they owned slaves upto the day of
their dbath. But the New York Express repro-
duces some of the treaties made between this
country and Great Britain, which show that England
not only recognized the right of property in slaves,
but thea same right was admitted by the Adams's,
by John Jay, by Benjamin Franklin, and in truth
by all the signers to these treaties, of both nations!
Among the " Provisional Articles" between Great
Britair and the United States, signed at Paris, Nov.
30, 1712, is the following:

Article VII. * * * All prisoners on both sides
shalil ie set at libelrty, nod IlIs Britannic tajeslty
shall, with all convenient speed, and without caus-
ing any destruction, or eaerpine away any ae' NE1-
GROI- ORl OTHER IPROPIERTY, 'ia of the Anmeri-
can inhlabitants, withdraw all his narmies, garrvions
and fleets firon th snid U. S., and from every port,
place and harbor within the same. *

ton.. Fp.sant u' qpeech.

The speech delivered by the Hon. Thomas d.
Semmes, at Odd Fellows' Hall on Friday night,
was one of nmarked ability and power. Mr. Semmes
is the present Attorney-General of the State of
Louisana, but his argument does not need any
statement of high oflicial position to strengthen it,
or matte it more conclusive than it is. The follow-
ing report of it, though necessarily brief, will show
some of tile strong points which lie made:

Mr. Semmes said, that notwithstanding in his
district lie had to encounter enemies in front,
eoericies in the rear, and traitors in the camp,-the
separate State-action ticket would be elected.

That he had no recantations to make; lhe had in
1856 entertained the opinion that the election of a
Black Republican President on a sectional pla

t
-

form was just cause for a dissolution of the Union;
that his opinion had been confirmed by subsequent
eventl, and he was now advocating the putting
into eliTctive operalion tile principles which actu-
ated him in 1856. That he had buried in the
abyss, created between the North and the South
by Lincoln's election, all Fast party organizations,
and that lie now honestly oslfrs up as a sacrifice
on the altar of Southern Rights all those feelings
generated by past political struggles. He, there-
fore, denied the insinuation thrown out that tile
object of the Southern Rights party was to con-
vert Southern feeling into a democratic movement,
to overthrow the present Constitution, and subvert
thit city governmuent.

He said that all parties admitted that something
must he done by the South, because the only
question now presented to the South was the main
tenance of tihe institution of slavery. That the
real question, so far as the State of Louisiana was
concerned, was whether or not thile government
swal to be a white govennment or a free govern-

ment. If our three hundred thousand slavecs ile
emanc:p:terd, tlhe free hegro votes, as in .Jalaiea,
wousld c!(ct colored sons of thi soil to fill :ll the
ililes, because they would ointmmber tile white

voters. t; hat then waw the bIst conrse to arrest

lhis evil Was it c,,operation or sceparate State
action ?

HIe sail so far as New Orleans was concerned,
thilt wan a lbuniness quc-stln. our interest was

involved in commerce, and theorfore our interest
required that the present unsettled condition of
thiugs, which was destructive of conmerce, should
cease s soone as possible.

If coopcration of all thle Southern States were
doiired, a Convention of the Southern States must
be convened ; that would take two months. That
Convention, like the Congress of '7i! and the Con-
vention of :87, would discuss thile basis of settle
ment for some six months or a year.

The action of tilhe Convention would then have
to be submitted for ratification to tile respective
States. Tile ratification of the Virginia articles of
confederation, and of the present Constitution of
tihe United States, required some three or four
years.

Sonle of the States might refuse the action of the
Convention, and 

t
hus at the end of three or four

years we will be where we are now. On thle other
hland, it is clear tihat five States will immediately
secede. If Louisiana will unite with them we will
have a new Confederacy put in operation by the
fourth of July next, and tile present diolurbed
state of allfirs settled. If the border States desire
to unite with us, well and good, we will admit them
into our Confederacy; if not, we will be strong
enough and rich enough to take care of ourselves.

As to tile forts in .ouisiana, tie said that the
United States had no right to construct a fort in
any State except by the consent of the Legislature
of the State. The erection of a fort or arsenal is
a sovereign power, and the United States cannot
exercise it without the consent of the State in
which it is proposed to construct a fort or arsenal.

This proposition is clear, because the Constitu-
tion declares that Congress may exercise exclusive
anthority over " all places purchased by the con-
Sent of the Legislature of thle Stlate in which the
same shall be, for the erection of forts, magazines,
arsenals," etc.

The Constitutional object for which forts were
to he conducted wans the protection of tihe country
from foreign incasion, ; tile i'oelection of the loller
in which the fort might be. The United States
have no Constitutioneal right to invade a State: so
jealous were thie States of tile Federal (;overn-

If, therefree, the pre-set Administration, under
pretence of protecting IFederal property, should
attempt to reinforce or garrison the forts in this
State, tile real object being to prepare to subju-
gate the State and to invade and make war on
her for that purpos-, tile State authorities should
not hesitate to take possession of them before the
Convention convened to prevent them from being
perverted to an unconstitutional purpose. Such
an act would be justified as well py morality as
policy.

