Ther
by aneay and graceful transition, the poet passe
from the Hope-flower to Old Abe-both beimn
riders is pr ospedu, the former of Britain, and th
latter of all that will be left, after the 4th of March
of "Great America." The coupling of these twi
together is only a delicate mode of expressing th,
ideo that hbe is the Hope-flower of America, evel
as Wale is s the ditto. of Great Britain.

Observe, especially, the terse and epithetic de
scription of otr own native American "Hope
flower." He is "a natural chief." He is "self
poised." Also "self-aided." Likewise "Liber
ty's own son." In addition to this, Abe is "wise
fesiperate, righteous." In respect of physical ap
pearance he is " of majestic mien" (Tapper ough
to bave written it mean)-and his "love" is o
that gashing and expansive sort which includel
both "hond and free."

lasove bohd and free." Abstractly, we have no
objection to Abe's loving as many of the bond as
he chooses. It is only when his love, and that of
'asi friends, reaches such an excessive pitch that
'~hey must signalize it by theft, that the circum-
stance becomes at all binding upon those whose
hove does not happen to be quite so comprehen.

Finally, he longs to find no slavery possible be-
tweenthe twin oceans-said oceans being "free
fron shore to shore." Very likely. But he
glll long long before"bis longings in this re.
spget,will be gratified. If he will simply con-
fine himself to "longing," it will be all
right. When, however, mere poetical longing
asoinmes the fpractical form of robbery, then,
"'the ase being altered, alters the ease." We
den't object to Abolition sentiment, if people
choose to indulge in it upon abstract poetical
principles. They may weep oceans of tears, if
they like, so that thley confine themselves merely
to lachrymal exercises. They may preach mor-
ality and sentiment with the combined power
of Joseph Surface and the man in green spectacles
in the Vicar of Wakefield. But, unfortunately,
they don't stop at that. When they love the
bond so much that they steal them, and encourage
those that they cannot steal to set fire to houses
and cut throats, why, then, the poetry of the thing
becomes converted into a very rugged sort of
prose.
