cession reported by the committee:
AN OmDiNANCE to dissolve the union between the

State of Misiosippi and other States united with
her under the compact entitled "The Constitu-
tion of the United Stalesof America.'
The people of Mississippi in Convention as-

sembled do ordain and declare, and it is hereby or-
dained alnd declared, as follows, to-wit:

Sv:crloxN 1. That all the laws and ordinances by
which the said StatCe of lMississippi became a mem-
ber of the Federal Union of the United States of
America be, and the same are hereby repealed,
and that all obligations on the part of the said
State, or the people thereof, be withldrawn, and
that the said State doth hereby resume all the
rights, functions and powers which, by any of said
lawes andd ordinances were conveyed to theeGov-
ernment of the said United States, and it absolved
from all the obligations, restraints and duties in-
curred to the said Federal Union, and shall hence
fortilh be a t'ee, Sovereign and Independent State.

So c. 2. That so nmch of the fitst section of tile
Seventh Article of the Constitution of this State as
repiere sta members of the Legislature, and all oli-
ccrs, both Legieslative and Judicial, to take an oath
to support the Constitution of the United States,
be and the same is hereby abrogated and annulled.

SEC.. . That all rights aequirP
