To read the eitusions of the Black Republican

press, one would suppose that secession was only
another word for treason. They ass!ert, with vc-

.-hetment audacity, that the Union was intended to

be perpetual-that it was never in the contempla-
tion of the framers of the Constitution that tihe

States which entered into the Union should have
the rightto withdraw. They quote from the articles

of Confederation the words "perpetual Union,,"

omitting, however, to state that these words were
loft out of the Constitution subsequently formed,

end that the "perpetual Union" which was spoken
of in the Articles of Confederation, far from beig

perpetlul, lasted only a very few yeast. If tthe

States, under the articles of confederation, could

break up a perpetual Union, why may they not do

the same under the Constitution, where nothing is
said about the Union being perpetual?

But, is the claim of the right of scce::sion such a
new thintg that Abolitionism must needs raise its
bands in such loly horror at it? Not at all. On11

the contrary. it was a right claimed bly some of tie

framers of the Constitution itself, and something
about which the States were so scrupulous tiat

some of them took thie earliest opportunity, as

soon after tihe adoption of the Constitution as they
saw this right in danger of being overshadowed
and nullilfed Iby the lFederal Government, to declare
by solemn resolntions of their General Assemblies
the same principles upon this subject that they

have over since maintained and defended--the doc-
trine of State Rights and State Sovereignty. We

refer, of course, to the celebrated Virginia and

Kentucky Resolutions of '98 and '09. In less than

ten years after the Constitntlon went into opera-

tion, these two States made it their special bnsiness

to assert this right, in order that there might be no
mistake about it so far as they were concerned,

and the resolutions adopted at that time have been
tcherished and defended ever since as expre-sive of

the position held by the States of the Union to-

wards the Central Federal Government.
What were those resolutions? We quote first

from the Virginia resolutions, the third of the
series:

3. Thatthis Assemlbly does explicitly and peremp.
torily declare, that it views the powers of the
Federal Government, as resulling from the corn-
pact, to which the States are parties, as limited by
the plain sense and intention of the inslrument
constitutingthatcompact-as no further valid then
they are authorized by the grants enumerated in
that compact; and that in case of e deli'erale,
pnlpab!e and dangerouo ererncise of olere powers,
not eranted ,b the said compatol, lii• Soles erho ore
parties thereto, hace the right andl are in dutly
octwl,n t intlerpose, for arrestine l the progross of
the e•il, and for alneloininneg. t ilh in their respect-

/lte limits, the aulhorilics, righlds cad liberlies appr-
Itniog to them.

Langnage could not well be plainer than that.

It expressly asserts the right of the States to

"maintain, mwihell their respectlve lireilts," the re-
served rights belonging to them, whenever there is
a" deliberate, palpable and dangerons exercise"

of unauthorized powers by the Federal G(overn-'
ment.

The Kentncky resolutions are fuller, and-if
possible-still more emphatic. The draft of them

was prepared by Thomas Jefferson himself. We
quote the first of the series:

iBecolted, That the several Stales composina
the United States of America are not united on tlne
principles of unlimilred slbi.ssion to the Generel

tovernmenl ; but tlat ly compact under tile tyle
and title of a Constitutieon for the United Staten,
and of amendments thereto, they constituted a
general governenentfor special ptrposeo, delegated

to tlat government certain definite powers, rem iv-
ing each State to itself the residuary mass of right

The weather was propitious for the suosl gather-

ia•s and promcuading on Carondelet street and

environs yesteredb'. On the grand boulevard,
Canal, the frequenters were not as numerous.
Since the Post-olffice has been moved to old Levee

street, Canal and Royal streets seem to be desert-

ed, particularly in the early part of the day. Per-

sons having business down or through le petite

Royal can now pase without interruption. The
great crowd of idlers, would-be recipients of cor-
respondence, an now be seen daily at the inter-

section of Canal and old Levee streets. Though
the pavements and sidewalks are very broad in
that neighborhood, nevertheless they are thronged

day after day, and many of the congregators do
not appear to have any particular occupation only
the spilnning of street yarns.

