oaes wonld not satiate their infernal appetites.
SBt, we are persuaded, Major Anderson will do
i b mlsg of the sort. He is too much of a man to
le in'wanton, wholesale slaughter, even were

ithilsipower to do so, which does not happen to
l bthe cae, in our opinion. Besides, the bombard.
iet of a ity, by a fortress constructed expressly

f.rfir proteotion, would cover his name with ever-
ati infamy, and would arouse a spirit of retali-

artlanfieroer than thp tornado and fully as irresisti-
ble.

The first Northern or Federal gun fired against
ijebnth Carolina, or any other Southern State, will
be a sigagl of wide-spread destruction to Northern
commerce. Let them " shell Charleston and burn
it to the ground," if they dare and can, and four
weeks will notelapse before hundreds of privateers,
bearing papers of marque and reprisal, carrying
from two to four heavy guns, which can outsail
th, swiftest steamer with a fair wind, will be

iafIot.on the ocean, seeking out and preying upon
Northern merchantmen and Northern commerce.
Not any portion of the sea' will be left unvisited
by them, and the chances are that in a very few
mouonths the ocean trade of the North will be
utterly destroyed. This would inflict hundreds of
milliots of dollars damage upon them, and would
no cripple them, that a decade of peace and
prosperity,would not begin to suffice to restore
them to their present position. The calculating
-men of the North, and especially the "solid men"
of Boston, would do well to take these facts into
consideration-deep and profound consideration-
before they add to the long, black catalogue of
oppressions upon thb South, the frightful crime
of war. They should bear in mind that there are
blows to be given as well as received, and that
theysarewholly defenceless in one vital particular.

The question with them should be, as it no
donbt will be, upon reflection: Is it better to let
the South peaceably withdraw from a Union which
has become distasteful to them, or shall we risk
the almost certain destruction of our ocean com-
merce, and hazard the chances of a terrible
internal war, by attempting to prevent them, by
adopting forcible means? Northern men won!d
do well to reflect upon this interrogatory deeply.
If they will not, and in blind fury and fanatical
hatred, attempt to destroy the South, let them
take the consequences.
