The freight market continues somewhat excited.

Not so close, however, as a case in years
gone by, say over a third of a century, when a
shipper took up a vessel at 63 4dr. of a penny. We
occasionally meet this old merchant on the flags,
who, by-the-bye, looks as hearty as he did in the
eventful year of 1825, say thirty-six years ago.

The freight market is, of course, talked much of,
and even the good Black Republican ship William
Singer has been cleared by Messrs. Steeliker, Knox
& On., with a fiull cargo of cotton for Liverpool.
Some ode asks us if the letters of marque are not
preparing to go on a sailing excursion out of
Charleston or M[obile, to inquire into the national-
ity of some of these down-east ships, particularly
as the Governors and Legislatures of the States of
Maine and Massachusetts are so rampant for
coercion towards the South.

The further talk is, " What constitutes an Amer-
lean vessel? " There is no United States of Amer-
ica at this titme, as the registers of these vessels
read.

cates blood about, him. No doubt earecy has a cer-
tain amoulnt f influence over hint as the warden of
a plison his over the taost savagc e covicUt, but for
other people Cruiser is a: wicked as ever. Ilacey
give: tile public stone oond advlice about the teat-
ment of horses, and it is a great pity that every
groom and stableby in the country could not he
mlade to follow his directions. tBui he linowes, as
well as you or me, that theyll'i take the old-fashioned
course.

I failed to find anything new in Rarey's system.
The same things that hll does are done everyc morn.
ing in all ci; cus rings and rideg school,, blt lice
general public, lrving no olpportunity to see the
whole of the most approved systems of horse-
breaking brought down to an alspice, as I may
say, and explained in a familiar way by a pleasant
fellow with a good address, regard the Rarey ex-
hibition as nsomething very wonderful. He is some-
what supertfiial and careless in his statement, any-
ing, among other absurd thlngs, that Shetland

enloading military stores at Fort Jackson, right
oppltsite o, and in hopes that shie may go up only
after daylight, I will attetmpt to give you some in-
formation about thte men andt-ilace, being a mix- I
tore of serisus and light matter.

We are now in the mididleof an excitement, and
our little gar'ri son hal been up all night with double
posts, outposts, and hourly rounds-a hoeavy task
for us, as our company, Isut Lo iiaoa Foot liflts, L
is alone in charge of the Fort, under Capt. St.
Paul, cornmmander.

The night bns been one of constant alarms and
lynx-eyed ewatchfulness, anol here is the re-aso)n:
Towarda 11 o'clock loot nilght, tile sentinels ob-
served what appeared to boe ra r.kilh sort of a stesm
screw-propeller, srhooner-rmasted, moving iup the
river with great c.ation, and steam nearly shut off.
They reported her to tile commander, who, after
observing her cautious and silentnovements, trhailed
her to know her whereto and whereeefonr. Hlardly,
however, had his voice been reverberated over the
waters, when she put out at once the only two
lights, stern and bow, she had on board, and shut
off her steam entirely. Then, familiar, it appeared,
with the currents and counter-currents of tile river,
she steered towards the eddy, running up stream
right above the Fort for about three miles, and
without canvas or steam floated up in deadly
silence. Such conduct properly excited the suspi-
cions of our commander, who at once prepared to
repel any storming party that might be landed
from the vessel. He went himself outside the for-
tifications, searched and inspected every rock, bush
or strolling ground that mightconceal the ap proach
of. an enemy. tMeanewhile, Lieut. Lauve was dis-
tributing fresh ammunition to thie men, who panted
with joy at the anticipation of a fight, and it would
have done your heart or any Soulhern heart good
to see that fine band of almost Ieardless youths, so
cool, so silent and yet so determined, at the ap-
proach of a deadly strife. After the vessel had
reached the point, standing out on our side, about
two miles above, she again showed her lights, and
took position in the very middle of the river in a
manner which enabled her, if she proved what we
t
h

ought, when day broke to explode our works and
batter down our batteries, without almost any peril
toher. But, as we have not a single round of can-
non ammunition, and not more than four or five
shots apiece for our " \tinnie's," we shall retire into
the casemates until they come to take possession,
and then charge them with bayonets until the place
remains ours or we are no more. Our men have
been broken down by extra watching and rounds,
in both of which duties they have acquitted them-
selves, not like raw recruits, but like old veterans.
Their increased vigilance has caused already four
or five alarms, which brought one-half the men to
their feet, and, in every instance, the sentinels
had shown the greatest prudence and bravery,
never tiring off until tie proper challenge Ihad
been given, nor rallying in thie main post until
after having reloaded and resumed their beat.
Yet, with only forty-four men, rank and file, that
service required four double posts, say eight men
as sentinels, besides the Sergeant and Corporal of
the guard-houe ; and, believe me, such a service
demands the most violent exertions on the part of
tile men, without speaking of the oflfiers, who
hardly ever cease watching at night.

