Onhe day they publish to the world that the peo-

ple of the South are starving, when the truth is we
never had more to eat, or more money to buy it
with; and never before had so many Northern beg-
gars In purmidst, running away from starvation at
lhome to subsist upon Southern charity. The next
day, the word is passed around that the slaves of
th.South are on'the point of insurrection, when
the truth is they are alarmed only at a vague idea
that'some harm is impending over themselves and
their masters, and are ready, with scarcely an ex-
oeption, to fight, if need be, as they did at the battle
of this city in 1815, by the side of their masters and
owners. Then, again, it is asserted that the non-
slaveholders of the South are ready to unite with
the North in puttingdown the institution-an asser-
tion which is contradicted the next day by an orae-
ular declaration that the great planters of the South
are all " conservative," and the agitation here is
confined only to a few politicians and adventurers
without property, who hope to be benefitted in some
irwaby a popular revolution. But the greatest
itisTlkoe of all they make, is the expectation that
i this quarrel can under any circumstances be ad-
justed, except by a dissolution of the Union, and
the segregation of the free and slave States into
two distinct and independent Confederacies.

One of the most enormous of the misrepresenuta-
ttions made respecting the South we find in a re-
port of a speech delivered in a Black Republican
cauces in Washington City by one John Hickman,
Member of Congress from Pennsylvania. Hick-
main, it will be recollected, is the same who last
year threatened to subdue the South with his
eighteen millions of Northern men. Although
himself one of the eighteen millions, he soon after-
wards permitted himself to be whipped down the
Avenue of the Capitol grounds in Washington by a
Virginian, without even as much as yelping out a
ward of remonstrance. Hereis what he has lately
said, as reported by one of his own friends, the
correspondent of the Chicago Tribune :

John Hickman said that no man who understood
the nature of the slave power had any reason to
sappose that the Oligarchy would surrender the
power they had so long yielded withont a fierce
sutraggle. Perhaps blood would flow and civil war
ensue; but popular rights never gained a triomph
over tyranny and aristocracy save at the point of
the bIaynet. The tree of Liberty had often to be
watered with blood. But he believed that the
friends of the Union and the Constitution were
strong eiough and patriotic enough to preserve
both. The strength of the slave power for physi-
oat eaofiict has been greatly overrated. The tin-
gle State of Pennsylvania could keep in the field a
larger army and for a longer time than the whole
alove power. The Cotton States were barely able
to preserve their own domestic peace, and could
scarcely dare send abroad a regiment of men.

Hersare some more of the boasts of the valiant
Hickman! Hero are -some nmore of his assertions
regarding the helplessness of the South that are
o utterly false and ridiclous it is a wonder that

the man had the sublime impudence end effrontery
to give them utterance. That "tis

single State of

Peonsyilvana could keep In the field a larger army,
and for a longer time, than the whole slave
power"-that "the Cotton States are barely able
to preserve their own domestic peace".-and that
Sthey conld scarcely dare send abroad a regiment

of men," are assertions so stupendously false that
we do not understand how any man could insult
the intellhgence of his audience by making them.

The Cotton States, we suppose, did not "dare
send abroad a regiment of men" to Mexico. Of
course not. They did not do any fighting when
they got there. Certainly not. The Cotton States
did not send any regiments to Mexico, in the first
place-oand, In the seeond place, they did not do
any fighting after they got there, but ran away like
whipped cars. This is the character, at least,
which Mr. John Hickman would affix to the South-
ern people. Can it be wondered at thatthe South-
ern heart is so deeply stirred, and the Southern will
so firm and strong, to cut loose from a people who
thus slander and belie us, and falsely claim for
themselves the very virtues which they falsely
deny to the people of the South?
. And thus it is, to a greater or less extent, all
over the Northern States. The truth about the
South is sedulonusly kept from the honest people
by corrupt politicians and preachers, and the false
as constantly distilled into their ears by the same
classes. And thus has been brought about the
disruption of a Union which we had all hoped
would be perpetual, but VLich we would rather
see broken into a thousand fragments than con-
tinued upon principles of sectional hostility, hate,
aad aggression.

TALK ON 'OHNGOE.

The gatherings yesterday on the flags were cir-
camscribed. True, there were knots of would-be
operators congregated at this and that corner, but
there was no desire evinced for extensive move-

'ments. There were later advices from Europe an-
nounced, but being brought by one of the militia
steamers, no market accounts were received be-
yond that cotton was firm. The advices were
brought by the Tentonia steamer. The only talk
of cotton was that the Liverpool quotations for
Orleans Middling ruled at 7 7-16@7dtdi. Not 6 7.10,
as the telegraph quoted two days since, This is
the third time in succession that the telegraph had
made an error of a penny in quotations of Middling
Orleans, and coming directly after each other, it
looks somewhat suspicious.

