This is the first sensible or timely proposition
that has been made yet. It recognizes the fact,
ofietally, that the Union is dissolved, and that it is
impossible to reconstruct it; and that we had there-
fore better divide the assets, balance the books,
and wind up the partnership.

To this complexion it had to come at last, and
we are only surprised that Congress sholnh have
taken so long a time to find it out. Probably when,
on the same day, the delegations from three or four
States, in both Htouses, foatmally withdrew from the
IHalle of Congress, the Blarck lepublicans began to
believe that there was r

ally " sometling in it"'

and for the first time became conscious of the fact
that the South, instead of jolting, was most sc-
riously and terribly in earnest.

This proposition is, of course, only the recom-
mendation of a committee. It lhas to pass the
ordeal of the House and the Senate, and receive
the sanction of the O. P. F. before it can be carried
into effect. If the Black Republicans are wise,
they will interpose no objection to it; and if the
Old Public Functionary wishes to distinguish his
Adehlaistration with one sensible act, and not per-
mitltto go out of power with the execrations of
all parties, he will make haste to agree to a peace-
abe and fair division of a Union which has stood
everything in the way of danger until it got down
to him, and then could stand no longer and had to
give ap the ghost.

Thstommon property of the Union belongs to
the South as well as tlh North.

for a fair, peaceable and honest division, the bet.
ter it will be, in every reprect, for both sections.
_Tlaerefore, we say again, this propositie n is a

,5eeatial and sensible one. This is, in truth, the
only ting that can be done. Give us walit we are
entitled to of the public property of the late
I'aion, and of the common tcrritories, and we will
undertake to say there will be no dilliculfy about
the navigation of the Mississippi. We have never
proposed to interfere with the navigation of tie
siver, in respect of legitimate and peaceable trade
and commerce; and those who are now nlaigi t
such an ado about it in Indiana and the otherr
Northwestern States had therefore just as {well
"dry up." If thelr be no greater difficuity than
that In regard to the navigation of the bMis-iseiippi
river, the arrangement of the tcrms of separation
can be soon and easily made.

TALK ON 'C-iANGD.

The gatherings on the flags yesterday were free,
and the talk of clearances of vessels contineed.
Though shipmaaters appear to be alarmned, the
buyers of cotton do not apparently coincide with
what may be the ilmaginary trouble. Cotton was
in request yesterday and the sles lfree, clearance
or no clearance of vessels. Yesterd-,y was another
very active day in and about Collector IHatch's
psremises. Thirty-eight vessels obtained clearance,
which, with fifty-eight the day previous, makes
ninety-six for two days. Vessels are cleared with-
out any cargo on board. Of course, if these ves-
sels are boarded on the high seas by one of the
Northern cruisers or men-of-war, it is not supposed
that the commander of such man of-war will go
behind the date of clearance, or rather be so in-
quisitive as to inquire whethler the cargo was on
board the ship at the date of clearance ; whether
it was in the cotton presses, or whether it was in
the gin-house on plantation. In makting up tables
or accounts there cannot be any reliance placed on
the figures or number of bales of cotton exported.
According to the Custom-hosse entries there were
95,f04hbales of cotton cleared on Monday. HIow
will Col. Wright and other New York operators
make up their export ilgures for the Liverpool nma:-
ket? In about three days more, if clearances go
on at this rate, all the cotton il the city and sole
thousands of bales on plantati,,os will have been
cleared. Tile present being times of great leser-
gency, there masy bIe some jotilcti tion for these
simulsated movements.

Of
course, a pass from Washington authorities could
not be regarded as protective from cruisers only
for a limited time, that is, allow all vessels in port
and those to arrive after a given time the advan-
tages to be derived by these suggestions.
The nature of a blockade, as to neutrals, is pre-

sumed to be well understood that due notice must
be given to cause a binding effect. Of course,
every captain would have to go to Washington ned
present himself to the " powers that be." Of
course, Northern Black Republican ship owners
will leave paramount influence with the aufthoities
at Washington. As regards foreign vessels, our
very good trans-Atlantic friend, Mr. Bull, will take
care of his flag under a State clearance or under
any other, and if cruisers under the old American
flag interfere, it would be a muss to be settled
afterwards.

Later advices were received from Liverpool yes-
terday. The most important intelligence is the
advance in the rate of interest by both the banks
of England and France up to 7 ect.

Chinese have so much-let us call it obstinacy,.
prie, or a sense of injustice, snlibred at our hands,that they are apt to regard all armistices acon-.
eluded with us as only, to mse one of their own
words, "a temporary arrangement, jest for tse,
poreent, in order to recover from our lossesa," and
telis policy has had some striking noreese in the
past. 'Tlus, in the first China war, Canotot lav atour feet; it was humiliated and greatly injured
yet for more than ten of the snuccecdi~ng yeas it
prospered it was closed against us more than ever,
and our position thlere was more unsafe and hntpili-
ating than it had been before. The tatingt of the
Tehk forts was ottceeded by the repulse and
ahuolt destruction of an English force. The dis-
ttisstal of Lord Amherst from Pekia was followed
by a long respite from obnoxious visits.

Let sno also bear in mind that the military force
of China remaias unhoarmed. The Mongol army,
which is the great difficulty in the way of peace,
may have lost a thousand men, but it is still almost
in its pristine force, and the fierce Sang-ko-lln-aon
-that "' impracticable man'--is still hovering iu
the neighborhood of Pekin, watching an upporta-
nity for aetiort The Paki or lMancha Bannermen,
the flower of the Chinese army, have not yet
fought. A correspondent in the north mentioned
that they had been seen, but that wan all. 'The
imperial army, or the military force conaecrated
to the preservation of the empire, baa held aloofe,and is not likely to commit itself in a hubT .

In these circumstances the ratified treaty has
been exchanged, and the Chinese have been all
along willing to accept the treaty had they bemen
treated in a proper manner. But what as to the
conveation ?

The opening of Tien-tsin as a port of trade, the
removal of the interdict on emigration to British
colonies, the session of Kowloong to Hong Kong
are unobjectionable stipulations, which the Chinese
well know are for their interest as well as for ours.
They are the only points in the convention which
are of real value to England and to China. It is to
be regretted that other points of no importance
should have been thrust in, no as to endanger the
stipulations which all wish to bae arried out. The
irst article, in which the Emperor expresses his
regret for the unfortunate nafair at Takn in 1859, is
put in a felicitous way, and all honor is due tothose
who have drawn it up. Every one regrets the um-
fortunate occurrence, for which Mr. Bruce is
responsible. The ninth article, which provides for
the immediate evacuation of Chnuan, showse that
the Chinese nre quite aware how far they commit
themlselves. The Chinese have always entertained
the idea that Chnsan is the key to China; and if
any intelligent reader examines the history of the
first war, he will see that the occupation of Chusan
has been the point to which the court of Pekineha
ever attached the greatest importance in matters
of foreign policy. It is singularly curious that
the Chinese Government-regarding which there
are not wanting people who suppose it to hbe
tottering to its fall-should fall back upon its old
traditions. Chusan has always been the key to
China. It has been occupied by the Japanese, andit is difficult to regard the stipulation that Chusan

should be ceded in any other light than as apreparation on the part of the Chinese to future
action.But the eighth article of the treaty is one more
easily signed than enforced. Tlatrticle provids$e
for tie promulgation of both the treaties thragh -
out the empire. It in undoubtedly bad and nserios
