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You wilt be gratified to observe by the report

of the Board of Curreney, with what remarkable
etscces thebankof ou srite hav e been conducted
durin thepastyear. In the midt of political and
fnaa alo troubles under which bank of ther
cties and States were obliged to suspend specie
payments, and all the bxehenges of the country
were disarranged, the banks of New Orleans main-
tained' and continued to strengthen themselves
until the reached the ir present imiprgnable posi-
tin, which no future political events or commer-
ial reverses can shake. They have preserved for

the people a peifect currency and to the trading
Interests an unimpeachable tnstrumeut for pros
perons commerce. The latest bank statement
howbs the aggregate liabilities of the banks of New

Orleans, exclusive of capital, to be $25,893,251 ; to
meet this, they have in specie $15,721,271, equal to

sxlty and three-fourths of one per cent. of their
tota liabilities. They have exchange amountineg
to $7,356,581, which is nearly equivalent to coin.
These two items represent nearly eighty-nine per
cont. of their entire indebtedness. Adding to this
the amount of bonds deposited with the Auditor,
as security for circulation by the free banks, the
immediate availability s $26,688,852, against $25,-
893,201. of liabilities ; or one hundred and three

bente'of means to one hundred of debt. This is ir-
respective of the portfolios of the banks, which
amount in round filgures to $19,000,000.

Thi:'ls result is a triumphant demonstration of thl
soundness of our banking system, and atthe same

timethe Inestimable value of the banking princi-
ples, applied thre•gh the agency of the Board of
Currency, and the dicrteuon and fidelity with which
it has been administeired.

The accumulation of specie in the banks and the
course of the regular reduction in their circulation,
elfected nader the rules of contraction imposed by
the state of commercial afahirs, make a convenient
oppartunty'for applyin lg to theirissues arestriction
by law, which I have tong thought would- mate-
rially assist in times of commercial convulsion in
'strengthenlng the general currency against the ef-
fe"ts of panic on one hand and of bank expansion
on the other, It is the prohibition of the issue of
bank notes under the denomination of ten dollars
a measure which is recommended by the Board of
O•rreucy, and which meets my entire approval.
T'hereport of the Board v-it furnish all informa.
lion connected with the bank movement for the
past year.

At the last regular session of the Legislature the
appropriations for the pincipat chritable institu-
tions of the State were omitted.

Counselling the most rigid curtailment of every
uuneCessarr expenses, and the utmost carefulness
in husbanding the means' of the Treasury, upon
which extraordinary demands will be made for the
highest purposes of State protection, I recognizelnmasiys of these applicants, worthy objects, htarv-

lng clasms on the State faith and State charity.Some of them exist mainly by State bounty, con-
ferred on public grounds which remain in full force.
I recommend earnestly that these claims shall be
examined in a liberal spirit, and such further aid
extended to the customary objects of State charity
as their several merits may entitle them to, and
the condition of the Treasury, in the novel state of
public affairs, will allow.

In:eodcaluding this summary review of the do-
meastie atffirs of'the State, permit me to congratu-a
ate yon upon the proofs which surround us, that,
anddtthe troubles of the times, her immense re-
sources have been yet untouched, and that she bas
the capacity to meet with energy, as she has the
spirit to meet with firmness and determinatlon, the
high duties to which she is called in this crisis of
her political existence,

lMy opinions on the momentous questions which
,have convulsed and are destroying the Federal
Union, were fully expressed in my message at the
'esent extra session of the Legislatnre. Your
prompt action showed how deeply you were moved
bythe portents of tih times-the threatened do.
atcaetton of essential rights and most vital interests
of the elaveholding SLtates under the forms of a
,perVerted constitution-and by the absolute duty
ofseekingat once for the means of self-protection.
The vote of the people has since contirmed the
faith of their representatives, in legislative and
executive station, that the undivided sentiment of
the State is for immediate and eflective resistance,
Land that thnre is not found within her limits any
differenoe-of sentiment, except as to minor points
of expodtedoy in regard to the manner and time of
making och resistance, so as to give it tile most
impohiog form for dignity and success. Oier eno-
uies, who have driven on their conflict wilt the

slavebotding States to this extremity, will have
found that throughout the borders of Louisiana we
are one people-a people with one heart and one
aind-who will not be cajoled into an abandon-
ment of their rights, and who cannot be sobdued.

Whatever lingering hopes might have been felt
by Confiding men of the Soathl that these dissen-
sions woultd be healed by the vosuntary aot of the
people of the North, within thle Union, have disap-
peared' bundr the. accumulating proofs that the
aorthern mojority is Implacable. No proffer of

peaceoa anyterms has emanated from them. The
propoiltions tendered by the most moderate-
minded and Unionloving statesmen of the Soutlh-
loot sexpreseing the whole measure of rights to
which the Southern people are entitled, but as a
projettfor conacliation to which they might be
brought to eonsent for the old love of union, which
'.ls:the passion of Soathein hearts--have been
iuntumulionsly rejected.

