Advocate, being witthdrawn, Mr. J. 0. Nixon, of
tile New Orleans Crescent, was unanimously
electeld.
BATON orUott, Jan. 24.--Afternoon' Session.-

The Convention proceeded to the election of an
Assistant Secretary, in accordance with the recom-
mendation of the Committee on Rules.
Mr. E. E. Kidd, of Jackson, was elected over

Mr. A. Fabre, of Orleans, the next highest can-
didate.

The Committee of Fifteen reported an ordinance

providing for tlhe eeersion of the State of itLooii-
0an from the Federal Union, together with a reso-
oItion relative to the navigation of the Mississippi

river, both of which were ordered to he printed.
'fThe committee asked the postponement of dis-

cusoion until 12 o'clock to-morrow.
Mr. Rosier, of Otleans, offered a substitute for

the settlement of the present dilficultiet. Numer-
ous others were offered, all of which were ordered
to be prirnted for to-morrow.

The Committee on R•les recomrrended the
adloption of the HIouse rules, with a tow modifi-
cationt, which were ordered to )ie prittvrd.

A cnl'roiitee then introduced Ex-Governor oan-
hin of 'South Carolila, rand Governor W\i:eton of
Altai:ni a Commissioners from their respective

es.i, The President welcomed thea to seats
amid leornh npp!auose.

A communication was received from tIlia onor
Mayor Monroe of New Orleans, inviting the Con.
vention to that city, offering a suitable hall and
other accommodations, which, onil motion, was
laid over.

A similar communication was received from the
Administrators of the Asylum for tfle Deal and
Dantbr, which was likewise tabled.

A resolution, that the thanks of the Convention
are due the Governor for his prompt action in
seizing the Federal property within the lilits of
the State, came up, and, after much disecusion,
was laid upon the table, subject to call.

Tihe resolution reads, referring to the forts:
" We will defend them, here and elsewhere, by all
the honorable means in our power."

The committee appointed to confer with the
visiting Commissioners report that they (the Com-
missioners) will address the Convention at 10
o'clock to-morrow.

The (overnor informed the Convention, through
the appropriate committee, that lie had no com-
mrnoication to make at present.

The resolution thanking the Governor for his
action wilth regard to tile forts, was again called up.

Mr. I•osolius, of Orleans, wiehed to know, hefore
he voted, by what authority the " acts" mentioned
were done. The Governor was the highest con-
servator of peace, and such disregard of its re-
qrliremcents tnighi become necessary and right, but
until lie was informed as to what etigency neces
eitated the action, lie was prepared neither to
thank or censure.
