Mlr. Editor-Last week was, by long odds, the
most exciting of the six that have elapsed since
the session began. The excitement culminated
on Saturday with Seward's speech. Knowing
how impossible it would be to get a sent, I did not
even-make the attempt, but stood outside, waiting
to hear the fate of the nation, which seemed,
indeed, to hang on this man's lips. Every inch of
the Senate Chamber was packed and crammed,
the floor as well as the galleries, the House being
almost empty. Many others, like myself, were
waiting. As the House members, who had the
privilege of entering, came out, they were seized
by their acquaintances and eagerly questioned.

At last a Congressman of my State emerged.
"Well! what does he say?" "Just glorifying
the Union," was the reply. Then came the Rep-
resentative from your city. "All is lost!" he
answered, as I inquired the news of him. Next, a
member from Georgia issued from the door.
"It is a declaration of war," said he to me, ex-
oetedly, "and by -! we'll march an army of
100.080 men to New York next summer. We'll
teach these wretches that there are two sides to a
flgt." Lastly came a Virginian. His lips were
coaieresued, his cheeks blanched, his gait hur-
:fled. He' made some indistinct reply to my ques-
tion,.and pushed on through the crowd, anxious
to telegraph the sad news to Richmond without
amoment's delay. I had seen and heard enough,
and walked slowly and thoughtfully home to din-
ner,

iFroi Saturday afternoon until Monday morn-
ning, and down to the present moment, this
speeob has been the theme of every tongue. It
gives no satisfaction to Southern men, yet I am
constrained to say that the feeling is less bitter In
regard to it than it was two days ago.
