imitation to attend the Boston Convention, and to

agive my opinion pon the question, "How canAmerican slavery be abolished ?" I consider the
application is made to me as conceiving me to rep-
Sresent the anti-slavery body in this country; and I
believe that I sneak their sentiments as well as
my own. in expressing the widest difference of
opinion with you upon the merits of those who pro-
moted the Harper's Ferry expedition, and upon the
fate of those who suffered for their conduct in it.
No one will doubt my earnest desire to see slavery
extinguished; but that desire can only be ratified
by lawfulmeans-a strict regard to the rights of
property, or what the law declaresto be property,
and a constant repugnance to the shedding of blood.
No man can be considered a martyr unless he not
only suffers, but is witness to the truth; and he
does not bear this testimony who seeks a lawful
object by illegal means. Any other course taken
for the abolition of slavery can only delay the con-
summation we so devoutly wish, besides exposing
the community to the hazard of an insurrection,
perhaps less hurtful to the master than the slave.
When the British emancipation was finally carried
it was accoinplished by steps, and five years
elapsed between the commencement of the mea-
sure in 1833 and its completion in 1838.

The declaration of the law which pronounced a
slave free as soon as he touched British ground
(erroneously ascribed to the English courts under
Lord Manosield, but really made by the judges in
Scotland) may seem to be inconsistent with the
principle now laid down. But I am bound to ex-
press my doubts if such a decision would have
been given had Jamaica touched upon the coasts
of this country. It is certain that the judges did
not intend to declare that all property in slaves
should instantly cease, and yet such would Ihave
been the inevitable effect of their judgment in the
case supposed, which somewhat resembles that of
America.

In the elevation of your new President, all friends
of America, of its continued union, of the final ex-
tinction of slovery by peaceful meonu, and of the
utter immediate extinction of the execrable slave
trade-all friends ot the human race moust heartily
rejoice. They will, let us hope, find in hiun a powt
ertfu ally, as his couitry nmy expect to ind an
able, a consistent, and an honest ruler.

I have been with some members of the Calthoun

Guard, to witness the large floating battery now in
course of oonstruction on the river, in the upper
part of the city. This work bhas been carried on
quietly, but with considerable energy. Its height
will be 60 feet, considerably higher thtan Fort
Sumtet, which it is intendedto attack. Iti formed
of cotton bales, and will be bound with iron.
When complete it will be very formidable, and will
enable the Palmettos to make the attack with com-
naratively little danger to themselves. Several

large guns are lying ready to be placed in it, and
the enthusiasm which is displayed in preparing a
position for them shows pretty conclusively that
equalardor will be manifested in using them against
the enemy.

PLAN TO TAKE FonR St•nTrE.-- can assure you,I most positively, not from what I have gained by
listening to bar-room gossip (for this I have studi-
ously avoided) but from information derived almost
directly from the very high Priests of Treason,
that, in the course of a week or two, a well orgau-
iaed attack will be made on Fort Sumter, on all
sides simultaneously. The people are fully aware
that, should Major Anderson resist, considerable
loss of life must ensue; but so persuaded are they
of the importance of obtaining entire control of
the harbor before the inauguration of Mr. Lincoln
that I do not think they willhesitate a single day,
after their coup d'etut is thoroughly arranged, to
make the attempt. There are a large number of
citizens here who believe that when the attack is
made, Major Anderson will immediately evacuate,
and spare the shedding of blood; and though I
place a far higher estimate on the gallant Major's
devotion to his country, and the honor of her flag,
he could not be severely censured if he terminated
the difficulty in that way. He has been left in a
garrison which, well manned, would be almost im-
pregnable, with scarcely a corporal's guard to sup-
port him. Tile " chivalry" know that he has only
sufficient men to work eight of his guns, and that
while a considerable loss must ensue to them on
the one side, on the other they would have a
reasonable chance of success.

