lresoltced, That. whatever the action of this Con-
ventio oon the question whether or not this State
ought to seoede from the Union, it shall have no
effect until the lsame shall have been ratified by the
votle of the majority of thle people at the ballot-
box, and, to this effeet, an election shall be held at
tie various election precincts of the State, on the
25th day of February next, under the reg'ulations
and laws now in force in regard to the election of
State oflicers. Those voting for the ordinance shall
indorse on their tickets '" Ratification ; and those
voting against it the words "'No Ratification."
The Governor shall publish ia proclamation duly
notifying the people of the holding of said election,
and ordering the Sheriffs of the several parishes of
this State to cause an election to be held under the
existing laws.

Mr. Lewis, of Claiborne, then moved to adjourn,
but said motion was withdrawn at the request of
IMr. Kidd, who offered tile following resolution,
which, on being put to the Convention. was passed:

IlRcolerel, That the Auditor of Public Accounts
be authorized to pay the warrants of the delegates
arnd offiers too his Convention, when they are
counrtersigned by tile President of the Convention
nd ithe Crialrman of the Committee on Contingent
Exipenses.

Thie following ordinance was then introduced by
Mr. Polk, which was ordered to lie over under the
rules :

lie it ordalrredr by the Convention of tihe State of
Louieiana, ill Corrnvention n•rembled, that the• action
of thi ('onvention, in :sling tile ordinance which
is to dissolve tlhe connectiron of the State of Lou-
isiana with tlle other States of tihe ederal Union,
is not to be understood as abandoning tle the other
States, which may not secede, its rightful claim to
tie property and territory now held in common by
the United States of America.
Whereupon, on motion by Mr. Perkins, of Mari-

son, the Convention adjourned until to-morrow
morning at e o'clock.

TUESDAY'S SECRET PROCEEDINGS.

FornaY, Feb. 1, 1•(11.-The Convention assem-
bled at quarter to 11 o'clock, A. af.

Prayer wao off:red iby the Rev. Father Perhe,li
of the Catholic Church.
The roll was called, and 10S members answered

to their names.
The journal was read and approved.

Report of the MilItary •Beonrd.

The President announced having received from
Gov. Moore a report from the Military Board. On
motion, the report was referred to the Military
Committee without reading.

The Secret Proeeedinge.

Mr. Elgee moved that the injunction of secresy
be removed from thie secret proceedings of Tues-
day last, and that the minutes of those proceedings
he now read. Mr. Semmes concurred, and the
motion carried.

Mlr. Olivier asked if all the secret proceedings
were to be read. The President answered yes, as
he understood it., iMr. Walker objected to a cer-
tain part of the proceedings being read. Mr.
Elgee concurred; the vote was reconsidered; and
the resolution was laid over, to be acted on at the
next secret session.

Tile Publie Lands.
Mr. Bonford offered a resolution that the Presi-

dent appoint a standing committee of seven mem-
bers on Public Lands, in addition to the standing
committees already appointed. Adopted.

Paylug Governmenett Employes.
Mr. Wilkinson, of Plaquemines, offered a reso-

lution providing for the payment of persons who
have been at work on the Government Wolrks in
this State, and moved its reference to the Com-
mittee on Commerce. Referred.

Another Amendment.
Mr. Thomasson, of Claiborne, offered an ordi-

nance to amend Article 81st of the Constitution, in
referenee to the election of Judges of tile inferior
Courts by the people, etc. Referred to the Com-
mittee on the Constitution.

Protrsulgation of Orldinantes.
A resolution was offered instructing the Commit-

tee on the Judiciary to report an ordinance pro-
tiding for the promulgation of the ordinances of
this Convention. Adopted.

Assitstant Secretary.
Mr. Rozier, of the committee appointed to in-

quire into the necessity of an additional Assistant
Secretary for the Convention, reported strongly in
favor of such al noffier, and offered a resolu-
tiln authoriziong the Secretary to appoint a Second
Assistant. Tile resolution was adopted.

