The Southern Congress will meet in Montgomery,
Alabama, to-day. Six States will be represented-
South Carolina, Florida, Mississippi, Alabama,
leorgiaand Louislana--and Tcxasmwill unoquestion-

ably have a delegation there in ten days. Arkan-

as will be on hand in short order; and the time is

very near when every slave Slate will be properly
represented by delegates, with the exception, per-
aps, of Maryland and Delaware. As Delaware has It

no direct interest in slavery, and as her predilec- a

ions tend Northward, nothhbig is to be expected

from hier, nor would she be of any special value to

the great Southern combination now formed, and

in process of formation. As for Maryland,we can-
not resist the conviction that she will, sooner or

later, link her destinies with her Southern sisters.

She may be the last to come in, but when she does

come in, she will notbe the least. The " old Mary-
land line" will never separate from Virginia and

the South ; and although she may lag at this mo-
nent, we believe, when she takes herstand, that, as
of yore, she will be first in the onset and last in re-
treat.

The first duty-in fact, the paramount duty of

the Montgomery Congress-will be to form a Pro-

visional Government with the least possible delay.
The moments in these days of revolution and peril,
are of priceless value. We must have a de facto
Government of the States which have seceded as

soon as possible. That de facto Government, we

have good reason to believe, will at once be re-

cognized by France, England, Spain and Itussia;

sad their recognition of our Governmental exist-

ence will he followed by the remainder of the na-

tions of the earth. This will give our new Govern-

ment prestige, power and standing, and will enable

us to enter into such treaties and alliances as may
be most beneficial to as, to say nothing of the tre-

mendousengine of destruction against our Northern
enemies it will place in our hands by bestowing

upon us the undisputed right to issue letters of

marqoe and reprisal, ad libiltum.
Therefore, let the new government be put in

operation as speedily as practicable, and let not an

instant of precious time be lost in sending duly ac-

credited A.mbassadors abroad. When the ruthless
Abolitionists of the North learn that the chances

are ten to one that if, in addition to innumerable

other wanton outrages upon us. they add the

frightful crime of war, there will not be in six

months a Northern merchantman upon any sea un-

der the canopy of Iteaven, they will be apt to

come to their senses, and, no matter how dishonest,
will be very careful not to provoke a contest in

which their ocean supremany will be lost, and if

successful on land will only lead to the lasting de-
struction of their most vital interests.

vention.

read and approved.

Louisiean in enlisting five Ihundred men for four
months, to tale Ic possession and care of the forts
and arsenals within the borders of the State.
Adopted.

A Prniarernt ltili5tary Orgalnlatlon.

Judge Moore, of St. Martin, moved an adjourn-
ment until Monday, in order to give the committee
time to work.

Mr. Semmes. of Orleans, moved that the Conven-
tion go into secret session.

Mr. Taylor, of St. Charles, asked that the mo-
tions for adjournment and secret session be with-
drawn for a moment, as he had an important or-
ditenanre to otTer from the Committee on Military
and Naval Afnkirs. in regard to the permanent or-
ganization of a military force within the State.

Mr. E:tl:in called for the reading of the or-
dinance, antl it was read as fol!ow .:

SEiToN i. Provides thet two reimeOnts hall be
forted, one of n'tillery and one of infantry.

-te. 2. Providsi that for the regimenot of cr-
tillery there shall be one colonel: one licel.
tenant-colonel: two majors, one of whom shall
be chief of ordnance; one sergseant-nmajor; and
eight companies. Eachl company to consist of one
captain; two 1st lieutenants; one 2d lientenantt
fonur sergeantst; four corporals; four artificers
two musicians, and eighty-six privates. For
the regiment of infantry there shall be one
colonel; one lieutenant-eolonel; one major: one
sergeent-nlajor: and eight companies. Each com-
pany to consist of one captain; one 1st lieutenant:
two 2d lieutenants: four sergeants; four corpor-
als; two musicians, and ninety privates. Each
regiment shall have one adjutant, to be appointed
from tile subordinates.

