Letter from iostonl.

The followingis an extractfrom a letter received
by a gentlemen of this city from a friend in Bos-
ton. The change of publicsentiment, of which he
speaks, unfortunately comes too late :

Bioecs , i.n. 14, lar,,
MIy )ear - : You don't know what gratilica-

tionyrar ii t ter in reply to line, , just prior to
the late aunfortunnate eleclion, gave nle and my
frienlds, to maeny of whom I read it before, and
many more afhre the election. And I cannotlonger
withhold an invitation for you to repeal, at your
first leisure. The crisis is now more portentous--
the anxiety more intense-the apprehension more
fearful. Your more than prophecy was so exact
in fulfillment, so far as the voting and its results
were concerned, that we fear your speculations,
all, are ti he too sadly realized. But we are anx-
lolls to harve your new views from the stand-point,
lwhere the progress of events, up to the time you
get tlhis, shartll hae left you.

We ihave read Seward's speech. Although it is
a conesiderable backward stride, for him, from that
of the " irrepressible conflict " notoriety, it is not
quite what we could have wished Ilis principal-
Abrahalrm-hadt authorized. Nor is it, we fear, all
that is needed, even if anything now would be sea-
sonable for our united salvation.

You may be sure that a very decided change has
occurred lere since tle election; and, ltoda, Lin-
colin could not get tile vote of Massachusetts.
Still, it will be difficult to make the mass of our
people feel tile necessity and propriety of letting
other people's affairs alone, and yielding to them
all the rights guaranteed to them. I am satisfied
that Sewardas vivid pictures of the blessings of
Union will tend further to remove the blindness
from Rlepublican eyes hereabouts ; for the reason
that it comes authoritatively, in the first place, and
that will secure it a general perusal, and then its
calmness will commend it as an assuager to their
wounded pride.

Our city, perhaps you may have seen, has been
fully revolutionized since the national election, by
a complete turning over to Union men-that is,
Democrats and IBelI and Everettmen. John Brown
meetings could not now be held here.
Our clergy, however, are, many of them, still

rampant--especially on " Fast Days."
We have a large lahoring population dependent

upon the success of our commerce, foreign and
coasting, and especially puupon our manufacturing.
They nmust, ere long, feel pretty seriously, tie elf
fects of the present distress, even if nothing worse
comes to us.

Will Louisianas secede ? It looks so to us here,
for we see that even your citygives a majority for
that course! What constitutes that rajority? Is
it your merchants and commercial men ? Are your
substantial citizens really in favor of a Southern
Confederacy?

We don't want to part. We dcn't blame you-
we Soutllern Yankees--for hating our section. We
acknowledge your abundant reason for complaint
agaiint us, and we don't suppose you could ever
bring our pharisaical, self-righteous community to
a sense of their wrong-doing, and, get them to ac-
knowledge your equality with them, except by
some such course as tie South seems now most
likely to pursue. And if you do go, do you not
suppose you will come into fraternity with us
again, after we have seen, sufficiently, the effect of
our tolly ?

The l'reas Stnte Conventlon.

SFrom the Correpodet of the malvemton , New. Extra.1
AUSTri, Tuesday, Jan. 29, 1161.-The Delegates

to the Convention assembled yesterday in the Rep-
resentative Hall, about 3 P. M., and on motion,
Col. Retell, of Leon county, was elected temporary
presiding officer.

On motion, a committee of five was appointed
to examine credentials and report at their earliest I
cnnvepience, the delegates duly elected.

On motion, it was then decided to go into the
election of officers. Hon. P. W. Gray, of Harris,
nominated the Hon. O. M. Roberts, of Smith county,
one of the Judges of the Supreme Court of the t
State, for I'resident of the Convention. The nanme
of Judge Ochiltree, of Harrison county, was also
put in nomnination, but Judge Ochiltree rose and
declined the honor. There being no other name
in nomination, it was moved by Mr. Dennis, of
Wharton, that the election of Judge IRoberta he
declared by acclamation, which was done amidst
general demonstrations of appla•se. A committee
was appointed to wait upon the President elect and
conduct him to the chair. As he entered the Hall
with the committee, he was greeted with applause,
which continued till he arrived at the speaker's
chair, when he turned, and bowing to the assem-
bled delegates, said-" I bow to the sovereignty of
my State-I recognize the great truth that all poli-
tical power is inherent in the people." Here he
was interrupted by loud and continued cheers from
all parts of tihe hall. The address of the President
was brief but appropriate and happily expressed.

