29. Whep motions are made for the reference of
a subject to a select committee and to a standing
committee,, the question for the reference to a
standing committee shall be first put.

Order of Busines for the Day.--30. As soon
as the journal is read and the names of the mem-
bers called, the President shall ask if there are any
petitions, memorials or resolutions to be presented.
The petitions, memorials and resolutions having
been presented and disposed of, reports, first from
'stapding and then from select committees, shall be
called for; after which the President shall dis-
pose of the messages, communications, resolu-
tinus and ordinances on his table, and then pro-
ceed to call the order of the day, whidh shall

'always be taken up at 12 o'clock M.
31. Th unfinislhed bnsiess in which the Con-

36. A motion to adjourn, and a motion to fix
the day to which the Convention shall adjourn, tl
shall always be in order, except when the yeas re
and nays are being called, and when the ques-
tion has just previously been put and negatived; f
these motions, and the motion to lie on the table, d,
shall be decided without debate. t'

37. No member shall absent himself from the
service of the Convention unless he have leave,
or be unable from sickness to attend.

38. No committee shall have the right to appoint
a clerk without 'the donisent of the Convention v

being first obtained, except the Committee on b
Enrollment. Bt

39. It shall be in order for the Cobmmittee on
Enrollment to report at any time.

40. No committde shall sit during the time the
Conventlon is in session without special leave being
first granted, efedpt the Committee on Enrollment.
R1. All ordinances before the Convention shall

be taken up and acted upon in the order in which
they are numbered, and it shall be the duty of the
Secretary to numibbr every ordinance in its regular
order, upon its first reading.

42. No standing rule or order of the Convention
shall be rescinded or changed without one day's
notice being given of the motion thereof. Nor
shall any rule be suspended, except by a vote of
two-thirds of the'members present. Nor shall the
order of business, as established by the roles of
the Convention, be postponed or changed, except
by a vote of at least two-thirds of the members
present.
43. After a resolution shall have been adopted

by the Convention, it shall bhe engrossed in a fair
hand, and after examination and report by the
Committee on Enrollment, shall be signed by the
President and Secretary.

44. The proceedings of the Convention shall be
entered on the journal as concisely as possible,
care 'being taken to detail a true and accurate
accouint of the proceedings.

45. Every vote of the Convention shall., be en-
tered on the Journal, with a concise statement of
the question; and a brief statement of the con-
tents of each petition, memorial or paper pre.
sented to the Convention, shall be also inserted on
the journal.
468 In case any Secretary, Sergeant-at-Arms, or

Doorkeeper of the Convention fail to perform his
duty, the Secretary shall make a report.thereof to
the Convention without delay.

47. The Secretary shall read the journal daily
from the sheet on which the minutes are written;
and after being so read and corrected, the said
minutes shall be recorded in the journal, and cop-
les in both languages, authenticated by the signas.
ture of the Secretary, shall be prepared for de-
livery at his desk to the printer by 10 o'clock on
the day following that on which it shall have been
read.
48. The Secretary shall be responsible to the

Convention for the accuracy of the journals in
both languages, and for the fidelity and prompt
execution of all work ordered by the Convention;
he shall keep the bill book in his own handwriting;
be shall endorse all bills, Joint resolutions, and all
documents.proper to be endorsed; he shall keep in
his charge all bills and documents in the custody
of the Convention, and keep them in proper order.

49. The Sergeant-atArms shall hold his office
during the pleasure of the Convention. It shall be
his duty to attend the Convention during its sitting,
to have the elarge of the chamber of the Conven-
tion, and the committee rooms and offices belong.
ing thereto, to keep the same in order, and ex.e-
cute the commends of the Convention from time to
time, togetherswith all such process, issued by au-
thority thereof; as shall be directed to him by the
President.
a0. The Secretary or Assistant Secretary shall

rise and remain standing whilst reading any docu-
ment to the Convention.
51. The Assistant Secretary of the Convention

shall, in the event of the absence, resignation or
death of the Secretary, take charge of and attend
to all the duties of his office until his successor
shallbe elected. It shall also be his duty to write
wilth his ow hband the English part of the journal
ofbthe Convention, when not acting as Secretary.
