ABOLITION .LAItrI.

The news comes from Washington that General
Scott and the Old Public Functionary are fright-
ened at the prospect of an armed invasion of the
capital, and are concentrating troops and muni-
tions of war there to repel the bloody Virginians
and Marylanders. All sorts of rumors are float,
one of which is that Gov. Wise is secreted in the
woods opposite Washington, on the Virginia side
of the Potomac, backed by ten thousand tree and
trusty followers, armed to the teeth, and waiting
for Old Abe to make his appearance. Another
rumor is that Gen. Scott is to be assassinated, th•t
the artillery horses in Washington are to be
poisoned, that the Capital is to be seized, and a
general revolution to be made by force of aurms.

The credence which is given to such absurd and
ridiculous reports as these is one of the best illus-
trations of Abolition timidity and pusillanimity.
Gov. Wise, instead of dodging about the woods, is
quietly at home in Lower Virginia, attending to
his business. Gen. Scott is in no more danger of
assassination than he ever was, and the Capital is
to be seized only by those who propose an " irre-
pressible conflict" between the two sections, for
the subjugation of the South instead of the North.

The Northern people do not begin to understand
the nature of the Southern movement, else they
would notbe so frightened from their propriety by
such improbable and fanciful reports. They must
understand that the South has never yet proposed
a forcible disruption of the Union, and has never
contemplated a resort to arms unless for self-pro-
tection and defense. The States which formerly
agreed to enter the Federal Union did so with the
implied agreement-and some of them, Virginia
for instance, with the expressed agreement-that
they could come outof the Union just as they went
into it, whenever the Union failed to accomplish
the purposes for which it was instituted. Thiat
time, in the opinion of tile seceding States, has
arrived; and the States have accordingly with-
drawn from the partnership, and resumed their
delegated powers. This is all. There never was a
more mistaken idea than that disunion necessarily
means civil war. It means war only if coercion
should be attempted as to the seceding States.

The groundless fears of the Abolitionists that the
Administration of Lincoln is to be prevented from
exercising its functions may, therefore, just as well
be dismissed. Lincoln will be President, and he
will be President over all the Slates that choose to
remain in the Union and submit to his rule. The
dignity of the Southern cause would be immeasur-
ably injured by forcible resistance to his being tihe
President of the States that elected him. And there
is no more reason for war to ensue from the South.
ern secession, than there would be for two part-
ners in busines to fight because one of them thought
proper to draw out and go into business on his own
account.

The services which Gen. Scott has rendered the
country forbid us to speak of him in any but re-
spectful terms, but we cannot forbear saying that
it is ridiculous to be making all this martial pomp
and display in the absence of any provocation, or
any evidence, other than unsubstantial rumor, that
a foray upon the Federal Capital is in contempla-
tion. If Gen. Scott is wise, he will immediately
break up his military camp in Washington and dis-
perse his troops. The Southern canse is one of
defense-not of aggression.

FRANCE AND THE SOUTH.

Among the thousand other falsehoods about the
South that the Black Republican papers are con-
stantly publishing, there was one the other day in
the columns of the New York Commercial Adver-
tiser, that the Commissioners sent to France by
South Carolina had met with a cold and unwelcome
reception, and that iM. Thouvenel, the Minister of
Foreign Affairs, had "refused all encouragement
to the Carolinians in their treasonable projects."
The Courrierdes Elas nais in New York, a French
paper, corrects the statement of the Commercial
Advertiser, and says the South Carolina Commis-
sioners were received with great courtesy and re-
spect, but that no engagement or understanding
was had with them, as perhaps was proper under
the circumstances. The following is a translation
of the Coorrier's explanation of the interview with
h. Thouvenel:

They (the Commissioners) had not, and could
not have, any mission to " encouragement " from
the French CGovernment. Their dutiry was limited
to instructing the Cabinet of the Toilleries of' tie
resolution taken by South Carolina, and to find ouit,
in a general way, whether the future Southern Re-
public might hope to be eventually recognized.
Tile interriew was, consequently, ot a purely

preparatory and explaonatory chlrarotcr. There
was no question at all concerning the facts prelimi-nary to the naccomplishment of seces•ion, but oely
asto what might be looked for incase it should be-
come an irrevocable act, an necomplished fact.
,f. Thouvenel several times expressed the hope
that the existing events wnre nrot accomplished
beyond recall, and that the Union might yet be
reestablished. The Commissioners declared that
the object of their mission was txpressly to dissi-
pate this illusion and to inform Eropean oovern-
menLts concerning the intentions derinitely deter-
mined on by the State. To this declarationl he rhat-
urally replied by tihe expresrsirnr of the riseero
regret felt by France at ti rupturei of tihe Anerri-
can Confederation, and by assurances of good will
and sympathy for all its nmemers, whattver
might be tile position in which circuolstances mightrespectlively place thoem.

TALIC ON 'CHnlNGE.

