disgrace, by saying that they are willing thatBlavery shall go into the Territories and be pro-
teoted there, when we know that they are not will-
ing that any such thing shall be done. The South
takes the position that this is a controversy which
cannot be settled in the Union without one section
or the other yielding absohdelsy. Seven States of
the South have determined that they will yield no
longer to the Abolition demand that their property b
be excluded from their own Territories; and they
have solved the question in the only possible way
it can be solved, as every day's experience goes to
show.

fashionable season of 1801 is over; tulle, crape,
crinoline, honiton, pouli de soie, have been laid
aside. Brown'syoung men are relieved from active
dancingduty-the gate was shut down upon the
last grand party (Russell's of Bond street) at i2
o'clock last night, and to-day everybody is sup-
posed to be in sackcloth and ashes.

As to the new opera, I think it is better
than tile " Vespres Siciliennes," and not so good as
the "Trovatore." Tile critics, except Richard
Grant White, praise it. White writes for the pious
daily, the World, wmich doea'nt notice theaters.
White applied for a whole sow of free seats for his
aunts, uncles, cousins, and so on, and did'nt getthem. So he takes it out of poor Verdi, who willprobably be able to bear up under the attack.
