<,ecrol! of the enemies of the Confedorate States ofSthe South. On this point there is not the shadow

of db`abt Nothing is left undone which can, by
any possibility, tend to bratg injury, or ridicule, or
contumely upon this oectionof country. Instead of
being tEe fountain of useful and truthful intelli-
genee, the telegraph has become the prolific source
of falsehood and calumny. Especially are the
Northern ends of the telegraph copious in slanders
Sand misrepresentations: and when there 1is not a
S.particle of truth upon which to pile a mountain of
puPversion, barefaced falsifloation is unblushingly
renorteS to.
Ever since the secession`otSootath Caroline, up

to the present moment, the telegraph has been
diligently employed to bring reproach upogthe
Southern people, to distract the Southern mind, to
misrepresent the position of the South at home and
abroad, and to do every possible injury to us with-
Sout regard to fact, decency or manhood. Under
these circumstances, if a radical reformation does
not speedily take place, stringent enactments may
be deemed indispensable, which will transform this
institution into a public bene8fit, instead of allowing
it to remain what it is now-an atrocious public
nuisance.

The telegraph deals largely in great falsehoods
and small falsehoods, and appears to enjoy theI amusementhugely. The minor falsehoods we eare

nothing about. They are readily understood and
duly appreciated by the public; but the majorfalsehoods, from the boldness and effrontery with
which they are put.forth, are not always altogether
unproductive of harm for the time being.
We have a glaring case in point, upon which we

propose making some remarks. On Friday last a
NewYork dispatch was published in the city papers
to the effect that European governments would
not recognize the national'existence of the Con-
federate States of the South, when approached by
regularly accredited Ambassadors! This was
done to alarm the timid amongst us, promote dis-
trust, and, possibly, to pave the way to uncon-
ditional submission to Abolition rule, plunder and
degradation, under Lincoln. This, of course, is a
matter of utter impossibility, but the effort shows
the feelings which control those whose conduct we
denounce, and which merits universal reprobation.
The next day another dispatch was published,
founded on an article in the New York Times,
which said that " a letter from a member of the
British Government to a distinguished American,
states authoritatively that Lord John Russell
brought secession and defective clearances before
the Ministry, who declared that England would not
recognize the Southern Confederacy, but would do
everything to discountenance disnnion."

Now, although these reports are sheer balder.
e dash in point of fact, they are pit forth with such

boldness, that they are calculated to produce an
unfavorable impression, temporarily at least, with-
out they are promptly exposed, and the seal of
a falsehood ineffaceably affixed upon them. Broader

and balder untruths were never promulgated than
are containedin the dispatches alluded to. In the
first place, no "'member of the British Govern-
ment" would disgrace himself by divulging Cabi-
net secrets. Detection would not be difficult, and
everlasting ignominy would follow detection. In
the second place, there have not been, nor are
there likely to be, any " defective clearances" of
which the English Cabinet will have any reason to
complain. Their ships, coming and going, have
not been interrupted, nor will any interruption be
permitted by the Confederate States of the South.
As long as this state of things continues, it is rea-
sonable to presume that John Bull will be amply
satisfied, particularly as new and profitable ave-
nuea of trade are about being opened. The
English want our cotton and other products, and
we want their manufactures, and many other arti.
cles produced and fabricated in the " 

f as t 
anchored

isle." They want to buy from and sell to us, and
we want to sell to and buy from them ; and as we
propose to remove many of the restrictions which
have heretofore hampered commercial inter.
course, it is not at all likely they will refuse a
trade which will prove mutually and vastly bene-
ficial. It would be calling in question the undis-
poted good sense of the statesmen of Great Britain,
to suppose for an instant that they would be guilty
of such an act of unmitigated folly.

In the third place, the statement of the New
Yoprk Times, telegraphically reported, that " Eng-
land would not recognize the Southern Confede-
racy " is not entitled to the slightest credence.
The well-defined and invariably sustained policy of
the English Government, for many years, has been
to recognize defato Governments, without refer-
ence to the causes which brought them into being.
This may be regarded as the settled policy of that
nation; andthat it will be departed from in the
present instance, when seven great States, from
which she derives nineteen-twentieths of a staple
which is absolutely necessary to her manufacturing
and commercial prosperity, have formed and regu-
larly organized a de facto Government, is to assume
that wisdom has departed from her rulers and that
folly has taken possession of the brains and hearts
of her people.

The other assertion that the English Cabinet will
"discountenance disunion" is quite probable, for
the English fear that disunion will be followed by
war, and that war will cut short the supply of cot-
ton. The leading British journals discuss the ques-
tion mainly in this light, and with an eye single to
its commercial consequences. They deprecate
disnnion, because they apprehend a diminished cot-
ton supply. This is natural. When they learn,
however, as they shortly will, that there will be no
diminution in the product of the staple, and that
disunion will be attended with the mighty advant-
ages of comparative free trade, they will be
warmer in behalf of the policy which has impelled
the separation, than they ever have been against
it, and will recognize the new Government with a
promptitude that cannot fail to give general satis-
faction on both sides of the Atlantic ocean.

But, to take another view of the question. Let
us suppose that the English Cabinet refuses to re-
cognize the Government of the Confederate States
of the South, and snubs our Ambassadors in an
unmistakable manner-what then? Nothing of
any vital importance. Within sight of the white
cliffs of Albion are the shores of a mighty nation,
more powerful on land than England ever was,
and now equally as potent on the ocean. That
nation is ruled by the ablest man and shrewdest
tactician at tile head of any government on earth;
and having obtained all the military glory he de-
sires-being the chief arbiter of governmental poli-
ciea in Europe-his first and chiefest aspiration is
to make France what England has so long been-
the leading manufacturing nation of Christendom.
Give him a monopoly of the cotton trade, and the
grand idea of Louis Napoleon will be accomplished
with comparatively little trouble, and at all ex-
pense not worth mentioning in connection with the
advantages that are to be acquired. Let us illus-
trate how this programme can be carried out.
England declines recognizing the Southern Confed.
eracy, and treats as as outcasts among tile nations.
Well, we go elsewhere. Our Ambassadors repair
to Paris, and seek the recognition of the French
Government, telling the statesman at its head dtht 
theywish to form a close commercial alliance, andcl
thatfor adequate stipulations and cncsideralion n,
to be agreed upon between lthe high coollnactig
parties, the Government they represent will levy y
an export duty of one, two or three cents a pound
upon all cotton proposed to he shipped to certain
ports in Europe, while that thipped to French
ports should go duty free. By such an arrange-
meant, England could be cutut t entirely, and -
France, Russia, Spain, and such other nations as
meight be included, would enjoy a monopoly of the
gotton; trade-France coming in, as a Pmatter of
conaee, for the, principal share. For such a con.
isseration as this, who can doubt the policy of the

tials. They are altogether too practical to give a
rival nation an opportunity of appropriating any
considerable portion of the vastly lucrative trade
they have so long enjoyed, if they can prevent it.

Having exposed one huge falsehood of the Abo-
lition controllers of the telegraph at the North, we
beg leave to be excused from noticing the smaller
ones. By this time the Southern public ought to
know how to treat and appreciate all telegraphic

canards having any reference to their domestic
th;airs, political or otherwise.
