retirement and seclusion, he made boid to exhibi t

himself at every railway station, in ail the glory et'
a freshly-grown moustache, and all the, glns of a
bran-new suit. The speeches that Abe made at vari-
ous points from Springfield to Harrisburg, along
the circuitous route by Batfalo and Albany, the
hand-shaking that he performed, and the ettles of
rode jests and coarse congratulations to which he
was everywhere exposed, gave token that his
triumphal march, if something new to him, was
not altogether displeasing. And yet, esddenly
and without warning, he dodges his expectant
friends and admirers along the remainder of his
route, cuts abort the popular ovations, charters a
special train at an early hour of the morning, slips
noiselessly through Baltimore into Washington
City, and was quietly chinking glasses with Seward
at the very moment when the " meay-headed mon-
ster" in Baltimore was preparing to greet him
with salves of artillery and thanders of applause
and gratulation.

We regard thiss an unkind thing in Old Abe--in
point of fact, the " most uninndest cut of all."
The telegraphic report represents that the rage of
the Baltimoreans knew no bounds. When they
discovered that they had been "sold; " that 0. A.
was in Washington the while they were anxiously
awaiting him at the depot in Baltimore ; and that
the bird had flown utterly beyond their reach,
curses both load and deep were launched forth,
and the air was heavy with the groans of the pop-
ulace. A concerted howl of rage and ululation
went up from Plug Ugtien and Blood Tubs, Rats
and Rough Skins, such as a herd of infuriated buf-
faloes make when the discovery of the blood of
one of their recently.slain companions arreststheir
thundering march across the plains.

Warious conjectures are afloat as to the cause of
this sudden escapade on the part of Honest Old
Abe. Some say, in extenuation, that the new
President can stand almost any thing, but could
not get his own consent to submit to the tender
endearments of the Phtg Uglies of Baltimore.
Others maintain that O. A. and suite really be-
lieved that Gov. Wise, with ten thousand hench-
men, .was lying perdn somewhere on the road,
waiting, with diabolical intent, for the rail.splitter
to come along on the regular train. Others de-
clare that there was a conspiracy to tear up the
railroad track in Maryland, thus precipitating the
whole Presidential party into the river at the bloody
battle-ground and duelling-ground of Bladensburg.
Whatever the cause, there is reason to be proud of
the fact that, by the masterly coup of an incognito
and an early train; every moving accident or inci-
dent "by flood and field," and every chance of a
"hair-breadth 'serpe," were ingeniously avoided
and shunned.

And thus the Northern President reached his
capital, his arrival, even there, being known to
only a few of the select. With trembling pre-
cipitancy he was hurried into a carriage and
hustled ofeto Willard's Hotel, breathing freely for
the first time perhaps since ite lclt Springfield,
and cheered by the presence of the master spirit
of his party, the oily and astute Premier of the
incoming Administration.

In all seriousness, it is a humiliating circum-
stance thus to see the chosen President of the
Northern Union entering, incognito, the city
where he is to put on the robes of office, whatever
may have been his reasons for so doing. Andrew
Jackson would not this have entered the Federal
city-nor any other President the Union has had-
even if there had existed any ground for fearing
an attempt at interruption or assassination-
which, in this case, there was not. Let us hope
that the nerves of his party are quiet, now that
their chosen chief is safe in the household of the
faithful.

THE DUTY ON SUGAR.,

The Abolition papers continue to be exceedingly
distressed because the Congress at Washington
does not remove the duty on sugar. They are call-
ing for it loudly, under the impression that it will
ruin Louisiana, and thus cause her to repent of her
aecession, and make her glad to get back " under
the protection," as they call it, " of the national
flag." We have before showa how absurd this ex-
pectation is, but that does not deter the Northern
press from still harping on the suiject, ast itness
the following from the Chicago Tribune:

We do not see that any progress is being made
by the genttlemen in Congress who propose to
hbolish the duties on sugar; a,,r do we see that

Louisiana, fed and papered by thiose duties which
come mainly froat the people of the North, is any
laes insulent and outrageouu! than Southe Carolina.
The line of Rlepublican obligation in the premises
seems to he plain. Protective duties oil sugar re
an abnurdity when Leouisiana is trying to do hier
best. When she is biting the iihand tihat impOiea
them, they rise to the dignity of a crime. Let us
have them abolished.
If the duty on sugar is a " crime," it is one

which puts about five millions 'of dollars annually
into the Northern Treasury-and if they can get
along without that sum, when they have neither
moiey nor credit, and heavy obligations maturing
every day, they are welcome to try the experiment. i
The folly of appealing to the cldfish interests of
Louisiana, in a crisis like the present, is strongly
exposed in the following brief article from the
Charleston tMercury:

The Nortlhern press and politicians are more oas.
tounded at the secession oL L,,oisiana than of any
other State. Why ? Because e hae d protection
for her sugaro It would seemi that there people
have no conception of the reality of alny virtue
among met n ; that they have no faith in the higher
incentives of humanity; and fancy that States,
cities, a whoile people, are, like themselvs, in the
market to e boughlt, ecrh at a cirtain iriee. The
greed of gain seems to have eradicated freom their
uouls every sentimlent of patriotism, virtue, honor,
plide of character and love of liberty. They are
idelivered to ia unilorm baeenieas oi' motive, il the
lowest sort; eIrading to dect-ption in tradle, lisit ill
appetite, treachery ill esociety,'ad knavery in
politics.
