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THI CABINE V.
i. e0ldent Davis h'asanow ouopleted his Cabinet,

with the exception of Secretary of the uNavy-
which position will, no doubt, be given to Mr.
Mallory Of Florida. A better selection for such a
post could not be made. Mr. Mallory was, for
many years, chairman of the Committee on Naval
Affairs in the Senate of the United States. He
thus became familiar with the operations of the
Navy of the old Union, and posted himself
thoroughly in all the details of naval service. IHe
is a gentleman ofgreat industry and irreproachable
character-a man who has commanded the respect
of sib;o : ales-bhis private virtues than his public
services. The SotlitithbCdsnfe•eraey, with so much
exposed sea coast, will be uundcrtfieaeceasity of
having an efficient navy-and its organization
Could not be entrusted to a more faithful, laborious,
and honest man than Stephen IL Mallory.

For Secretary of State Mr. Toombs, of Georgia,
has been designated. Everybody knows who Mr.
Toombs is. Ardently attached to the Southern
cause, and agentleman of vigorous and active in-
tellect, the rights and honor of the Southern Con-
federacy, as involved in our relations with foreign
Governments, will suffer no detriment at the hands
of the bold and impulsive Georgian. Mr. Mtem-
minger of South Carolina, from whose eloquent
address, before the Virginia Legislature, we made
copious extrants in yesterday's paper, is assigned
to the bureau of the Treasury. Mr. Memminger
did not figure much on the national arena, when
the old Union existed, but in South Carolina, where
he is best known, he enjoys the confidence and
respect of the people to an extent surpassed by
none other of the eminent citizens of that gallant
State. A self-made man, who has risen to high
station, influence and wealth, by industry and
honesty, he is just the sort of statesman Se need
to guard the Treasury of the new Republic. That
Treasury very soon, unlike the bankrupt fioe of the
old Union, will be in a plethoric and full condition.
Mr. Itemminger may be said, emphatically, to be
the right man in the right place.

Of Mr. Walker of Alabama, who has been called
to the responsible post of Secretary of War, we
may say with conidence that President Davis.
himself a soldier, and at one time Secretary of
War in the old Government, would not have se-
lected him if he did not know him to be the proper
man for the position. With Jefferson Davis at the
head of the Government, we may feel secure that
everything pertaining to our military affairs will
be properly and vigorously conducted. Mr. Ellett

.ofMississippi, charged with the organization and
administration of our Postal Affairs, is a gentle-
man of great and deserved popularity in his State,
of quick intelligence and untiring industry. It will
require but a short time for him to arrange our
postalsystem, and make it more efficient than at
present. Finally, the selection of ex-Senator Ben-
jamin of this State to be the law officer of the new
Government is one which gives the greatest satis-
faction, not only here but everywhere throughout
the Confederate States. Mr. Benjamin, indeed, is
a gentleman who would grace any station in the
Administration from the highest to the lowest.
Not merely a lawyer, profoundly versed in his pro-
fession, but a statesman capable of grasping any
subject that may come before the Cabinet, tis
services will be invaluable to the Administration
and the Confederacy.

These are the men bywhom President Davis will
be surrounded in the discharge of the important
and responsible duty of fitting out and manning
the new and gallant ship of State, which represents
the Southern Confederacy. That they are all com-
petent to perform the task, that they will address
themselves earnestly and vigorously to the work
before them, that they are all true and trusty
Southern men, we have every reason to believe.
Under such auspices the Confederate States of
America commence a career which we believe will
be, in every respect, a bright and prosperous and
glorious one.

TALK ON 'CHANGE.

The flags were tolerably well thronged yester-
day. The staple was under good feeling, though
some parties were awaiting later advices from the
other aide, now fully dou by the militia steamer to
arrive at Portland. There are indications of the
strongest character of a rapid decline in receipts.
The heretofore right bower-lRed river section of
country-is turning out the very lowest estimates.
This confirms what we talked about weeks ago,
when we alluded to the very light loads of cotton
brought in by each successive steamer. True,
there are several boat loads due from above
Shreveport, but unfortunately for those most
deeply interested, the loads are those of the small-
est class of boats.

We now find the decrease of cotton up to last
evening, according to the latest returns, to be as
follows :

The difference in freights between American and
British vessels, which has ruled for some weeks
past, is settling down to something of an equality ;
though 13-16d. was asked in British vnssels yester-
day, and Id. in American, it will not be very dill
cult to make engagements all round at id.

Talking about cotton brings up the very singular
ideas entertained in England regarding the future
supply from America and the negro population. It
is amusing to read the remarks of the leading
papers in England, and after reading them, we can
readily conclude that onur trans-Atlantic cousins
know just nothing at all of he state of affairs on
this side ; that they could not tell a cotton stalk it
placed before them. They might discover the
difference between a fat, hearty, sleek, laughing
negro off of a cotton plantation, from one of their
poor, lean, pale, lank, starving, white operatives
in a fanchester factory. Then we find other
journals descanting on the abundance of cotton,
and the great extent of crops on the Mnislsssippi
and Ohio rivers; yea, they really believe that cot-
ton is rained on the banks of the Ohio river.

