Five years ago, when he waN nominated for the

Presidency, we recorded our eesimate of hlir in the

columns of this paper, and it has undergone nio
change. Our own opinion of him .was precisely
that of Andrew Jackson, when hle advised Pres-

ident Polk not to appoint him to a seat in his Cab-

inet. It was that of )Daniel Webster, who eaid

Buclhanan was a politician, but not a Statesman.
The men who knew hint best, from Mr. Clay down,
had no confidence in his political integrity-and he

was supported and advanced mainly by those who
were ignorant of his character, or had personal

ends to reach by his elevation. He attained the
great object of his life-long ambition, the Pres-

idency, only to estrange most of his old friends and
to make no new ones. He oeght to be a sad man

to-day, in looking around at the wreck of the

Union which he leaves behind him--and lie would
be if he had the sensihilities whichbeelong to most

CORONER'S INQUESTS.

Scuene.--The Coroner on Saturday held an in-
quest on the body of an old German wood-sawyer, t
name unknown, found dead at Charity Hospital. i
He was burnt out at the Rampart street fire, about
a month ago; since that time he had lived on
charity in a back-yard room on the premises of t
2Mrs. Burns, on Rampart street near Lafayette. On
Wednesday last he attempted to cnt hia throat,
alleging want of food as the cause. On Friday
night he made another attempt, and succeeded. -t
He fastened a piece of clothes line to a nail over
the mantel piece of his room, then locked the door
"knd fastened the window. He made a noose near
the nail, placed his head and neck in it, stepped off i
achair that was near by on the floor, and became
partly strangled. His groans attracted the atten-
tion of a woman in the yard, and she immediately
notified a man living in the house. The door of
the room was tried but could not be opened, so
entrance was effected through a window, when the 1
poor German was out down in the agonies of death.
HIe was taken to the Charity Hospital, where he
died at an. early hour in the morning.

Toe RAILROAD Accnoar.--The boy Charles
West, who was run over by the Carrollton cars on
Friday evening, died the same night. The investi-
gation by the Coroner, on Saturday, resulted in the
complete exoneration of the railroad officers. The
boy had got on the steps of the last car but one,
and was holding on to the railing; some of his
little comrades in the street were pelting him
with mud to make him get down, and he was con.
tinually dodging to avoid the miessiles. While so
engaged, his foot slipped, and he fell under the
wheels. The fatal accident was therefore due to
his own imprudence.

DIED or Is InJ RIEtt.--The atan Leons, whose
misfortune is mentioned elsewhere, died of the in.
juries received. The Coroner's verdict was that it
was a purely accidental death.
