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Convention of the Mttae of Louislana.

Pursuant to adjournment, the State Convention
met on yesterday, March 4th, 1861, at 12 o'clock
M.: President Mouton in the chair, and sixty-
nine members answering to the call of the roll.

On motion of Mr. Hough, Mr. Davidson of
Sabine was granted leave of absence for a few
days.

The minutes of the last meeting of the Conven-
tion were read and approved.

An interesting and elaborate report from the
Superintendent of tile New Customllouse was
read. The report embraced valuable details in
regard to the progress of the work upon the build-
ing, and gives full information in regard to the
present condition of tihe monetary resources and
liabilities of the Custom-House.

On motion, the report was referred to tire Fi-
nance Committee.

Mr. Elgee offered a resolution instructing the
delegates of Louisiana, in the Congress at Mont-
gomery, to resist all attempts to interfere regard-
ing tile public domain of the State; and, on his
motion, tile resolution was referred.

Judge Walker, of Orleans, offered the following
resolutions, viz:

Resolved, That tile Committee on Military Alfairs
be instructed to report to this Convention an ordi-
nance providing for the transfer to the Geoveen-
meat of tile Confederate Statrles of America all
the troops which h]ave been raised under the ordi-
nance of this Convention, entitled " An Ordinance
for the establishment of a regular military force
for the State of Louisiana," together with all the
munitions, arms and other property in tile foosses-
sion of, and that may have bleen contracted for, tihe
Board of Military Commissioners of the State, in
conformity to the provisions and conditions of the
act of Congress of the Confederate States.

On motion, tile resolution was referred to the
Committee on Military Affairs.

ResPoled, That the Committee on Finance ie in-
structed to report an ordinance providing for the
purchase of an amount of tihe bonds of tihe Co•n-
ferate States of America equal to the unexpended
balance of the sums apprropriated under the ordi-
nance entitled " An Ordinance for tihe estaolish-
tment of a military force for the State of Louisi-
ana," adopted 5th February, 1(til, and for the in-
vestment of such further surns from tile revenues
of the State as may be deemed expedient, in the
same securities.

The resolution was refrered to tile Committee on
Finance.

Resolved, That tile Committee on Commerce,
Navingation and IReveaue, be irrnstlrtedt to provide
out of tile funda now deposnited irn tile Mint of thia
oity for the payment of snIrl drafts for the postal
service of this State as may be justly due for surr
service, also for drafts on account of pensions due
in this city, and for smlet other claims as it tine
-dgment of said Cotnmittee may be deemed plo-

ser rto hbe paid out of such funlds.
Tihe resolution twas referred to the Committee on

Commerce.
Gen. Mdies olfered a resolution that this Conven-

tion unite to-morrow with tihe citizens of New
Orleans in receiving with proper honor our distin
guished fellow-citizen, General Twiggs.

Mr. Cottman, of Ascension, moved to lay tile reso-
intion on the table.

Tihe yean and nays being crlled for, resulted : 3
yeas, 76 nays.

On motion of Gen. Miles, the rules were sus-
pended in order to take up thle resolution, and the
resolution was adopted.

Mr. Manning, of Itapides, offerrd a resolution that
General Twiggs he invited to take a seat within
the bar of tile Convention dnling its sittings, and
the resolution was adopted.

A resolution tendering tihe thanks of the Conven-
tion to the city authorities for polite attentions was
offered and laid over under the rules.

Mr. Lewis, of Claiborne, offered a resolutiln ap-
probatory of the action of the Southern Cotngres
at Montgomery regarding the rerpeoning of the Af-
rican Slave Trade. Laid over under the rules.

A communication from the President of the N.
0., J. and G. N. Railroad Company was read. (a
motion, it was referred to the Committee on Fi-
nance. Tile colmmunication refer. to the lnoln-

payment of a dralt for abour $r:.,000 dtrawn upon
the Assistant Treasurer Ihere, to ile,.t the r.Iaiuls of
the company for postal services.

