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TALK ON 'OHANGlE.

The political attituto of the country formed the
chief talk yesterday on the flags. What do you
think of the Inangural (Lincoln's address), was the,
question interchanged between parties? At this
andthat corner its intents were commented on, and
the general received opinion is that it is decidedly
of a coercive character; and as it breathes hostil-
ity to the great South and SRothern interests, there
was a general desire evinced to wait d few dayp to
learn what the new Administration intends to do.

There were some putchases of cotton yesterday;
r there was also engagements of freightRts. Two or

three vessels were taken up for Liverpool; but
most operators were waiting further advices from
Liverpool, considering it ratllher hazardous to move
in cotton in the face of 1 and lIc., or jd. difference
in the currency between our marnket and Liver-

pool. The stock of cotton in Liverpool has in-
creased largely, beyond the calculations of shilp.
pers from this side, being on the ith ult. 104,000
bales in excesn of last year at the o:ame tine, and
with the reports on the Liverpool la;:s that nearly
f10 vessels wre clearoed from this port in two days

in January, nll pretendingl to he loaded with cotton,
it is most ntrange that the Manchester and .ivor-
pool markets should be depressed, particularly
with the falling off in the demand for goods and
yarns in Manchester. It ito asserted that the con-
sumption of the staple in lnucashire is rapidly de-
clining.

From all information before us, we are inclined
strongly to the belief that there is more truth than
poetry in the following remarks. There was much
commotion on the London Eolchange at the last
mnovement of the Bank of England. Tile Times, of
the evening of the 14th, talk as follows :

AHe.aD or Tot COVErItON, OR Nov?--Some

two weeks ago, the patriotic citizens around the
New Basin subscribed a sum of money and depos.
ited it, for the purpose of haviing made a flag of tihe
Southern Confederacy, upon the first information
f te andoption of such flag by the Colgress at
Montgomery.
Yeaterlday morning, a dispatch was received
from ilontgomerwy, Ala., datcd the day before, and
reading ai follows:
3h -- : Tim tollowin•, is a description of our

fl•,,: iliic o!lOi! , withl seven white stars; three
horizontal stripes, red, white and red; first red,
and rie whleto te etdicgli from union to end of flag,
andl lower red stripe extending whole length of
flag, ccutpying entire s•sce below the union;p tie scripe all of eqical woidth.

In about nce hour's time after this dispatch was
Ire.:eivd, MierI. '. . McGuigin and Chas. Braisted,
sailmnaker at No. 9 New Basin, had scissored up
thceir Iuning and tacked the pieces together, and
had the liii (aIccording ti the pattern above tele-
gcraphccl) thrown out to the breeze, upon which it
flutatered all day.
Id ait night the flag was taken in, and duly wet
with cham' pagei, and toasted and speeched about.
We were present, and never saw a moinre enthu-
castic meeting of the kind.
