HAVAnO, March 7, 1861.
.Mr. Editor-The thoughtful man is very apt to

endeavor to trace effects to their causes, and thus
I have been led to strive to trace the sad state of
mercantile discredit under which this island at
present so unfortunately labors to its original
cause, which I believe to be a natural consequence
of the conduct of the late "Supreme Authority" of
the island.

Some three or four years ago we were almost
daily entertained with announcements of conspira-
cies having been discovered, intended to over-
throw the Government of this island, or of "ex-
peditions" said to be fitting out in the United
States, to come and capture Cuba and to keep up
a semblance of there being a something ofthe
kind intended; I have it from good authority that
General Concha sent large sums of money to the
United States. Then, indeed, there existed in this
island a perfeot "reign of terror." The most
respectable citizens were dragged from their beds,
their dwellings ransacked for documentary evi-
dence with which to convict them, their persons
immured in "dungeon deep," and the finale was
their being conveyed to the "Vile Garrotte," there
to suffer an ignominious death. Passports were
refused to the sons of respectable citizens to go to
the United States to receive their education. No
man dare give expression to the feelings of his
heart, because he knew not but that itis dearest
friend was a spy in the employ oI the Government
wire wroud forthwith report what be had said, de-
nouncing him as a traitor to the throne of Spain,
and without further evidence a prison and banish.
ment from the loved isle of his birth was sure to
follow. I remember one morning soon after tihe
arrest of poor Plmion Pinto, who, yoi know, suf-
fered by tho "Vile Garrotte," upon makling a
morning visit to the ladies of a family with whom
I was at that time on terms of intimacy, being str-
-rized at finding the house, to use a common and
somewhat vulgar phrase "all sixes and sevens."
Being suffticiently intimate to inquire the cause, I
was told they ad been searching to see if an
enemy had deposited in their dwelling any scrap lo
paper that might serve to convict the master of the
Sore of disloyalty to Spain. "You know, Senor,'
said the mother of the family, addressing your cor-
respondent, "in these sad times one scarcely
knows who to trust; our very servants, born and
nurtured beneath our roof, may be bribed to testify
against us-so I and my girls have been having a
thorough rummage to see if some false friend has
not left behind him or her (for females were also
employed as spies) some paper that might serve to
get ns into difficulty." Verily, that was what I
have before termed it--a "reign of terror." That
charming family now reside in the United States,
where I had the pleasure of seeing them last sum-
mer. The result of all this was to produce a bad
feeling in the minds of European capitalists.

One alternative presented itseif-either tile coun
try was discontented with the Governmient, or
tlhere was to be feared, sooner or later, a general

break" or burst up.
A reaotion on the part of foreign capitalists be-

gan to take place, and they thought Cuba more or
less like t[orocco, or at least like Mexic, where
wealthy men have been ruined in a single day.

An arbitrary imprisonment for a mere denounce.
ment of the acts of the Government was the first
step taken in the admitisitration of jstice, rendered
still more arbitrary because ordered by the /ili-
tary astdhority.

The numiber of Africans introduced into Cuba
during each of the last two years of the odminis-
lion of Gee. Concha were more than treble the
number introduced during several previous years.But yet there remained doubts in some quarters as
to thei actual condition of the island.

In 1858. when the then Captain-General was at
the end of hise term of office, he retlrned to Spain,
but the system he had inauguralted remained in lfail
force.
Can a country so situated expect to possess anr

credit in foreign countries? That commerce in this
island is reduced to its lowest ebb we know full
well,and though that event may have been hasten-
ed by the election of Mr. Lincoln to the Presidency
of the United States and the events that have fol-
lowed that eletion, yet it moust have come, sooner
or later. There is not. I fully believe, an old Snan-
ish name engaged in the commerce of Cuba, more
particularly those whoi rendered aid to General
Concha, that is not at this time. I have reason to
believe, in a state of bankruptcy !

