FATAL AFFRAY.
An English sailor named Walter, about 30 years

of age, was stabbed in the abdomen by one Victor
Garcia, late on Tuesday night, in the Vegetable
Market, Second District. He was sent to the hos-
pital, where twenty minutes afterward he died.
Garcia was arrested at the time by officer Gun-
zales. Coroner Beach investigated the case yes-
terday. The following testimony was taken:
.Tilies Parker, sworn-Last night about 11

o'clock, I, in company with three other men, went
into the French market to get a cup of coffee.
After we had sat there a few moments, the man
who was locked up charged with the stabbing,
but wholm I do not know, came into the market
with two women. As they passed along, this roan
got into a quarrel with Walter, the deceased. I
told them to quit quarreling and not have a fuss
there. When I told them that, the man that was
with the women walked away. As he walked
away, Walte: called him a d- dog's rat, or some-
thing to that eirect. tithen came back, and they
commenced flihting. I cannot say who struck the
first blow. While they were lighting, I heard
Walter say he was stabbed, I did not see a knife,
nor did I see the wound inflicted.
Da ri-l .Tnres, sworn---About 11 o'clock last night

I went with three other men to tr men to tie market to get
coffee. While we were taking the coffee I saw a
man c-tee into the market with two women. He
came up to tile stand where we were, and said to
the women, "there is no room." Walter said "yes,
there is room." What reply the man made I could
not say, but lie and Walter commenced quarreling.
The man withl the women then walked off a little
way and came back again, and as he did so picked
up a clidr. As he did that, Walter sprang up and
got a chair also. They both streck at each other.
As they did so the chairs came together. They
dropped the chairs and commenced fighting with
their fists. I do not think thetre were more tihan
two or three blows struck when Walter cried out
that hie was stabbed. When he did so the other
man threw his knife away. and remained standing
wherlie he was. I recognized the man in prison,
named Garcia,as the man thaStWalter was fighting
with. 1 did not see the stabbing, but there was
no other person standing near enough to have in-Ilicted a wound except Garcia.
