Another event in the history of Europe, which
deserves to be recorded for the benefit of future
Governors and Princes, is the virtual abandonment
of his claims to the throne of the two Sicilies by
Francis II. Gaeta no longer being tenable under
the guns of the Bardinlan fleet and army, he took
refuge onboard of the French ship La Mouette, and
arrived in Rome on the 14th of February, where he
was received by the Pope. He will depart for Ba-
varia, It is said, In a few days; and so ends the

' ~ory of a young monarch who, but a few years
r since, ascended the throne of one of tile most lovely

sountries in Europe, with a population attached to
the Bourbon dynasty, and ready to accept Ilis gov-
ernment upon terms which even Prussian subjects
would have refused. Hise father, by his brutality
and bigotry, had rendered himself odious to every
party but that of the church, and people naturally
expected that the son, sensible of the discontent
and tumult that had signalized the former reign,
would be instructed by his example and induced to
make such reforms in Iris administration as would
make him more accepltable to public favor. Nor,
indeed, did he want for advisers and friends. Eng-
land andFrance, through their respective Ministers,- made the most earnest endeavors to procure sone
amelioration of his fatllher's system, and urged upon
him such measures as would tend to secure tile sta-
bility of his power; at a time, too, when a revolu-
tionary spirit menaced the peace of Europe. Tire
King of Sarditia, after the peace of Villafranca,
was anxious to form a treaty of friendship and arn-
ity with the young Bourbon, which would have
been of the last importance. But exasperated
against that heroic and noble ruler, by reason of
tihe expulsion of the Dukes of Tuscany, Modena,
and Parmsa, and the encroachments made upon the
States of the Church, he rejected his overtures with
insult aod contempt. He regarded Victer Emnan-ael as his enemy and not as his friend. And an
enemy hie became, though not through his own in-
tention. Neither ie nor CountCarour had any de-
sign upon Naples, but rather shrunk from any idea
of attempting to add its disorganized, debased and
ignorant population to the free people of Italy.
The impetuous and improvised insurrection of Gsr-
ibaldi it 'eao, as well as tihe enthusiasm of tihe peo-
ple themselvres, that compelled, as it were, the
King of Sardinia to accept tire issue, and finally add
the crown of the two Sicilies to his own.

The protracted resistance shown by Francis If at
Gaeta--which, by the way, greatly annoyed the
French court and people, ihas been attributed to hri
valor. But it was owing rather to his obstinacy,
and the cherished expectation that the old legiti-
mists would not abandon him to tile revolutionists.
He is a man of a mean and cowardly disposition,
of a narrow mind, of ungovernabl,- passions, of a
weak and feeble judgment; and the news of tile
first reverses of his army at Palermo completely
prostrated him. As the insurrection advanced, lihe
accordingly showed tire greatest perturbation, and
seemed totally at a loss what to do.

When his best adviser, it. de Martino, recom.
mended an offer of the constitution that had for-
merly brought back tire island to its allegiance, he
Sh to apply to the Pope for a dispensation, that

conscience might be quieted for departing so
far from the rule of his " divine right." Ily tire
tiule thie dispensation arrived, other counsels pre-
vailed; and he hesitated, hoped and despaired,
until the red-shirts had landed on the peninsula.
The rest is well known-a battle, a siege, and a
capitulation. As he departed, tie garrlison pre-
sentred arms, cried " Long live the king ;'" and, it
is said, the spectators shed tears. This might have
been, for the spectacle of so young and unfortu-
nate a monarch, leaving his native soil and a king.
dom, for exile and an inglorious privacy, had in it
a touch of the romantic that was calculated to fill
the heart with sadness. P'oor fool! one might
have said, to throw awaypower, splendor, wealth
position, all that men sigh for, in defeose of an ob-
solete idea-an impracticable system. And yet
why should he be pitied whose throne was founded
in treachery and wrong-in those doctrines of
government that crushed out the soul of liberty,
and debased and outraged every thing that wau
manly ? Thus, another batch of Bourbons has
been consigned to the obscurity of private life, by
the genius of Napoleon. Of tie seventy-four men,
women and children--it is said that fifty-five nhave
been banished by their people. And yet of those
that remain in Germany and Spain, it is hard to
say whether one of them has learnt anything from
the family misfortunes. It is quite probable that,
were they restored, they would run the name
course of arrogance, tyranny, bigotry and licen-
tiousness, as before.

