Southern Confederacy. Hoe felt confident that
Tennessee would remain firm and true to the
Unlon. She had fought the battles of the Souta on
many a field, and she felt that she hlad been
wronged by them. He belieyed that the South
could get more i thie Union than they would ever
obtain out of it, and he was willing to remain and
battle with fanatics for the Union. IIe was confi-
dent that Tennessee could get all her righto secured
to her by tle Nortle, and sie would not yet oacri-
lire hersell for a mere abstraction. If she could
not get hier ist does from the North, sho would
never join a Seat lern anarchy. but would unite
with tile othlcr Border States and set up a lovera-
otent of their own.

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Convention of the Rtate of L.ouintlana

Mor::nsv, March 1•, 1861.-The (onvention as-
sembled at noon; President Mouton in the chair,
and eighty members present. The journal was
read, corrected in one particular, and approved.

The President presented to the Convention a
communication from Gov. Moore, transmitting a
printed copy of a lengthy address and resolutions,
which had been presented to the Senate and Repre-
aentatives of the Choctaw Nation for their consid-
eration, by Gen. Hudson, Chief of said Nation, and
transmitted by the said body to the Governor of
lisle State. The address treated of the separation
between the North and the South, and of what the
Indians ought to do and be entitled to under such
circumstances; and one of the resolutions called for
a Grand C'ouncil of the Cherokees, 'reeks, Chick-
asaws, Sominoles and Choctaws, to consider what
action should be taken by the tribes jointly, in
view of the secession of the Southern States, with
which they are so friendly.

Owing to the great length of the document, a
notion was made to dispense with the reading; but
so great was its interest that the motion was lost,
and it was read entire.

Mr. Lawrence moved its reference to the Com-
mittee on Southern Confederacy.

Mr. Fuqua consided this message from tle ('boc-
taws a most important and able one; and after
paying a high tribute to the advanced civilization
and enlightenment of the tribes named, and to that
of the ('hoctaws in particular, lhe moved that be-
idens referring the address to the Committee on

Southern Confederacy, there be 600 copies of it
printed for the use of the Convention, and that the
.'ommittee be instructed to make such a report as
would fully express the sense of the Convention

spon a matter so important. The motion carried
onanimously.

Mr. Marks, of Caddo. offered a resolution that
the Texas delegates to the Montgomery Conven-
tion he invited to seats within tile bar. Amended
ao that the invitation stand open to all delegates
lfrol seceded sates, and thus amended, adopted.

Num.rous smembers rose to offer resolution s;
but 1 o' clck having arrived, the Pre-ident an-
nounced that the only bueioess in order was thle
special order of the day, to-wit: Mr. E'tlio's ordi-
nance oArhoks and bankiong. [Wie published tile
oldineance in full on Saturday.]

The. ordinance was taken up: the reading of it
in whole was disprensed with; and a motion was
rmad,' and carried, that it be read and acted upon
section by section.

iMr. Elg$ e moved to strike out from the first sec-
tion the date "1900," anod to insert therefor tile
daote "'-ls;" explaioing as his reaoon, that the
ptroposed extension of the bank charters was too
long for thse progressive state of the country.
Mir. Girard, of lafayette, moved to strike out

the enacting clause of the ordinance; and as this
necessarily brought up the ordinance for discussion
as a whole, the motion to discuss section by sec-
tion was overruled, and the ordinance debated
upon its general merits.-

Mr. Dupr:e opposed the ordinance as a whole,
on the ground that this was a matter extclsively
for tile action of the State Legislature; and he
gave his views as to the difference of authority
between the Legislature and the Convention, and
as to the impropriety of tihe members of this Con-
vention taking action upon any matter not spe-
cialty delegated to them by the people. He next,
in a speech of some length, reviewed the ordin-
nance in detail, and opposed every section of it,
from first to last. He saw isn asos of its pro-
visions a scheme for the greatest banking mono-
poly he ever heard of; in others, a scheme to
aggrandize city capitalists and merchants at the
expense of tile agriculturi-ts of the country. Ile
did not think that any constitutional restrictions
or laws could make thie banks any more honest or
safe than they now are: and explained, as the
basis of his whole opposition to the ordinance,
that be was opposed to all banks and banking sys-
tems.