Sorr....... ir,, art-: Tters.-firrfoac•u,•e of l
fho.s: 6/ Shlaw.-In these times, when it be-
hoores i he people of the South to foster more than
ever all tranches of mechanical industry that ex:st
or may be inaugurated in the South, we take an
erpecial pleasure in calling attention to an estab-
li-hmentwhilch we visited afewe diesl ago. It is no
more nor less than a factory in which plantation t
brogans are made by steam. The planters of the
South will at once per eive that here is somethir.g
to engage their immediate attentiou; and when
they thoroughly comprehend, their patronage will
be pretty sure to follow.

Some six months ago, two enterprising gentle-
men of this city, bles.rs. Cenrge HI. Rozet and
Paul Queyrouze, conceived tile idea which they
have now developed and put into actual and sue-
eesfoul operation. They went to work quietly and
have worked quietly, their intention being to make
their business public only when they got it into
actual operation. Only within the last fortnight
has their enterprise become known beyond the
circle of their immediate friends, and only within
the last few days has it been permitted to anybody
to witness the marvellous process of making shoes
by machinery. The thing is now under way, and
challenges alike the admiration and the patronage
of tihe South.
The factory occupies a large double three-story

brick building on St. Ferdinand street, near the
levee, in the Third District. The capital invested
is upwards of $t0,000. To give our readers as
much of an idea as possible of thits novel enterprise,
we will describe it as we saw it, under the polite
guidance of Mr. Rozet. Most of the machines are
of Yankee invention : and inl their operation here,
they will doubitless help to teach the Yankees that
their ju.lgoient in voting for President in for be-
n•-nth their ingenuity in contrivineg machines. The
machinery f-ils all three stories of the building, and

is propelled on tilhe cotton factory pl inciple, by one
steam engine in the basement. We shall sketch
the machines, beginningsat the basement and wind-
ing; up in the third story.
No. I is a machine which cuts the moistened role

leather into strips, the width of each strip being
the length of a man's foot. Tile proprietors have
tihe patent right for this machine.
No. 2 is a machine which shaves the soft side of

the above strips, in such a manner as to rendert
lhe leather of a perfectly even thickness.
No. - is a rolling machine, through which the

strips pass, coming out as hard as if hammered on
the lapstone for a week.
No. 4 is a machine which chops the strips into

soles correctly shaped, at the rate of 4000 pair
per day. The proprietors have the patent right
for this machine.
No. 5 is handwork, a man with steel dies and a

mallet chopping heel-taps out of the remnants
which come from thie sole cutting machine. A
machine for the heel-taps will be fixed up after a
while.

No. 6 is a machine which cuts leather into wells
with lightning rapidity.

No. 7 is a machina which trims or " feathers"
the inside edge of the soles, also with great
rapidity. The proprietors have the patent right
for this machine.
No. 8 is handwork, where men cut the upper

leather into vamps and quarters; the uneveness of
this kind of leather rendering it impossible to do
the cutting by machinery, with any guaranty as to
the strength of the shoe when made.

Nos. 9 and 10 are rather wonderful sewing
machines ; each provided with a big coil of waxed
thread, or rather, endless " wax-end; " one stitch-
ing the vamps and quarters separately, the other
sewing them together, and both working as rapidly
as sewing machines of the ordinary kind.

No. 11 is a " sciving " machine, which does the
paring around the soles, ordinarily done by hand
with a knife.

No. 12 is handwork, riveting and punching-put-
ting a rivet ou each side of the uppers, to keep the
connections of the vamps and quarters from ever
tearing.

No. 13 is handwork, where men tack the inside
sole on the last, draw on the upper leather and
tack on the outside sole.

No. 14 is the pegging machine, the most wonder-
ful of all. It is a machine which punches the hole,
makes the peg and drives the peg in, at the same
instant! It works somewhat on the sewing ma-
chine principle, but the thread is a coil of prepared
wood, beveled on tihe lower edge ; every time the
needle or the awl comes down it splits elf a peg,
whilst a punch immediately behind it drives tile
peg into the hola previously made. Tile machine
is truly admirable ; it cannot be described very in-
itelligibly.
No. 15 is handwork; nailing the heels on.
No. 16 is a machine which shaves the edges of

the soles and heels perfectly smooth and even to
the shoe, after the pegging and nailing is done.
The proprietors have the patent right of this ma-
chine for tile United States; it is the only machine
of the kind in tie country.
No. 17 is a machine which "buffs " the soles-

a revolving cylinder covered with sand-paper-and
brushes them smooth with a stiff revolving brush.