grand Levee, it wan observed to be very lively and
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animated there. The arrivals of several rich argo-
sies f'rom the West, also several large loads of cot-

ton, gave great indications of business in all its

various ramificalions. Produce, that is, breadslllluff

and provisions are arriving daily. Tie great Illi-

nois railroad, we learn, it crowded with freight an

route for our market; in tact, iproduce is coming

all the way from Chicago to our cash market, the
only real cash market on this continent. On the
opening of navigation in the Upper M[ississippi an:o

tributaries, we look for a very large increase in

rreceipt. We again repeat to thie great West and

Northwest, sert forward the contents of your'
warehoulle , we have stores of h]lrd money here to

excehante for it. N,ov Orleans will be a real rore

port, anli no obstruction to commerce need lie ap-

prethended.
Tallhirne of charges and onerous taxation on com-

merce, brought ulp the question of quarantine

charges. We nmst relieve our great trade of all

restrictions. The detention of ten days, for four

montihs of the year, of vessels arriving from ports
in the tropics, without sickness on board, is a great
hardship. All the charges, fees and exactions
collected through our quarantine laws can be
greatly reduced, if not entirely avoided by the re-
peal and abrogation of our quarantine statutes.

In the end all these charges and exactions have
mostly to come off of cotton, as every ship owner,
in making arrangements for freight and tihe cost of
sailing his vessel, takes into calculation all these lit-

tle charges, so called. The fees and detentions of
vessels, the time lost, if calculated by dollars and

dimes, amount to over fifty thousand dollars per
annum. What benefit or advantage to our city
tihe quarantine laws are, hnas not 1yet been dis-
covered. The desire is, that oeur port shall be in
reality and truly a fr-ee port. To accomplish and

carry out this desire, our qua r alntine laws ought to
be abolished altogether, or so modified as to re-
duce charges and feel to one-alf of what they now
are.
This subject will decrve the attention o! our

Legislature at the coming ses:ion. The talk i-
there are many other little matters, apparently they
seem to he, but realty important in the scagregate,
which require attention. Ltt New Orleans be

really and truly a free port.
Thire are many charges and fees at oear Cnstonm-

hou-e which can he very well reduced. The in-

sqirty is, " When will the great Custom-house
building ie completed? " This is a very hlard and
intricate question. It justice had been dealt out to
oar State the money to complete it ought to have
been appropriated long ago. During the last nine
years there have been collected through our Cus-

tor-hiouse, in the way of duties alone on importa-
tions of merchandise, $22,131,000. To collect this
stm has cost about $2,500,000, leaving the great
uom of nearly $20,0,00,00 drawn out of Louisiana

and spent elsewhere. True, we have received back
about three millions of dollars for the unfnished
building now used for Custom-house and Post-
office purposes. Then how many millions of dol-
lars the General Government has received for sales
of public land in Loui-ianna for tile same time, will
count up by additional millions. To the amount of
duties received can be added tile fees and charges
attending all revenue buailessi, the enrflce aid
clearance of vessel-s, amounting to other millions

of dollars. HIow much have we received back, is
a question. We have, haowever, possession of Fort

Pike, Forts St. Philii and Jacrkson, and the Baton
louge Arsenal, which will relduce the balance. In
the meantime, there has been no tall, of Fort
Wood in Chef tMenteur Pass, or rather of its being
taken possession of. Then there is hFort Livingston,
at Barrataria, requires looking after. We have a
very large balance against our venerable uncle,
the Federal Government that was. It is not sup-

posed that Louisiana's share of tihe ships of war,
which she has contributed towards building and
equipping, will be made good to her at the separa-
tion or withdrawal next mionth.
There was some talk that other banks intended

to follow the course of the Southern Bank in teald-
ering loans to the State for the impending crisis.
The old State Batik will, it is supposed, be Ipre-
pared with a quarter of a million to half a million
of dollars. hlow our qunidait citizen, lie.