Now, a word about Fort St. Philip itself. First
located by the French, and consisting of a mere
blockhouse, with a few mounted pieces, the com-
manding importance of the place decided the
Spanish Government in establishing there a reg-
ular fort, in the construction of which immense
sums and labor have been consumed. The Amer-
ican Government, equally appreciating the posi-
tion, has already expended more than $700,000,
and are under contracts amounting to $380,000 to
complete thie works, exclusive of arming them.

As an increase of defense, they have erected,
right opposite, a stronghold known as Fort Jack-
son, on tile plan, I believe, of Gen. Bernard, a
French Engineer for manuy years in tile U. S.
service, the guns of whose batteries rake up
within the bend below, whilst those of Fort St.
Philip sweep down the coast a distance of tive
Inles.

As to Fort St. Philip, it is on the plan of Yaob-
an's celhsrated Star fortresses, and flanked by
two outside batteries, each of twenty-five t1-
poleesers, hastin- forn, with line glacis, revet-
leties and smoats ; but thle weste.:n sattlers- is en-

tirely unarned, and the eastern has only tel

psieces mounted, and bearing on the lower point,
whilst the whole should mount 199 guns and be
protected by three more detached forts, of eight
guns each, in the rear.

As to the main fort, which our company oe-
cupies, it is nearly dismantled. Thle casements,
having been overflowed by the late storms, are
covered with several inches of soft mud; the
portcullis, or main gate, is dismounted, and the
sally-port fallen off. In front of these only two
entrances, temporary bridges, had been construct-
ed, thereby changing those means of security and
defense into means of easy ingress into the fort.

But, this is not all-the fort is entirely unprovided
with powder, shot or any gunners' implements,
and thile order of Gov. Moore to Capt. St. Paul to
sink any hostile vessel attempting to force a way
up, is much like harlequin's master's orders to go
forth and do battle to the last, but forgetting to
give hirm musket, powder and balls.

Now a word about the men.
The Ist Company having been asked a detail

force of only twenty-five men, mustered within
three hours forty-four active members, being only
the first detachment of tile company, under com-
mand of the Captain and First Lieutenant, mobil-
iled for the purpose of imatediate active service,
and further tendered their second or 

" 
depot" de-

taiihment, of twenty-seven men, under the orders
of their Second Lieutenant.

This company is not always strong on parade
days, as the men are all young natives of this city,
employed in commercial houses ; but, on this, their
first call for active service, they are ready to mus-
ter seventyfive men--the best appointed, equipped
and armed company of light infantry which the
South can boast of.

Of the spirit of these young men, on garrison
duty, one cannot speak too highly; placed, as it
were, in a forlorn position, the most exposed, yet
the most important of the State, a position which,
commanding the only entrance to the city, must
be obstinately defended, they have exhibited a
spirit of discipline, firmness and industry, unsur-
passed in volunteer troops. Accustomed to all the
refinements ol elegant city life, they have suddenly
become inured to the hardest and roughest ways.
HIlving no one to work for them, they have be-
come mechanics, carpenters, masons. They have
yesterday stood upwards of tenll !otr in water to
their kners, breaking up heavy bridges and foot-
paths, leveling the ground on the glacis and revet-
ments, putting up barriers and fences, builditg

sentry-boxes, and plerforming more arduous service
than ever betel, perhals , a volunteer corps. And
all thil, in thle very middle of a dismal liht, seven
miles from any civilized habitation, cooking their
own food, splitting their own fuel, and carrying
thlci own water, and in fact seeing as much hard-
ship as military life can alffobrd.

And in the middle of all this, the most cheerful
spiritl prolvail, strict discipline being enforced only
through the mutual confidence of the men in one
another, and of all in their officera, who, knowing
well that their popularity depends only on their
exertions, expose themselves to more fatigue, en-
dure more hardships, and refuse themselves more
comforts, than any of their own men-but tihe
"alarm"' is now being beaten, two or three shots
are fired, and the sentinels are rallying on the

north bastion, whire they have no doubt perceived
some suspicions movements.