There was some talk about the blockade of the
months of the Mississippi. We do not think that
any instroctions will be issued by President
Buchanan to that effect. If the incoming Adminis-
tration adopt this course, New England ships will
fepl the effects as well as the South. In the event
of ablohckade by Northern cohorts, it will be a
very-easy matter for Louisiana to make reprisals
on the New England and Northern vessela--confls
nate their right off.

A milk-and-water dispatch was published yester-
day, as coming from iharleston, headed, " The
costs thus far," stating that the costs of secession
in Carolina amounted to one million and four hun-
dred thosanud dollars. This is another sensation
and nonsensical dispatch, forwarded for what par-
-ose is not divelged. Suppose the costs to Caro-
lina already amounted to two or three millions of
dollars, it is not one-quarter of the amount of
money spent and disbursed by Carolinians In the
way of traveling expenses last summer in the
Northern States. Dispatches of this character will
have no influence in this section, and telegraphic
operators or senders can do a better business by
keepiugidle. Aid and all appliances in the way of
money are being tendered by our eitizens to Gov-
ernor Moore. Our State Treasury, fortunately, at
this momet Is flush, and requires no replenishing.
In the meantime, we hope to have the pleasure of
ohronicling more offers and tenders of the real
material, such as the Southern Bank and State
Bank have made. "There are five insuranoe com-
paniea in our city which have heavy balances of
eash on hand. These five companies can readily,
in case of need,loan from $SI,000 to $100,000 each.
If the incoming Administration shows fight, we
have to meet It. It it suggested to all our banks and
insurance companies to come directly opt at once,
ans the Southern and State Banks have done. Let
oar State authorltles know at once what they can
depend on. The Legislature convenes on Monday
inet. Itmay be the duty of Louislaiana to aid the

weaker States, such as Florida and Texas. What-
eedr money may he advanced will be returned
w~t tinte est. As mtch as the costs of the proba-
(it brogglio will amount to, they will not exceed

de here, (ew Orleans) have been received, and
it willtnot be any great hardship for our factors
'ad planters to hold a good share of what is to be
received for prices to suit themselves; so the view
of making money dear in England to operate on
American produce will be in some measure coun-
teracted, so far as our market can control the
great trade in the staple. In the meantime, there
is a disposition evinced on the part of buyers to
await the regular and week's details of the English
movements up to the 5th, now fully due.
There were no mails received yesterday. A

break has occurred in the Missiesippi Ccntral Rail-

way, which may require some three or four days
to repair. The mail via Mobile failed from beyond
Stockton, so that there was no intelligence receiv-
ed yesterday from Charleston nor Savannah. A
storm of rain started yesterday evening-how long
it will last cannot be foretold. Some of our streets
are feeling the effects of the wet weather which
has prevailed for the past four weeks. Vessels are
prevented from loading, much to the disappoint-
ment of shippers and shipmasters, who are very
desirous of clearing at the Custom-house before
secession takes place, it being intended to push the
ordinance through with all dispatch and prompt-
ness.

A Good S uggestlon.

-The suggestion contained in the following com-
munication is a good one and a timely one. The
South is abundantly able to feed herself from the
productions of her own soil; and all that is neces-
sary is for our people to diversify their agriculture,
and devote more labor to the cultivation of
cereals, and less to cotton :and sugar. It will be
equally as profitable, besides being a measure of
self-protection and independence which we cannot
aff;rd to neglect. We beg the planters of the
South to take this matter into consideration:

LET EVERY PLAnTER LARGEtsY INCREASE HIS

CROP or Cons FOu 1S61.-In view of the present
state of altilirs, our Southern platecrs should raise
far more corn this year than usual. Why ? Be-
cause we are on the eve of a dissolution of the
existing Union, and will, in all human probability,
soon be involved in a war. Into this war the
Western States will be drawn. These Western
States have heretofore partly rsupplied our wants-
for corn and other brcadstunltf. But it is oevident
that if we are at war with them, they will no
longer do so. Our people and our arnics cannot
exist without corn, and where now can we obtain

-it? We must raise it from the soil. It is now near
the time when the corn crop is to be pitched, and
the Southern planters should prepare for next fdil
and winter. We must raise the food for our
people from our own soil. We must make corn
enough to serve our people on the plantations and
in the cities-and enough more to feed our gallant
sons who will be fighting our battles.

Let all our planters diminish their cotton and
sugar crops, and largely increase the number of
acres in corn. Let them put land enough in corn
to make every abundance for the whole country,
even if tile season should be unfavorable. We
cannot suffer much this coming summer, and if we
pursue the above course, the fall and winter will
find us fully prepared. It is the duty of every
paper in the South to bring this thing home to
every planter, far the future prosperity of the
Soutl depends on it. Let every Southern journal
din into the ears of our farmers the importance
and necessity of this course.

If our people have enough to eat they can defy
the world in arms. "Forewarned--foearmed !"