It long and exposed frontier, on which the Federal
,v Government possesses fortresses capable of being
used for the subjugation of the country, and to an-
nul the declared will of the people. Near thisir capital, where the delegates of the sovereign
g people are about to assemble, was a military
depot, capable, in unscrupulous hands, of beingr employed for the purpose of overawinog and re-

Sstraining the doeliberations of a free people. On
these grounds, respectiing the annife,.t will of the
people and to thie end thant their deliberations shall
be flee, and their action supported by the full
possession of the whole territory of the State, I
decided to take possession of the military posts
and munitions of war within tile State, as soon as
the necessity of sucnl action should be developed
to my mind. Upon information which did not
leave me in doubt as to my public duty, and which
convilced me, moreover, that prompt action was
the more necessary in order to prevent a collision
Sbetween the Federal troops and the people of the
State, I authorized these steps to be taken, and
they were accomplished without opposition or dif-
ficulty. In so doing, I was careful to confine my-
self to such acts as were necessary to effect the
object with the greatest certainty and the least

In accordance with an arrangement entered into
with the commanding officer, in the presence
of a force too large to be resisted, Bauton RougeBarracks and Arsenal, with all thile Federal
fproperty therein, were turned over to me on the
0lth and 13th inst., and on the 13th the Federal
troops departed. About the same time State
troops occupied Fort Pike on the tRigolets and
Forts Jackson and St. Philip on the Mlississippi
river, and such other dispositions were made as
seemed necessary for the public safety. Receipts
were given.in all instances for the property found,
in order to protect the officers who were dis-
possessed and to facilitate futitre settlement. For
the necessary expenses 1 have drawn on the ap-
propriation made by the last Legislature for mili-
tary purposes: A detailed report of these pro-
ceedings and of the expenditures incurred will be
laid before you in a few days.

With a full sense of the responsibility I have as.
sumed, the whole subject is respectfully submitted
to the Legislatoure.

Soon after taking possession of the Arsenal at
Baton Rouge, I received an application from the
Governor of Mississippi for aid in arms and mu-
nitions of war, in support of the sovereignty of that
State against an apprehended attack of a sinmilar
character to that against which Louisiana had pro-
tected herself. The interests of the two States are
so intimately associated in the common cause of
the South that I deemed it my duty, not only from
considerations of courtesy to a sister State, but in
further execution of my duty to Louisiana, regard-
ing the approaches of Federal troops from above,
to comply with his reqnest-upon the assumption
on the part of the State of Mississippi of the same
terms of responsibility taken by me for the State of
Louisiana. I accordingly directed to be forwarded
to the order of Gov. Pettus, the following munitions
of war :

5,000 flint lock muskets.
3,000 percussion muskets.
1,000 IIall's rifles, flint locks.

200,000 cartridges, buck and ball.
1,000 pounds of rifle powder.

6 2d-pounder guns and carriages.
500 2d-pounder shot. a

1,000 pounds cannon powder.
The supply of material of these descriptions re-

maining on hand is ample for the wants of the State.
'In this action I trust to meet with the approval of
the Legislature.

In all these movements for the defence and pro-
tection of the State, I am proud to say that I have
been supported with patriotic cheerfulness and
atlacrity by the volunteer soldiery of the State. L

In closing this branch of tihe subject, I cannot
withhold my warm expressions of atdnmiration for
the zeal, promptitude and patriotic devotion with
which tihe volunteer force responded to thie call of
the cotutry. It is an earnest of the ardor and
unanimity with which the honor of the State will
.always find defenders among her citizen soldiers.

I am, moreover, deeply gratified to be able to
announce that the emergegcies of the times have
elicited in various parts of tile State the strnge.rt
proofs of patriotic zeal for tile publi: safety.
These have been manifested by spontaneous oilbrs
of loans for the service of the State in produce,
goods and money, on very favorable terms.
Among tlhse the cash offers are by Major Francis
Haynie, of one hundred thousand dollars at 5 per
cent. interest; the Branc the lrncl of tile Iouiiana State
Bank at this place, one hundred thousand dollars,
without interest; Southern Bank of New Orleans,
fifty thousand dollars; and Messrs. B. & A. Soulie,
of New Orleans, ten thousand dollars on time and
interest, at the convenience of the State.

The same dispositions have been so frequently
expressed that I cannot dout that tihe individual
means of our citizens will be brought fortht with
alacrity whenever the occasion shall arise for a
call upon their patriotism in support of the honor
and independence of Louisiana.

It is not within the province of the tLegislature
or tlhe Executive to forestall tile action of tie State
Convention, by advising any particular form f, r
the assertion of the rights of the State in the re-
claiming of her independence, or in executinrg her
sovereign will as announced by that tribunal. The
future of our Louisiana rests in thie counnels which
shall be adopted by her freely chosen represetlt-
tives; and we have reason to trast tlat they will
decide calmly, wisely and well. But we may be
permitted to invoke the merciful care of l)ivine
Providence, so to guide them in tile path which
leads to safety, to honor and to prosperity, that
they may be sustained by tile hearts acd hands of
a confiding people in building iup a separate na-
tionality, or fioding an honorable place in a new
and more perfect Union of equal confederated
States.