I have but just returned from a minute examina-
.oe of the possible points of attack and defense,
aon am fully Justifled in tile conclusion that an ex-
perienced tactician could successfully take Fort
Sumter, with its present means of resistance. *Sumter, with its present means of resistance. *

* * I have yet another conspiracy to
mention, which, though by no means a new rumor,
I have not, until to-day, had any good reason to
believe woa well founded or reliable. I am, how-
ever, certain that negotiations are pending with
secessionists in the States of Maryland, Virginia
and Kentucky, to seize tile Capitol, and prevent
the inaugoration of Mr. Lincoln by force.

This part of the rebellion has been entrusted to
those three States. The matter is kept exceed-
ingly quiet, and were I not myself a member of a
vigilance committee, I should have been in the dark
upon the subject. I trust to be able to give you
information in a day or two, in detail, as to the ex-
tent and ramifications of this plot, which I knowe
is intended to be carried out, unless precautions
are talen to render it impossible.

The Secessioni of Loulslana.

The Mobile Advertiser refers in the following
kindly and jubilant terms to the secession of our
n State:

The telegraph lanst evening announced the adop-
tion of the Ordinance of Secessiod-by a very1 large majority-by the State Convention of Louisi-
ana. The news woas very properly greeted hereSwith a salute of artillery, and but for the frequent
demands of the hind of late by the secession of
States, we doubt not the city would have been hand-
somely illuminated last night in honor of the inter-
esting and important event. The rejoicing on the
part of our people is, however, just as deep, sin-
celre and pervading as if the demonstraotions were
of the most extensaie and noisy charcter.

Six States, lying together and holding a most
important position commercially as well as peliti-
cally, have now, by the separate action of their
people, declared their disconnection with the Fed.
eral Union, and but a few weeks will elapse before
they will be united in a strong and influential con-
fedlleray upon the broad and enduring basis of the
eld Constitutiont. We hail the aceesinll of Loui-i-
ana o to this new confraternity with tice sincerest
snatisfaetion--t-r without her it couloid not commnlld
the Gulf-the Mediterranean of this continent-and
would otherwise have been incomplete. We, of
Mobile, are particularly interested in this act of
Louisiana, for it is material to our interests thlla
our neighboring city, New Orleans, should be in tile
samne confederacy with us. We rejoice, further-
tmore, in the secession of Louisiana, because that
aot. fillowing close on the heels of the witlhd:awal
of Georgia. renders thle prospect of a pIleeful
separantion hetweec thie twro sections more hope-
ful-iindeerd renders it ahost certain ilat the coon-u-
try wiil not be cursed with the horrors of civil war.
It were madness and folly of the intensest sort to
attempt coercion uuder circumstances such as notw
eurrouud the seceded States.

S..i.Lo CANNON.-There is no method of spiking
cannon which will forever prevent its use. If the
spike is made of iron or of unhardened steel, it
may be removed by the drill. If it is loosely in-
serted, or without much force, it may be blown
out by firing a charge of gunpowder placed il the
bottom of the bore. But if tihe spike is mtade of
hardened steel, to lit the vent closely, and is driven
in withl great force; and if its lower end is made soft
and riveted within thle bore, neither the drill nor
gunpowder can remove it; the vent remains per-
msnently closed. The remedy in such cases is to
drill a new vent, whicl a say be done without im-
pairing the servieeablness of the gun. A new vent
may be drilled in any cannon by a skillful machinist
In two or tlhree hours.

In experimental firing, when a vent becomes too
much worn and enlarged, we drill a new one, and
sometimes as nmany as three or four vents are made
in the same gun, and many hundred tires are made
afterwards.

During the recent Crimean war, an article rela-
tive to spiking cannon was published in the Lon-
don Times, in which it was asserted that the use of
a new " patent spike " would destroy thie service-
ableness of tile gun. The spike was described as
a piece of finely tempered steel, turned to fit the
vent, but to move freely in it, and turning out in a
forked spring in the bore. Tie spike, it was al.
leged, could not be removed, as it would turn read-
ily with the drill, but it seems that tile posibilty of
cutting or breaking off the tongs or forks of the
spring inside the barrel was not considered. The
communication given above, from high authority,
may be looked upon as conclusive that the worst
effect of spiking would be a few hours delay in the
use of the gun-often a very important matter.