Pnr•hase of Ta ar Vessels.
Mr. Davitson, of Sab;ne, offered a resollltion re-

quiri:g the IMilitary Committee to inquire into and
report upon the expediency of purchasing the war
stela:-ers lien. Miramon and Marquis de la Hobana,
now lying in this port. Referred to tile Military
Committee.

'tanddisg Colnunltteco.

The President called for reports from standing
committees. None had reports ready, except the
Committee on Enrollment, who, through Mr. De
Blanc. reported a list of ordinances and other
documents which had been enrolled.

Order of tine Da'y.
The order of the day. to-wit, the ordinance

amending the Constitution, was taken up at 12
o'clock.

Mr. Olivier, Chairman of the Committee on the
Constitution, read and explained the sections of
the ordinance, one by one; and as there was de-
bate upon some of tile sections, and as some sec-
tions were not adopted, we separate them, in order
to show tile action upon each:

ORDINANC'E.
We, The people of the State of Louisiana, in

Caon erion assemblted, do declare and ordain, and
it i iererby declareld and nrdatined,
tst. That Article lenth c(f the Constitution of

t!•is :te be altelred so as to read as follows, to-
wit : Evry free whitie Inloe who ]!ol aottcinrd the
oge of twenty-one years, and who hats een a citi-
zc' ac.l a reccient of the State twelve moths next
r.-ce, ing thit,, eletliont, and tile iast six onths

Tiee-' i:l th!e peri-oh iln wtich iC offers to vote,
I11 barnti-he ri ht of veetti. ,but no voter on re-
movina Iromt one tarish to anothier, within the
tc,, shall lose thel riht of votin i tilhe former

Ultil i .e shall have aceuiied it in the latter. Elect-
sl shall, il all canes, except trerson, felony, or

letl-ckt of the ptetace, ie tlivilerccd from arrest,
during their attendance at, going to, or returning

ir. Olivier stated that the only change in Article
10 con isted in inserting the words "a citizen and"
in one p!laee, and striking out"citizen of the United
States" in another place. Mr. PeeRozier, moved to
amend further, by adding to the section a proviso
defining the strict meaning of the word citizen.
MAr. Olivier objected to the proviso, seeing no ne-
cessity for it. Mr. Elam thought the Committee on
Citizenship should first define the meaning of
citizenship, and then let this section be framed to
accord with it. After further debate, between
Messrs. Olivier, Fozier, Elam, Lawrence and Bush,
tie above section was made the special order of
the day for next Monday, just after the Convention
shall have acted on tihe report of the Committee
on Citizenship.

2d. That Article twelfth of the Constitution of
this State be altered so as to read as follows, to-
wit: eo coldier, steman or wtariner in the armct
or c.arty of this l StR, no pauper, no pIerson under
interdicdticn, enor eiter eovictloU of any crime
latinshallle witth tltrd lattor, shaill be entitled to
vote at ally election in this State.