Sec'. 3. There shall be one major-general, who
shall rank next to the commander-in-chief, and he
shall lave two aids-do-camp with the rank of first
lieutenant,a nd who shall he attached as extra uhb-
alterns to the regiment of the line. There slhli be
one adjutant and inspector-general with tie rank
of colonel ; one assistant adjutant-general with the
rank of captain ; one quartermaster-general with
the rank of colonel; three assistant quartermaster-
generals with the rank of captain. The duties of
subsistence and pay shall be performed by the
quarterlstertr's dipartment. There sllhall be one
surgeon with the rank of majort and three assistantsuroeons with the rank of filrt lieatenant. There
shall be two military tore-keepelrs , and twelve
enlisted mien of COlli•nce;l

Secret Sesslon.
Mr. Semmes' motion to go into secret session,

was then brought up and carried.
At ten minutes to 3 o'clock the doors were again

When Mr. Miles, of Orleans, offered the follow-
ing resolutions:

Defining the Dstlres of Delegates.
Resolved, That in the election of Jno. Perkins,

Alexander, Declouet, Chas. M. Conrad, Duncan F.
Kenner and Henry Marshall, delegates to the
Montgomery Convention, it was the object and
purpose of this Convention to invest said delegates
with authority " to aid in the formation of a Pro-
visional Government on the basis of the Constitu-
tion of the United States, and then proceed forth-
with to consider and propose a Constitution and
plan forn permanent Government.

lestlaned, That said delegates are not authorized
to act as Senators or members of Congress under
the provisional or permanent Government created
by them, or to countitnte themselves in any man-
ner a portion of tile legislative authority under said
Provisional Government.

MIr. Estlin, of Orleans, made a motion that the
resolutions be laid on the table, but he did not
press it.

Mr. Texada, of Rapides, moved that the resolu-
tions be made the order of the day for 12 o'clock
on Wednesday. Adopted.

The Convention then adjourned until 10 o'clock
on Monday.

Proc.eedtngs Ino Secret Session.
At the close of thel secret session above men-

tioned, .the proceedings were ordered to be made
public. They were as follows:

Upon the doors belng closed, Mr. Elgee, of
Rapides, offered the following ordinance regarding

The Oath of Allegiance.
1. That all oeic.es of this State he e forthwith re-

gnired to take the oath of :allegiance, and to trane-
mit the same to the ;overnor of the State, whose
duty it shaP b• to :callie tle same to be filed and
duly recorded in the olice of the Secretary of
Stlate.

2. That should any officer of this State neglect
or refuse to take the oatih of allegiance, and to
transmit the evidence of the same, as required by
the preceding article, witlhin thirty days from tile
promulgation of this ordinance, his office shall be
deelared vacant.

3. That in tite event of suchi vacancies by failure
or refusal to take tile oath of allegiance as afore-
said, the Governor of this State shall have nu-
Ihority to fill such vacancy upon nomination to the
Senate, and witht their advice and consent.

Mr. Girard offered the following additional sec-
tion, which was agreed to:

" That tlhe Governor be requested to transmit
new comrntisions to each of the officers who shall

sae taken the oath of office required by this or-
dn aice."'

Said ordinance was then referred to the Com-
mittee on Judiciary with instructions to report in
open session.

Whereas, thie State of Louisiana nhas taken under
its control the funds depo-ited in tile late Sub-
Treasury of the United States at Sew Orleans, but
considers it just that certain drafts drawn againstr
the same shouldo be paid.

Therefore, be it ordfieo rdt by the people of Ithe
State of Lorosianao in Coroetoion assertbled, 'That
the State delository of said funds be, and he is
hereby authorized to p0ay all drafts drawn in tie le-
gitiomate course of diloursement by the disbursing
otficers of the LUnited States, on the funds hereto-
fore deposited in thie Sutb-treasury of thie United
States arot New Orleans, to the credit of said officers
respectively. Provided, that no draft shall be pail
except out of the balance standing to the credit ol
the oflicer drawing tie sarmo ; and provided, fur-
ther, that the aggregate amount of drafts hereby
authorizer d to be paid shall not exceed the sum of$f3thi,5lo2 0.

The ordinance was taken up section by section,
ldebated and adopted without amendment, though
amendments were proposed.

On motion, the doors were then opened, and the
public business proceeded with.

ConreErcTtOs.-tn our report of Friday's pro-
ceedilgs, we stated that the amendment to tihe
Constitution refusing the right of suffrage to sol-
diers, seamen and marines, as well as paupers and
persons under interdiction, was adopted with that
part relative to soldiers and sailors stricken
out. This was a miotake. There was a long de-
bate on the proposition to strike out; bat the sec-
tien, unchanged, was laid over Enubject to call.

Ito the same repoot, we stlrted that an amendment
to or moeasure by Mr. Walker was rejected, and one
by Mor. tlcrrool adopted in its place. iMr. W.'s
amondmenr t n-was not rejected; he accepted Mr.
iterrollr'o amendment as a substitute.