It was then moved to have a recess for the pur-
pose of hearing an address from the Rev. Dr. Car-
ter, who had been invited by many of the dele-
gates and citizens to address the Convention and
people generally on this evening. Mr. Carter be-
ing introduced to the Convention by Mr. Taylor,
Speaker of the House, delivered one of the ablest,
most eloquent and most effective speeches it has
ever been mny pleasure to listen to. He held the
vast audience spell-bound by his varied powers of
argument and humorous anecdote, for about one
and a half hours, or from a quarter to 10 till a
quarter past 11, during all which time there were
continued bursts of applause, such as I do not re-
collect ever to have heard before. It would be
utterly in vain for me, even if I had time, to at-
tempt to convey any adequate conception of the
convincing arguments and happy illustrations that
pervaded the address from beginning to end.

After the address, the Convention continued its
organization by the election of Mr. Johnson as
door-keeper, and Mr. Randal as assistant door-
keeper, and the appointment of two messengers
by the President.

Pending a resolution for a committee to be com
posed of one from each Judicial District, to be ap-
pointed by the President, the Convention adjourned
to 2 P. M., to-morrow, the resolution being post-
poned for further consideration. The duty of the
proposed committee was stated to be to prepare
an Ordinance of Secession. I do not, however,
expect any definite action will be taken on this
paramount business of the Convention, till WVed-
nesday, and it may be delayed still longer in con-

esequence of somne dillerence of opinion, as to
whether the action shall be final or referred back
to the people, and in cave it is referred, whether
the presentConvention shalladjourn to a fixed day
to receive and act upon the result of the popultar
t vote, or whether an election of another Convention

,t shall be ordered. There appears to be some differ-
ence of opinion on these and other important mat-

,f ters
Upon examination, I find that of the 77 Repre-

sentative Districts of the State, 69 are now repre-
sented by members in the Convention, embracing
nearly all the organized counties of the State. Of
the 10e delegates, the full number authorized on
Sthe basis adopted to constitute the Convention. 154
are now in attendance, and five more are hourly
y expected.
Sam not able now to state the exact number of

those delegates that have been elected as coIepera-
tioniats, or in opposition to immediateandseparate
State secession. But I cannot hear of more than
fifteen or twenty such, and as it ig now an undisputed
fact that there is not, and is not likely to be, a sin-
gle State with which we can cooperate " in the
Union." it is obvious that the sponer we get out of
the Union the sooner we shall he able to coboperate
r- with the other seceded States. Under these cir-

e cumstancnes there is reason to hope tlhat a large
d portion of those elected as cooperationists will join

in the measure of immediate secession, and enable
d the Convention to act as a nearly united and lhar-
f nonioe s brdey.

Tile Convention is probably the most intelligent
in andl inmposing assemblage that has ever cnened

ill this State, as it certainly is the largest ever as-
sembled in the hall of tihe capitol. It is conlposned
of men who come fresh from the body of the pee.
Sple, by the spontaneous movcment of the people
themselves, and in spite of opposition from our
SGovernor and all tile obsltacles he has been able to
e, thlrow in tile way. But few of these delegates

d Inove ever been prominent as political leaders, or
have ever partictipated in party politics at all, fur-

Sther than to exercise the privilege of the elective
franchise. The occasion has been believed to be
far above all party or ordinary political contests,
and men have been invariably selected of the most

p undoubted integrity, patriotism, moderat:on and
a ability-men who have no political or personal
to ends to subserve or party biases to gratify, They

have been selected as enjoying the highest confi-
Sdence of tile people in their respective counties,

and expressly for the purlpose of dissolving tihe
connection of this State with the balance of the
eConfederacy. Tile very appearance of this august
assemblageois a guarantee that they are worthy of
the high trust lthant has leen reposed in tiem, and
eythat the sovereignty of the people of Texas has
been safely commnited to their keeping.

I feel well assured that they will discharge their
r responsible duties with moderation and all proper
regard to law and order; but at the same time
witll firmness and fearlessness that cannot be over-
awed or intimidated by threats of opplosition.
i They will not return to their constituents till they

ave placed Texa-s beyond the power if a llacki-a Re+ebliaen Goveernlme-nt, and declared us once

emore an il:depleundent nation.

It is, however, our happi-
ness to know that in canvassing the sum of the po-
litical grievances of which we have complained, we
find no contribution made to it by brethren of our
own household. Our Church in the non-slavehold-
ing States, as everywhere, has been loyal to the
Constitution and the laws. BIer sound conservative
teaching and her well ordered organization have
held her steadily to lier proper work, and she has
confined herself simply to preaching and teaching
the Gospel of Christ. Surrounded by a strong
pressure on every nide, she has successfully resisted
its power. and hlas refused to lend the aid of hier
conventions, her pulpits and her pressestn tthe rad-
inal and unso,'riptoral propagaudism which has so
drigreaded Christianity, and plunged our country
into its unohappy ronlition.