The usual activity and liveliness observable on
the flags of Carondelet were wanting yesterday.
The almost dead-lock in exchange lovcements
hangs incubus-like over all mlovements. True, tie
interval in sales is availed of to clear ofi, ship all
previous purchases of cotton. There is more or
less talk in this way, "What makes exchange rule
so low? What cannser the very limited demand for
sterling bills?" The very large increase of ex-
ports of domestic produce from Northern ports for
the months of October, November and December,
appear to have been overlooked in tie general
talk. These exports, say of breadstull; alone, foot
up forly millions of dollars from the ports of New
York, Boston and Philladelphia. From Portland,
Maine, a large screw-propeller ll.a departed weekly
for Liverpool. Let us refer to figures in regard to
only one port. Tile exports of domestic produce
from New York for foreign countries for the thlrce
months, ending thile 31st I)ecember last, were $•1,-
940,985. The exports for the corresponding time
in 1859 were $16,46d3,516. Ilere is a large excess
to be paid for. Fronm Philadelphia, Boston, Balti-
more and Portland, the excess of exportations this
season over last of breadstuflf, is in tile same ratio.
The decline in importations of foreign merchandise
for the year 1860, at the port of New York alone,
was $7,000,000. In round figulres we mIl) say that
Great Britain, or through tile financial manchinery
in London, fifty millions of dollars have to be
covered in some way in favor of tile hUaited States
over and above for the same period of time last
year. To these assumpltions can lhe added a great
decline in the orders forwarded to, Europie for gen-
eral merchandise for the spring irade, now at
hand, particularly dry goods. In the meantime.
inquiry is made, "When will exchinige implrove ? "
Rather a hard question to answer ; even our valued
financier, (:en. Boots, of Camp street, could not
elucidate the question. Then tile iamtuiry is made,
"What will he the consequences of further calls on
the Bank of England for coin ? "

There wan great nativity on tile landingc ye ,,r-
day. It is a good time for the nmriers of the a il
of Snarling, Croaking & ICo. to visit the grild
levee, going to the line of .Jelletrslt pal ish, taling
departure from thence to thae lower lmits of thie
city adjoining the par-ith of St. Bernard. If that
would be too tcaious, we scltrt that tlhey start
from about the Orleans C(ttnm Press. and prolcecd
on tile levee to about the Lrve Slamte ('atlettl
Press. It will be worthy the attention of ail tran-
sient visitors to take this lprlmlenad or walk to-
day, believing that the wealthr will be as yesler-
day. If there are any doubtful Northerners in our
midst regarding the gigantic trade and commerce
of New Orleans, they will be relieved on follow.
ing our suggestions; they will probably return to
the North nmuch wiser and highly improved in re-
gard to the ability and resoulrces of the Crescent
City. Our marine register denotes numerous ar-
rivals from the great West. Argaires of the great-
eat value are almost hourly arriving.

On the flags of Peydras, 'tlro'upitoulas, New
Levee, Front and other treetsa, an immense busi.

ness is going on. Hard times have been driven off
these flags. Flouor, bacon, pork, lard, corn, wheat,
etc., have sent hard times to coventry. Added
to this, eagles and double eagles are flying about,
jingling away in a manner that will satisfy the
most obtuse of tile great future of New Orleans
under our Southern Confederacy.

There was some talk about the Peace Congress.
If any of the frequenters of our flags believe in
' bosh," they may have hopes of the so-called
Peace Convention now in session at Washington.

We are favored with splendid weather for the
preparing of the ground for the crops of 1861. We
urge on our planters to plant largely of corn, po-
tatoes, asvcll s all esculents. Do)n't think it is
too small a business to devote a few acres out of a
hundred to other purposes besides cotton and
sugar. As we have talked our way down to the
great sugar depot, we have to remark that we
found the saccharine in active request and the
gimlet rangers in the highest humoer. Thle demand
for sugar and molasses for the Black Republican
States continues unabated. Sugar is bought for
the Chicago market, with a good demand for other
Northern markets.

The weekly coffee circular will be found in the
usual place. Nearly one-fifth of the sales for the
week brought lIe., and the balance, 8,195 bags,
brought 124 to 12ic.: tolerable good prices, par-
ticularly if the proceeds are to be placed in Lon-
don at the present range of rates.

The mails failed yesterday. It is hoped the
fixings at the Post-office will be completed before
Mr. Buchanan's time expires. The last addition-
the steps to accommodate the little ones to peep
into the boxes- commends science and skill as
admirable features of the improvements of the
age.

A PLEASING COMPLItMENT.

We find the following neat, graceful, and pleas-
ing compliment to the State of Louisiana, in a late
number of the Cincinnati Commercial:
The Louisiana Secessionists were not going to

interfere with the navigation of the Missistippi
river. Oth, by no means. All that they wsnt is.
that the merchants of the States in tile Union shall
pay duties to the i:tiependent State of Louisi'ana.
t\e must, in otlher words, he taxed tor the spport
of the Robber Government of Louisiiana, or aban-
don trade by way of the mouth of the MisNissiippi.
The pirates of Algiers had as keen a sense of just-
ice as thet authorities of Louis:anat . Latitto and
his pirate crew were geIttiemen compared with
the egregiou• scoundrels who are matnaging the
Louisiana revolution.

Elsewhere in the same issue the Commercial
publishes an extract from a lBritish paper, tating
that " the South is to the North what the worst
parts of Ireland are to tile best parts of England."

Such " sweet courtesies" as these will, of
course, make Louisiana abandon her position and
rush back into the Union with all haste and precip-
itation. To be called "egregious scoundrels" in
comparison with pirates, is one of those tender and
delicate evidences of Northern friendship for us
that qu;te overpowers us and renders us unable to
reply. Of course, a Union with people having
such an opinion of us must be exceedingly pleas-
ant and satisfactory! We congratulate the few
submissionists of the South upon the fraternal spirit
exhibited by their Northern allies !