The Liverpool Journal remarks in tLe following
strain on the supply of the staple :
It is quite true we cannot rhave too much cotton;

that the more cotton there is grown tile cheaper it
will be; that the chaper it- is the more is coansun.
ed; that the more there is olonsrumed the more
numerous the hands employed inr producing it and
in manufacturing it; that it is the duty of Govern-
ment, therefore, to afford every poeinile facility
for the growth of cottou everywhere, not only in
our orwn dnminions, but in trhe dominions of every
other Goverment; that it is, however, a safe rule
to suppose that what could re done would be done,
if it paid ; that in the ahbence of better know-
ledge it is prudet to lelume t niat mNro cotton
would be produced in Syria, Picyt, Africa, India,
Cihina, Jamaica, Demerara and BIrlzil, it it paid;
that gpne reason, therefore, is, lhat tihe price is now
too slow; that imports are small because thie proits
are small that the cause of low prices is tlhe
abundance of the crops on the lississippi and the
Ohio; that the Southern planters can produce the
article in any quantity, anrd that the quanrtity is
limited in reference to price and conrumption;
that people deceive themselves, therefore, who
fancy that America will cease ti grow cotton; thlat
the Southern States. in feet, most grow it or
perish ; that they aire too imlportant to themselves
ne;d othere to pterish n; that threy pcsrtoe ill a peruse-
neat degree the tusaosn .f trludoretrirr that the
soil and citmnte are tavrrarl.e 0 that they hiavr
abundarce of labor; thrt ltheir lra ,rri are trained
heads; that tihey are in poaee-si, e ol thi: moarket;
that the territory availablre Ior arriteuture is armset
unbounded, and that, supprsing a ervile war,.
there is not the remotest possibility of its beomn-
ing general; that, freed or enslaved. the derkies
must work to live, ant that on lnotlrinrg can rthey be
employed more profitably thanr il growing e•itou.
It is manifest that tihe raiiogrof cottoun I India

for the 'Itanchester market wil not pay; that it
coats too much for transportalion : that more cot-
ton would be raised in several places, including
India, if it paid." It has been supposed that the
Feast India cotton was coarse, dark colored, when
it is to the oeotrary. aome of oar correspondents
eontlnue t•eaPl It dark colored. We wish any of

them wobld abed lUs smple.
it Is not of this natuori'butson the contrary. Its

paeaulirity being the excellence and brightness of
itee~olor. Teb staple, fine but very short. This

India cotton is bought for its color to improve the
appearance of the goods made usually from low
qualities of American cotton, and sells, though
brought an immense distance, at lid. to 2d. cheaper
than the American Uplands.

We allude to the qualities of East Inlda cotton
again, because our remarks, two days since, were
not fully understood. We are asked how many
years ago, since the British Government sent to
America for aid and information to cultivate cotton

inIndla? If our memory serves us correctly it
was in the year 1536 or '37. The arrangement was
made through tl.e British Counsul of New Orleans,
who engaged overseers and others from Mississippi,
tating all varieties of seed, with cotton gins, and
all implements of agriculture adapted for cultiva-
Mtig the gre-at staple in the great East indies.

After three years triatl'he Americans who were
employed, gave it up, and returnod to the United
States. To be brief, in a long talk, we have to1
signify to our good friends in England, that we shall
continue to furnish them, through our good city,
New Orleans, all the cotton we can raise in the
great South-west, and truseat they will pay us tile
very highest prices compatible with our otewn inter-
est as well as theirs.

There was nothing of an enlivening nature re-
ceived over the wires yesterday. In fact, the tele-
graph has nearly bored us out. We are waiting for
next week. The mails failed yesterday, though the
express packages came through, as we found New
York papers of the 23d., last Saturday, at Ellis'

depot, opposite the Post-office. It will take three
or four weeks to perfect the postal arrangements
of the Southern Confederacy with our emporium.

Arrival of the St-alnshlp Arlizona.

EVACUATION OF 'or i OVs.RtNME:NT BUIlDINGSs
AT Bntl ZOe.

The steamship Arizona, Captain Smith, from
Brazos Santiago the 23d, via Indianola the 24th,
arrived here yesterday forenoon. To the purser
we are indebted for the following interesting intel-
ligence :

The screw-steamer Gen. Rusk, Smith, master,
having in tow schooner Shark, fromn Galveston, ar-
rived off Brazos on the 21st, having on board
427 men, under command of Gen. E. B. Nicholls
and Col. Ford. The place had been f.rtified by
four pieces of artillery commanding the harbor,
but about 10 A. Mt. Gen. Nicholls and Col. Ford
came into the harbor, and after a consultation with
the United States officer in command of the ves-
sels, were permitted to enter the harbor and land
their men and stores, etc. About 4 o'clock P. tI.
a salute of 13 guns were fired, and the stars and
stripes were lowered to give place to the lone star,
which was also saluted. The U. S. troops then
evacuated the public buildings and proceeded to
Brownsville,and the quarters were' taken possession
of by Texas troops. The commissioners also pro-
ceeded to Brownsville. Up to the lime the Arizona
left nothing definite had been done in relation to
Fort Brown. A dispatch was received stating that
the commissioners were in consultation with the
officers, and it was possible that it would be given
up to the State. The RIusk and Shark were taking
in artillery for Galveston.