On motion, the Convention adjoulrned.

On knock-
ing at the loor Mr. James went to open it, anid was
immediately fired upon, the ball taking ellbet in the
head and knotoking Mr. James down, but not
wounding him so severely as to prevent his getting
out of the house and concealing himself. Mrs.
James rushed to the door on hearing the shot, and
attempted to Iteel the mnurderers out, but she re-
ceived a ball in tae lefa side of the cheat which
passed throueh her body, and left lher senseless ot
the floor. The villains then entered the hlousae, alld
after bruising her head horribly with a hatchet left
ho for dead.

I appe,
before yoll to address yonbriefly and take in yorE
presence the oath precrihes by the Constitutiod
of the United States to bhe taken by the Presiden;
before he enters on the execution of his office.
I do not consider it necessary at present for me

to diseCss those matters of tte Administration,
abont which there is no spec;rda•'xiety or excite-
ment.

Apprehension appears to exist among the peo-
ple of the Southlern States thaT by accession of
a Republican Administration, their property. their
peace and their personal security are to bhe en-
dangered. There has never been any reasonable
cause for such apprehension; indbed, tile mo•t
anrloe evidence to the cont ary has ail the while
existed and been open to their iusyection. It in
found in nearly all the published speec'res of himt
who now addresses yoe. I do but t acte from one
of those speeches, when I declare thct i have no
pnrpo:e, directly or indirectly, to interfere witll
the ino•titotin of slavery iu the Statoe where it
exitra. I believe I have no lawful right to do so,
and I hare no inclination to do no.

'hose who nominated and elected :me did so
witl full hnowledge tihat I had made this and
many sihilar declarations, and never ecanted
thent, and nore tlhan this, they placed in eke plat-
form, for my acceptance and as a law to them-selves, the clear and emphatic resolution which I
now read.

"Resolcee,. That the maintainance inviolate of the
right of the States, and especially the right of each
State to order and control its own domestic insti.
tutions according to its own judgment exclusively,
is essential to that balance of the power on which
the perfection and endurance of our own political
fabric depends, and we denounce the lawless inva-sion, by armed force, of tile soil of any State or
Territory, no- matter under what pretext, as among
the gravestof crimes."
I now reiterate tliese sentiments, doing so only

to press upon tile public attention the most conclu-
sive evidence of which the case is susceptible, that
the property, pd•ae and security of no section are
to Ibe it any way endangered by thle now incoming
Administration. I add. too, that all the protection
which, consistently withl the Constitution and the
laws, cas be rivee, will be cheerfully given all
States when, lwfolily demanded, foe whatever
cause, as cheerfully to one section as another.
There is mrnch controversy about delivering iup

fugitives fromo service or labor.
The clause I now read is as plainly written in

the Constitution as any other of its provisions:
" No person held to servlce or labor itl one State

under the laws thereof, escaping to another, shall,
in conseiquence of any law or regulation be dis-
charged from such service or labor, but be deliver-
ed s1lr on claim of the party to whom such service
or labtor is due."

It is searcely questioned that this provision was
intended, ,iy those who made it, for reclaiming
what we call tugitive slaves, and tile intention of
tile law giv-er is the law-all members of Congress
swear their support to the whole Constitution, to
tlhis provision as much as to any other. To this pro-
tosition then, that slaves, whose cases come within
tile ternm of this elnause, shall be delirered up,
their onths are unanimous. Now, if they would
make an efflrt in good temper, could they not with
nearly an equal unanimity frame and pass a 1•r4
by means of which, to keep good that unanimous
oath l
There is some difference of opinion whether this

clause snoold be enforced by national or State au-
thorily, but surely that difference is not a very ma-
terial one. If a slave is to be surrendered, it can
be of but little consequence to hint or others, by
which authority it is done, and should any one, in
any case, ib content, his oath shall go unkept
on merely unsubstantial controversy. As how it
shall he Ikeplt again, in any law upon this subject,
ought not all safeguards of liberty known in civi-
lized humane jurisprudence be introduced, so that
a tree man be not in any case sulrendered as a
slave, and might it not be well at the same time to
provide by law for the enforcement of that clause
in tie Constitution which guarantees that the citi-
zensof each State shall be entitled to all the privi.
leges and immunities of the citizens in the several
Hat est