That race of men have proved, since the year
1857, that they are not as strong as bankers as
thley are as African slave traders. The Spanish
Bank of Havana, although it declares large divi-
dends, is understood to have lost at least a third of
its capital, and being unable to pay said dividends
in cash, the six millions of " bones" it has been
authorized to issue, bearing an interest of 6 per
cent., are, I am told, sed as the only means the
bank possesses of paying its shareholders their
dividends.
Tile Spanish Bank of Havana, during the three

weeks ending the 2d inst., has decreased its line of
discounts to the extent of $144,874 22. Tlis is
affording aid to struggling commerce widt a wit-

Mdr. Editor-Since my advices per Purser Ham-
burger, of the steamship Habana, of date 2d inst.,
the Cloyed Sugar market has exhibited consider-
able activity; the transactions having been made
upon the basis of 6J to 64 reals per arrobe for
good current quality D. S. No. 12, whilst purtica-
larly bright parcels obtain 4 to } real per nrrobo
above that quotation. Sugars below No. 11 have
been sold proportionately cheaper. Good Nos.9to
10 at 5. to 5 reals per arrobe, but Nos. 11 to 14
have only been obtained at the above rates. Low
qualities and damp Sugars are quite a drag, and
when sold are at rates named by the buyer. My
quotations, based on actual transactions, are as
tollows: D. S. Nos. 5 to 10, 4 to 5. reals; Nos. 11
to 12, 6 to 60 reals; Nos. 13 to 14, 7 to 73 reals;
Nos. 15 to 17, 7: to 9 reals; Nos. 18 to 20, 94 to
10U reals. Whites, according to quality, 10 to 123
reals per arrobe, f. o. b. The stock of clayed here
and at Mataltnzas is estimated atabout 190,000 boxes
against 115,000 boxes this time last year. Mosco.
vadoes dull at 4i to 5 reals for refining, and 56 to
64 reals for grocery descriptions. A crop has been
sold, to be delivered at Sagon laI Grande, at 5 1-16
reals per arrobe, the quality to be from good re-
finery to low grocery. The stock on hand here
and at Matanzas is upwards of 13,000 hhds. Dur-
ing the month of February there arrived in this
market more than 150,000i boxes and 3000 hhds.,
more than double the quantity received during
same time last year. The shipments lhence
and from Matanzas during February were 73,884
boxes and 8944 hhds. against 38.622 boxes and
7405 hhds. during same month last year. The
shipments last month were divided as follows:
To the United States, (that were) 10.276 boxes and
6120 hhds.; to Great Britain, 21,778 boxes and
2686 hhds.; to North of Europe, 8941 boxes and
115 hhds.; to France, 4184 boxes; to Spain and
the ports of the Mediterranean, 30,975 boxes and
23 hhds.; and 590 boxes to the river Platte.

From conversations with various mercantile
firms, I find an opinion prevails that if Mr. Lincoln's
inauguralion has gone t: quietly, there will be an
immediate advance In the rates of our principal
staole products.

MoLassces--Still nothing doing; dealers anxious
to realize, but intendling purchasers refuse to ac-
cede to their pretensions. My quootations, based
on latest transactions of which I have heard, are,
Clayed 2 reals, and luscovado 3 reals per keg of
50 gallons.

LAo--Still declining; 150 bbls. are reported to
have been sold at $16 75 per quintal, yesterday;
but that is a single case, and cannot be taken as a
criterion. The daily sales for several days past
have been at $17 to $17 25, and kegs at $10 per
quintal.

ire. Edl!or-To a anAmerican writing home frrom

this great metropolis, in the swarming population

of which he feels himself quite lost, the first ideas

that enter his mind relate to home tronbles.

These, indeed, are beginning to be discussed here

with much interest, for all whose thoughts or busi-
ness relations are touched by the disturbing intlu-

erces of our quarrelarre anxious to be informed
in the premises. Our owncountrymen-especially

those long resident here-profess to believe that it
is all but the offspring of political craft, and that
when once the new administration gets fairly in-
stalled, things will return to their accustormed hab-
its. Even our Minister resident here encourages this
interpretation, and thle English journals take the
words of encouragement for their text. But I am
not so sanguine. I am too recent from the scene
of conflict. Besides, I have witnessed and studied
its growth for the past thirty years. The real source
of tile evil lies deeper than resistance to tile fugi-
tive alave law, the passage of personal liberty
bills, the denial of right to tile comlmon territories,
or even the raid of John Brown. Though all these
causes of just complaint were removed, there
would still remain that bitter spirit of discord
which has been evoked by tile fanaticism, tile big-
otry, intolerance, contumely, and uinleasured
abuse of the North, wthich even a ptople less sensi-
tive than the South could not bear.