Tire fall of Gaeta caused great excitement at
Rome, and encouraged the people to gather in the
public places and utter cries in laver of Emanuel
and the unity of Italy. An Italian journal, at-
tached to the clerical party and the clhurch, says :
" In spite of the protests and prayers of the Cath-
olics, law and justice will not prevail against
force; and Iome, sooner or later, will share tile
fate of Gaeta. The protection of France toward
the Holy Father, will be reduced to the offering
him a steamer to carry him into exile." This lat-
ter office may indeed be performed by Frarce:
but then it will be only because the Holy Father
has refused both the advice and assistance of
France, as well as tile most generous offers of Sar-
dinia. Besides, the retreat from Rome will only
be another stragetic movement, to enlist the sym-
pathy of the Catholic world against Italy, in tile
vain hope that armies will be raised to recover the
estates of the church, while the Pope Iombards
the Vatiecn with bulls from abroad. Butt this lope
is vain. The church has not kept pace with the
march of intellect and humanity. Once she was
thle guardian and defender of both--against those
very powers that now strive to leand hier in the w:ay
of Ihealthy reform and rational freredom. Her tlrnl-
poral possessions have blinded her eye, to the true
ends of her inslitrtion ; and she cannot see, what
every enliglhltened statesman sees, that, coniioined to
iher spiritual functions, her influence will not only

become greater, but may lead to the recovery of
all that she Ihas lost.

The meeting of the Italian Parliament on the
18th, was a great event. It is is nearly unanimous

S (avour-that is, for delay. The siege of (aeta
mast have satisfied the Italians that they were not
yet prepared to come to blows with so formidable
a power as Austria. Better leave her to exhsaust
herself by her enormous outlays in the maintain-

e of Venice and her fortresses on the Mincio.
ter tosaition is one that cannot toot--her military

penes, increased taxation, immense debts, and
the troubles in Hungary and other Sclavonlic pos-
sessions, are wearing her out, and bringing her to
bankruptcyand dissolution. Italy, therefore, may
take time to organize her departments, recruit her
army and navy, encourage industry and secure
tranquility. She has still on hand thle lomantques-
tion, and is now called to the reduction of the
fortres esof Messina and on the Tronto. HIence,
her King wisely says in his address on opening Par-
liament: "In the consciousoness of its strength,
the Kingdom of Italy will be able to follow tile
counsels of prudence. My voice was once rained
with boldness, but it is as wise to wait at the right
time as it is to dare at the right time. Devoted to
Italy, I have risked my crown for her sake ; but
no one hs tile right to risk the existence and des-
tinies of a nation."

The Emperor still continues to send reinforce-
ments to Rome; and this greatly puzzles the quid

uncs. Iomo, they say, is in no danger; and the
Ioly Father has now too many soldiers about hin
for the benefit of his treasury. The worst of
motives are assigned by some ; the best by others.
A MIarat eteute having recently occurred at
Naples, this is referred to as an indicationi of what
the Emperor would do, if hlie conld. But it is too
well known that the settled policy is adverse to all
this. The deoalartion receutly made to a higii

ihurch dignitary, and widely published at the
time, that the possession of temporal and political
power by Pius IX was inimical to modern civiliza-
tion. and must give way, suffoiiciently declares the
purpose of Napoleon. But he desires to eilect this
by peaceable means-by negotiation. Therefore
he strengthens the garrison of Rome to repress
any attempts at armed revolution or insurrection;
and not because he does not desire the inily of
Italy or contemplates the restoration of ttie re-
volted provinces. I do not permit myself to doubt
that tile seatof empire will be the Eternal City,
before the year 1861 draws to a close.