Mr. Hoidg sotated that upon a careful examina-
tion of the ('onstitution with reference to the
Ianks. he found that it was necessary for this
Convention to take the action proposed by tile
ordinance. Its was very far from wishing to deal
with anything which tile constitution left to the
Legislature. lie proceeded to speak ably and at
length upon tile merits of the ordinaice. The
Legislature, he maintained, had not the power to
put the free banks on a footing with the old
chartered ibanks. Iie reviewed thre history of
banking in Louisiana from 1842 rup to the present
time, pointing out the defects of the free banking
system as shown in times of commercial distress
and panic, and the stability and integrity of the old
chartered system at all times. Time and experi-
ence had demonstrated it, the whole United States
had acknowledged it, and even in Europe it was
acknowledged, tlhat the chartered bankiog system
of Louisiana was one of tie very best in the
world. The ordinance before the ('onventio in-
volved no clashing between the great commercial
and agricultural interests of the State; the one
interest reflected the greatness of the other. The
charters of the old banks, except one, would ex-
pire in 183t7; and unless we passed this ordinance,
we would after that time have to depend on free
banks, with all their uncertainties, as heretofore.
If a bank gets into trouble or panic, there is but
one thinogthat can save the note-holders, and that
is, money in the vaults. The great object of the
Committee in presenting the ordinance was to pro-
vide a safe and sound currency for the State of
Iouisiana. HIe (the speaker) would propose to
add to the ordinance the conservative clause of the
act of lbIS, which provides that when a bank fails
to rdedcm its paper, it shall not have power to
transfer its property or assets. Mr. Hodge con-
cluded by delining what he held to be the legiti-
mate duties of this Convention, and by reasserting
that tIhe Convention has the right to take the action
proposed in thie ordinance.

Mr. Elgee stated that hoe did not now propose to
discuss the ordinance in detail. hie was in favor
of the measure, thouzhL he objected to a few of
the points. He thought that some of the menltbers
were too much oppreseod with the feelin• of self-
abnegation; were too backward in acting upon
maltters which of right belonged to them, and
which it was necessary they should act upon. lie
held that the financial condition of thile State
was intimately connected with the revolutionary
times which had called this body into existence.
If the late banking system has been found to be
defective, it is clearly our duty to take it op. The
free banking system does not wotrk well. Too
muoh attention was paid by members to the ('on-
stitutional enactment of 18"2. The speaker re-
viewed the course of (Conventions heretofore with
regard to banking. Atone time the people wanted
to abolish banking altogether. Years passed, and
tthe opposite extreme was rushied into, of desiring
too much banking. Now, said the speaker, is tile
happy medium-the proper time to decide between
no banks at all, and free banks. He thought it
proper and right for this Convention to act in the
matlter.

Mr. Bush thought it improper for the Convention
to consider thie measure proposed. He believed
the Constitution granted all necessary powers to
the Legislature, and thought especially that the
action of the Legislature, in repeatedly refusing
the petitions of the free banks for extra privileges,
had left nothing for this Convention to modify in
the existing system.

Mr. Rozier stated that he agreed to the merits of
the bill, inasmuoh as experience had shown that
the free banking systetm was of little use in tight
times; but he wanted only this mondifeation, that
the question be submitted to the people for them
to consider and act upon in Novelbher next.