No. 18 is a machine, a revolving disc of polished
marble, which gives the final burnish to the edges
of the sales and heels.

No. 19 is handwork ; driving nails into the toes
of the soles, stamping the manufacturers' stamp on
them, and punching holes for the strings, though
this last is rapidly done with a little hand machine.

No. 20 is the finish, where the lasts are taken
out, the strings put in and the shoes paired to-
gether and hung up to dry, in readiness for pack-
ing.

When finished, the shoe is admirable in all re-
spects. No handwork in plantation brogans can
begin to compete with the machine work in neat-
ness, and cannot excel in strength or durability.
With 35 men and boys as the whole operative

force, from the bottom of tile building to the top,
the factory now turns out, easily, 600 pairs of
shoes per day. If the proprietors meet with the
encouragemeut which they have reason to expect,
they will, with some few additions to their machin-
ery and the employment of 100 men, boys and
girls, be able to manufacture 1600 pairs of shoes
per day.

This is an enterprise which appeals to the plant-
ing interest of the whole South ; ,Iessrs. Rozet and
Queyrouze guaranteeing that their shoes shall be
folly as cheap and serviceable as anything of the
kind that has ever yet come from thie North.
Planters in thie city will do well if they visit the
manufactory and examine thie shoes nlade.

The fnanctal
condition of our country has already caused the
discharge of thousands of operatives from te
daily employment. and there is every prospectthet
thin army of unwilling idlers will be doubted ad
trebled before many weeks have passed. Yet they,
and tteir wies, and their little ones, mst live.
Must live ! Mark the fall meaning of those•eorde.
When people cannot get work, much faesetnnyo
food, clothing, shelter.and fuel, It 1 4'lamt-
thought that, unless smitten by the band •$• death,
they moat live, though only to undergo ilepl
of want. Poverty breeds crime-snd noewseder.
If well-toldo folks could only realize the thderd aiY
and one temptations that dazzle the eyes 0'pihIsi
ble, impoverishing beings, easily goad ' n ••• e-.
vetonsaeas by their cruel hardshlps, theyoelldbe
amazed that crime is not more univers •
them than is shown by our police records.ilr
is, men and women frequently cotinmfvth sg
offences for the sole porpose of beingsenteudeedtl
some penal institution, where their actual neeasea-
ties will be cared for.

In view of the dreary prospect thatloomsusp, we
lay befote the public a few reliable facts, sowing
on one hand the extent of pauperism now in our
midst, and on the other, what provision axlel to
guard against its becoming an engine of iseist
evil, by a jadicious exercise of Christian Clirity-
Unfortunately, the demand for immediate relief
cannot he answered to the full, as matlers. Sow
stand. Every benevolent institution is iselfl more
or less impoverished, and many are obliged to in-
cur heavy debts in order to partially appease the
cry for work, for food and for shelter, thatis sent
up continually before their doors.

Coneequently action must be had at once equal
to the emergency. Everybody is, from tha nature of
society, individually interested in the honest onUl
port of the widow, the orphan, the sick and the
idle. It is an obligation that no person can shake
on--the safety of families, nay, even of every cith
en, depends upon the condition of such penens
jus s clearly as this class of society is dependeni .
upon the rest for an alleviation of its aoteor s.
The matter is strictly mutual--and sines it is so,
self.protection and common sense, if notlphilan
throphy, ought to canse every individual eo die
charge iris duty in this respect. A dollar bestowed
upon a poor wretch may be the means of prevent-
ing the commission of a desperate act, to whlichhe
recipient might have been driven but for the
timely aid that serve to minister to his presasng
necessities. A dollar! Though it be like a` imp.
of rain falling upon parched land, yet It bhelp a
little toward its mioistening. The flood desce•ded
in rain drops. Widows' mites have enormoga ag-
gregate values. All that is needed is a general
loosening of purse strings and a felicitous betowal-
of moderate alin. And this, let it bs again re-
marked, moat be done in order to avert the met
serious consequences.

Exuperience has taught that the majority of poor
people manage to sustain themselves from hand to
mouth until the middle of January or the lst of
February; then they are forced to floek to the
various municipal and religions bureaus for relief.
If, therefore, the number of beggars is alreadiy,at
this early day, greater than can be provided for I
may readily be supposed that mid-winterbwlel lnnt
the avenues of charity completely blocked up by
throngs of the sick and famishing.

As surely as this happens, the bread siots of
1u57 will be reenacted. Menacing mobs of ntem-

tpoyed men and boys will parade the street, ware-
bouse may be sacked, and scenes of bloodshed
Switnessed, such as have never occurred in the his-

tory of our city. And to this we are steadily drIfting
on the current of political and financial troubles.