supension or fatilure among the commercial men

of this city during the present crisis. Alas! alas!
There have been several downright failures and
suspensions, of which the following are publicly

spoken of: Los rfines, Anzuerra & Martinez, r,
Iholse rwhich fhad not, I believe, any businese connec-
tions with the United States; the large and wealthy
house of flora 'c Alphonso. (who Ihave intimate

Iluniness ,connections in Nevw York). Their liabili-

ties amount to a million of dollars, and they have

given, it is understood, their creditors a lien as
uroeurity upon property worth three millions, and
go on with their business, to pay their debtsfin one,
two and three years. Drayn & Co., of this city,
have failed, and Mir. Drayn is stated to have" ah-

squrptulated.' Tile house of Pinjaud & Co., of
lMalanora, has also, it is said, failed. My heart is

quite sick at the many numerous reports of houses
in this city and island being " shaky"'--housen
hitherto considered as perfect Gibrallers in
strength, and I will not repeat any one of these
reports, which I look upon as sheerly maiicious
and not founded in truth. The hlouse of Mora &
Alphonso, above referred to, possesses immense
wealtlh, froim six to eight millions' worth of prop-
erty ; so that it is ridiculous to suppose, with an in-
debtedness of scarcely a million of dollars, any
man w;ll eventually lose a cent tby them. Ilrw
cruel though must have been tile pressure that

compelled pnch a firm to call a meeting of their
creditors. Some idea of tile tighltness of money
may be formed by the following circumstance.
Sohor Aidaum, tilhe wealthy creole, hear required

the immediate use of a hundred thousand dollars,
and applied to the Spenish Bank of Havana for
that amount. Security was naked of him, and he
gave a lirn upon property valued at three millionr
of dolnlars!

Ti nusiua weelly statement of the Spanita
Bank of Havana was not pullisrhed until 2d inst.,
when it appeared thatbetwccn 25th and 31st ult.,
it had increased its line of discounts $712,162 71.
I am sorry however to adrd that from 31Slt nit,. to

the 5th of the present, the line of discounts of the

bank has been decreased by the, trifling amount of

(:8190 14, a sum too small probably to effect any
injury beyond exhiiting the great want of confi-
dence that so universally prevails in this community.
and whicl doobtless has been productive of so
much real mischief.

I will conclude this disagreeable subject by trans-
lating an extract from the Aurora, Matanzas
newspaper of 2d inst. It says:

The merchants and capitalists of that city are
ricng proofs of the most flattering prudence ; they

onnwt hnow to " make op' with hard times, ant
wait as long as possible for mnoney due to them.

" We have learned too with pleasure," adds the
sotme paper, " those who possessed capital, meet
tloeir ngagement s as they wooll in ordinary times.
Such a course of condoct leads 11s to hope will
give imiller resultr as ill I..f7, dutr;ng which crisis
otr city (.!tanzas) suiffered less than any other in
the Island."

And now for some items of intelligence of aless
leart-sickcning clharacter.

On New Year's morning, when Thomas Savage,

do neither. Number of criminals known, arrested,
2947: unknown, not arrested, 1196 ; natives, whites,
of Spain and Cuba, 2201; foreigners, 411 ; negroes,
natives of tihe Island, 916; negroes, Africans, 154;
criminals escaped, after arrest, 343; whites, 282;
mulattoes, 8; negroes, 53; treacherous murders,
(assassinations) 4; voluntary murders, in fights,
etc., 145 ; 23 criminals during the year 1860 were
condemned to death by the "vile garrotte."

Does not the foregoing, supposing it to be strictly
correct, exlibit a lamentablie state of public morals ?
It is wortlly, perhaps, of observation, the number
of sentences to death for 1859 is not given. and un-
fortunately, I have destroyed my note book of last
year. I shall endeavor to preserve the one for the

pressnt year, so as in 1862 to be able to see if
crime be on the increase.

Ilis Excellency the Captain-Generallhas ap-
proved of a plan drawn up for the drainage of this

One of them, more adventurous
than his companions, "went ahead" so far tlhat
when he desired to retunr he could not fiud his
way back. His two friends missing him, advised
the police of what had occurred, and the police
immnediately commenced a thorough exploration
of the cavern, tinding the Frenchman after he had
been lost eleven hours.