Seven o'clcek, A. M.--The sun is up--the men
are being disminteed to their quarters to enjoy some
rest, after a nighe pased in successive alarms, and
unexpected aiartom. The genial sun has dispelled
equa lly the fogs overhanging the river and the
Simagination of our spirited little garrison. The

screw-propeller turns out to be a fine 400 ton.,
schooner from Pensacola, wlhich thle Captain went
out tl.is morning before day-break to board, with
an armed boat. Tle poor sooeooner, when hailed,
iot fi ightened, ard in trying to round, to, run her-
self har aground on the ipoint, where, on bcing
perceived this morning, shel was oarded and every
explanation mutuallalty ma e , and the vessel allowed
to proceed up the river, " if she can."
So, olur prize turns out less vaelable than ex-

pected, bnt the incident served to exhibit, in a
strong degree, the coolness, determination, and
vigilance of our ttle, tho, standing on their arms,
in the midst of -a biting norther, and a pitch-dark
night, sutitred not a living thing to move about
within five hundred yards from their lines, without
challengingorreconnoitering; and when, on one or
two occasions, they deemed it necessary to fire,
yet, instead of forthwith rallying the main fort,
coolly took themselves to reloading and watching.
And now, that the day has dispelled the anx-

ieties of the night, they are still more and more
eager for a fight, and are begging their Captain to
lead them in a schooner to the Captain of the two
revenue armed cutters, now stationed outside the
Passes, and whose movements may be made to
interfere with onr commerce. And it is most pro-
bable that our Captain, who is a thorough filibus-
ter, will cheerfully consent to that which he him-
self warmly desires.
Ouir men are now buty making cartridges and

balls, but our amomunition is short and the boat
tings her last bell.

Ilrs. Dllor--We get glorious news this morn-

ing, for surely that is glorioos lwhich unites the
South. A dispatch has j'ust been received from
Charleston, by an army officer here, stating that
Anderson, being apprized that reinforcements
were on their way to him, at once wrote a letter
to the officer in command of Fort Moultrie, telling
him that if the rerinforcements were molested in
their approach to Sumter, he would fire into oaul-
trie. Tile South Carolinian replied at once, "fire,
nod le d-d ! " So the war begins. We purchase
our liberties with a price; we unite the South with
that best of cements, blood.
That imbecile, untruthful old man, Buchanan,

The Southern man who
is not excited now, either loves the North better
than the South, or Iis fear overcomes his indig-
nation, and he kleept-s uiet bhecause he is scared.

RETURO OF THE VOLUNTEERS FROM BA TON ROUGE.

Shortly after nine o'clock yesterday morning,
the steamer National arrived and landed opposite
the foot of Bienville street, having on board the
city volunteer companies who, under command of
Capt. Walton, went to Baton Rouge to assist in the
seizure of the Unmted States Arsenal and Barracks.
These companies, as we have already reported,
were Capt. Walton's own company, the Washing-
ton Artillery, Lieut. Voorshies commanding; Capt.
Todd's compbhy, the Louisiana Guards, Lieut. Gi-
rardey commanding; Capt. Gladden!s company,
the Crescent City Riflies, Lieut. Metcalfe command-
ing; the Second Company of tile Chasseursai-
Pied, Capt. leilleur; the Orleans Cadets, Capt.
Charles D. Dreux; and the Sarsfield Guards, Capt.
O'IHara.

The boat, with the dilfferent companies in their
handsome uniforms ranged thickly around the
guards, presented a splendid appearance as she
came in ; and great was the rush of the multitude
on the levee, in crowding to the spot where she
was to land.

At the same time, a squad of the reserve of the
Washington Artillery, who hIsd been waiting with
a six-pounder at the foot of Canal street, fired a
salute of welcome, and thus informed the city of the
fact that the gallant citizen soldiery had returned.
So great was the crowd on shore, that the squad in
waiting had to force a passage for their debarking
comrades. As the soldiers came ashore, they were
greeted with every demonstration of good feeling
and applause.

The comlpases fell in line in their usual good
order, andl proceeded straight to tihe quarters of
Adjutant General Grivot to report themselves.
The Adjutant-General gave them orders to go to
their armoriLs and disband. This was done ; and
ott the whole line of march, the peIpie ruslhed in
the matos tumlllaous manner to see and follow
tllhen, nd to give them good ciheer.

Some of the men yesterday looked fatigued, and
some had whittled their boots all open; but as a
whole, they seemed to have enjoyed the expedi-
tion as a frolic, quite as much as tihe serious and
important piece of business which it actually was.