A WAseroN OtrraoE.--The Iberville Magnolian
of Saturday last has the following :

A few days since 500 empty barrels were landed
at this place and placed in charge of Messrs. Hee.
lein S Jenninga. They were consigned to IMrs.
Paulin Dupuy by a Western sugar buyer who has
bought her molasses. On Thursday night a number
of men assembled together and rolled 228 of the
nnmber into the river. It is not positively known
by whom this was done, and the parties guilty of
such a mean and cowardly act will be careful not
to let themselves be known, in order to avoid the
penalty which they deserve.

Property should not be destroyed in this manner.
Witl tihe samne propriety the bstchers might as.
aemble together and sink the flatboats on tile river,
loaded with psrk, merely because the sale of that
article prevents them from selling their meat.
Those who have corn for sale might sink boats
loaded with oats, as it would facilitate the sale of
their corn.

It is to be hoped that such offences will never be
repeated in this community.

A BoAT FIRED It'ro.-Charles/lo, Jan. 23.-The
battery on Sullivan's Island fired into a boat Mon-
day night which approached with imufied oars.
Tile sentry warned offand then fired. The boat
turned and went away. Soon after he heard the
boat haul up at Sumter, one man saying he was
wounded badly. Some say it was an efnfort to run
the gauntlet of the sentry and spike the cannon.
Others thought they were deserters.

By the arrival yesterday of the steamship Ten-
nessee we have advices from Vera Cruz to the 22d.
The news is not important.

The bark Rapid was the only foreign merchant-
man in the port of Vera Cruz. She was loading
for Neow York, and was to sail on the 1st February.
The following ships-of-war were at Sacrificos: U.
S. steamer Powhatan, U,. S. steamer Pocahontas,
U. S. frigate Sabine, U. S. frigate Cumberland, U.
S. sloop-of-war St. Louis, British frigate Valorous,
British gunboat Jasper, French brig Mercure, and
two Spanish war vessels.

The U. S. frigate Sabine and Cumberland were
about leaving for home, but for what port is not
mentioned.

The Juarez Government has established itself in
the capital, and one of the frst acts was a decree
that Miramon and his ministers should be shot
whenever and wherever captured. Don Isidro
Dias, Miramon's Minister of Finance, was shortly
afterwards taken, but through the exertions of in-
fluential friends his sentence was commuted to
banishment. Miramon himself barely escaped
capture at the time of Isidro's arrest.

The Pope's Nuncio and the Ministers of Spain
and GuLtemala have been ordered out of the coun-
try in consequence of their identification with the
Church party. All prelates and ecclesiastics of
every description, who offer opposition to the
Liberal Government, are also to be expelled from
the country.

Business had began to revive with great energy.

Fromn the Ten•n Frontier.

The Galveston News of Saturday last collates
the following intelligence regarding the troubles
on the frontier :

The Indians were thick about Belknap, in Young
coonty, coming on the pOblic square, killing a nag
and stealing horses. On the 5th, fifty-two of them
charged some buffalo hunters twenty miles above
Belknap, and took their horses from them. The
Indians appear to be coming still further into the
settlements.

A party of Indians, a short time ago, came upon
a Mr. Walker and his wife, while riding near the
line of Llano and Gillespie counties. They shot Mr.
W. from his horse, bolt lie kept them off. They
took his horses and left. Mrs. Walker walked,
after night, fourteen miles for help, which being
obtained, her husband was carried in, only to die.
The Indians also carried offtfoar children belonging
to another family in Gillespie county.

The difficulty with the Kickapoos has been amica-
bly arranged.

The White Man says the streets of Wentherford
were thronged with " Buffalo Hunters," bound to
the general rendezvous at Lost Youlle on the 15th.
Tile companies from Freestone and KaIufinan had
arrived, and the Dallas men were coming. The
season lor such a campaign is tle most unfavor-
able, and the men will be badly prepared for it;
but they are of the right stol, anod have good and
experienced officers. Many of thle companies were
on the way.