Upon this section there was a lengthy debate.
Mr. Perkins, of Orleans, moved to amend by strik-
ing out the words abo ve printed in italics, and argued
the right of soldiers, seamen and mariners to vote,
as well as other people, Mr. Moore, of St. Martin,
warmly seconded Mr. Perkins. Mr. Olivier opposed
the striking out, and stated that the object in ex-
cluding the classes named from the right of suo
trage was to prevent that unity of action, in those
classes, by which the Government might be sub-
verted, and become a despotism under a military
despot. IHe stated that all history showed that no
class of men were ever so devo ted to their leaders
as soldiers. Mr. Tappan took strong grounds against
Mr. Olivier, and stood up stoutly for the soldiers.
Mr. Tappan's speech being twice applauded
in the lobby and galleries, Mr. Walker called upon
tihe President to protect the Convention from these
noisy and insulting interruptions; and the Presi-
dent gave the order to have the lobby and galleries
cleared if any more noise were heard. •ir. Walker
went on and explained that the clause relative to
soldiers, seamen and mariners, as copied from the
State Constitution, had reference only to such as
were in tile employ of the United States Govern-
ment. lMr. Marks, of Caddo, was willing to accept
Mir. PIerkins' amendment, but still agreed with Mr.
Olivier that it was a dangerous thing to give sol-
diers the right of suitiage. Mr. Wilkinson, of
Plaquemtines, took the same side withl Messrs. l05
vier and Marhs. iMr. Olivier spoke again, saying
that the section had reference to a regular stand-
ing army, and not to the volnoteer componins of
the State. Mr. Elgee, of Ilapides, saw nothing
worthy of disti-:a-ic.n in this whole matter, for
Ihe held that the definition of citizenship and
the right of voting as given in the first section of
the ordinance rendered it useless to attach any im.
portanrce to the provisions of thie second rection.
Mir. Butler, of Iberville, made a short speech,
whicl we could not hear distinctly. Mr. Walker
read from the South Carolina Constitution, shlwing
that in that State soldiers not merely vote, but

have particular priviteges in voting. The motion to
trike out tile words above given in italics was put

to vote and carried by a large majority, and then,
as amended, the section was adopted.

3d. That Article thirty-fourth i f the Constitution I
be anl the saome is hereby repealed.

Tie Artile repealed was a dead letter-the pro-
vision for the election of United States Senators.

4th. That Article tlirty-sixth of the Constitution
ie ;tiered so as to read as f•llows, tomwit: No per-
sin osh:lll he eligible to the oilice of Governor or
Lio.itenant Gove:rnor, who shall not have attained
the age of twenty-eight years. and been a citizen
of and a resident within the State for the space of
four year, next preceding Ils election.

The change being merely to make it necessary
that suie callidates shall have resided at least four
years in the State--tlhis reqirement not being in
the old CJonstitution. Section adopted.

5th. That Article thirty-nine of the Constitution
be and the same is hereby repealed.

The Article repealed declared the ineligibility of
members of Congress or United St tes officers as
candidates to the office of Governor or Lieutenant
Governor. Section adopted,

lth. That Article forty-six of the Constitution be
altered so as to read as follows, to wit: He shall
be Commander-in-Chief of the army and navy of
this State, and of the militia thereof

A mere technical alteration-striking out so
much as referred to the United States. Section
adopted.

7th. That Article ninety-nine of the Constitution
be and the same is hereby repealed.

This section was, on motion of Mr. Olivier, re-
ferred back to the Committee, he having changed
his mind about entirely repealing Article 99.

8th. That Article one hundred and ten be altered
so as to read as follows, to wit: No liability shall
be contracted by the State, as above mentioned,
unless the same be authorized by some law for
some single object or work, to be distinctly speci-
fied therein, which shall be passed by a majority of
the membera elected to both Houses of the Gen-
eral Assembly. and the aggregate amount of debts
and liabilities incurred under this and the preced-
ing Article shall never, at any one time, exceed
eight millions of dollars, except in case of war,
when tihe public safety may require it.

This section, being opposed by Mr. Tappan, for
reasons which he gave, was, on motion, referred
back to the Committee.

!.th. That Article one hundred and twenty-sixbe
altered, so as to read as f-llors, to-wit: Any citi-
zen of this State who shall, after the adoption of
the Ordinance of Secession of the State of Louisi-
ana from the Federal Union, flight a duel, etc. (In-
serting the rest of the article.)