The followine are the eloquent and impressive ti
remarks of the ITon, John Perkins, of Madison ti
parish, in the State Convention, on the occasion of d
calling up the Ordinance of Secession to put it h
upon its passage: e

Mr. President, I believe the hour has arrived a
when it becomes my duty, by general consent, to
call fran the table tihe special order of the I
day. Tilere are periods, sir, in the history of
States, as of men, when the sense of a great duty g
to be discharged invests even tihe most ordinary p
acts with an unusual solemnity. The preset
moment I regard as one of these periods in the
history of our State, as well as in the experience a
of the members of this Convention, and it is t
therefore with a deep and earnest prayer for wis-
dom and courage to guide us in our deliberations
that I now aski tile Convention to take up and pass
the Ordinance for the Secession of the State of
Louisiana from the union of the States known as
" The United States of America," and that we may f
he strictly in order, I move that the Ordinance
be again read, with the resolution recommended
to be passed at the same time.

(Here the Ordinance and resolution were read.)
Mr. President, with the hope of inducing har-

mony of action, and witi the view to elevate, as
far as possible, the subject and the occasion to the
height of the great interests involved, it has been
determined by tihe advocates of tiis measure to
forbear all discussion. We give all the time the a
rule ad:,pted will p-rmit to tile members of the
minority. They can discuss it fully.

The tlrm of the Ortlinance is tihe result of the
matured counsel of difn'rent minds. Its linguage
is s pln P;! its pllrpose i el,'ar r: nod, as I believe it
to be, the expre.'soion of the least and the trili of
the pe eof Louisiana. I hotld it up before the
members of this Cutventi,s aths b ,ing itself, read
in tile lillt t of exitilg events, te test advocate
of it;s own ,assait.e I a n daedtcil by the friends of
the measure to astlrse those of the Convention who i
yet bheo i'ate o lto hcet -ey imshehall lpursue,that
the sincerity of tiir psttri :isnm it not questioned--
that to a cerlain extent we can even sympathize in
tleir embarrassmlent. Time and events move on t
in spite of the will of tan, and many of those who
now most strongly advocate immediate secession,
have only reached that conehl ion, after having
been forced to modify tihe convictions and the ex-
pressions of one day, by the rapidly occurring and
startling events of the next.

I trust, therefore, Mr. President, as the majority
thus do in advance fill justice to the motives of the
minority, that in whatever shall be said shere to-
day, that minority will do equal justice to the posi-
tatns and opinions of the majority. And especially
do I beg thatin whatever is said in tile ieat of dis-
cussion, great care be taken that neither history,
nor those at a distance, cotlotporary with us, be
lead to confound a slight differenco i of opinon upon
a mert matter of form, with a radical division of
sentiment on the great question now at issue be-
tween the Northl and the South.

nad gentlemen guests enjoying themselves in the tl
dleasantest and happiest manner till daylight yes-

erday morning.
But some outside rowdies, principally youths and aI

ittle cubs, who ought to have been spanked and ai
ent home, made themselves disagreeable by g

tanding in the street around the entrance of the
all, watching and making remarks about ladies as a
hey got out of the carriages, and obstructing their S
sotrance to the hall in such a manner as to render
dheir passage through the crowd difficult and disa-
treeable in the extreme. Some ladies who arrived
n mask complained to the managers not only of
his, but of coarse and insulting language uttered P
roan the crown at their expense.

The foreman of the company, Mr. J. Fred. Gra-
ber, being one of the managers of the ball, hear-

ng of this, went outside and politely requested
the crowd to keep the passage clear for the ladies,
and got officer Patterson, of the Camp street beat,
to stand in front o the entrance, to keep the young t
rowdies from crowding the visitors. Subsequently, r
Foreman Gruber went out, and, in his capacity of

manager, assisted several parties of ladies in alight-
ing froon their carriages. At last a party of ladies
in makt arrived ; when he helped them and their i
gentleman conmpanion out of their carriage, the
crowd aforesaid closed around, leaving no passage d

clear for them. (Gruber then told them that they
moust stand back; and forcing himself through the

crowd, parted thiem right and left with his arms.
As he did this, hbe was struck on the back of his

head with the barrel of a pistol ; the blow stunned

and staggered him, and as he reeled, he was shot t
at; the bullet missed him, but it went through the I1
left knee of Officer Patterson, who at the moment f
was on the other side of Gruber. Patterson ex-
claimed that he was wounded; Officer Coste, who
had just arrived, and others, secured the man who
did the shooting, one Tom Wall, and trotted him
across Lafayette Square to the lock-up, whilst Gru-
her and others took charge of Patterson and sent
him to Charity Hospital. The crowd of rowdies
then kept aloof, and Gruber returned to his duties
as one of the managers of the ball. All this hap-
pened at about 9 o'clock, just as the ball was
opening.