In withdrawing ourselves, therefore, front all
po!i:ical eonnection witl the Union to which our
brostieen belong, we do so withl hearts filled wiih
sorrow at tile prospect of its forcing a termination
of or eccletsiastical connection witlh them also,
and that we shall be separated from those, whose
intelligence, lptriotism, Christian integrity and
piety. we have long known, andi for whom we en-
tertain sincere respect and allection. Unfor-
tunately, the clase they represent wes numerically
too snall to control their section. They have been
overblorne and silenced, and a different description
of mind and character is in tie ascendant. The
principles and lurposes of this party have Iong
been the subject of careful observation by the
people of the Southern States, and they have
watched its rise and progress with anxious solici-
tude. They thought they saw in it the seeds of
all the evil from which our country is now sutler-
ing, and have not failed to employ all the resources
at their command to avert it. Their effbrts have
been fruitless, and they have seen no way of escape
from the consequences to tlemselves and their
posterity other than tlat they have taken. Of the
Justice of our cause we have no doubt. Of the
wisdom of the measures we lave adopted to main-
tain it, we may judge from the character of tile
men who are engaged in supporting them. With
here and there an oxception, they represent the
intelligence, the character, and the wealth of the
State. We have taken our stand, we humbly
trust, in the fear of God, and under a sense of the
duty we owe to mankind.
Our separation from our brethlren of " The Pro-

testant Episcopal Church in the United States" has
been ellected, because we must follow our nation-
ality. Not because tlere has been any ditference
of opinion as to Chlristian D)octrine or Catholic
usage. Upon these points we are still one. With
us, it is a reparation, not divisionu-certainly not
alienation. And there is no reason why, ift' we
should find the union of our I)icesecs under one
National Churchl impracticable, we should cease to
teel for each other the respect and regard with
wiich purity of mann:ters, high principle and a
manly dt:evotiol to truth, never fail to insp)ire. gets
elus mit:Ia,. ODir rel'tiotis tto eartt other herenrftel
will be the relatiions wen both now hold to tile miene
of our Stlotisr Chciteh of i.ngignd.

BuIt i t eLas nt a'rrivedt ir enterit n hClly
into the diso.':ion of thoe qUstions suggested by
tiis ocension, and I have so far remarked upor.
them, becanse some notice of our relations to the
National Clhurchl from which we have seplarated
seemed called for by the event, and becnnue of tlh
necessity that event creates for certain alteration:
in tihe services of our Book of Common Praver.

In pursuance of this- ntecessity, and under the
autliolity of mly oIlice, I nupoint, for the presentI
the following changes,, and request my brethrenoa

the clergy to observe them on all oocaslons of pub-
lic worship :

In the prayer for those in civil authority, for the
words "the President of the United States," use
the words "the Governor of this State."

In the prayer for Congress, for the words, " the
people ot these United S:ates in general, and es-
pecially for their Senate and tepresentatives in
Congress assembled," substitute the words,

their Legislature now in session."

I also appoint the following prayer to be used
during the session of the Cocvletion of this State,
and doring the seesion of the Convention to be
composed of orih other Staten as have withdrawn
from the late Federal Union, and propose to join
Lonisiana in the formation of a separate Govern-
ment.

Jan. 5.--On New Yvar'o day, as is eonsto-
mary, General Count do PGyon pot himself at the
head of the whole body of the French oficers now
in Rome, and led them---a battalion in number--to
pay their renpcrto and offer their good wiehes to
Plaus IX. General Goyon. who is •ldicted to
pomps and ceremonies, profanse of professions, and
a master of that kind of eloquence which conveys
a small amount of meaning in a large number of
words, made a speech to His Holiness, in which
the name of the Emperor of the French was of
very frequent recurrence. In reply, Hds Holinena
spoke highly of France, and of her armieo as do-
fenders of religion, and of his own sacred rights;
He blessed the army in Syria, the army in China,
the army in Rome, and the fleet at Gaeta-which
last, he especially said, was defending caue than
which none could be jester and holier. He
landed the French nation, buhat he made net'the
slightest reference to the Emperor or the Imperial
family. The contrast with the overflowing Impe-
rialism of General Goyon's addres coald not have
been more striking.

Pained, as may e imagined, at thin slight shown
to his sovereign-of whose devotion to the head of
the Church be considers himself to be now the
representative and living emblem-the General re-
plied to the Pope. and said, in substaoce, that all
the good things His Holiness had approved were
doe to the Emperor, whose geuiu mand wiserule
had raised France to Iher precent proud position of
power and greatness, etc., and that he shaud. not
fail to convey the Pope's message to ;.: Imperial
Majesty.