I tke the official oath to-day with no mental re.
servations, and with no purpose to consltrue th
Constitution of laws by any hypocritical rules; and
while I do not chance now to specify particular
acts of Congress as proper to be enforced, I do
not suggest it will be uchl safer for all, both it
otfcial and private stations, to conformtl to, intd
abide by, all those acts which rtand unrrepealed,
tlhrn to t rtoltte :lly Itf tthet, troOtieg to find idiou-

tlirs in haviolg them hIld to Ite unconstiltional'
It is seventy-Iwo years sile tthe first illt,'.lleti

tiot of a Pre'eident under the national Codo;tilt-
tion. iuring t ilt period filteen dillerent andgreatly distilngilhed citizens ]ave in suecessio
administered the executlve branches of tile (:'ov-
ernlentl; they have conducted thesl tihrough
ma1111y perils, sand Sgeneracc.lly witlh great souccess.
Yet, with all this secul, for precedent, I now etter
uplon the same ask for the brief Constitutional pe-
riod of foir years, undler great and peculiar dilti-
culties. A disruption of the Federal Union, heer-
tolore only mtenaced, is now flormnlly adnlittel. I
hold that, in contemplation of universal law and
the Constitution, thie union of tlhe States is perlpet-

•al. It is impllied if nolt expressed in the funda-
ment:al law of national Goverlnents. It is safe to
aslert tthat no Govelsrnent proper ever hald a pro-
vision in an organic law for its own termination.
Continue to execute all express provisions, and
our national Constitution and Union will endure
forever; :t being iolosulosible to destroy it except by
some action not plrovided for in the instrument
itself.

Again, if the United SRates be not a Oovernment
proper, but an association of States, in nature of
contract mnlelly, can it, as a contract, be practi-
cally unmiade by less than all the parties who nmade
it ? One party to a clntract may:violate it, break
it, so to speak ; but dues it not require all to law-
fully rescind it?

Deecentling from these general principles we
find a proposition that, in legal conmplication, the
Uninn is perpetual; confirmed by the history of
the Union itself-the Union is much older than tile
Constitution. It was formed, inll art, by articles
of association in 1774: it was muatured and con-
tinued by the D)eclaration of Independence itn 177i;
it was flrther ma.tred, and the faith of all the
tlhirteen Salnes expressly plighted and enrnged
that it shouhld Ie perletual by tihe articles of Con.
federation il 1778, and finally, in 1787. One of the
declared objects for ordainittg and establil-hig the
Constitution was to formt a more perfect Union; but,
if tile destruction of tihe inion by one or by plart
nl0 of lhe Sitales be Itwt'nlty possible, the tlinion

is les b perfect than before the Constitution, haviing
llsl iti vital element of perpetuity. It follows
fronl these views that no State upon iti re l-
tion can itat'nlly go out of the Unlio: tallt Pe-
solves and O(rinances to that eiffet are legially
void, thalt a ctt of violencee within any State or
States against tlle authority of tile United States,
are insurrectionary or revolutionary, accoid,ng to
cirealnstances,

I thricnl, e connsider that, in view of the Censti-
btiott and the laws, the Union is unbroken, and to
tilh extent of imy uailily I shall take care, as tile
Constitution itself xpreiely enjoins upon nmte, that
tie :awies of the Unl ite hteliitfllty executed in all
the States. D)oing th, It diecl it to he only simple
duty on my part, and I shall perlform it, so lar as
practicaeble, dnoess msy righti ftl maite: 0, the Ahmer-
ican peO e, shall it ills l the lrequisite m n s, or

il sumnl Iatlhoritative mlannelr direct thie contlrarly.