exhausted of its vilest and fiercest phrrases to give
expressionato tile denutciatilon of Sourtherln men
by Northern anti-slavery agitators ; that illsurree-
tion, slaughter, fire, and the 1mo-t frightful barbar-
ities have been, and still are, invoked upon our
brethren. History scarcely turnishes us with n
iarallel of like aniilosity ind wholesale pelrsistent
detraction. How canl men and wo(men live ilI
peace and amity with snlrc neiglhbor? If here in
England, the licenle of a few of ithe Inewspars
ard one or two trr y rrminhnberl of Parli;nllrlt, giv.
ing vent to their fee!irntg if Iostlity to ti• Iren-
peror of Prance, alsarmed tile nation and drew
from ministers publia remonstrlances, for fear thnt
the irritation thereby caused should lead to war-
if this temporary distarblnce was thonilbt a pro-
vocative to al national quarrel, what 8hould we
think of a thirty years' cru-ade of menace and
abnse, attenlded by acts of violence and incessant
intermeddling?

lence, I cannot see how thle South and the North
can ever conme together again upon any common
arrangement. 'The conduct of the Republicans
has been not mrelyaggressive; it has been decep-
tive, tortuous, diinsgenlous ; and tile great leader
of that party, William t. Seward, who, to promote
his own ambitions views, has mlisled the minds and
inflamed the passions of his supporters, being
about to be placed at tihe tIead of theState Depart-
ment, we can hope for nothing in the way of con-
cession, or, indeed, of honest and open handed
dealing. From the tone of the press in support of

istry and Il.p thitemirselv-es into their places. If a
resolution oif want of croldence s oulld hle voted,
it wruld rittrer brrrea up tile Cahilit or noresl a
disollltion if Pt.rliament and an appeal to the
people. Shtould tihe latter at hbe resorted to, it is
said that the people wous l rend in it strontlrr op-
positrion than the present. Hernce a bre.ak up is
predicted, which, leading tlhus prematurely to
speculations respectinlg te future, there is an evi-
drnt puzzle itl regard to who is to succeed to tire
Qrternes cnriidenee,. Their ablest man. Disraeli,
hortld a p-.sitils very moch like that of Dnuglas in
ths Unitend Staten Sontto--reopeoted, hated and
feared by his own friend.•
The tendenoy of the English people is to the

adoption of a less explensive and more propular
government. And to help forward thin teldoney,
England does not want for agitators. It is possible
that the troables of the American republic may,
In some degree, cheek it. But, on the other hand,
society iso l, enstituted here as to be in danger,
In any event, of permanent rupture and diersca-
tiln. The leRal disabilities on one sride, and heredi.
tary distinelions and privileges on the other, are
prone to breed discontent" and, frout discontent,
to swell Into an Irrepressable animosity. As the

laboring olasses become more enlightened, more
enstttle to the burthens that rest upon them, more

incu•trinated with ideas of "liberty, equality, fra-
ternity," they wilt become, in like degree, more
tumultuous, more free in their demands, and then,
if they have access to the ballot box, there will be
such radical changes as no man now dreams of;
or, and this is not an Improbable alternative, they
will be put down by the bayonet. Certain it is,
that universal suffrage and monarchial represent-
ative government cannot thrive together in per-
feet harmony.

In regard to the sopply of cotton, public opinion
seems to have settled down upon this conclusion--
that if they can get it through Northern ports, it
will satisfy them just as well as if they sent their
ships to the Golf ports. I doubt that the South
wil look upon the project with the same favor,
for it must necessarily, in the event of a blockade
of those ports, ruin their commerce. I apprehend
this subject will require very adroit, delicate, and
yet prompt handling. To be sure, I cannot speak
in reference to the degree of unanimity that may
exist among your people on the subject of seces-
sion, for your papers give forth very uncertain
sounds. Every thing will depend nliop that. I hope
nevertheless, that you will cct in entire harmony,
and thus vindicate your character and your cause.

The commercial and monetary relations of Eng-
land with America are very intimate and very ex-
tensive; and I feel disposed to hazard the con-
jecture that they will compel the interference of
that country iu your favor should these-as it
seems to me they must-derange those relations.
However nicts tile newspapers may protest that
the English nation can never enter into friendly
treaties with a slave power, you must rest assured
that trade and manufactures will disregard any
such silly sentimentalism. The talk about looking
elsewhere for cotton is not so animated as it was.
The project is not, nor will it be, abandoned, but
the Manchester men will turn much of the labor
ani expense over to the old women of Exeter
Hall.

Lagnerroniere has at least a semi-official tone, and
will foreshadow the Imperial policy.