American affairs are discussed here with more
interest as they become better understood: but
our countrymen, I am sorry to say, are mor0 dis-
posed to take pact with the North than with the
South. Perhaps the tone of society here, on the
subject of slavery, has its intluence; and you
know that with most men, an unpopular cause is
often regarded as an unijust one. The French are
a people of sentimenlt, and are borne away by
angthing that appeals to the imagination; or, that
may be arrayed in a kind of melo-dramatic situa-
tion.

Manufacturers and merchants send nothing
abroad to seek a market, but await actual de-
mand. Labor of course suffers, but in troublous
times every man feels impelled to provide for him-
self. The largest charity is generally felt lg those
who have nothing to impart, or who desire them-

selves to become the recipients of her bounty.

Sbrave and accomplished man. and greatly dis-
inuished himself in the Italian war with Austria.
' The cession to the Emperor, for a consideration,

of the communes of Mentone .nd Itoquebrune, in
llMonaco, by the Prince of tOaat little State, is the

subject of conversation jne,t now. Monaco is situ-
ate in North Italy, bets, een Nice and Genoa, bor.
dering on the Meditrsranean. It has an area of
flfty-three square Aoiles, and a population of from
seven to eight tiousand. From these the Prince
draws his revenues, which lie spends in the cafes
and salons of Paris-residing here half the year;
for his tastes enable him to live no where else,
being what would be called in America "a fast
man." The sale, no doubt, las been compelled by
his occasionally " running short" and contracting
various pecuniary obligations of "honor," which
the labors of llts ubjects could not well relieve.
Certainly the gayety of 'Paris in far more attractive
tlhan the rough and solitary grandeur of Monaco,
and we cannot censure the taste of him who pre-
fers it, whatever we may think of the hard neglect
of tris suljects.

In tire way of comfort, Paris will not compare
with Londo. T'here is more to be seen, heard and
enjoyed, but then you must not expect to find it at

ornie. In these wintry days onei does not find
their deserted fire-places-where a fire is never
made-their naked, waxed floors and stone walls,to be compared to the carpeted and curtained
lodgings andi cheerful coal fire in the grate which
one meets with in the English metropolis. Wood
is searce and dear, being sold by the Iound, and a
good lire wounl cort about as much as half a dozen
good dinners; the mineral coal is earthy and slatey,
and there is but little of if. The Frenchmen there.
fore stops tip his chimney and sets a brnaier of
charcoal on tile iearth, and shivers between cold
and asphyxia through the day; that is, if lie re-
mains at home, but this he seldom does, the galler-
ies, libraries, gardens, cafns, operas, etc., all invite
hinl abroad, and abroad he goes, coming home
only to sletep, as the dullest of places.All RE.V(, IP.

LETTER FROM LONDON.

Sprrl to thce New Orleans Greecent.
Losoon, Feb. 24, 1861.