Mr. Bonford, as a member of the committee pre-

tenting the bill, addressed the Convention. He
spoke of the two systems of banking. The system
of 1812 was infinitely superior to that of 1852; ex-
perience had proven this. Their merits had been
amply tested. In 1857, which were the banks that
went by the board? Freesbanks, it has been
shown, cannot sustain themselves in times of
trouble; then why should this Convention hesitate
to decide which is the best system ? The speaker
dwelt upon the act of 1842 and its beneficial efficts,
and set forth the measure of safety provided in the
bill before the Convention, in not allowing any
bank to issue a circulation greater than 75 per cent.
of its capital. As to what the gentleman from St.
Landry had said, about there being no safeguards
against inflated paper circulations, he would stite
that there are safeguards of the 'most binding
kind. The oficers of banks are put under oath,
and there are legal modes of prosecution and pun-
ishment for such officers if they should violate their
oaths or in any manner defraud the public. In re-
ply to the gentleman who had said that this Con-
vention had nothing to do with the banking sys-
tem, he would state that it is the sense of the Leg-
islature that they have no power under the Consti-
tution of 1852 to act on this question. IHe here
read the majority report of the Joint Committee of
the Legislature on a question connected with the
subject under debate.
Messrs. Walker and Bush interrupted the speaker

to ask questions not material to the main issue.
Mr. Bonford answered these questions; and reas-
serting that the Convention certainly has the power
to act on the matter before it, and concluded by
hoping that the motion of Mr. Girard (to strike
out the enacting clause) would be rejected by the
Convention.
Mr. Bush rose to make an explanation concern-

ing something said in his previous remarks, and
proceeded to reiterate his opposition to the Con-
vention acting upon the bill before it. The measure
had not been discussed by the people when this
'onvention was elected; and he maintained that

the whole question belonged to the Legislature.
Mr. Estlin rose, and said that as tle hour was

late, and that as it wans apparent that gentlemen
had much to say upon tile measure before them,
he would move an adjournment, to meet to-morrow
(to-day) two hours earlier than usual ; that is, at
10 'clocol.

Thie motion was put, and the ('onvention so ad-
journed.

BATox I•tocce, March 18.--Tn the House of Rlep-

The Senate bill granting the east wing of the

was amended by Mr. Beggs, that tile Academy he
still allowed to retain two rooms. Pending a dis-
cus-ion on tile above, the House adjourned.

The bill relative to steamboat captains and en-
gineers was lost.

Evenineg Session.-In the ttouse this evening
the billin regard to the University building was
again taken up. A communication from the Acad-
emy of Sciences was read. After considerable dis-
cussion the bill passed, with Mr. Beggs' amend-
ment.

The bill providing for the military defence of the
State was laid on the table.

The bill prohibiting the administrators of Insane
Asylums from contracting new debts beyond the
annual receipts, passed.

The act that no slave convicted of Penitentiary
offence should never be sent for a term not less than
lile came up for discussion.

Mr. Bemiss spoke against it, denouncing it as an
act of inhumanity.

Mr. Brethault favored the act strongly.
Mr. Alien offered as a substitute that no slave be

sent to the Penitentiary, but that he be punished
as the jury may decide.

Mr. Gray offered a substitute that any crime,
petty larceny excepted, subjecting a white man to
imprisonment, be subject to death. It was with-
drawn on account of its being incomplete.

House voted on a resolution to lay tile whole on
the table subject to the call of the yeas and nays.
Carried.

Mr. Delony's bill regarding the sale of certain
State property--being the University buildings-to
tihe Methodist Church. came up. Much discussion
ensued, during which it was stated that the obliga-
tion was that the institution should never be sec-
tarian.

Mr. Kilbourne explained the former act.
An amendment was offered that tile State appro-

priate $10,000 to establish a chair of Theology.
T'le whole affair was postponed, to be considered
at some future time.

The Senate bill repealing the act creating a
Military Board was repealed. No provision is
made for the board in the Appropriation bill.

A bill to adjourn on Thursday passed.

As a fit appreciation, said Mr. Clayton, of the

patriotism of that gentlemen, I ask that his letter
be spread upon the journal of Congress. It was
no ordered.

Mr. Barry, of Mississippi, offered the following
resolution

Resolced, That the Committee on Finance be in-
structed to inquire into theexpediency of imposing
an ad valorem duty on all negroes imported into the
Confederacy from the slaveholding States of the
United States: and to report asearly as convenient
by bill or otherwise.