The 6th inst. (old twelfth day) is called here
" King's Day," when, until noon, all thIe negroes
(within the walls) are free and outside the walls
during the whole day. They go about with their
rude " tom-toms" painted and bedizened, dressed
in raw sheep skins, dancing and making the most
horrible noises, not permitting a person to pass

them without obtalining frnom ee a New earees
gift.

THE SECESSION OF ALABAMA.

TIIE PASSAGE OF THIE ORDINANCE.

MONTGOMERY IN A BLAZE OF ENTHUSIASM,

IST(-OSION FLAG WAVING OVER TIHE CAPITOL.

MIosrTOO>manr, Jcnc. 11.-The following ordinance

to dissolve the union between the State of Ala-

bama and the other States of the Union, under

a campact styled "The United States of North

America," passed the Convention at half-past two

o'clock to-day:
Whereas the election of Abraham Lincoln and

IIannibal Hatmlin to the offices of President and

Vice-President of the United States of America,

by a sectional party avowedly hostile to the do-

mestic institutions and the peace and security of

the people of the State of Alabama, following

upon the heels of many and dangerous infractions
on the Constitution of the United States by many
of the States and the people of the Northern

section, is a political wrong of so insulting and
menacing a character as to justify the people of

the State of Alabamac in the adoption of prompt

and decided measures for their future peace and

security; therefore,
Be it declared and ordained by the people of the

State of Alabama in Convection assembled, that

the State of Alabama now withlldraws, and is here-

by withdrawn from the Union known as the United

States of .t.merica, and henceforth ceases to be one

of said United States, and is, has a right, and ought

to be a sovereign independent State.
Sec tion 2. And be it further declared and ordained

by the people of the State of Alabama in Conven-

tipn assembled, that all powers over territories
in said SL.tte and over the people thereof

heretofore delegated to tie Government of the

United States of America, be and they are

hereby withdrawn from said Government, and
hereby resumed and vested in the people of

the State of Alabama; and as it is the de-

sire and purpose of the people of Alabama

to meet the slaveholding States of the South who

approve of such a purpose. in order to frame a

provisional as we!l as permanent Government

upon the principles of the Government of the Uni-
ted States;

lie it also resolved by the peopte of Alabama in

Convention assembled, that the people of the

States of Delaware, htaryland,Virginia, North Caro-

lina, South Carolina, Florida, Georgia, Mississippi,
,ouisiana, Texas, Arkansas, Tennessee, Kentucky
and Missouri be and are hereby invited to meet the

people of the State of Alabama by their Delegates,
in Convention, on the fourth day of February next,

at the city of Mtontgomery, for the purpose of con-
sulting each other as to the most %lfectual mode

of securing concerted and harmomous action in

whatever measures may be deemed most advisable
for the common peace and security; and
Be it further resolved, That the President of

this Convention be and is hereby instructed to

transmit a copy of the foregoing preamble of

ordinance and resolutions to the Governors of the

several States named in said resolutions.
Done by the people of the State of Alabama in

Convention assembled at Montgomery, this 11th
day of January, A. D. 1861.

The preamble of ordinance and resolutions were
adopted by yeas 61, nays 19.

After the adoption of the ordinance, the hall was

opened to visitors. A splendid flag, presentedby
the ladies of Alabama, was conveyed to the Presi-

dent's stand, and formally presented to the Con-
vention through Mr. Yancey, in a handsome and

patriotic address.
Mr. Smith, delegate from Tuscaloosa, followed

in a feeling reference to the stars and stripes, and
invoked blessings on the new flag.
Mr Alpheus Baker, of Eufaula, returned the

thanks of tlhe Convention to the ladies in eloquent
terms.

Tihe ordinance will be rattlcd Monday, when, it

is believed, many other delegates will sign it.

An immense mass meeting is now in session in

front of thei Capitol. Distinguished Crooperation

delegates are pledging their constituents as a unit

to sustain the secession flag, now waving over the

Capitol, amidst the ringing of bells, the firing of
cannon and the most intense enthusiasm.