This section changes the form of the first part of
the act in reference to dueling, so as to restore to
their franchises men who were under disfranchise-
ment for dueling prior to the passage of the Ordin-
ance of Secession. Mr. Briscoe, of Madison, pro-
posed a substitute for the amendment, repealing
the entire article 12f, in regard to dueling. Mr.
Olivier agreed that it would be better to repeal the
entire article; he believed much mischief had re-
suited from it; the bar against dueling had the
effect of putting any brave and generous man at
the mercy of any ruffian or cut-throat ; and most of
the men who had fought duels were eonally ready
to fight for the honor and welfare of their State.
He objected, however, to repealing the article, be
cause it wat not certain that the people would ap-
prove it. Mr. Thomasson moved to lay Mr. Bris-
coe's substitute on the table. Carried. The see-
tion, as reported by the committee, was then
adopted.

10th. That Article one hundred and twenty-
seven be altered so as to read as follows, to wit:
The Legislature shall have power to extend this
Constitution and the jurisdiction of this State over
any territory acquired by compact with any State
or power.

SMr. Walker moved to amend by adding, at the
end of the sentence, the words, " or which may be
otherwise acquired." After some discussion, Mr.
Walker's amendment was rejected, and an amend-
ment of MIr. HIerron adopted, making the last
part of the section read, "any territory acquired
by the State of Louisiana." Thus amended, the
section was adopted.

1lth. That Article one hundred and twenty-
eight be altered so as to read as follows, to-wit:
None of the lands heretofore granted by t•e Con-gr'ess o the United Staten to the State ot Louisiana,
for aiding it in constructing tile necessary levee
and drains, to relaimt the swamp and overflowed
lands in this State, shall be diverted from the pur-
poses for which they nere grtinted, except for
urnnog and defending the State.

A member from St. John tile Baptist moved to
amend by adding at the lost part of the section a
provise that lands diverted as proposed should
subseqnentl be restoered. Mr. EmInl n opposed
this, saying that a restoration eoutl be made only
by taxing the people. The amlendment was lost,
and the section adopted without alteration. Those
sections of the ordinance adopted singly were thnc
taken up and adopted as a whole.

AboliIollan of the rgisalnture.

re. Cantnon, of Avoyelles, offered the fo Ilowing
resolutiot

Reso!ed., That we, tlhe duly authiorized Dele-
gaoes in Convention assembled, do abolish tile
legislative body known as the General Assembly
of Louisiana.

In support of this resolution, Ar,. C. made a
speech which commanded the largest attention of
his bearers, and some partsnof which excited not
a little nirth. He proposed to abolish the Legisla-
ture for various reasons. One reason was, that
there was no use for a Legislature when this supe-
rior body, the Convention, was in existence; an-
other, that the State could not support two such
bodies at once; another, that members of the
Legislature had dogged and persecuted the Con-
vention like a lot of vampires and bloodsuckers;
and another reason, that the President of this Con-
vention had given them permission to come within
the bar, and that they had taklien advautage of thin
to come rushing and clambering in and over the
members like a pack of wild beasts. He was de-
cidedly for protection against these vampires, and
wanted to have that Augean stable, tihe Legisla-
ture, cleaned out. Tile gentleman's style and re-
marks at times were so hunnoooros, that it was evi-
dent the resolution was intended as a rebuke to
somebody for pestering the Convention too much.

Mr. Moonre, of St. Martin, complimented his
friend from Avoyelles upon his fine speech, and,
premising that the object of the resolution had al-
ready been attained, moved to lay it on the table.
The motion carried, Mr. Cannon alone voting nay.

Committee on Publec Lands.
In conformity to a resolution passed in the

morning, the President appointed the following
gentlemen to the Standing Committee on Public
Lands: Messrs. Elgee, Swayze, Barrow, Fuaqua,
Elam, Todd and Polk.

Secret Sessron.
The Convention then, on motion,'(lthe hour being

quarter-past 2) went into secret session.
The Convention remained in secret session till

nearly 4 o'clock, when the doors were thrown
open, and the Convention adjourned to meet on
Saturday (this day) at 10 o'clock A. tM.

The proceedings of this session were kept se-
cret, except one thing, and that was to make pub-
lic, as follows, Tuesday's

Proceedlngs In Secret Session.