At about 12 o'clock Lieut. Boylan went to the
ball and arrested Gruber, the rowdy Wall having
owned to the shooting, but declared that ihe did it I
in self-defense, Gruber having disturbed the peace
and committed an assault and battery upon him.
Grolber was locked up, but almost immediately re-
leased on bail by order of Recorder Emerson, who
was visited and acquainted with the facts of the
ca=e.

time found himself quartered at Fort Ouachita, in
Arkansas. Things were very quiet and dull and
dreary about that famous fort-famous for noth- s
ing. His chivalric heart was growing torpid from
want of action and adventure. He paraphrased i
an old song and sang to himself-

,Now il.'t it a pity •ch a older brave sl,
Should ang armond a silent fort to pine away and dies' C

And he kept singing this song silently to himself t
until he heard the delightful news that the Southern r
States in general, and Louisiana in particular, had
seceded and were seceding from the Union, and
taking possession of all the Federal property with-
in their limits. Then he boldly asked leave of ab-
sence from the fort for two days; and what be
asked for he obtained. Soon afterward, feeling
himself in a state of secession, he considered him-
self a seceding State, and levied on all Federal
property within his reach. Though stealing was
not his forte, he considered that stealing horses
from his late fort was honorable and patriotic, in
view of Southern secession and the dissolution of
the Union. So he mode his leave of absence per-
petual bysecuring two of Uncle Sam's horses,
mounting one, and getting another scallawag of a
deserter to mount the other, and travel for the
South.

The two rascals, arriving at Shreveport, could
have sold the horses and come to New Orleanswith
a " pocket-full of rocks;" but Weisburn fancied
that if they came to New Orleans with the horses,
their feat of robbery and escape upon and from
Uncle Sam would be recognized as a high act of
patriotism, entitling them to reward and compli-
ment, if not high honor, in the independent State
of Louisiana.

Weisburn reached the city with the two horses,
his fellow-robber having got scared, very sensibly,
and sloped from the boat at Baton Rouge. When
Weisburn landed hero, (as we have said) he hunted
up the Mayor to tell his tale and receive the reward
of his patriotic services in behalf of the South.
[The horses, branded U. S., being held by the
steamboat captain for a bill of $48, traveling ex-
penses.] Mayor Monroe, after hearing the story,
told Mtr. Weisburn that secession and stealing, and
devotion and desertion,were so widely different that
he would have to lock him up, as a man not at all
fit for recognition in the South-in other words, as
a deserter (in war times shot) and a horse-thief (at
all times in border counties hung.)

A HEAVY SWI'CLE.

tAffant further states that he believes that Har-

ris, Keys and Finley are the chief owners of the,
said gambling establishment. and the parties prin-
cipally interested therein. Afsfant further states
that on Monday, the 28th of January, 18m1, ale t'
11 o'clock A. H., your afflant was inveglged info
the said gaming or banking house aforesaid, kept
by the parties aforesaid at the place aforesaid,
one Anderson, or an individual calling himsellf
that name, whom afiant bdelieves to be a confede-
rate of the said Harris, Finley and Keys and in eel-
lusion with them. That at the time affiant was ina
veigled into the gambling house, he was ine sotate
of intoxication and under the influence of liquor.
That while so intoxicated be was induced to play
at a game of hazard, to-wit : a game called faro,
and was swindled and cheated out of a large sut
of money, in all about twenty-two hundred dollars.
That be lost this sum by collusion between the
parties aforesaid, who took advsntage of his i•lax-
ication to defraud, swindle and cheat ffialnt out of
the some.

In defanltof $1e00 bail to appearfor examinstion
on the 14th inst., Keys was sent to prison. Hrris
and Finley succeeded in escaping. It is stated tihut
fourth party named Anderson had a hand in the
swindle he falling in with Mr. Baird and getting
into his confidence at one of the hotels, and, ndsr
the pretence of taking him round to the St. Jamer
Hotel to see about buying some negroes, managing
to get him into the gambling saloon close by the
hotel.

At 9 o'clock on Saturday night, one J. Wr Emer-
son was arrested by Chief HcClelland and liaeu
Boylan. as the person who had called himcetf dn-
derson, one of the parties above-named.