I trult this will not be regatrded is a moenace, hilt
only its thte declared lprpose of the Union, that it
will constitutionally delmed and maainttiti itself.

Ini doing this there needs to b)e ino bloodshed or
violence; and there shall be none, unless it lie
forbced upon the national aut!tority. The power
confided to me will be used to ehld and occupy
and possess the iroperty atnd pleces belonaging to
the (Governmiet, and to collect duties on imnlorlta.
But beyond what may be necessary for these ob-
jects, there will be no invasion, no using of force
against or among people anywhere. Where los.
tility to ts in ay intlerior locality shall he so great
and so universal as to prevent competent resident
citizens from holding the Federal offices, there will
be no attemltt to force obnoxioe stranngers among
the people for that blject. While the strict legal
right may exist ill the Government to force and
exercise these olticers, the attempt t o do so would
be so irritating, and so nearly impracticable
withal, that I deem it may be better to forego for
tile present the use of such officers.

The mails, unless repelled, will cont'one to be
furnished to all parts of the Union, so far as possi-
ble. The people everywhere shall have that seuse
of perfect security which is most favorable to calm
thought and rellectioul. The course here indicated
will be followed, unless current events and ex-
perience shall show modification or change to he
proter'; and in every case and exigency my best
discretion will be exercised according to circum
stances actually exi,,ting, and with a fervent hopt
of a peaceful solution of the national troubles antt
restoration of Iraternal sympathies and atnictiern.

Wlyon, whee
certain the iP you fly toeare greater than all thes
real ones yon .j from?

All prohrns to be
content in the qUetion if all constilntional rghts can
be maintained. dr it trle, then, that ab y right
plainly written in the Constitnt:hn has bean denied?

No foretigiht can anticip's, nor any dcnsament

ilhority ' The Constitution does not expressly say.Stay rGonvgrac- prohibit slavery in the Territories?
The Cornt!tltrion does not eopressly say. NMst
Congress pr:eect slavery in the Territories ?' The
Conhoitilrtiiok does not expressly say. From gues-
tions of thl; bolas spring all otr constitutional con-
troversies, and we divide hpon them into majorites
and minoritaie. If the minoritywill notaequiesae,
the msjority. mont, or the iovernment must cease;
there is no other alternative for continuing but ac-
quiescence otneny side or the other. If the manoon-
ity in sech case will secede rather than acquiesce,they iiake a precedent which in time will divide
and ruitn them. or a minority of their own il
secede forn tlhenm whenever a nmjority chooses mto
be controlled, by sich minority. For instance,whly may not any portion of tile new Confederacy,
in a year or two hence, arbitrarily secede again,
precioely as porions of the present Union claim to
secede from it : All who cherish these Union sen-
timents are noa, being educated to the exact tem-
per of doing this. Is there such a perfect identityOf interest among the States to compose anew
U•tion, as to pradnee harmony only, and prevent
renewed secesnion? Plainly, the central idea of
vecession, is the essence of anarclhy. A nmjority
held in restraint by constitutional checks and limi-
tations, and alwhys changing easily witlh deliberate
chaiages of popuainr opinions and sentiments, is tile
only true sovereign of a free peopleL Whoever re-
jects it, does of necessity fly to anarchy or to des-
potismn. Unanimity is impossible. Tllerule of tile
minority, as a permanent arrangement, is wholly
inadminsable; so that rejecting the majority, tile
princilet nf anaorehy or despotism in some form is
all that ia-left..

I d, Inot loirgct the position assumed by some
that Constitution :l qlestions are to be decided by
the Sluplrenme Co'urt : nor do I deny that ouch de-
cisions must be binding in any case upon parties
ton suit as to the object of that suit, while they are
also entitled to very high respect and considera-
tion. In all parclel cases, by all other depart-
menit of tlhe.tovernnent, and while it is obviously
possible that eneh, a decision may be erroneous in
any given case, still the evil effectsa following it bo-
ing limited to that particular case. with the chance
that it may be overruled, and never become a pre-
cedent for other cases. can better be borne than
could-the evilIo-a theudifferent practice.