]Mr. Edilor-Notwithstanding that everything
immediately or remotely connected with the sub-
ject of slavery is prejudged here to the disadvan-
tagse of its defenders, some stray beams of the
light of truth do penetrate the British mind, and
reveal glimpses of the true situation of things, now
and then. I was dining the other day with a
wealthy merchant of this city, who has mercantile
agencies in two of our American cities, when the
subject of our troubles became the topic of con-
versation. I was referred to, of course, as one
from whom reliable information was expected. I
spoke accordingly with a a much moderation and
fairness as I could. Wlhen we had discussed the
question for a short time, our host drew from his
iocket a letter which he had just received by the
last arrival from Boston. From this letter he read
a few pacsage, tile substance of which I give you.
The writer, after dwelillng upn the derangement
of hbuinesa caused by recent political disturbances,
proceeded to give his views on the state of the
coontry. lie ,confessed that he had supported the
Republicans from his sympathy with the anti-
slavery cause, as wcll as through the persuasions
of intelligent American merchants, who acsured
him that the election of Mr. Lincoln would ad-
vance the caueo of freedom, give peace to the
country, and more firmly establish its institutions
upon a permnanent basis. In this cxpectation, how-
ever, both he and his advisers had been greatly
mistakeno. The eff-ct of AMr. Lincoln's election had
produced a directly contrary effect. It had nro-
duced commotion and disaster in trade. It had
led to the withdrawal from the Union of six of the
Southern States, and the establishment of a separ-
ate confederacy. In a more impartial survey of
the course of parties in the histcry of this republic,
he had discovered that its immense growth and
uniform prosperity had been owing to the wise ad-
ministration of the Gliovernment by the anti-Aboli-
tion party and that whenever power fell into the
bands of their opponents, their inefficiency was
imnmediately shown in impracticable schemes sad
ill-considered measures. ie instanced the 1Mor-
rell Tarifbiill, then before Congress -- and which,
he did not doubt, would become a law-as an evi-
dence of ill-timed legislation. lie had but little
hope of a reconstruction of the Union from Air.
LincIln's policy; for he regarded him as merely a
politician without any capaccity for large states-
manlship. Indeed, he concluderd, the whole cam-
paign was gotten up upon the narrowest and mostrelfish views, with itter disregard of the alleged
principles of hostility to slavery ; and he advised
that tile business of tile agency should be confined
to daily transactiors of supply and demand.

I am not prelpared to say to what degree thle
writer may have been influieneed by the pressure
of pecuniary loss in the expression of his opinions;
but the opinions themselves I regard as sound.
Thle few statesmen that tIhe oppisition ever had
thiy have distr,•sted, maligned ansd banished.
They have no breadth and generosity of view,
and are utterly at sea when confronted by great
national or international questions.

I look upon it as a somewhat significant fact,
bearing upon our present relations with England,
that, in tile House of Commons, on the 17th, the
Secretary of Foreign Afltirs was riestioned res-
pectling " belligerent rihlts at sea," and mainly
because tlhis ilmatter colld have been resuscitated
at this time for no other reason than to elicit the
views of G(overnment ill regaId to intercourse
with our Southern ports ; for tie present condition
of Europe demanded no such reference, seeirng
thalt there is nothing to jeopard msritimce rights.
Tihe reply of Lord Jo,hn lulosseli vonlirms this view ;
for he immediately cquotes Mr. (' as as saying that
" Ice considered thle righIt of !lockade, as author-
ized by tile law of nations, i s a very great abuse;
that the only proper occasion for a blckadoclo wa
when a land arnly o wacc besiegingi a fortiiled place
on one side, and aflleet rwas brought to blockade
it on tlhe other; and that any attemplt to interrupt
trade by blockade. or to blockade places which
were comcmelrccl prts, was an abuse which ought
to IhI pot an end to."

I do not know whether this policy is to be re-
garded cs the settled rule of action of the Govern-
ment at \Vaclinsgin ;: but it certainly puts inco the
hainds of the EInglilh Mliistrly a powerful arcument
ill favor of direct and tlnobltrllcted trade with
Southlcrn ports. Nor call I enterlin tile least
doubt that it is now brought forward to justify in
advauce the intended course of England towalrd-O
your Confderaey. Everything, so far as I can
see, indicates the determination of merchants not
to be shut out of those ports, especially since the
diopoition manifested by Northern men to impose
heavier duties upon imports, while the South lay
such imposts only as are required for revoenue, with
a prospect of further reductions in future.