Mr. Barry said be proposed the resolution only
for the purpose of obtaining revenue from that
source. Our Constitution gives to Congress the
"power to prohibitthe introduction of slaves from
any State not a member of this Confederacy." It
may not be expedient at the present time, to ex-
ercise that power, but, sir, it is entirely proper that
so large a branch of importation into this country,
and which is destined in a year or two, on the ac-
count of the circumstances by which the Border
States are surrounded. to he largely inereased
should be made to contribute its full share to the
revenues of our Government. It is not intended
that ('ongress, by such duties, should exercise any
coercion towards those States, to induce them to
join this Confederacy, but the measure, as I before
said, is simply intended by me as one of revenue.
A trade that involves, perhaps, filty millions of dol-
lars per year, should contribute its proportion to
the revenues of our Government. Whilst New
England manufacturers and Pennsylvania iron are
taxed, and those States. so far as nationality is
concerned, are placed on the same footing. as
other foreign nations, there is no reason why this
trade from the Border States should be exempt. It
is true we have exempted articles from duty, but
it was more from regard to our necessities than
from any regard to the States from whence those
comnmodities were obtained. Some persons may
regard a tax on slaves imported from the Border
Statesa as measure of coercion or a policy to in-
duce or compel those States to join this ('onfeder-
acy; others may believe that the result of this
policy will deter those States from joining us. 1
do not think that we are justified in looking at
either of those consequences, or that we are re-
sponsible for them should they occur.

Our object at present is to raise revenue, and
we should not reject any legitimate means to ef-
fect it. The time may come when it will he expe-
dient for Congress to prohibit entirely the importa-
tion of slaves from any of the slave States of the
late Unjion "not a member of this Confederacy."
There is no reason why we should continue to be
the recipient of their surplus slave population,
whilst they cpreferring a connection with an anti-
slavery Government, would soon transport their
slaves hither, swelling our slave population several
millions, and thus briug abolition rule to our own
borders. The Border States should not he allowed
to find a market for their slaves in the Confederate
States, without taxation. It should be our inexor-
able policy, if those Border States should prefer a
Black IRepublican Union to a Union with us. to ex-
clude their slaves, or obtain afair revenue for their
introduction.

If we are to import a few millions more of slaves,
it would be better to import them from Africa, at
$200 each, than to obtain them from the Border
States at $1000 each; for, although there may be
measurable danger in African importations to our
own negroes, still there is a political consideration
that overrules and outweighs entirely such dan-
gers, and that is, that we should not permit those
States to bring their negroes in oar borders, there-
by doubling our negro population, and freeing
them of that institution, and causing them, in time,
to became the enemies of the slave States. I trust
the resolution will be adopted.

After some discussion on the subject Congress
went into secret sasson.

Later froln Arizona -- Elesen Meul Burned
at tne Stake.

From the St. Louis Republican we extract the
following letter:

Tf•cow , Feb. 22, 16t1.-I have the satisfaction
at length of reporting the road open. and the
overland coaches performing their journeys as for-
merly.

The bodies of Wallace and three other Ameri-
cans, who were prisoners with the Indians, were
found lanced by the drgoons, who went out to
Apache Pass from Fort Brechiecridge. The unfor-
tunate victins to savage bababarity had evidently
been dead several days when the bodies were
found; the flesh had b en eaten from their bones
by coyotes, and only skeletons remained. They
were buried by tile soldiers, and the officers imme-
diately held a consultation as to the proper retalia-
tory measures. It was decided to hang thie six
Indian prisoners, and they were accordingly
brought out. The wife and child of one chief, who
were also captives, were taken along to witness
the execution. Indians dislike to be hung. TWho
dlon't ? But these savages lhave a superstitious
dread of meeting death ou tise gallows, and begged
lustily for tile privilege of being shot. They also
plead to have citizens perform tihe work; but the
military would not yield, and the six ghastly corses
were swinging in the air, a warning to allthe tribe,
at last accounts.
The Indians fled precipitately as they learned

from their sentinels that the drsgoons, seventy in
number, were approaching, and long before Lieut.
Moore had arrived at the station with his command
they were miles away. The dragoons pursued, and
we have not sihce heard from them, but trust that
they will efftect something that will cause the sav-
ages to be more guarded in future.