Commissioners from other States: Messrs. Moore,
Conner of Concordia, and Roman.

Mr. Herron moved that the ordinance on com-
merce, revenues and navigation, be postponed till
Wednesday, and be made the special order that
day, and that it be printed. Lost.

PM1. Eige moved that the ordinance reported
by Mr. Semmes, Chairman of the Committee on
Commerce, etc., be taken up section by section.
It was s follows:

iBe it ordained, That all Federal officers in the
civil service of the United States, and the laws of
the United States relating to said Federal officers
and their duties and compensations within the
State of Louisiana, in office and in force at the time
of the passing oi the Ordinance of Secession, and

not incompatihle therewith, are hereby adopted
and continued in office and in force, as officers and
law• •rf tile State. Adopted.
[De t Jirtter osrdained, That the revenue, eno,

lection and navi'_ation laws of the United States
io far ats lhe may be applicable, be and they are
hereby adoplted as loaw of tthn State, saving that
Sr, dl~ties shall be collected on imports from the

States forming the late Federal Union, known as s
the United States of America, or the Territories I
thereof, nor upon the tonnage of vessels owned in t
whole or in part Iy lte citizens of said States andTerritories. Ad.-p'rd.

B1 5 i lt 1trt'er ordaomed, That the President of
this I:onventito i hereby authorized to require ofall Federal Orieors afor-=aid in the parinh of
Orleans, the immediate recognition by them of the
.1le and exclusive authority of the State of Lnois-

i na, and to lramistetr to them the oath of office ;
ano in case of refnual, to demand and take poses -
sion of all the property, money and effects. papers I
a nil documents held by them in their official capac-
ity; and the like authority is hereby conferred on
ti (Governor, as to all Federal Officers aforesaid t

Letter froen Texas.

Special to the New Or:eans irescent .

Mr. .Bilor-The "joint resolution concerning

the Convention of the people of Texas, called in
pursuance of the Bill of Rights," passed the House
of Representatives, on yesterday, by a vote of
yeas 6i3, nays 13, and will immediately be con-
curred in, by about a proportionate majority,by
the Senate,on Monday, 29th inst., (to-morrow) and
thus legalized by the Legislature of the State.
This is the day for tihe meeting of the Convention,
and the House of Representatives have tendered to
that body the use of their hall, from and after 2
o'clock P. M., of each and every day, during the
sittings thereof, together with its adjunets and con.
veniencies, (stationery, fuel, etc., etc.) thus mak-
ing them at home iestoloter.

I think that two-thirds of the Delegates to the
Convention are now in the city, and there is no
doubt that I shall be able to advise you next week
of the passage of an ordinance withdrawing this
Sta-te of Texas from the Federal Union.

There may be a few sporadic cases of "coopera-
tion" or "overt" eats diffused throughout the State,
yet I am satisfied that nine-tenths of its people are
in favor of unqualified and immediate secession.

This witneis. Edward Lenussi, the only one con-
versant with the facts, testified to his seeing FerriI in Ned's oyster saloon, on Front street, near Girofi

street, on the 27th January last, and that said Per-
ris asked him (witness) for a settlement of his
(F.'s) salary, which was done there and then, when
said F. pulled out a knife, and remarked, he would
kill somebody-" that old rascal," suppesed to be
Joed Carnes.

Shortly after this remark, Carnes entered the sa-
loon, and went to the further end of the counter,
eon which he leaned. Witness was on the other
n side, and opposite Carnes, Ferris at the other end.d Witness told Carnmes, in a subdued tone, that some-

thing was wrong with Ferris, to which Carnea said.
"No; don't mind him." Then Ferris, without lt-
tering a word, rushed towards Carnes, caught him
and plunged the knife into him across the counter,
causing his death.

Upon this testimony, in detail, the jury found a
verdict of willful murder against John Ferris. Fer-
ris is in prison, awaiting tihe course of the law.