At the same time, candid citizens must confess
that if the policy of the Government upon vital
rqestions alfflicting the whole people, is to be irre-
vocably fixed by tile deciion of the Supreme
Court, tile instant they are made in ordinary litiga-
tions between the parties and personal actions, the
people will have ceased to be their own rulers,
having to that extent praclically resigned their
government into the hands of their eminent trihbu-
nal:. nor is there in this view any nssault upon the
Court or tile ,udgee.- It is a duty from which theymnay not shrink to decide cases properly brought
before them., aod it is no fault of theirs if others
neek to turn their decisions to political purposes.

One section of our country believes slavery is
right and ongit to be extended, while the other be-
lieves that it is wrong and should not be extended.
This is tile only substantial dispute. The fugitive
slave clause of the Constitultion and the law for
tile suppression of tile foreign slave trade lre each
as well enorced. perltalls, as any law can be in a
communityir where tihe moral sense of thie peolne
imlctlertly sulpport tile law itself. Tlhe great
holy of thie people abide by the dry legal oblign
ticrir iI brtlh casens, and tile loew who break over i
ahll, 1 think ralr be prrfectly cured ; and it would

be worse in both cases, after tile sernaration of tile
selitions, tihar before. Tile foreigi slave trade,
now irmperfectly suoltpresod, would he urltiriaely
revived without restlicliou iu one sec Lion, wiile
t daitive slices, rnoi, only partially surrcndered,
wolld nIt rbe srrendciered by tlre othler.

l'Phvsiclly slpalkinag, we cannot separate: rwe
wanallt remove 'lar respeclive sections fronl eachl
tlohr, nor built an impassable wall between theli.

lns counltry witth i: instioti•in shel bengs to the
people who ichalit it. Whenever they grow weary
of tile e.isting government they can excreie their
constitotional right of amending it, or their revo-
lationary rights to disnlellmer or overthrow it. I
cannot be ignorant of the fact that many worthy
and patriotic citizens are desirous of having the
National Constitultion amended. While I make no
recommendation of that character, Ifully reeotnize
the righttol authority of the peolpletover the wthole
subject to be exercised in either of the modes pre-
scritbed in the instrument itself, and I should under
the existing circumstances favor rather than oppose
a fir opportunity being el, Ieded the people to act
upon it. I will venture to add that to toe the Con.
rention mode seems preferable in that it allows
aenetldments to originate with the people them-
selves instead of only permitting then to take or
reject propositions origioated by others tot especi-
ally closen for tie purpose, and wthich might not
be pre,'isely o•oel as they would wishl either to
accept or refuse.

Soror•No: of DenTir rotn hRnL'ml.-On Monday
morning, Thomas J. Armstrong, convicted in
Philadelphia of the murder of Robert Crawford,
was sentenced to be hung. IIe ]ptde a speech to
the court, denying his guilt, but making admissions
showirng that hlie was in some way connected with
thoe alttir. The convict is quite a young man, and
at the time of the murder'was a member of a
church. The Bulletin, in giving the sentence of
the court says:

The male relatives of the prisoner and his coun-
sel were present. Armstrong wore a calm and
unoioved exterior, aitd greeted those around him
wit5h his seal smile. During the time Judge Al-
lison was speaking, Armstrong never faltered, and
as he was sitting down, he cried lit ill a clear and
strong voice : " You may take my life, but not my
clear conscience. Thank God, I am innocent."

The whole scene was an impressive one. An
absllute silence reigned throughoot the court-room,
broken oely by the low tours of Judge Alliaon's
voice. After Armstrong Ihad taken his seat in the
dulck, his father and brother approached and con-
versed with him for a few minutes, when an officer
of the court came up to escort the condemned mas
to prison. Then the father bowed his head on the
rail of the dock, and so remained a short time.
while his son passed out.