In reply to your question as to whether "secret
agents" have Ieen dispatched to America by this
(Government and the EImperor of France, with a
view to Irocure reliable information respecting
your affairs, I can offer you Iothling more than con-
jecture, and, indeed, not even that; for it is plain
that if " secret agents" were sent, pains would be
taken to prevent their being known as such. This
much. however, I can say-that neither this Gov-
ernment nor that of France is likely to accelpt
newspaper articles, private correspondence, or
even the reports of its Ministers resident at Wash.
ington, as a basis of action-or. rather let me say,
as it guide to lpublic action. Those Governments
will surely acquaint themselves with everything
relating to so important a subject in a manner
satisfactory to themselves, and will take tihe best
means of doing so. I am reliably informed that
this subject occupies a very large share of attcn-
tion in Downing street, and that ministerial circles
are not Ipermiited to sleep over it by merchants
and manufacturers.

You nlust have seen Natal often referred to inl
tile newspapers as c cotton growing country. ,
Ihave seen sonic specimens of its grlowth, and must
acknot:lcdge that ii is a very fdie short staple ; and
that, couhl it be procured in sufficient quantities,
would answer very well as a substitute for Amer-
ican c •t`'. But in this lies the difficulty.

Natal, as all your readers may not know, is a
British colonial possession lying on the Southl-
eastern bderlr of Africa. It is a fertile and
healthy districtof country, producing indigo, cot-
ton, sugar, coffee, etc., etc., and inhabited by
Zooloo Kfifitres. Groeat elfrtsu ]hve been, mlde
by tihe government of the Cape of Good lope, and
by thle comparatively few white inhabitants in
Natal, to extend the cultivation of the more valun-
able products of the country ; and, at one time,
very sanguine expectations were indulged. But
these cave been disappointed, and the exports
have gradually sunk to about one quarter of what
they were ten years ago. And this may serve to
show how little can be doec with tile fire African.
Tile culture of cotton, to be successful, demands a
degree of care, attention, prudence and assiduity,
of which the negro is not capable, unless over-
looked and directed in every stage of the process.
This fact, Iffancy, British philanthropists will learn
to appreciate after a time, and then, they may
cone to the conclusion that ithe negro can bh of
no use to himself or others, except as a slave. In
this condition he is raised front the state of a brute
to that of a man, where to hold him requires as
persistent an effort as it did to raise Iim.

Itis a matter for regret that the large heart of
Joln Bull, which suffers grievous palpitations
far tice comfortably clad and well-fed negro
down in South Carolina, should show so little feel-
ing for his " lith Ind kin" in Syria. Notwithl-
standing the sufferings to which Christians are ex-
posed; notwithstanding that, in spite of the pres-
ence of the French army and Englishl ships, their
villages are still burnt and they despoiled of their
goods-and, in truth, not a few murdered. Not-
withstanding all this, the great anxiety is to get the
French out of Syria-to leave everything to the
tender mercies of the fanatical Turk. To maintaiu
his misgovernment, to upbotd his tottering throne,
ard defend and maints.in the Ofahomedao faith--
this seems to be tile supreme desire of Protestant
England-the " bulwark of our religion," as the
nMassachusetts secessionists called tice British Gov-

ernment in 1814. I do not wonder that a certain
French writer Ias libelled tihe British people, " a
nation of hypocrites ;" although I am very far from
esteeming themn such. But impfly an honest, out-
spoken, pragmatic generation; lluch given to

bluster, much attached to their church, but more
to their money. A Frenchr hating people; and wbh
hold it to be a part of their religion to advance
British interests everywhere, whether under the
name of philanthropy or of commerce. Just now
they would rather see Syria depopulated than that
the French should remain there; although they
have at lenght consented to a two months further
occupation.

At a meeting of the cotton spinners and mann-
facturers at Blackburne and the neighboring dis-
tricts, a reduction of five per cent in the wages of
workmen was resolved upon. Already immense
stocks of goods encumber the warehouses, which,
owing to the falling off of the demand in America,
they cannot dispose of. But they look forward to
the period (October next) which is to put into
operation the commercial treaty with France, when
those goods will at once be thrown upon that
market.