It now appears that there were eleven men burn-
ed with the train. The horrid details were given
last week. But it would seem the entire party were
tortured by being burned at the stake, instead of
two, as we at first heard.

After the road became clear, the infantry started
for Fort Buchanan, leaving twenty-live men behind
to keep open the pass and protect the station.
Twenty men were also left at Dragoon Springs,
forty miles this side. They took the wounded along
with them to Fort Buchanan, where they will re-
ceive every attention. All are doing well.

A squad of twenty-five men was sent out from
Fort Floyd with orders to form a camp near Stein's
Peak, in order to guard trains and stages through
" Doubtful Pass." Their instructions are, not to
be saving of towder and lead if Indians should be
seen. The oflicers commanding our several mili-
tary iposts are desirous of doing everything in
their power for the protection of setth re in these
trying times, and are determined to keep open the
great overlhand highway at all hazards.
Our rangers fromt 'slue-oon heard of Ieigera of

tie Indians before they had crossed the Plazia. and
are now scouting in the mountnsin ranges near the
boundary line at the thead waters of tie San Pedro.
I am informed that Capt. 1t. S. Ewell is ordered

back to Fort Breciinridge. his t leave of absence
having been resisiuded. lie will comsmand tihe
post, and thile we regret the denial to hisn of the
recreation he had hopled for, we tejoice to have
him with I• in times wihichs call for tile exercise of
commanding courage.
I will not attempt to recite the numerous ac-

counts of Indiant depredations committed Ileresince
my last. Let it suflice that they are still actively
engaged,and every day adds several new outrages
to tihe long category of despoliations suffered at
their hands by our settler:,. We are becoming dis-
couraged, and the indit'-erence with which our
wants are listened to by Government has almost
caused us to despair of having our desperate for-
tunes mended.
From s , nolasl there was little of interest. Con-

grses was still is sess;ion, occupied principsally in
consideriig thle qetstion of li granting t right of way
through tile State for the proposed railway cou-
neeting Guaymnas and El Paso. It ihad received the
recommendst on df the G veror, and the olteil,
paper was advocating thie project. The Governor
has i-sued a proclamation guaranteeing the right of
transit of Anmerican goods through the State until
six months after a repeal of tile right, should the
Croverument at anly time see proper to repeal it.
This is a safeguard which was greatly required, and
now there is no obstacle in thie way of merchants
at once availing themselves of the privileges
aforded by the right of transit.
Thie passengers in the Overland coaches from

California, who were detained here last week by
the difficulties atbApache Pass, have all gone for-
ward, and, notwithstanding the recent heavylosses
of stock on this section of the road, stages are
running with very nearly their accustomed regu-
larity.
Of the four men murdered at Apache Pass by

the Indians, one was a half-breed Oherokee. named
Wsn. I. Saounders" The 0thern were Jas. F. Wal-
lack, a driver on the Overland mail route, Frank
Brunner, a German teamster, and - Whitlield.
Wallace leaves a young wife in this desolate
country, to weep his untimely loss and horrible
fate.

DOINGS OF THE 0NIFE.
DANGEanor•LY \o otnED.--James G. Brennan,

the keeper of a small animal show on Tchoupiton-
las street, between Lafayette and Girod, was dan.
gerously stabbed in front of his show by one Pat-
rick Quinlan, aided by Matthew McfHugh as an
accessory. The two were arrested, by officers Ryan
and Armor. How the difficulty began we did not
hear. Officer Rtyan says he saw the difficulty from
across the street; saw Brennan pushing the two
accused away from his door; and, as he ran over,
beard 3cHugh say, l'Cut the son of ab-h," and
saw Quinlan draw a knife and cut him. This was
all he knew about it. Brenhan, believed to be
dangerously stabbed, was carried away to receive
medical attendance.