This has produced great uneasiness among the
Frencl manofacturers, who fear that such a course
would prove their ruin. Accordingly, the Minister
of Public Works has been addressenl upon tile sub-
ject, and, in his reply, lie assures the petitioners
that although uech elhoild be the case, the goods
thus forced into France would not find buyers.
This. I must confess, is rather an evasion than a
sound reply to the question. It cannot be doubted
that should our manufacturers here in England be
compelled thus to force their products into France,
not only woold they be prepared to sustain a great
loee, but the capitalists there would hiy them up
upon speculation, send them to America, and thus
at once injure hbotl the manufacturer in New Eng-
land and in France.

You will see from this how seriously England and
France are affected by iranp-Atlantic aofairs, and
how certain it is that the Governments of tlhese
countries will be forced into some commercial re-
lations with the seceding States. It is not merely
the demand for cotton, but as well for a market for
their fabrics, in which they are interested. Let
your new Government act with a wine reference tc
these facts, and take advantage of them to concili-
ate foreign powers. They may do it by modera-
tion and prudence. A. F. K.

If your wife dares get a "love of a bonnet,"
don't you indulge in unnamable hats ? If she buys
a " duck of a dress"-how about your fancy pants,
with tapering ankles and full awelling waists : and
pray what outset has she for your endless "smiles
and smashes," cigars, fast horses, lodges, etc.?
If you are care-worn, has she no care at home?

If you have to toil to get bread for the little
mouths that need food, does she not participate in
that toil, by the constant tug at the netcle, or the
hourly and ceaseless attention their buay feet and
prattling touges demand?

The truth is simply this, Crescent, you of the
male sex are much fonder of carping at the ex-
travagannee and follies of us poor women than
you are of adding op dime for dinme, your own little
expendituras, and seeing what they will anount
to. People who live in glass honses clhould nlot
throw stones; and when the ale sex las ))ecome
a model of temlperance, economy, system and in-
doatry, it may presume to chide us for our short
comings ; but example is even better followed
than precept.

WASHINGTON CORRESPONDENCE.

Spiecil nl the INw Orleans Creleent.]

WAS~OiN rTr, March 7, 1861.
Mr. Editor-Having fulfilled my purpose of re-

maining in the Abolition Capital a few days after
the Gorilla Tyrant was installed on the throne,
and not being paid for the inconvenience of so do-
ing, I shall, on the morrow, Providence willing,
shake of the dust of my feet against the city, and
take up the line of march Southward.

There have been no new developments. The
drift of the Gorilla policy has not manifested itself
in action. No practical coercion step lias been
taken. " Orders in council " are being prepared.

Tlhese windl their way to the white
den of the Imlperial Gorila : thence to the borrow
of the prdeminent weavel, Seward: thence to the
coop of the plumed peacock and bustard-of-war,
Scott; thence to the kennel of the incomparable
hound, Andy Johnson ; and o on around the entire
ring of royal beats,. princely nondescripts, and
martial hirds of prey.

In reference to the vermienlar obeisance made
to the kingly quadrupeds and fowls, there is one
note with many variations. All the potentates and
powder-thorned big-hugs make it their business to
congratulate the worms of the dust that they "have
a Gtocernennt." This isnthe burden of every throat.

howl of the hound. Would tolheaven your readers
could peruse the local columns of to-day's Star-
that abhorrent repository of the exerementions
ideas of His Supreme Loathsomeness, Drt Wallach.
Permit me. as an act of necessary defilement, to
insert, for the first and last time, In the clean and
pore pages of the Crescent, a few elegant and odor-
iferons extracts:

To the Illinois parasites (Gorilla Lincoln said:
" I am a little more troubled to know what not to

say upon this occasion than I ever have been.
[Liaoghter.1 We are'all rejoiced. doubtless, at the
success so far of the principles of Government."