FATAl. AF.vrAY.--Last evening, in an Irish labor-
ers' boarding-house on Delord street, near Leeds'
Foundry. two steamboat hands, named John Hol-
loran and Patrick Kennedy, had an affray, in which
the latter was stabbed and instantly killed by the
former. Mr. Lockrey, the keeper of the boarding-
house, arrested Holloran and took him to the lock-
up, and was then, (very harshly and improperly,
as we think) himself locked up as a witness. Three
or four of the other boarders were also locked up
as witnesses. Lockrey says that Holloran was in
the kitchen chipping meat off the head-bone of a
hog with a carving-knife, by way of an afternoon
snack, when Kennedy got into a fuss with him and
slapped him once or twice, upon which Holloran
plunged the carving-knife into the lower part of
his right side.

One of the boarders ran for a doctor, but Ken-
nedy died in two or three minutes, without saying
a word. Holloran ran out at the back-door, but
he (Lockrey) watched at the gate till he came out,
when he arrested him. Holloran admits the stab-
bing freely, but says he did not use the knife until
after Kennedy had struck him and forcibly taken a
hundred dollars out of his pocket. He says Ken-
nedy assaulted him because he refused to treat to
liquor. Lockrey, on the contrary, declares that
he knows very well that Holloran hadn't five cents
to his name. The Coroner was notified, and the
inquest will take place to-day.

THE ARREST OF BARLOW.
We are indebted to Wilbur & Burge's Express,

(per Opelousas Railroad) for Galveston and Indi-
anola papers of Saturday.

From the Galveston News we clip the following
item :

A few days ace. (layner .losepih received fromnt the
Neov Orleans Chief of P'olice information that one
Thomas Barlow, alias Spencer, was in Galveston-
a fugitive from jnstice, charged with having a year
ago murdered a New Orleans policeman, and then
escaped. A request to arrest him was sent.

The Mayor issued an order to the Marshal, Mr.
Westerlage, to arrest Barlow, which that officer
succeeded in executing to-day. The accused will
be held subject to the New Orleans police, a mem-
ber of which body is expected to come for him.

UNIVERSITY OF LOUISIANA.

Hall, the exercises beginning at 12 o'clock, M.
There will be music, addresses and other exercises
appropriate to the occasion. Prof. Warren Stone
is to deliver the address to the graduating class.

DESTRUCTIVE FIRE.
A destructive and most exciting fire broke out

at about half-past 2 o'clock yesterday morning, in
the undertaking establishment of Mr. Smith, on
Chippewa street, between Toledana and Louisiana
avenue, in. Jeferson ('ity, but only half-a square
above the upper line of New Orleans city and
parish.
The entire square in which the fire started was

destroyed, with half the square toward the swamp,
and half the square toward the river; an area of
about two squares. The wind was high, water was
scarce, all the buildings were of wood, and the
clouds above spread the glare of the conflagration
below into an illumination which lit up the city
and the country for miles around.

About fifty small tenements, occupied by poor
families, were destroyed before tile flames could be
stayed. The rush and panic of the unfortunate and
distracted families, dragging and encumbering the
streets with their furniture, was a scene not soon
to be forgotten.
The lHook and Ladder men did signal service at

this lire, as did all tieh firemen of New Orleans.
They did not consider the fire out of New Orleans,
thoughl geographically it was, and would have gone
a mile or two further outside of Orleans parish had
it been necessary. It was not .Iellerson City. but
the Fifth District of New Orleans, that our firemen
felt they were visiling.

The total anmount of property destroyed is esti-
msated at about s'0,000. But as it al fell upon poor
tenants and much of it upon small prloperty hold-
ere, it was three times as distressful as any fire
could be in any well-settled or commercial part of
New-Orleans.

NOT A FALSE ALARM.
We yesterday reported, through erroneous infor-

mation, that tile fire alarm of Sunday evening was
false. It was a true alarm, having its origin in a
blaze which started unaccountably in the stable of
the late iMr. Sewell T. Taylor, at the corner of
Nayades and Jackson streets. Thie flames were
extinguished before much damage was done.