" Government," you see. The plumed peacock
and Hastard of war, Scott, said:

" We had yesterday a erent saturnalia. Our
Union has been in a state of great peril, bhut, thank
God, we yet have a Federal Government. [Tm-
mense applauoe.] Thank God, the great body of
the Union still exists. [' Amen.' Thank God.'
'Yes, and ever will.'] Yes,thank God!we still
have a glorious Union left to us. [A voice-and a
glorious President. Another voice-yes,and a glo-
rious General, too.] And a President who has
brought the right heart and the right mind to pre-
serve what we have, and to loring back what we
have lost."

" Federal Government." you perceive. " Bring
back what we have lost," vyo' observe.

Hannibal Mulatto Hamlin being sick, a thing ap-
peared for him and said:

" My friends, Mr. Hamlin is nrable to appear to-
day. He is now quite ill, and you know if our
Abraham should be removed to old Abraham's
bosom, we should want him to fill his place."
[Laughter and applause.]

"Abraham's bosom," you will consider. A
neat joke, and the nation in a pretty fix for joking.
Canine .Johnson said:

" The country is in a crisis. There has been
peril uopon it, and it requires all true men and
good men to stand together, whether they live in
Illinois or Tennessee, for the maintenance of the
Union."

"Maintenance of the Union," you observe.
Rumpless Rooster, Wool, said :

" I assure you. nothing gives me greater plea.
sure than to see Illinoisans, knowing them, as I do,
as being always faithful to their country. and,
under all circumstances, ready to sustain this
Union. [Applause.]"

" Sustain this Union," you notice. Weazel Sew-
ard expressed his " pleasure in welcoming them
to his house, and at being able to assure them that
they had a Government. In the struegle throughl
which they were passing they shonld forget all
sectionalism. and, uniting upon the firm basis of
the Constitution, maintain the Government at all
hazards."

"Government at all hanards," you remark.
Asinis ofaximuno Trumbuhll said:

" They had no Government a few days ago, but
they had one now, and it must and should be
maintained. [Applanoe.] If they were firm and
resolute, and showed that they would uplhold the
Government at all hazards, there would be no
need of fighting. [A voice-HFlow's the Cabinoet?]
The Cabinet is with the President. Mr. Lincoln is
President, and the ('lainet will sustain him.
When they go back to Illinois, he wanted them to
inform the public mind of the state of feeling in
Washington ; of the unity of the Cabinet, and of
their determination to sustain the Government."

Uphold the Government," mark you. Skunk
Lovetoy said:

"Tloe great overshadowing question was: 'Have
we a Government?' Some wanted to settle the
diffiealties by compromise, even if they destroyed
the Constitution itself. They were like the Jews,
wiho crucified their Maker that they mighlt save the
silver and pillars of the temple. He did not be-
lieve that 30,00",000 people would live without a
Government. If war must conimc, let it come. Je-
hnvah allowed it in heaven. [A voice-' Yes, and
tihe secessionists went down.'] You recollect how
the battle waged, and how it resulted. [h voice--
SExactly.'] You know where theywent to--mwhere

all other secessionists ought to go. IVoices-' they
are already on the way.']"

" lfare twe a oo-cern tl?" I beg you to re.-
member. And.very "binding," even astringent
on tilhe secessionisto , is Skunk Lovejoy

Lasrt. but not least, Cacoethes Lotqucndi Vox An-
glicns Limber-jaw linker said :

'"They 0must use every weapon of peace, of mod-
eration and concession, and if possible winl back
their estranged brethren. But if it did no good,
and men persisted in tleir madness and treason,
then let theo strikie for their Government. Let
notlhing be undone that would avert war, but if it
did come, let tile flag of tile old Union wave in the
front of the battle. [Cheers.] If they must strike
for their Union and their Government, strike hard
and honme. But before this was resorted to, they
should concede everytlhing that an honorable man
might ask or an honorable man offer."

" Strike for tIe Goveromecl, s'rike hard and
home," I pray you heed and cherish in the inmost
recesses of memory.

I have not bored you with all thia stuff for no-
thing. It will have a historic value some years
hence. It will show with what cunning and con-
nivance the abolition usurpers set to work as soon
as they got in power, to stir op tile national attach.
ment of the people for the Government. And wthy
Plainly to arouse their affections to tihe fever healt
of war ; of fightlig for tlhe Government. They talk
of coancessions--some few of them do-hut that is a
part of the game. See lorw admirably it will act.
ctoncessions not worth a button will be proffered.
They will be rejected. Concessions wllich might
have been all the Seouti asked or desired before lhe
Southern Confederacy eras formed, will then he
tried, for it will be perfectly safe to make them.
Tlhey tenosa they wtill be rejected. Once rejected,
they will turn to the people of the North and say :
" See ! what sacrifices of principle we were willing
to make for the sake of tile Union, and behold how
the rebels have spurned us in their mad desire to
break up the Government. Men of the North,
Americans, Freemen, Sonr of the Herces of Besnker
Hill ! will you stand tamely by and see aseoulwr v-
ernment destroyed ry the tools of tile slave power?"
And like the sound of many waters, ".hver!
never!" will be thuldered flrom tihe Northl. The
pear will then be ripe, the war will begin, and the
perpetuity of the Republican party-in no other
way attainable-will be assured. This, I think, is
their plan. It may fail in practice, but it is ad-
mirably devised.

It is with mingled indignation and grief that I re-
peat the generally credited statement that Mir.
Crittenden is to be rewarded for his devotion to the
Union by a Black Republican appointment to the
Sutpreme Court. How have the mighty fallen !

Eight hundred more mercenaries will be here in
a few days if rumor is to be believed. The more
the merrier,

I am muctl inclined to give a resumn of thle event-
ful session just ended, but space forbids. Thlat
must be the historias's task. We who have been
in the thick of the revolution and have played such
parts as we were able to perform in it; we who
are still whirling with tile swift-moving wheel of
time, have little opportnnity and less disposition to
sum up tile facts impartially. Nor dare we hope to
analyze them calmly, and, by philosophic induction,
point the moral which adorns this stirring tale of
American destiny. This high duty falls to the lot
of the next generation. The drama is but begun.
The first scene only is over, and with the second a
new trincipal actor appears on the stage. By
nature a low comedian, will he dorf his grinnine
mask and don the hideous visage of Ihigh tragedy?
We shall see. Meantime your critic in the pit re-
tires to another part of the theater and becomes
an idle bat not an indifferent spectator. To his
friends and patrons of the Crescent ihe bids adieu.

Louisiana Legislature.
BATON ROIUGE, Miarch 16--House.-- Mr. Gantt

moved the reconsideration of the vote for closing
up Bayou Pl'aqrremines.

Mr. Phillips reported favorably from the Finance
Committee on the bill in regard to the clerical
business. Tire bill wished by Judge Welsh, chief
clerk, saves the State $8000 per annum. Enrolling
clerks are not to exceed twenty in both Houses.
Each clerk is to receive $50,. and the chief clerk
$300. The debate on tile bill took up the greater

porticn of the morning. An ameuadment was of-ered to strike out $600 and insert 300, and to reduce the $800 to $5100. Carried.
The bill in regard to the publication of the acts

of the Legislature came up, Mr. Dronet spokestrongly in French in favor of the tranolation and
publication. Mr. Randall also spoke in French.

The bill releasing Lafayette Caldwell from bonds
as Swamp Land Commissioner also to pay the
money due him, came up. Both passed.

The act authorizing the Governor to borrow
$300,000 from the State Bank, providing that no in-
terest on the appropriation he made from the cor-
ing revenue for the same, passed its reading.
